The teachers, membem of the
East Haven Education Associa-
ton, signed a new contract
agreement Sunday with the
town's Board of Education, pro-
viding higher salaries and im-
proved fringe benefits,

Classes had been stheduled to
start last Wednesday for some
6,000 puplls In the towm's 14
public schools, but the teachers
refused to show up without a
contract agreement.

The agreement was ratified
by a ummnimous vote, and the
teachers decided t abide by »
Superior Court order that they
either return to school or face
a $500-perdeacher perday pen-
alty.

In addition, as a result of the
settiement, all further legal ac-
tion, including & $260,000 dam,
age suit filed aguinst the EHEA
by the school board, has been
suspended. y

Nondegree teachers will re-
ceive from $35,850 to $0,550 under
Mhe new sgreement; holders of
bachelor’s degrees from $6,050
to $9,750; master's degrees, $6,-

to $11,050 for sixth-year certifi-
cate holders.

The board of education will
pay two-thirds of the cost of

DA NANG, Vietnam (AP) —
A genernl court-martial today
sentenced Marine Lance Cpl
Denafl R. Allen {o life In prison
for killing five Vietnamese men
near Hue,

The court also ordered o dis-
honorable , forfeiture
of all pay and allowances, and
reduction to the rank of private.

Allen, 20, of Lebanon, Ind.,
pleaded guilty under térms of &
pretrial agresment that calls for
eventual reduction of the sen-
tenee (o 20 years in prison when
the verdiot comes before the
court's convening suthority, the
1st Marine Division's command.
ing general.

Allen was represented by Ma-
rine Capt. Sandy McMath, a Lit-
{le Rock lawyer and the son of
former Arkansas Governor Bid
McMath,

There was no testimony be-
fore the court, composed of &
colonal two lieutenant colonels
and four majors.

Allen is the first of seven Ma-
rines to be tried In the killing of
s five Vietnamese May B and
8 at Van Duong village five
miles northeast of Hue.

The prosecution contended
that Allen, a veteran on his sec-
ond tour in Vietnam with the 1st
BattaMon, Tth Marine Regl-
ment, and another marine shot
Nguyen Van Den and Nguyen
Cuu Thu with his M1§ rifle on
May 6 while members of Allen's
patrol looked on.

Three more vietnamese were
detained by Allen and his patrol
the next day, The prosecution
claimed two of the unarmed
men wers shot firing-squad
fashion and a third was hanged
with & noose made ‘by Allen. It
claimed Allen also stabbed the
third man in the chest, cut his
throat and ghot him.

The bodies were thrown into a
canal and hand grenades were
thrown in after them o destroy
the evidence, the prosecution
sald,

In an out-of-court hearing, the
court’s law officer asked Allen
it‘he knew what he was doing at
the time.

Allen answered, ‘‘Yes, sir.”
