Heat Draws Nematodes
The nematode, a mlcroecopic 

peri that attacks many crops, 
may have a buBt-ln heat-sensing 
device that directs it to the 
plant root. A researcher sL the 
New York State College of Agrl- 
etdture, at Oomell, says this dis­
covery may provhle new meth­
ods of controlling the insect.

Laboratory experiments have 
shown that the nematode reacts 
to heat quickly and moves to- 

“  the heat source. Plant 
produce a certain amount

of heat as a by-product of res­
piration, the process by which 
the plant uses energy (or 
growth. Other soli microorgan­
isms associated with plant roots 
also give off some heat.

Of 100 nematodes studied In 
separate groupe, at least 80 
were etiracted hy Heat. When, 
heat was turned off, the nema­
todes dispersed immediately, 
losing tiielr sense of direction, 
the reeearcHinr said.

Nematode control presently is 
bitsed on soil fumigation, use of

resistant crop varieties and 
crop rotation.

mosquito bite stings }uid itches 
Is that most people have an al­
lergic reaction to the mouth 
fluid of the female mosquito.

Moreover, the apparent as­
sumption to Moscow that the 
OseChs woUkl fMlow the course 
of least resistence, as they hod 
to 1938 under Hitter’s coup and 
Stalin’s own takeover to 1M8, 
Ignored the moat fundament­
al fact of {wUtlcal life to the 
tom and shredded Soviet em­
pire today.

TUs fact Is that toe Chech 
movement toward a free press, 
economic decentralisation, ruid . 
a Oommunlst party with power 
coming from (he rank snd file, 
not rigidly controlled from the 
top, is a true refleetten of the 
inexorable dlrectton of Corn- 
muntet sateUte pohtlos today, 
heavily larded with naUonal- 
iam.

"I deflniteHy don’t regard my­
self as a refugee,”  he said, sit­
ting on the bed in a small sin-1 
gle room high up in a large i 
London hotel looking out over | 
Hyde Park. "There is no point 
in becoming a professional emi­
gre; they fall Inevitably into an j 
extreme position, cuid no ex­
treme makes any sense.”

He is a man ot such ap­
parent calm and sensibility that 
the thought of anyrme sending 
a tank against him is pimost 
laughable. His father wad the 
great art nouveau palmer, Al­
phonse Mucha, and he has writ­
ten two books about him as well 
as novels, film scripts and two 
published diaries.

Chie of the diaries was of his 
. wartime experiences; he was in 
. the RAF, and then served as a 

war correspondent for the BBC 
all over the world. The other, 
which was puMl;̂ ed in Britain 
last year and in May this year 
in Prague, is called "Uving 
and Partly Living” and tells of 
the three years he spent in. £ltal- 
inist prisons in Czechoslovakia 
from 1M1-S4.

When asked what he felt as 
he left Prague he paused, then 
said: *T was very depressed 
when I was doing nothing. 
When 1 got going I suddMily felt 
that I  was taking an active part 
in events. I was intensely hating 
the idea of leaving, but I wasn’t 
interested in being locked up 
into even more inactivity.”

He is a man of diarm and 
magnetism; he has a low, slight 
accented voice, and a fine, 
ironic face with a broad-domed 
focehead. In Prague, he ia an 
eneigeUc figure; despite his 
time In lulson, he still lives in 
his family’s 16th-century ̂ lalace 
on a hm overlooking the dty.i 
Inside, there are white vaulted 
roonu full of mlrrote, carvings, 
statoten of salats and huge 
stuffed birds, and an Incredible 
ooUeotlcn of his father’s strange, 
slightly decadent paintings.

He has a great many friends, 
eepeciany among writeia and 
fim  peoĵ e; he has appeared in 
several films, in one of wliidi 
he strode atxxit in a top bat and 
riding bools wlfti two Borakw di­
recting the spraying of roses in 
the grounds of a vast mansion.

To Urn, the Russian action 
was simply some kind of aberra- 
tian, and when he left London 
kMt wedo—before Czechoelovalc 
witters bad been advlaed to 
l e a v e  Ckecboelovakla — he 
eecmed quite sure he would he 
able to get back to Prague soon.

Presidential candidates Rlch- 
afd M. Mixon and Hubert H. 
Humphrey olateied head-on to­
day oyer prompt Senate ratifl- 
oatlpn of the mtdti-nation treaty 
against q>read of nudear wear 
pons.

Nixon, the RepuhUcan candi­
date, emkHwed the treaty in a  
statem ent Wednesday but said 
Senate ratification should be de­
layed until Soviet intentions In 
CaediOBlovakla and other Euro­
pean nations can be reassessed.

Humphrey, the Democratic 
nominee, said today the very 
fact that tensions have In­
creased among the superpowers 
shows a need for roUfyUig the 
treaty and building other East- 
West bridges.

"For If nations shall finally be 
unable to buUd bridges between 
each other In Year 28 of the nu­
clear Age,’’ Humphrey said in 
prepared rem arks In Wilming­
ton, Del., ‘T cannot hdd much 
hope for the future either of our- 
-selves or of the human family."

Nixon said In Charlotte, N.C., 
be favors the nuclear nonproli­
feration treaty altiiough he has - 
reservations about some of its 
provlsioas and *•! hope th a t It 
can be universally adopted."
. "The posture and Intentions of 
tile Soviet Union toward Czecho­
slovakia and other nations of 
central and wester Europe can 
he reassessed at a later time to 
see whether circumstances wlU 
then justify our proceeding with 
ratification.”

Nixon’s statement on the trea­
ty signed but not yet ratified in 
Washington, Moscow and Lon­
don was distributed to newsmen 
as the candidate addressed 
CSiariotte Piedmont College stu­
dents on lawlessness. - 

" It’s tim e for new men and 
new poUctes who wlU stop the 
rise in crime and also establish 
respect for law aU over this 
country,” he eaid. "I pledDO 
thert kind of leadership.’’

U.S. officials say they lack any 
firm  evidence that the Soviet 
Union Intends to start trouble 
over Berlin, but they are on 
alert tor such a move because 
of U.B.-RuB8ian tension.

Attention was focused <» Ber­
lin when President Johnaon la a 
speech Tuesday warned the So­
viet union that "the use of force 
and the threat of force will not 
be tolerated In areas . . .  like 
Berlin.’’

The offlotals described John- 
BMi’s  statem ent as a  precaution­
ary action, "n iere Is no bard In- 
dlcatim  te any Soviet move to 
put the squeeze <m West Ber­
lin,” one official said. ^
