217 Enemy Troops Killed

SAIGON (AP) — Allled forces

27, after his confrontation with
the Russians in Moscow, but
Pravda, reporting it, deleted the
word “temporary.”

Husak sald last week that if
journalists showed the proper
‘‘degren of undergtanding,” It
might not be necessary to use
enforcement machinery with
the impending censorship law.

“However,” Husak added
sternly, *'if we fail to find such
understanding, we will be com-
pelled to take even harsher
metisures in (he Interesis
of. . ..the departure of the
troops. . . . And we will frankly
tell the whole nation what kind
of measures we are taking and
why, whenever there is no other
way."

But the Soviet preas is still
grumbling ominously, Desplte
the gradual dissppearance of
Soviet tanks from Caechoslovak
cities’ streets, Moscow press
comment shows angry impatl
ence with the pace of what it
calls ‘“‘normalization.’”” Pravda
complained this week that
“rogues of the press” were
trying to hypnotize people with
the idea of press freedom. It
complained of ‘‘wasps’ nests" of
liberalism among the Czechoslio-
vak press.

Whether or not this Soviet an-
ger prompted Husak's wamn-
ings, Western dispatches from
Prague sald that the Russians
seemed to have him marked for
bigger things, perhaps as oyer-
all Crechoslovak party chief, re-
placing Dubcek.

gust at the repetition or by
absorbing the constantly re-
peated lesson, he sald.

Legere pointed to the dan-
gers of methanical learning,
however, which can condition
a gtudent's learning. The prob-
lem may not arise when deal-
ing with feots, but he ques-
tioned what happens when &
course such as ‘“concepts In
American democracy” s pro-
grammed by ocomypuler.

Courses are presently avall-
able "which can teach a st
dent to speak Russian like &
native in 800 hours,” Dr. Le-
gere stated.

“We must now decide what

Town and school léaders ex-
plained the whole data process-
ing center and their reasons for
Inpisting that it be allowed to
adjust to the jobs thrown at it

Use of dala processing began
in Manchester nine years ago
when the high school bought a
card sorter for class scheduling
and report cards.

“"Bugs" are merely ways of
handling the piles of numbeérs
that do not fi{ into the com-
puter’s way of thinking. For ex-
ample, {f Miller tells the com-
puter he wants all classes to be
under 34 students and then tries
to cram 100 students into two
classes, the computer will show
a “b\l’.“

Usually the bugs are far more
complicated, he sald,

An artillary
company has ' already arrived,
and has dispersed the guns in
a defensive line, Guards are sent
out to cover the rear of the tired
marchers, for the Redcoats are
not ‘far off.

“Not far off, indeed! Before
the men can rest, a warning
shot i» heard, gnd the red and
brass of the British can be seen
flashing through the treen.'’

The battle is on, when “The
American artillery opens fire,
and the musketmen run for
their weapons, They form a line
tacing the RedCouts, and walt.
With one common purpose, the
farmers and shapkeepers aim

Top Czech Party Head
Beats Censorship Curb

PRAGUE (AP) — New cen-
sorship regulations that include
& ban on reports of casualties
from the Soviet bloe invasion
were disclosed today, but a top
Ceechosiovak Communist beat
the new curbe.

Zdenek Miynar, o party secre-
tary and member of the ruling
Commumist presidium, told a
nationwide television audience
Friday night that ‘“‘more than
70" Csechonlovaks died ‘‘under

circumstances” following
the Aug. 20 Soviet-lead invasion.
Not & victim had “reised a wea-
pon,’" he aaid.

Circulation of the new rules
coineided with the Csechoslovak
National Assembly's approval
of o new press law Friday.
Coplos were received at edito-
ral officeas before Miynar's tele-
vigion appearance, but it was
understood they were not to
take effect until today. It was
balieved to have been the first
time any party leader has publ-
lely discussed the numbor of
Caechoslovak casumities ouf-
fored during the lovasion.

Miynar also told ths nation
that party chisf Alexander Dub-
cek's refofmist regime was
guilty of political mistakes and
nalvets which probably led to
the invasion, .

“It ahould ’huve never hap-

pened that somebody should
have boen given enough room to
gpit at everything we have done
over the years,” he dociared.

He referred to anti-Bcviet and
anti-Communist criticlam per
mitted after Dubcek started
Czechoslovakia's  liberalization
drive iast Janpary.

““We didn't win their confi-
dence and they socted according
to thelr evaluation of the situa-
tion" in ardering the invasion
Aug. 20, Miynar said, alibough
he added that he disagreed with
the declulon to invade,

Miynar is coming tof'be re-
garded as critical of Dubeek
within the privacy of the party.

But #t was not clear whether
hia speach waa aimed at placat-
ing the Russians in an effort to
get them to withdraw ths occu-
pation troops, or amounted to
an argument. that Dubcek
doesn't understand Moacow's
thinking and is on another colli.
slon course with the Rusalana.

It was considered significant
that Miynar's teleyision speech
came 24 hours after cancellation
of a hard-hitting pretaped TV
speech by Dubcel: The Dubcek
speech, tonsd down and broad-
cast soyeral hours jater than
scheduled, deleted the party
leader’s statements that the re.
turn of censorship was a back-
ward step and that apti-Commu-

nist forces were at work in oth-
er Communist countries besides
Crechoalovakia,

Miynar refected the idea of a
witeh hunt against what Soviet
bloc newspapers have claimed
are thousands of anti-Commu-
nists in Czechoslovakia,

But, he added, ‘1 rejoct to
normalcy belng a retum to the
state that existed here before
Aug. 20"

Then, he said, "Trresponsible
demagogues'' appeared against
whom the regime acted “'but did
not manage to ovéercome and do
away with guickly enough.'

Continued alllance with the
Warsaw Pact is the only road
for Czechoslovakia, he said, and
“I personally will take this road
even if somebody calls it by that
terrible world—collaboration.'”

Meanwhile, the Natlonal As-
sembly—defiant in the early
days of the occupation, formally
approved without debate legisin-
tion curbing press freedom and

the establishment of
new political parties, both ac-
tions demanded by Moscow.
