Police Seek Solid Clue
To Percy Girl’s Murder

KENILWORTH, Il
(AP) — Police said they
were -without a suspect,
motive or hard clue today
as they- continued their in-
vestigation of the mystery-
shrouded murder of Val-
erie Percy, daughter of Re-
publican leader Charles H.
Percy.

Valerie, 21, blonde and pretty,
was beaten and stabbed to
death in her bed early Sunday
morning while the Percys and
two of their children, including
the victim's twin sister slept in
nearby bedrooms. Two olher
children were away at the time,

Percy, 47, is the Republican
candidate in the November elec-
tion" againat U.8, Sen. 'Paul
Douglas and has been active in
both state and national politics.

A dny-long search of the 17-
room house and grounds on the
fashionable North Shore turned
up potential clues but nothing of
immediate significance, police
sald. Questioning of family
members, servants, and friends
was of little help.

“We have no leads at all,"”
sald Kenilworth Police ‘Chief
Robert M. Daley, '"There are no
clues that would help us in any
way."

But Chicago police crime lab.
oratory technicians are studying
tingerprints, bed clothing, floor
sweepings and other physical
evidence collected from the
Percy home,

Judge Harold Platt announced
his verdict to a tense, crowded
courtroom. A two-man jury had
recommended that Kinsey, 26,
of Washington, N.C,, be found
innocent. The judge was not re-
lquired to follow the recom-
“mendation of the jury of ‘‘asses-
sors'’ but he usually does in a
murder trial.

The two assessors — Gail Ba-
gley, 46, & soll conservation ex-
pert from Elsberry, Mo., and
Tanganian economist Fred Mu-
gobi, 27, told the court they be-
lieved that Peverley Kinsey, 23,
died of an accidental fall on
March 27, as her husband oon-
tended,

‘‘Having given anxious
thought to the evidence in this
court, 'm of the opinion [that
the charge has not been suffi-
ciently proved against the ac-
cused so as to enable me to find
that he is guilty beyond reason-
able dpubt,'” said Platt.

“While the accused must
therefore "carry with him the
suspicion that he may have
. been responsible for his wife's
death, he must, in justice, be
acquitted and set free,

Negroes Enter School

GRENADA, Miss, (AP) —
Nearly 170 Negro pupils passed
through police lines today end
began their second week of inte-
grated classes at formerly all-

white schools. White crowds,
who taunted and beat the Ne-
groes last week, were absent.

City officials, under a federal
court order to protect the Ne-
groes, sald law and order would
be maintained.

Miss Joan Baez, a folk singer
active in civll rights work, ac-
companied the Negroes as far
as thegpolice barricade. She told
officers she had transfer papers
tor—five—young -Negro—ehildren
whose parents were unable to
accompany them. She asked to
be allowed to take the papers to
the school.

“Nobody but students and
parents can go In," aaid Liloyd
Jones, a stale highway patrol.
man, -

Newsmen counted 169 Negro
children entering the grammar
and high schools, Another nine
were turned away. They sald
school officials told' them their
transfer applications were not

UNITED NATIONS, N.Y.
(AP)—U.N. Secretary-General
U Thant said today he would
consider remaining in . office
until the end of this year if

meémbers of the world organiza-
tion failed to agree on & Succes-
sor by Nov. 8 when his term
expires,’

He declined to =ay, however,
whether he would agree to stay
on beyond Dec. 31.

Thant made his comment at a
news conference in which he
also declared that East-West
relations had reached a new low
and that U.N, action on disar-
mament and other key issues
was being severely hampered.

The United States reacted
quickly with this statement
from U.S. Ambassador Arthur
J. Goldberg: “We welcome the
statement of our distinguished
secretary-general, and we con-
tinue in the hope that he will
stay on beyond this general as-
sembly for a full term of of-
fice.” .

Thant met the press as diplo-
mats from around the world
gathered for the opening Tues-
day of the 2ist session of the
General Assembly.

Austrian authorities told the
story today after the couple had
left for West Germany. Their
names were not disclosed, to
protect the girl's relatives in
East Berlin,

traveled to Budapest on a regu-
lar-East German passport for a
rendezvous with her boy friend.

Trial Evidence Swap
Under Way in State

HARTFORD (AP)—Instead of
keeping evidence a secrét lo be
unveiled during a trial, like
strategically played cards, gov-
ernment prosecutors in Connect-
fcut today began an experiment

in which they will disclose all
government-evidence-to-defenss -
lawyers in advance of trial,

To _obtain such Iinformation,
from the prosecution, however,
the defense must also make its
own evidence known. Thus the
option to disclose or not to dis-
close will lie with the defense.

The pre-trial swap will take
place a week before~trial.

The Connecticut experiment of
full disclosure (s being conduct-
ed on orders from U.S. Alty.
Jon O. Newman, who notes that
partial disclosure is already re-
quired by recently adopled rules
of federal criminal procedure,

“I think it is possible to move
much farther in the direction of
pre-trial disclosure without im-
palring ‘the effectiveness of the
prosecution,'" Newman-said.

Will the knowledge of what
the government has on him
somehow increase the likelihood
of the defendant's telling & false
story to the jury? Newman
thinks not. :

‘“The prosecution either has a
case or it does not' he said.

Reciprocal disclosure has been
widely discussed by the legal
profession in this country but
Newman Is belleved to be the
first federal prosecutor to give
it a try. In England, however,
the practice is well established,

Newman emphasizes that it is
an experiment. Informally be-
gun, it can be just as informally
scrapped if it doesn't work out,
he sald.

If it works, he sald, one of
the principal benefits will be
that defendants will be dealt
with more fairly, t |

The Metropolitan Opera As-
poclation had its gala opening
fn its new Lincoln Center home
last Friday evening, producing
Barber'a ‘“Antony and Cleo-
patra” with an all-American
cast, as was altogether fitting
for the occasion.

New operas for mnew opera
houses are quite in the tradition
of this field of entertainment,
and it is nice to know that in
America we Have composers. of
sufficlent talent to. undertake
the extremely complex task of
composing a new opera and that
we have American singérs in
quantity and quality enough to
the demands of this very large
production.

I was not among the 350 or
po. criticsa and correspondents
who were present in person for
the opening, Like most of you,

As invariably occurs, many
words were lost, and as it cus-
tomarily works out, it was the
female singers whouse- diction
was miost at fault, Leontyne
Price. as Cleopatra had more
unintelligible words than any-
one else. It's true she had more
words, and she had the most
difficult vocal line, yet the end
result was that one has to do
considerable “boning up" on an
opera even in one's own lan-
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zany. Weire Brothers, violin-

guage, if one is to understand
the work' completely.

I'll put in a plug for Mary
Ellen Pracht, as Octavis, in the
matter of diction. The matter
of tessitura for her part was
more suitable to comprehensible
declamation than the role Miss
Price essayed, and Miss. Pracht
was thoroughly understandable,
Unfortunately, the part is rela-
tively. small,

Paul Frank showed up with
the best diction among the male
singers, and again it was A
small part, Presumably, Mr,
Barber believes that the music
for small parts does not have
to be so high-flown as the mu-
sle for the stellar principdtls and
80 he writes melodic lines that
are simpler to sing and conse-
quently simpler for the alnger
to declaim.

Actually, Ezlo Flagello had
very ncceptable diction in a role
whjch: was second only in im-
portance to the title role. and
he surpassed Mr. Diaz as An-
tony by not a little in the mat-
ter of comprehensibility.

Yet the fact remains that
opera in English is not the an-
swer to a true appreciation of
this artistic endeavor, For that
matter, they are few indeed
who go to Stratford, for exam-
ple, who appreciate the produc-
tions of Shakespeare there,

As to the adaptation of
Shapespeare's work, and the
opera itself as a musical com-
position, it may truthfully be
sald that both left a great deal
to be desired. Yet Mr. Barber's
score represented a consider-
able advance on his opera
“Vanessa" produced -less than
ten years ago.

If T were to attempt an opera
in English, T think I should un-
doubtedly turh to Shakespeare,
as Mr, Barber did, The fact
that the Bard of Avon's work
has endured for centuries by
itself would give me some as-
surance that my opera might
succeed by hanging onto the
genlus of the greatest poet the
English language has ever pro-
duced.

But after hearing the produc-
tion last Friday evening, I'm not
at all convincdd that Anthony
and Cleopatra is the play I
would choose, At first glance it
looks like a natural as the basis
of an opera. The names of the
protagonists as well as the gen-
eral outline' of the plot are
known to most people; further-
more, the play lends iiself to

great spectacle, almost a pre-
requisite of grand opera,
Getting an operatio libretto
out of Shakespeare's play {8
something else again, Like most
of the suthor's plays, the cast
is large, and like most of the
plays, the scenic demands are
tremendous. Immedlately we
come up with the problem of
excessive costs and mechanical
difficulties, The Met apparently
surmounted them, but what of
the smaller opera houses where
a new work must meet with
continued success if it'Is to join
the ranks of established favor-
ites.

-

Mr. Zeffirelli, who staged this |

production and produced the
actual libretto, may be a genius
in the mechanical problems of
the theater, but he is no genius
in the matter of adaplation,
Boito managed to produce two
magnificent Shakespearian U-
bretti for Verdl beside which
the libretto of Friday night
seems pretty shoddy stuff in-
deed.

Boito managed to adapt Othel-
lo 80 that the opera needs only
four sets of scenery compared
to seventeen in the work under
discusgion. Presumably the
Met's new facilities allowed
smooth mechanical changes,
but the whole hocus pocus of
the mechanical marvels tends to
divert' the audience from the
artistic verities with which they
should be concerned.

The play was cut to bring it
to a reasonable length for a
musical setting, but the cutting
amounted to little short of
butchery. True enough, Boilo
excised the entire first act of
Othello, but he strengthened the
play by providing unity of time,
place and action. This certainly
was not the case with Anthony
and Cleopatra.

I have great admiration for
the extensive and intensive
work and the artistic zeal that
went into this production, Nev-
ertheless I feel it is a failure,
not of the dimensions of The
Last Savage, for example, but
a failure nevertheless. And
much of the failure can be at-
tributed to a thoroughly med-
focre libretto.

USE REVERSE MAGIO
TO MAKE YOUR GAME

By ALFRED SHEINWOLD

Nobody looks at you with ad-
miring eyea if you win tricks
with aces and kings, but you're
considered a magician i you
win tricks with deuces and
treys. My friend, Edwin Kan-
tar, is & magician too, but some
of his magical spells get him a
snicker instead of a cheer:

Opening lead —ace of dia~
monds,

West opened the ace of dia-
monds and shifted to the three
of clubs,

Kantar, playing the S8outh
hand, first thought of the non-
magical play. He could take the
king of clubs, iead a spade to
the ace and discard one heart
on the ace of clubs and another
on the gqueen of diamonds.

Declarer would still  have
three hearts after these dis-
cards. When South led a heart
from dummy, East would take
the ace of hearts and lead a
trump to take. the last trump
out of dummy. South would lose
two hearts, one diamond end
one trump, going down one.

To avoid going down Kantar
wove & spell. He won the sec-
ond trick with dummy's ace of
clubs, thus treating his own king
of clubs as though it were a
deuce, "This kind of magic gets
more laughs than a man slip-
ping on a banana skin,"” Kantar
observes.

East took the ace of
hearts and returned a trump to
dummy's sce, but dummy still
had a trump left. Declarer took
the king of hearts and ruffed a
heart with dummy's remaining
trump,

Now declarer got to his hand

Valerie was dead when he ar-
rived.

Percy was unable to de-
scribe the killer or even say
whether it was a man or wom-
an, No one has reported seelng
anyone come or go, although
two neighbors said they heard
car tires squeal about the time
the murderer fled.

struggle for the identity and the sur-
vival of the Vietnamese people.

“] see nothing but danger,” he said,
n the idea, so assiduounly fostered
outside Vietnam, that the confliot is a
kind of holy war between two powerful
political ideologies.

“The survival of the people of Viet-
nam must be seen as the real issue, and
tt.can be resolved not by force but pa-
tience and understanding, in the frame-
work of & willingness to live and lot live.
If this approach is accepted on all sides
—and the moral influenrce of govern-

ments and peoples outslde the immedi- -

ate conflict can help bring this about—
I believe it should be poasible to reach
a settiement which would end the suf-
fering in Vietnam, satisfy the conscience
of this world at large and remove a for-
midable barrier to international coop-
eration.”

Thus U Thant makes it plain that his
unsuccessful efforts to resolve the
Vietnam conflict have convinced him
that no peaceful resolution can be
achieved as long as the war is regarded
In terms of Ideologies, power politics,
and national, prestige.

This, whether we like it or not, places
the chief moral burden upon the United
States to seek a resolution -through
the United Nations despite the obata-
cles. North Viet Nam has steadfastly
refused.to come to the negotiating table,
at least under any terms which have
been offered so. far. But the crucial
question is not how that weak nation
acts. The key is how this great nation
acts.

olsewhere,  ° ) s

“These corpsmen,” says the Natio
Education Assogiation in.an appeal to
the lawmakers, J'who have recelved in-
tensive special training on 42 college
campuses this summer, have intelli-
gence, talent and high motivation that
ghould not pe wasted. Yet wasted they
will be unleas  Congreas -provides the
funds necessary to operate the Teacher
Corps for the coming year.”

Calling the corps an exciting idea, the
NEA maintains that the problems in
the country's slums ‘“are simply too
eomplex and important to pass up this
promising way of breaking into the cy-
ele of educational, social land economic
deprivation."

Sick Of Surveys

Diagnosis and labeling of the latest
disense we owe to some Introspection on
the part of the American Psychological
Ansociation at [ts recent meeting in"New
York. | :

One of its speakers camé up with a
warning: against the spread of “‘survey
sickness.” a malady, which, he asaid,
keeps an increasing number of people
hopping here and there all over the face
of the giobe interviewing and bothering
an endless number of people In search
of data to ba added to existing molun-

“talns of data for which no particular

use will ever be found.

It was suggested, by this paycholo-
gist speaking to his fellow psycholo~
gists, that the members of the profession
actually displayed poor psychology in
the way they went barging around the
world In search of giant packages of

“.data ready-mix, disrupting the concene

tnugn of working scholars who actual-
ly unearth things for themselves.

While the psychologists thus re.
proached themselves, rather gently, wa
must say, about the way théy gather
data, some of the reat of us are more
concerned with some of the uses made
of data after it is accumuiated.

Moat of it maay be left in the sense-
less accumulstions which must be fille
ing up the aurvey offices everywheres,
But every now and then some of it is
thrown out at us, as a reproach to us
for some behaviorism for which we had
hitherto felt no particular awareness or
guilt. '

Some survey once told us, for in-
stance, which shoe the great majority
of mankind put on first, the left or the
right, and It spoiled our living for
weeks, first trying to remember which
way we did it before we realized It
was a matter of data importance, and
then trying to do it only the proper,
majority way, whichever that was,
from then on. ’

Decision On City's Future

The Waterbury Urban Renewal Agen«
ey is doing mome very serious contem-
plating these days. It must, after thess
current deliberations, select a developer
for the R-53 redevelopment area off
South Main, Unlon, Jefferson and Sco-
vill Sts. Its decision could have much
significance in determining the future of
Waterbury.

Originally there were offers and pro-
posals from four developera, but one has
withdrawn. This has lightened the task
of the 15-member agency to a degree,
Hach of the three prospective developers
has a good plan. Each could contribute
substantially to the economic future of
the city while emhancing that part of
the business district aesthetically. The
fact that the agency has three good
plans to choose from lightens its load,
but it does not remove any of the great
responsaibility which rests on its shoul-
ders,

In making a selection the agency will
have to conszider the uses proposed for
the land by each developer, both imme-
diately and for the future, and how
they will fit in with the needs of the
community, It must consider the eco-
nomic worth of each plan in terms of
tax revenue the city will gain when
construction is completed, It must con-
aider the design of the proposed struc-
tures and how they will blend in with
what s already permanently in that
area and with future development if
and when redevelopment is expanded in
the central business district. N

The immediate needs of the communi.
ty must be considered as well as how
much each developer proposes to do
immediately and how much &t a later
date. The financial responsibllity of
each must be examined. The agency
must know whether the developer will
have alternative means of financing the
development if there should be a snag
in the original form of financing. It
must know whether he will be able to
follow through with the project once
the wvaluable land is turned over to
him.

The value of the land is another im-
portant consideration. All three develop-
ers are offering must.leas than the fair
market value of the land, This is not
unusual in the experience of federal re-
development. However, in this instance,
each is offering much less than Gulf
©Oil Co, pald to the agency for the small-
or adjacent B-2 tract used for develop-
ment of Holiday Inn and the Travel
Center. The R-53 tract is nearer to Ex-

change Place, and some aources consider
. it more valuable.

The agency, of course, should not nec-
SNy APprove e daveloper who
makes the biggest offer for the land.
What is put on the land and. how much
tax revenue it brings over the years is
much more important than the initial
payment for the land, Developers gen-
erally are unanimous in pointing out
that the more they pay for the land the
legs tivey will be able to put into con-
struction,

In arriving at a sale price sgreement,
however, the agency will have to take
legal precautions to guarantee' that 8
sale 'of less than fair market value will
not deprsciate the value of surrounding
land for assessment and tax purposes.
In fact, it should take precautions to
insure that the tax base on land of the
R-53 developer will be in kKeeping with
that of surrounding properties.

-Each of the developers makes a pro-
posal for an_injtial stage of develop-
ment. Possible second and third stages
are proposed also, The agency will haye
to consider how valuable each develop-
ment would be in the evant it ahould not
get beyond the initial stage.

The agency will have to decide which
plan will do the most good for Water-
bury from the atandpoints of revenue,
appearance and needs of the communi-
ty. but it also should consider how big
& part it can play in inducing other

good development in the surrounding’

areas,

When the agency has made ita fingl
choice, it should not lst itself Immedi.
ately lose the other two developers. Xt
should encourage them to keep alive
their interest in development in Water-
bury and to tome back when—possibly
in the not too distapt future—Water-
bury - will- haVe -more ‘land avallable in
ita central business district for redevel.

WASHINGTON — Quiet diplo-
macy, not election-year politics,
was the true inspiration behind
President Johnson's new  and
unpublicized ‘'peace desk” on
the seventh floor of the State
Department.

Although that ageless diplo-
matic trouble-shooter, Averell
Harriman, has been sitting be-
hind his new desk now for six
weeks, there has been no for-
mal announcement of his.as-
signment, and there won't be.

In fact, President Johnson re-
gards Harriman's new Job of
preparing an array of all pos-
sible U. 8. positions for even-
tual negotiations with North
Viet Nam, and of following up,
every stray clue of a possible
change in Hanol's intransigence
as seriously as‘he does the war
itself.

Proof of this is the fact that
the President personally or-
dered a search two months ago
for the right man to man the
"opeace desR;"  Mr. Jonnson
gave that assignment to Sec-
retary of Stale Dean Rusk and
Secretary of Defense Robert
McNamara, They divided over
three prospects: Ambassador-
at-Large Harriman (favored by
Rusk), Ambassador Worth Bun-
ker, whose diplomatic  skill
made possible last June's elec.
tions in the Dominican Repub-
lic, (favored by McNamara),
and former Ambassador 10 Rus-
sia  Llewelyn Thompson, now
the State Department's top
Soviet expert. v

Confronted by these three
prospects, the President picked
Harriman. >

It was Harriman who carried
the heaviest Joad of the abortive
peace offensive last January
during the bombing pause in
Viett Nam. Harriman, more-
over, has buill up a network
of contacts Lhroughout the So-
viet government, starting with
Premier Aleksal Kosygin, and
is on a first-name basis with
many of the neutralist leaders
of the Third World,

In addition to' the secrecy,
another-bit of evidence that the
peace desk is serious business
to President Johnson is the sur-
prising return to government of
former White House aide Ches-

ter Cooper. Cooper, a stalwart '

in McGeorge Bundy's old shop
in the basement of the White
House, took a sabbatical leave
from government to study and
write; a book. Harriman's call
for help reached him in Greece,
