MILWAiaCEE, Wis. (A P ) — 

Fourteen persons, including five 
Roman Catholic priests, were 
arrested after the destruction of 
thousands of draft records 
seized from a Selective Service 
office Tuesday.

’The 14 sang, prayed and wait­
ed for surrest while the flames 
ate at the piles of paper they 
carted in burlap sacks from the 
office building to a park across 
the street.

"Some property has no right 
to exist,”  the protesters said in 
a news release prepared in ad­
vance of their action.

The protesters, who referred 
to themselves as the "Milwau­
kee Fourteen,”  said they were 
"one with the history of mercy 
and protest.”  (

The action was . designed: to 
prevent Induction for an esti­
mated 27,000 draft ellglbles. Re­
cords from four draft boards 
werp taken.

Col. BenUy Courtenay, Wis­
consin Selective Service direc­
tor, said inductions w ill proba­
bly not be prevented or delayed 
by, the action.

“ A draft board can recon­
struct records which have been 
destroyed,”  he said,' "But it 
takes an enormous amount of' 
work and the cost to the taxpay­
ers is terrific.”

He said there was no way to 
estimate the total damage.

The 14 were held tn bond 
ranging from $28,000 to $30,000 
A ll were charged with arson, 
burglary and criminal damage 
to property.

An additional charge of theft 
was lodged against two of the 14 
for allegedly snatching a key to 
the draft board office from' a 
cleaning woman. Tlie raid was 
staged Just after the office 
closed tor the day.

Police Sgt. Fred Steiq said the 
demonstrators, most o f them 
Catholic pacifists, "civerpow- 
ered a cleaning woman, took 
awiaiy her keys, opened the door, 
came out with the records and 
burned them.”

One man Jumped out of a pan­
el truck parked by the park and 
doused the bags with an in­
flammable liquid, which the 
protesters said was “ homemade 
napalm.”

" It  went right up,”  said: eye­
witness Larry Hartheim, 18, of 
Milwaukee. ‘"They Just stood 
there Euid started singing.”

United States cuts tts combat 
strength in Vietnam "before 
there is clear Indication the ene­
my is ready to negotiate.”

"A s far as the fighting forces 
are concerned, the require­
ments there remain the som e," 
the GOP nominee said Tuesday. 
“ We have to keep our twees 
there at an adequate level.”

But Nixon had no quarrel with 
a predlotton by Rep. Melvin R. 
Laird, R-Wla., whq is traveling 
with him, that by J)une 1969 “ we 
I are likely to have fewer U.S. 
troops In Vietnam—by some 
90,000-;thai) we have today, un­
less the m ilitary altuaUon dete- 

 ̂ rlorates."
Nixon said Laird was talking 

about a teohnloal devriopment 
and could see no obJecUon to

any such reduction' so long as It 
did not cut Into the ready force 
strength. He said that as he 
read Laird’s statement It would 
not do that.

What Laird said, Nixon told 
reporters, was that the United 
States could maintain military 
capabUity with fewer of its own 
troops. He said briefings he had 
received from the President and 
the Defense Department gave 
no In^lcaUon of a "m ajor cut­
back being planned because of 
any change tn the requirements 
of war.”

'  Laird’s statement, read at a 
news conference, seemed to go 
along with the controversial 
contention of Vice Provident .Hu­
bert H. Humphrey earUer that 
U.S. troop withdrawals from 
Vietnam could start late this 
year or early next year.

President Johnson indirectly 
rebuked Humphrey by , saying 
that no man could predict when

any American troops could be 
withdrawn.
. Nixon avoided any assess­
ment of Humphrey’s prevloua 
remarks.

But Laird said Humphrey was 
implying that the troop returns 
would com e' only If he were 
elected president. He said, it 
would ham>en no neatter who 
was president and politicians 
should not "m islead" the coun­
try about It.

"Thla strength reduotlwi Is 
not the kind of thing the vtoe 
president has been ottering as 
an HHH sop to the doves, or as 
an HHH peace bonus (w  the 
American peoi^e, though appar­
ently he would have us bellave 
so,”  Laird oaid.

Shortly after Laird mads his 
statement, the Pentagon replied 
with a denial.

It is, o f course, the statement of ideal, 
and ideaU, for all their intangible 
quality, are probably this m tlon’s sharp­
est, m ost urgent, most realistic need. 
We compHment the candidate on hoist­
ing this particular view of the Presi­
dency in front of himself and the 
electorate.

And Now The Metered Horse

the romance, the relaxation, the sense of 
yesterday, the psychological deoomprea-

But a few lost souls emerge from  the 
ride in a  state of normal New York con­
sciousness.

The normal passenger loses, in die 
course of his slow-paced Journey through 
the sylvan insertion into the heart of the 
big city, his sense o f time.

But the abnormal few, who woiddn’t 
even trust drivers in top hats, keep their 
eyes on their own watches instead o f the 
scenery, and em erge from  their rides 
suspicious the driver is trying to get 
more than his legitim ate |5 per first 
half hour, $3 each additional haM hour 
or portion thereof.

So, some day soon, all the passengers 
Ln Central Park horae-drawn cabs will 
have meters to watch, if that is what 
they have hired themstevea a  horse for.

Job Specs
You’d have to say that rarely have 

the Ainericaa voters been offered by the 
m ajor parties a  choice of leaders as w dl 
qualified on the record as in dds elec- 
Uon year. Richard Nixon and Hubert 
Hum{direy have both served their ap- 
prenUceMilps, up to and Including the 
Vice Presidency. Both have long thought 
about and wrestled with all those prob­
lem s, at home and abroad, which today 
weigh so  heavily upon us.

Yet there Is this curious ttilng. Rarely 
have we had an election campaign in 
which both of the m ajor candidates have 
stirred so much apathy.

It’s  a  phenomenon that doea noj lend 
itself to easy explanation. In logic the 
fact that both have been around a long 
time, and so can Be somewhat boring, 
ought to count as much for them as 
against them ; we do not spurn a  Mac- 
Arthur as general in Korea because be 
has been through past wars. Neither has 
an exciting personality, but surely *ke 
times call for something more than gUb- 
ness or TV panache. Anyway, if charis­
ma is the qualification there's always 
George W allace.

The eiplanatlott, I  suspect, w ill have 
to be found not in logic but in our tra­
ditional political characteristics com­
pounded by the particular pressures ot 
the present.

As a people, w e've always shown a 
fondness for the newcomer in politics, 
often m eteoric ones, and been wearied 
by the long fam iliar. Wilson moved swift­
ly from  the presidency o f Princeton to 
the national Presidency; Hoover and 
Elsenhower won their first electtons to 
the White House, and John Kennedy was 
certainly a meteor.

Meanwhile the footnotes in our history 
books are dotted with the names ot those 
vriio in their time had some claim  to 
leadership but won not even a nomina­
tion. A dwindling number now remember 
Frank Lowden, William McAdoo or Rob­
ert Taft.

A short memory, indeed, is <me of our 
chief poUtical cbaractotsties, and witii 
it much ingratitude. H ost liberals have 
long since f(»gotten Hubert Humpbrey’t 
ICMig service to their causes, and in 
fickle fashion ask only what he has 
done for them lattey. Mr. Nixnn has had 
to buUd a whole new career; his current 
poUtical assets do not include many 
Brownie points for the fact that, years 
ago, he was the most effective Vice Pres­
ident in modern times.

Sometimes the memory is so short 
it’s almost nonexistent. By any sort of 
logic peoide ought to have long since 
made up their minds between Humphrey 
and Nixon — or W allace, The records 
of all o f them are weU-eataUiahed; thehr 
I^iiosophlcal attitudes and way of ap- 
proachlng problems are as well known 
as tiiey’U ever be. Besides, any thought­
ful roan ought to know by now whether 
he prefers to entrust ttie next four yea n  
to the ted Democrats or the alternative 
RepubUcans, or to a maverick.

It doesn’t work that way. It tomorrov/ 
Mr. Nixon commits a gaffe on law and 
order, or Mr. Humphrey wobbles once 
again on Vietnam, the ptels wUl fluctuate 
like the Dow-Jones averages. Even the 
candidates aren't masters of their 
fortunes; Governor Agnew or Senator 
MusMe can upset things with' an inept 
phrase, and Hanoi’s minions in Paris 
might weU turn the whole election 
around.

You mustn’t suppose, either, that this 
sort of inconstancy is restricted to that 
part of the-populace that pays Uttle at­
tention to poUtics save at quadrennial 
intervals. It's astonishing how many 
thoughtful, informed and concerned 
people. Including self-appointed intei- 
lectualo (present raadeiy, o f course, ex­
cepted), are swayed by the daily 
vagaries of the campaign.

What conclusion to draw from  all this, 
I frankly don’t know. The temptation 
may be to assail the voters for their 
lUoglc. But the truth is that the country 
has been sometimes well served by Pres­
idents with no logical quaUflcatiCM and 
sometimes iU-aerved by those with im­
peccable prior records. It’s also a moot 
question vdietber the voters have always 
been wrong. Would Stevenson have done 
better than Elaenbowert or Gtedwater 
better than Johnson?

8UU, the curiosity is worth noting. No­
body around fits the Job specs tor the 
Presidency any bettor than Richard 
Nixon or Hubert Humphrey, but neither 
victor will set the people dancing in the 
streets. Which, in a curious way, may 
say more about the state of the country 
than it does about them. —VERMONT

NEW YORK — Richard M. 

Nixon’s belated oppeeition to a 
Senate filibuster, while not re­
viving Abe Foitas’s sagging 
hopes fo r  confirmation as O iief 
Justice, has reinforced one un­
obtrusive but fascinating aspect 
of his PresidenUal cam paign: 
wooing of the Jewish vote.

The Fortas case is by no 
means the key to the Jewish 
vote. What N ixon's closest poli­
tical advisors feared was that 
a continuation of Nixon’s bel­
ligerent neutrality toward 
Fortas could be used by Demo­
crats to erase Ifixon’s progress 
among the Jews.

That progress has been great­
er than generally suspected pre­
cisely because Nixon has ap­
pealed to two Issues that Jews 
really do care about: Israel 
abroad and law-and-order at 
home. Together they constitute 

. a double-barrelled Jewish back­
lash helping Nixon.

His gains inside the Jewish 
estatelshaient are considerable. 
Detroit millionaire Max Fisher, 
chief fund-raiser In the aborted 
Romney campaign, is now all 
out for Nbcon. Wall Street fi­
nancier Gustave Levy, currently 
board chairman of the New 
York Stock Exchange arid nomi­
nally a Democrat, la' boosting 
ISxon. So is Jacques Torezny- 
er, a leading Zionist spokesman 
here.

Although Sen. Jacob Javlts of 
New York first feared that close 
identification with Nixon would 
cost him Jewish votes in his own 
campaign, most of Javits’s fl- 
’nancial backers now back 
Nixon. Asked by Nixon to solicit 
their support for him, Jarvis 
was amazed to discover the de­
gree of acceptance. *

Less certain than Nixon's 
gains in the Jewish establish­
ment are Ms bites into Vice 
President Humihrey’s backing 
among the Jewish rank-and-file. 
Although Humphrey will siu-ely 
win a Jewish majority, it now 
seems for below the eisttmated 
76 per cent captured by John 
F. Kennedy against Nixon in 
1960. That could make the dif­
ference in such m ajor states as 
New Yoric, California, and B li-. 
nols.

All this is testament to the 
strategic insight of Leonard 
Garment, the Nixon lieutenant 
who has (banned his Jewish 

’ campaign in the face of skep­
ticism from other Nixon staff­
ers. Asserting that the Jews 
were one ethnic minority iner- 
adtoatey wedded to liberal so­
cial-welfare measures, these 
staffers Mated the Jews as even 
less attalnabls than the Negroes.

Garment, a Brooklyn Jew and 
registered Democrat who en­
tered poUUce as Nixon’s law 
partner, disagreed. In the af­
fluent society. Garment rea­
soned, what mattered most to 
Jew s'w as neither the minimum 
wage' nor civil rights but the 
survival of Israel. And despite 
Humphrey's long Zionist record, 
there was Jewish dlssatlsfocUon 
wMh the Johnson administn^ 
tlon’s ambivalent Middle-East­
ern ptelcy.

Thus, at a v m «n t’s urging, 
Nixoo took an unequivocal pro- 
Israeli position, advocating, ear­
ly and often, U.S. Jets for Israel. 
Humphrey's tardy echo of the 
proposal was weakened further

by President Johnson’s move in 
the opposite direction.

Signs of the Garment strat­
egy’s success are clear. When 
the New York Tim es editorially 
denounced Nixon’s one-si(Jed 
support ot Israel, the Jewish 
Press ot Brooklyn thundered 
back with the assertion: "Nixon 
is absolutely right I”. One small 
Jewish textile merchant, a  life­
long Democrat, was so Incensed 
by the Times editorial that he 
dispatched a $2S check to the 
times with instructions to relay 
it to Nixon.

The law-and-order barrel of 
the Jewish backlash was an un­
expected dividend to Nixon— 
anti-Semitism by - black mili­
tants has finally produced an 
equally intense Negroteiobla 
from middle and lower-middle 
Income Jews in New York and 
elsewhere. Some Jewish voters 
here, blaming the school strike 
on attempts by black militants 
to squeeze Jewish teachers out 
et ghetto schools, may move to 
Nixon.

Amid such emotional issues as 
Israel’s survival and interracial 
animosity, the tajte ot Justice 
Fortas is secondary to Jewish 
voters. But Sen. Javits, Max 
Fisher, and other Jewish R e­
pubUcans warned Nixon a monfh 
ago that hla acquiescence in a 
Senate fiUbuster w o i^  open 
him to charges, a b s t^  though 
they would be, o f anti-Semitism. 
Indeed, the recommendation 
that he go on record against a 
fiUbuster cam e fn m  inside his 
own staff back in July.

The group of studenta then 
gathered on the town green, 
where Hubie W illiamson, pres­
ident of the Letterman’a -C9ub, 
a local Negro athletic group, 
spoke.' A total q f some 700 per­
sons, white and Neqrro, attend­
ed.

TTiere were no further inci­
dents reported.

The film , now being shot at 
Jdoscow’s  M osfllm Studios, 
stars three little-known Soviet 
a cton  w  ho bear atartllng llto- 
nesses to Stalin, President 
Franklin D. Roosevelt and 
Prim e M inister Winston S. 
OhurohlU.

The three-part movie, entitled 
"Liberation o f Europe,”  por­
trays Stalin aa a war hero, con­
tinuing the quiet official cam- 
palgp. to restore the dictator’s 
respoctahlUty, at least as a mili­
tary leader.

Soviet theoretical Journals 
and some newspapers have 
published articles praising Sta­
lin’s wartime role, but the new 
m ovie Is the first effort to reha- 
bUitate him on a  mass scale.

“ I’ve never been so worried in 
m y life about a role,”  said Bu- 
kbudy Zakhariadze, the man 
with the dubious honor of play­
ing Stalin.

Cihatting in the corridors o f a 
Mno?»m building, Zakariadze 
told a reporter he struggled 
with the role for eight months 
but is still "not entirely happy 
about it.”

Although officially  condemned 
in 1986 by then Prem ier Nikita 
8. Khrushchev for unnecessary 
"torture and terror,”  Stalin Mill 
is worriilpped by a broad sec­
tion o f the Soviet population.

But controversy over his ex- 
oessea makes many Russians 
hesitant to discuss hlm^-eiq?e- 
clolly  with foreigners.

Zakhariadze him self declined 
to reveal his personal feelings 
about Stelin, but he indicated he 
is apprehensive about playing 
the role.

About 12,000 persons are ad­
mitted annually to South A fri­
can mental hoqltals, Stander 
said, and the hospital population 
is growing by 000 each year.

VATTCSAN CTTY (A P ) — Pope 

Paul 'VI deplored extremism 
among youths today and called 
their riotous demonstrations 
"exploalaivi of folly.”  A t the 
same time, he charged contem­
porary society was responsible 
for triggering studmts’ riots.

The Pope addressed thou­
sands o f Romaps and tourists 
about extremist youths at his 
weekly public audience in St. 
Peter’s Basilica.

‘ "The fashion o f protest se­
duces them,”  he said. ” A  erase 
for change often replaces in 
them the awareness of the ends 
to be achieved.

“ At times they are not even, 
afraid o f reaching exploeions o f 
folly. Among them there are

ty and its "rebellion against tra­
ditional hypocrislVa,”  he added 
that extremist student demon- 
n a tion s  can . be Justified in 
part.

"B w ch  me,” aaid the other. 
"Whan I  foreeoat a alowdown I 
waa aa certain it would appear 
by now aa the movie proje^on 
tot ia certain hia {rteture wlL 
reach toe acreen. What oouM . 
have happened?"

A lot of people are aaUng that 
queatlon. The Review of the, 
Fedaral Reaerve Bank of St. 
Lout* headlined an article in Ita 
September iaaue, '*'"Exceaalve 
Demand StowlngT" Note the 
queatlon mark.

Bualneaa Week magaaine in a 
mld-September editorial aaid, 
"Theaa are tlmea that try decl- 
■ion maker*’ aoula. A large ma­
jority of eeonomiato ia warning 
of a buaineaa alowdown. But the 
economy ItaaU . continue* to 
point upward.”

Several oonaultanta and eco­
nomic advlaara to bualneaa con­
tinue to ten their client* to look 
for a otrong 19W, and some of 
them have all but ruled out 
fears of a raoesoton during mfd- 
winter.

Arthur Okuta, toe preoident’a 
chief economic advlaer, said 
last week that he oUU eiq>ect* 
the alowdown to develop but 
conceded that ao far toe'aigna of 
It haven’t been ao pronounced 
as he bad expected.

Walter Heller, who waa chief 
economic advlaer in the Kelxte- 
dy adnUnistratlim, is one of a 
ahrtnUng number who feel the 
slowdown already haa begun, 
that it will continue for montlu 
and that tha nation must guard 

»  afaiaottoo; much coding.
Argus Research, which pro- 

vidas economic and investment 
reaanroh to business, is among 
those vdilob earlier warned of a 
pdUlbla . recession this winter. 
Now it is auspicious of the gov­
ernment’s anti-inflation state­
ments.

"The pubUoatioo of toe eco­
nomic data for August has wi­
dened the 'credlbUty gap’ oon- 
oemifig toe effeotWeneap of toe 
govanmient’s widely heralded 
diainflatldiary poHciee," It aaid.

“The August defa," It contin­
ued, "have given added sub­
stance to toe feeling that the 
government dlalnflattooery poU- 
cias are not producing the ex­
pected toauka." PobOcs, K su*- 
paots, might be compromlaing 
eocmmiloa.

A few definite effeota of the 
tax increase have appeared, hut 
not in a paMmit. The olgna have 
been isolated here and there. 
Amertoah Telephone A Tele­
graph eamlnga, for example, 
feU to the moat recent quarter 
to 92 cento a share fronv 97 cents 
three montoa ago.

One, conaumera are 
dlipkig into their aavinga to 
continue spending tor i cora,
houaea and luxuries. Two, some

greater efftoienoy.

To those who claim they've 
seen signs of the slowdown’s on­
set the cynioa argue that somw 
peopde will always see signs and 
portents in toe sky.

The atowdown, they say, is 
lost and they’re wondering if it 
ever w U be found.

Humphrey Proposes 
UN Viet Peace Force

SAN FRANOISOO (AP) -  
Vice Prssldant Hubert H. Hum- 
phrsy, declaring "the United 
Btatea ooimot play the roia of 
global gendarme,”  euggested to­
day a  United Nations paaoe- 
kseplng fores move Into Viet­
nam "to  admlnlstar free elec- 
ttone and verify the withdrawal 
ot foreign troop#.’ ’

In h is . boldest withdrawal 
from Johnson administration 
polloles-^wlthout ever rspudlat- 
Ing them , directly—the Demo­
cratic presidential candidate 
call for "rejection of thoee 
proposals which rely exclusively 
on American power as the guar­
antor of eecurity In, areas of the 
developing world where we are 
now Involved."

Humidirsy, in a speech pre­
pared for delivery to the preeti- 
gloue Commonwealth Club here, 
cited Southeast Aela os a good 
example of what he meant.

'"The United State# cannot 
play the role of global gen­
darme," the Democratic presi- 
dentLol nominee said. "The 
American people don’t want It 
and the reet of the world won't 
accept It."

Speaking at the birthplace of 
the United Nations, Humphrey

said It he were elected, " I  will 
do everything In my power to 
place International p^oekeep- 
ing eoldiers In troubled areas 
rather Uian American eoldiers."

"Nowhers would a United Na­
tions’ peacekeeping force be 
more welcome than In Vietnam 
to administer free electlone and 
verify withdrawal of foreign 
troope,”  he added.

The vice president, outlining 
what he colled a  "new strategy 
for peace,”  and new guidelines 
for U.S. foreign poUolee, 
pledged the United State# can 
and shall have peace.

Humphrey In what woe In­
tended to be the major foreign 
policy kickoff speech of hli 
campaign, eald that while Viet­
nam should not turn the United 
StateaTto isola/tioniam, In the 
future "we ehould most care­
fully assess our national Inter- 
esU, carefully define our goals 
and priortlee, and within those 
Intereets and prioritlee, . . .  for­
mulate pollciee which will tit 
new American guidelines.’ ’

* Gaetano Said Named 
Salazar Successor

LISBON (AP) Dictator An­
tonio Saleizar’s replacement by 
Marcello Gaetano is expected to 
bring UtUe change immediately 
to PortuRare authoritarian aye- 
tem ,. but many expect Gaetano 
to take a more liberal course 
later.

Reliable eources reported that 
President Americo TTiomaz fi­
nally d e s i g n a t e d  Gaetano 
WMneaday to form a new gov­
ernment. A formal announce­
ment ot hie appointment as 
prime minister was sxpeotsd to­
day. Portugal has not had a 
hinoUonlng governmsnt since a 
Stroks brought the 79-yeaiM>ld 
Salazar near death 10 days ago.

Gaetano, a  62-year-oId law 
profeaaor, was for years one of 
Salazar’s cloieit advisers and 
like him le considered ultracon- 
esrvatlve. He also must satisfy 
the army’s conservative leader­
ship, so no change In the system 
le expected soon. But Gaetano 
has traveled abroad and been 
exposed to much that never 
touched the hermit-llke Salazar.

SAIGON (AP) — American 
batae deaths In Vietnam in­
creased again last week, reflect­
ing the rising Intensity of the 
war since the lull In July and. 
August.

Although the U.S. Command 
reported 290 Americans killed 
last week, 78 more than were 
reported the week before and 96 
more than In the first week of 
September, the level etlU re­
mained far below the flguree re­
corded during the Viet Cong at- 
fenslvee In February and May. 
Then Amertoan battle deaths 
■ometimes exceeded 600 In a 
week.

The eetimaite of enemy cas­
ualties dropped off slightly lost 
week, to 3,867 compared with a 
revised toU of 2,886 the previous 
week. The South Vietnamese 
command reported 478 of Its 
troops slain last week—the ninth 
week in a row that the number 
of government troops killed In 
combat exceeded the number of 
Americans.

In the heaviest action report­
ed today, American armor, in­
fantry and hellcojjter gunshlps 
Of the. A>»9rtoal Division on 
Wednesday pushed their enemy 
klU to 813 In two days of fast- 
moving battle on South Viet­
nam's northern coastal plain.

The Ameiical troope reported 
92 of the enemy killed Tuesday 
and another 230 Wednesday In 
the fight which began when a 
North V i e t n a m e s e  rocket 
slammed into a  patrolling ar­
mored penonnel carrier.

U.S. casualties In the two 
days of fighting were four dead 
and 48 wounded, the U.S. Gom- 
mand said.

The enemy force was pre­
sumed to be from the North 
Vietnamese 2nd Division, which 
for many months has operated 
In the battle area of rolling foot­
hills and rice paddies' five miles 
southwest of Tam Ky, the capi­
tal of Quang Tin Proviivce.

Fortas Opponent Sees 
Senate Against Cloture

WASHINGTON (AP) — An 
opponent of Abe Fortas tor chief 
justice said today that more 
than a majority of the Senate 
may vote against cutting off de­
bate on a motion to take up the 
controversial nomination.

Sen. Howard H. Baker Jr., R- 
Tenn., said that as many as 62 
of the 100 senators are leaning 
against voting to put the Sen­
ate’s anUflltbuster rule Into ef­
fect.

The Senate took up the Fortas 
nomination Wednesday and op­
ponents began an apparent fili­
buster against considering it.

Baker told newsmen he per- 
simally has talked to 86 senators 
who are committed to voting 
against debate-limiting cloture. 
He called thia a rock-bottom fig­
ure that could climb to more 
than a majority when the show­
down comes, probably the first 
of next week.

To put the cloture rule Into ef­

fect takes a two-thirds majority 
of senators voting.

Baker talked with newsmen 
before starting off a second day 
of Senate debate with a lengthy 
speech urging rejection of Pres­
ident Johnson’s nomination to 
succeed Chief Justice Earl War­
ren.

Majority Leader Mike Mans­
field, D-Mont., appealed to 
members, "whether for '̂or 
against Mr. Fortas, to accord 
the Senate as a whole the cour­
tesy of allowing UB to place the 
nomination before the Senate on 
the basis of a favorable report 
Issued by the Committee on the 
Judiciary.”

But Sen. John Stennis» D- 
Mlss., promptly commented: “ I 
respectfully disagree."

"It has been many, many M e ­
ades since there has been'any 
kind of a review here of the de­
cisions, policies and philoso­
phies of members of the Su­

preme Court of the United 
States,”  Stennis said.

And, he conUnued, "there are 
unfortunate facta about this 
case”  thait must be aired.

In hla speech Baker referred 
to testimony that Fortas, since 
becoming an associate justice of 
the Supreme Court In 1966, has 
counseled the’ President on var­
ious matters.

'"Justice Fortas not only has 
committed a judicial improprie­
ty but also has flagrantly v l(^ t- 
ed the traditional separation ot 
powers concept," Baker eald.

Baker also raised the leeue of 
"cronyism”  against both the 
Fortas nomination and John­
son's nomination of another old 
friend, U.S. Circuit Court Judge 
Homer Thornberry, to replace 
Fortas as an assocliate justice.

Baker said that while the Su­
preme Court cannot be entirely

WASHINGTON (AP) — Be­
hind all the public manifesta­
tions ot young America’s politi­
cal power and Influence stands 
the actual voting strength of the' 
young, and It adds up to this: 
They're outnumbered, 9 to 1.

The U.S. Census Bureau esti­
mates that only n .7  million of 
all persons of voting age for the 
November election will be 24 or 
younger—able generally for the 
first time to cast a presidential 
ballot.

The figure represents just 10 
per cent of the 116.6 million 
Americans old enough to vote.

Against the backdrop of Chi­
cago’s demonstrations, campus 
unrest and swarms of youthful 
workers, are these cold statis­
tics compiled by government 
and private research agencies 
on the youth vote: 

Participation—Young voters 
have historically diminished 
their Impact by turning out on 
election ' day at a lower rate 
than their elders: i

In the 1964 presidential elec­
tion. for example, only 61 per 
cent of the 21-to-24-year-olds 
voted. That compared to 06 per 
cent of the persons between 26 
and 84, arid 73 per cent of the 
persons 36 and over. The aver­
age voter Is 46 years old.

Unity—Young voters are sub­
ject to many Influences besides 
age on their voting behavior: 
parents, education, economic 
status and the like. In recent 
presidential elections they have 
swung In the same direction as 
their elders, although slightly to 
the Democratic side of the 
over-all population.

But Ihelr slnglemlndedness is 
far less than In some other vot­
ing blocs. Donald Stokes of the 
University of Michigan’s Survey • 
Research Genter sa'ys: "The 
mal6 thing to be said about the 
young is that thejl are the most 
volatile age group. Yoiing vot­
ers are more changeable than 
they will ever a ^ ln  be."

Education—The tendency la to 
picture young voters as ranks ot 
college students. But only about 
16 per cent of the 21-34' age

group Is on campus 8ind the 
greater part ot It never has 
been. About 3.7 million of the 
nation’s 6.7 million college stu­
dents are too young to vote even 
though the voting age drops be­
low 21 in Alaska, Hawaii, Ken­
tucky and Georgia.

BHirthermore, the 1964 partici­
pation record even of college- 
trained 21-to-34-year-oIds was 
worse than the turnout of 46-to- 
64-year-olds who had only an 
eighth-grade education.

Despite the young voter’s 
record, each major party de­
votes countless time and energy 
to enlist his uspport. For the po- 
ItUclans, more than a  vote In 
N o v e m b e r  Is at stake. 
There’s the chance to recruU 
volunteer labor for the foot-sol­
dier jolw of politics, and the 
prospect of winning a young vot- /  
er’s lifetime alleglqnoe.

As usual, the Young RepuUl-^ 
cans and Young Democrats hsin> 
die the Job of wooing the young 
voters. SomewKat parallel but 
In burinese only for the cram- 
palgn are youth divisions of Gltl-
