Humphrey Proposes 
UN Viet Peace Force

SAN FRANOISOO (AP) -  
Vice Prssldant Hubert H. Hum- 
phrsy, declaring "the United 
Btatea ooimot play the roia of 
global gendarme,”  euggested to­
day a  United Nations paaoe- 
kseplng fores move Into Viet­
nam "to  admlnlstar free elec- 
ttone and verify the withdrawal 
ot foreign troop#.’ ’

In h is . boldest withdrawal 
from Johnson administration 
polloles-^wlthout ever rspudlat- 
Ing them , directly—the Demo­
cratic presidential candidate 
call for "rejection of thoee 
proposals which rely exclusively 
on American power as the guar­
antor of eecurity In, areas of the 
developing world where we are 
now Involved."

Humidirsy, in a speech pre­
pared for delivery to the preeti- 
gloue Commonwealth Club here, 
cited Southeast Aela os a good 
example of what he meant.

'"The United State# cannot 
play the role of global gen­
darme," the Democratic presi- 
dentLol nominee said. "The 
American people don’t want It 
and the reet of the world won't 
accept It."

Speaking at the birthplace of 
the United Nations, Humphrey

said It he were elected, " I  will 
do everything In my power to 
place International p^oekeep- 
ing eoldiers In troubled areas 
rather Uian American eoldiers."

"Nowhers would a United Na­
tions’ peacekeeping force be 
more welcome than In Vietnam 
to administer free electlone and 
verify withdrawal of foreign 
troope,”  he added.

The vice president, outlining 
what he colled a  "new strategy 
for peace,”  and new guidelines 
for U.S. foreign poUolee, 
pledged the United State# can 
and shall have peace.

Humphrey In what woe In­
tended to be the major foreign 
policy kickoff speech of hli 
campaign, eald that while Viet­
nam should not turn the United 
StateaTto isola/tioniam, In the 
future "we ehould most care­
fully assess our national Inter- 
esU, carefully define our goals 
and priortlee, and within those 
Intereets and prioritlee, . . .  for­
mulate pollciee which will tit 
new American guidelines.’ ’

* Gaetano Said Named 
Salazar Successor

LISBON (AP) Dictator An­
tonio Saleizar’s replacement by 
Marcello Gaetano is expected to 
bring UtUe change immediately 
to PortuRare authoritarian aye- 
tem ,. but many expect Gaetano 
to take a more liberal course 
later.

Reliable eources reported that 
President Americo TTiomaz fi­
nally d e s i g n a t e d  Gaetano 
WMneaday to form a new gov­
ernment. A formal announce­
ment ot hie appointment as 
prime minister was sxpeotsd to­
day. Portugal has not had a 
hinoUonlng governmsnt since a 
Stroks brought the 79-yeaiM>ld 
Salazar near death 10 days ago.

Gaetano, a  62-year-oId law 
profeaaor, was for years one of 
Salazar’s cloieit advisers and 
like him le considered ultracon- 
esrvatlve. He also must satisfy 
the army’s conservative leader­
ship, so no change In the system 
le expected soon. But Gaetano 
has traveled abroad and been 
exposed to much that never 
touched the hermit-llke Salazar. 
Many expect this to reeiilt In the 
beginning ot cautious liberal re­
forms If Gaetano eolldlflee his 
hold on the government.

News of Gaetano's designation 
aa i»lm e minister spread quick­
ly through government circles, 
even though announcements 
that a statement by Thomaz 
was Imminent were pulled out

GI Deaths 
Total 290 
Last W eek

SAIGON (AP) — American 
batae deaths In Vietnam in­
creased again last week, reflect­
ing the rising Intensity of the 
war since the lull In July and. 
August.

Although the U.S. Command 
reported 290 Americans killed 
last week, 78 more than were 
reported the week before and 96 
more than In the first week of 
September, the level etlU re­
mained far below the flguree re­
corded during the Viet Cong at- 
fenslvee In February and May. 
Then Amertoan battle deaths 
■ometimes exceeded 600 In a 
week.

The eetimaite of enemy cas­
ualties dropped off slightly lost 
week, to 3,867 compared with a 
revised toU of 2,886 the previous 
week. The South Vietnamese 
command reported 478 of Its 
troops slain last week—the ninth 
week in a row that the number 
of government troops killed In 
combat exceeded the number of 
Americans.

In the heaviest action report­
ed today, American armor, in­
fantry and hellcojjter gunshlps 
Of the. A>»9rtoal Division on 
Wednesday pushed their enemy 
klU to 813 In two days of fast- 
moving battle on South Viet­
nam's northern coastal plain.

The Ameiical troope reported 
92 of the enemy killed Tuesday 
and another 230 Wednesday In 
the fight which began when a 
North V i e t n a m e s e  rocket 
slammed into a  patrolling ar­
mored penonnel carrier.

U.S. casualties In the two 
days of fighting were four dead 
and 48 wounded, the U.S. Gom- 
mand said.

The enemy force was pre­
sumed to be from the North 
Vietnamese 2nd Division, which 
for many months has operated 
In the battle area of rolling foot­
hills and rice paddies' five miles 
southwest of Tam Ky, the capi­
tal of Quang Tin Proviivce.

Fortas Opponent Sees 
Senate Against Cloture

WASHINGTON (AP) — An 
opponent of Abe Fortas tor chief 
justice said today that more 
than a majority of the Senate 
may vote against cutting off de­
bate on a motion to take up the 
controversial nomination.

Sen. Howard H. Baker Jr., R- 
Tenn., said that as many as 62 
of the 100 senators are leaning 
against voting to put the Sen­
ate’s anUflltbuster rule Into ef­
fect.

The Senate took up the Fortas 
nomination Wednesday and op­
ponents began an apparent fili­
buster against considering it.

Baker told newsmen he per- 
simally has talked to 86 senators 
who are committed to voting 
against debate-limiting cloture. 
He called thia a rock-bottom fig­
ure that could climb to more 
than a majority when the show­
down comes, probably the first 
of next week.

To put the cloture rule Into ef­

fect takes a two-thirds majority 
of senators voting.

Baker talked with newsmen 
before starting off a second day 
of Senate debate with a lengthy 
speech urging rejection of Pres­
ident Johnson’s nomination to 
succeed Chief Justice Earl War­
ren.

Majority Leader Mike Mans­
field, D-Mont., appealed to 
members, "whether for '̂or 
against Mr. Fortas, to accord 
the Senate as a whole the cour­
tesy of allowing UB to place the 
nomination before the Senate on 
the basis of a favorable report 
Issued by the Committee on the 
Judiciary.”

But Sen. John Stennis» D- 
Mlss., promptly commented: “ I 
respectfully disagree."

"It has been many, many M e ­
ades since there has been'any 
kind of a review here of the de­
cisions, policies and philoso­
phies of members of the Su­

preme Court of the United 
States,”  Stennis said.

And, he conUnued, "there are 
unfortunate facta about this 
case”  thait must be aired.

In hla speech Baker referred 
to testimony that Fortas, since 
becoming an associate justice of 
the Supreme Court In 1966, has 
counseled the’ President on var­
ious matters.

'"Justice Fortas not only has 
committed a judicial improprie­
ty but also has flagrantly v l(^ t- 
ed the traditional separation ot 
powers concept," Baker eald.

Baker also raised the leeue of 
"cronyism”  against both the 
Fortas nomination and John­
son's nomination of another old 
friend, U.S. Circuit Court Judge 
Homer Thornberry, to replace 
Fortas as an assocliate justice.

Baker said that while the Su­
preme Court cannot be entirely

The principal payload was the 
experimental oommunloatlow 
satellite called LiBS 6 for Un- 
ooln Experimental Satellite. 
Built by the Lincoln Laboratory 
of the Maaeachusette Institute of 
Itochnology, the 860-pound-craft 
carried radio-relay gear power­
ful enough to link elmultaneoua 
conversations between 800 Stra­
tegic Air Command airplanes. 
Its developers said.

Initially, however, LBS 8 was 
to work with five ground sta­
tions near Ft. Monmouth, N.J., 
including two mounted on Army 
Jeeps, to help the Defense De- 
pejrtment develop ground termi­
nals needed for operational re- 
celvere that could be carried In 
the batUefield.

Another Titan 8 next January 
is to orbit the first operational 
tactical communications satel­
lite, a 1,600-pound craft de­
signed to handle 10,000 two-way 
conversations simultaneously. 
Les 6 Is not scheduled to be u s ^  
operationally, auch as In Vlat- 
nam, officials aid. It could re­
lay test messages between 
troope In North America and 
Panama, the Army eald.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Be­
hind all the public manifesta­
tions ot young America’s politi­
cal power and Influence stands 
the actual voting strength of the' 
young, and It adds up to this: 
They're outnumbered, 9 to 1.

The U.S. Census Bureau esti­
mates that only n .7  million of 
all persons of voting age for the 
November election will be 24 or 
younger—able generally for the 
first time to cast a presidential 
ballot.

The figure represents just 10 
per cent of the 116.6 million 
Americans old enough to vote.

Against the backdrop of Chi­
cago’s demonstrations, campus 
unrest and swarms of youthful 
workers, are these cold statis­
tics compiled by government 
and private research agencies 
on the youth vote: 

Participation—Young voters 
have historically diminished 
their Impact by turning out on 
election ' day at a lower rate 
than their elders: i

In the 1964 presidential elec­
tion. for example, only 61 per 
cent of the 21-to-24-year-olds 
voted. That compared to 06 per 
cent of the persons between 26 
and 84, arid 73 per cent of the 
persons 36 and over. The aver­
age voter Is 46 years old.

Unity—Young voters are sub­
ject to many Influences besides 
age on their voting behavior: 
parents, education, economic 
status and the like. In recent 
presidential elections they have 
swung In the same direction as 
their elders, although slightly to 
the Democratic side of the 
over-all population.

But Ihelr slnglemlndedness is 
far less than In some other vot­
ing blocs. Donald Stokes of the 
University of Michigan’s Survey • 
Research Genter sa'ys: "The 
mal6 thing to be said about the 
young is that thejl are the most 
volatile age group. Yoiing vot­
ers are more changeable than 
they will ever a ^ ln  be."

Education—The tendency la to 
picture young voters as ranks ot 
college students. But only about 
16 per cent of the 21-34' age

group Is on campus 8ind the 
greater part ot It never has 
been. About 3.7 million of the 
nation’s 6.7 million college stu­
dents are too young to vote even 
though the voting age drops be­
low 21 in Alaska, Hawaii, Ken­
tucky and Georgia.

BHirthermore, the 1964 partici­
pation record even of college- 
trained 21-to-34-year-oIds was 
worse than the turnout of 46-to- 
64-year-olds who had only an 
eighth-grade education.

Despite the young voter’s 
record, each major party de­
votes countless time and energy 
to enlist his uspport. For the po- 
ItUclans, more than a  vote In 
N o v e m b e r  Is at stake. 
There’s the chance to recruU 
volunteer labor for the foot-sol­
dier jolw of politics, and the 
prospect of winning a young vot- /  
er’s lifetime alleglqnoe.

As usual, the Young RepuUl-^ 
cans and Young Democrats hsin> 
die the Job of wooing the young 
voters.

Where Character Counts
When three surveys by publications of 

consequence and two public opinion pMU 
concur In their baric findings, peoi^e cer­
tainly should alt up and take notice. And 
given the topic of the five Inquiries, no­
body la going to take more careful notice 
than the three todlvlcluals directly con­
cerned: Prealdential, candidates Hubert 
Humphrey, Richard Nixon and George 
Wallace. Hie polls and the surveys riiow 
this: 'That If the preridentlal election 
were held now, Richard Nlxwi would win 
it and that George Wallace might even do 
better than Hubert Humphrey to the 
electoral coUege (but not the p < ^ a r) 
vote. This, of course, la as encouraging 
for Mr. Nixon as it must be chastening 
lor Mr. Humphrey.

More than a week before this Imprea- 
rive congeries of political soundings, thla 
newspaper had carried out its own sur­
vey. It found — as reported September 
6 — that Mr. Nixon waa to “ a command­
ing lead over" Mr. Humphrey. But we 
would repeat toe caution implicit to a 
ooiqile of paragraphs in our earlier re­

These observations are still timely and 
rfclsvBnt.

Mr. Hum^irey's campaign manager, 
Lawrence O’Brien, gave a partisan yet 

' nevertheless Impressive response on tele- 
ririon Sunday to those who might be 
tempted snA already to count the Vice- 
President out. On the NBC "Meet the 
Press" program, he faced up to some of 
the dtoadvantagea under which the Hum­
phrey campaign to having to launch it­
self — a late nomtoattog convention, 
toe still dominating presence of Pres­
ident Johnson to toe White House and 
toe sour withdrawal of those Democrats 
thwarted to securing toe candidacy for 
their man. But manUesUy, something 
more th*n Mr. Humphrey’s Ineffable 
buoyancy and Mr. O’Brien's unruffled 
expertise will be needed to catch up 
with (as they must b(g>e) overtake 
Mr. Nixon.

At tols stage — and of course, there 
are still nearly seven weeks to go — Mr. 
Nixon has strengthened his favorable , 
Image by rationing his utterances. Mr. 
Humphrey, however, has always found 
it dtftlcult not to talk too much, and his 
terglversationa last week over the possi­
bility of cutting back American troop 
strength to Vietnam have probaMy hurt 
his cause as much os Mr. Nixon's ap­
parently statesmanlike discretion is help­
ing toe Republicans. The liability in tWa 
area on their side seems much more 
likely to be their vice-prealdential can­
didate, (Jovemor Agnew.

This tMTtogs one to toe whrie question 
of the high road and the low road In thla 
preridentlal election campaign. Nobody 
looking around him can doubt but that 

. thla is a moment of intense ferment to 
toe United States — as Indeed through­
out the world. It does not denigrate eith­
er the Republican or toe Democratic 
candidate for toe presidency to observe 
that against this turbulent backdrop, 

i neither seems to be a commanding figure 
to terms of history. They have mi ch in 
common. They both are of the center — 
although not necessarily the oame center. 
They both represent political profeario- 
nalUm. And both would seem to have 
been chosen by toelr parties to conduct 
bolding operations while awaiting a turn 
to toe page of history.

Surely all thla combines to make it 
Imperative that the electorate be ixrt 
misled by toe churning of the stream of 
events and of politics — and certainly  ̂
not by fears, hatreds or toe debUltatlng 
red herrings of traditional campaigning. 
What the electorate surely must baiw Its 
Judgment on more than ever is toe in­
tegrity — the character.— of toe candi­
dates seeking such awesome office to 
such awesome times. — CHRISTIAN

AUCTDi, Tex.—Top figures in 
the Texas labor movement, pre­
sumably one of Hubert Hum­
phrey's bastiotis of support, are 
now so worried about his cam­
paign that they are talking about 
toe advisability of his resign­
ing as vice president.

Hank Brown, who presides 
over the state AFL-CIO and is 
highly regarded by all factions 
of toe split Democratic party 
here, told us that Humphrey 
must do something "spectacu­
lar” to have any chance at all 
of taking Texas.

“He’s got to become his own 
man and establish an identity ot 
his own. and if that means re- 
■iyniny as vice ^ssident, then 
so be it," Brown said.

IrcnicaUy enoua ,̂ Brown’s 
deepening worries about the 
campaign coincide with the first 
■srlous evidence that Hum­
phrey is at last becoming a vis­
ible presidential nominse here.

What may be a turn for the 
better came last week, when toe 
DemoenUie party's fall conven­
tion pnisnl a resolution (after a 
backstag* battle) endorsing the 
entire party ticket, from couit- 

. house to White House. That 
same convention, also received 
President Johnson’s warm en­
dorsement of Humphrey in a 
tetegnun that had been scrupul- . 
ously cleared with outgotag Gov. 
John Connolly, toe most power­
ful figure in toe state p ^ y .

Moreover, the President’s en­
dorsement has now led to the 
first serious effort by Hum­
phrey’s campaign to build a 
campaign kitty in the sixth larg­
est state, which is covered wall- 
to-wall by a carpet of oU, air­
craft, and insurance money.

For weeks, the traxlltlonal 
Democratic party falcate have 
held back, waging to see what 
the President and Ckxmally 
would do. In that interim, some 
money usually reserved for 
Democrats has been flowing In­
to the coffers of Richard M. 
Nixon’s smoothly efficient cam­
paign.

Finally,, a two-headed cam­
paign operation is abdut to take 
shape, composed of leading non-

etootlve Democrats: One (prob­
ably banker WaUer Hall) who 
Is close to liberal Sen. Ralph 
Yarborough; the other (prob­
ably Dallas attorney Robert 
Strauss, the National Commit­
teeman) who la close to Yar- 
boraugh'B long-time antagonist, 
Connally.

But tender and modert as 
these campaign shoots are, 
there should be no mistake 
about their ImpUcations.

With political alUet of too 
President and toe Governor now 
ready to make a fundamental 
effort for the Humphrey-Musklo 
ticket, there can be Utile 11 any 
chance lor a Humphrey break 
with Mr. Johnson over toe war 
in Vietnam. Some of Hum­
phrey's sUles have been con­
templating Just such a break in 
toe hope of getting Humphrey 
to stake out an independent po­
sition on toe war, particularly 
toe bombing of the north, and 
smoking out Nixon.

But When we asked top Dem­
ocratic figures here when the 
President's friends would get 
busy and raise some money for 
Humphrey, the invariable afr 
swer was this: When toe Pres­
ident and Ocmvally are satisfied 
that Humphrey won’t publicly 
break with Mr. Johnson over 
toe war. The Implication Is clear 

■■ that no such b re^  Is now Uke- 
ly, if It ever was.

Thus the price of Humphrey’s 
modest support by the Texas 
Democratic establishment may 
prove costly, and the benefits 
lUusory. As of today, Nixon Is 
far In front here and Georg® 
Wallace, toe arch-segregatlon- 
lat third-party nominee, U press­
ing close to Humphrey f r o m  
behind.

Moreover, the Vice Pres­
ident’s effort here has already 
been plagued by more than its 
share of campaign boo-boos. For 
example, a top-rank elected 
Democrat was actually turned 
back at toe door when he sought 
In reply to Humphrey’s tele­
gram of Invitation, to pay his 
respects to toe nominee on 
Sept. 1,0 in Houston.

It was nothing more than bad

UNTTBID NA.’n O N S , N .T ., —  
Secretary General U Thant de­
nied emitoaUcally Tuesday that 
he had Intended to put any coun­
try up to placing toe question 
of Vietnam on the agenda of 
the Gmeral Assembly.

A storm continued to swirl 
around Tliant's remarks at Ms 
press conference Monday to 
wMcb he speculated that i£ a 
resolution wMoh he outlined re­
questing a haK to American 
bomMng of North Vietnam 
were offered to tos assemMy, 
it would receive a majority vote.

In a ssemtogly angry state­
ment read by a United Nations 
spokssman Tussday, 'Humt said 
toe Imputation that he bad sug­
gested or encouraged such a 
move could only come from 
someone vidio did not attend Ms 
press conferenoe or bad not 
read tbe transcript.

The statement continued that 
'Thant bad "made it clear that 
this was not a realistic idea to 
the present circumstances” and 
that he had no Intention of pro­
posing such a move or suggest­
ing it to others. A spMcesman 
said Thant still fsels it would 
"not be useful”  tor the U.N. to 
take iq> Vietnam.

Apart from the United States, 
wMoh protested Thant’s press 
conference remarks as unhelp­
ful to the Paris Peace talks, 
soma other western delegations 
alsp regarded them os a mis­
take. One diplomat termed toe 
performctoce "a  gaffe.”  

A m e r i c a n  Ambassador 
George W. Ball commented 
afterward that olthouf^ Tbant 
had not consulted the U.8. to 
advance, he did not know wheth­
er the secretary general had 
consulted Hanoi. When Thant 
was In Paris Sept. 16 he was 
asked to comment on a North 
Vietnamese demand for a bomb­
ing holt and reiterated Ms own 
belief that this Is a first essen­
tial step.

The U.N. spokesman replied 
Tueeday that Thant bad not 
consulted North Vietnam and 
had not consulted either the 
Soviet Union or Czechoelovalcia 
about his remarke deploring toe 
Osech crisis.

troupe, scantily dressed after 
perform ing an anarchist play at 
Yale University Thursday night, 
led about 260 members of the 
audience into the street where 
seven persons w ere arrested.

Beck and his wife were 
among those arrested.

The 8% hour perform ance of 
the play "Paradise Now’ ’ began 
-with chants from  the 84-member 
troupe, “ I cannot travel without 
a  passport”  and, “ I cannot take 
o ff m y clothes.”

During the production, actors 
stripped to loin cloths and biki­
nis and som e men in the audi­
ence respemded to exhortations 
from  the cast by undressing to 
their underwear, a spokesman 
for the Tale Theater said.

At the end of the {day, created 
by the troupe ot Beck and his 
wife, Judith M olina, the cast led 
about halt o f the audience Into 
the street chanting, ‘ "n ie 
streets belong to the people I"

As the procession m oved to­
ward a main street that borders 
the Yale campus, a patrolman 
took Beck into custody.

Others were also taken to po­
lice headquarters in a xx>Uce 
van. There were no reports of 
violence. ’

The troupe, in the United 
States for about two weeks alter 
four years in Europe, were ap­
pearing in New Haven as guest 
perform ers. They travel next 
week to the Brooklyn Academ y 
ot Music.

Beck, 48, and actor P ierre 
Davis, 28, were booked on 
charges of Indecent exposure.

Other troupe m em bers arrest­
ed were Ira  Oobsn, 88, Nenr 
York, breach o i the peace and 
Indecent exposure, and Bnioe 
BtrehaU, 22, Cam bridge, Eng­
land, breach o f the peace.
