NEW YORK (AP) — Fifty
years ago Sunday, David Tul-
chin erouched In a foxhole in the
Argonme Forest In  France,
ducking German bullets and
wondering how long he would
survive.

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Lippmann Vs The Times

Walter Lippmann has come out for
Richard Nixon amd the New York Times
has endorsed Hubert Humphrey.

Léppmann's reasoning, in his column
in Newsweek, offers his bellef that
“there really is a ‘sew Nboon" a ma-
turer and mellower man who is no long-
er clawing his way to the top."

And Lippmann contends that If the
domestic divisions of this country oan-
not be closed by concllintion and persua-
sion alone, that, in & resultart “‘crisis
of public order, the Republivans today
are lkely to be less confused than the
Democrats.”

The Lippmann touch that will probably
enrage the Democrats the most in his
philosophical conclusion that “‘the coun-
try needs an effective opposition party,"
for which role he apparently flatteringly
congiders the Democrets best qualified.
As for the Democratic party itself, he
finds it “nesds n period of rest and
recuperstion, away from the seat of pow-
er ofter ita overlong tenure of power.'

But however complex his own reason-
tng, Pundit Lippmann at least gets
simpie and direct in his interpretation of
the way the voters are moving.

The voters, says Lippmann, "‘are act-
ing on the simplest and most funda-
mental principle of democratic govern-
ment — which is to oust the party in
power when the country is in trouble.”

Perhaps if Lippmann had rested his
own decision on something that direct
and simple his coming out for Nixon
would have belied the cartoon which
pictured Nixon getting the news of Lipp-
mann's support as ‘‘bad news."

The cartoon was clever, but wrong.
Nixon has changed, and the country has
changed,  and perhaps Lippman has
changed, from the days when it would
have seemed impossible for the two to
walk down the same side of the political
otreet.

When it comes to the New York Times,
on the other hand, nothing has changed.
If it is any reassurance to Mr. Nixon,
the New York Times still does not like
him. It doesn’t quite buy the new lmage,
as ita following comparison of personaii-
ties illustrates:

“Mr., Humphrey {5 a warm, generous,
\dealistic, open man. Mr. Nixon has
gradually risen above the personal abuse
and the narrow partisanstip of his early
campaigns, but he remains slick and
evasive on some of the central issues.'’

If the New York Times has pot chang-
ed in its emotional reaction to Mr. Nibxon,
its appraisal of the qualities of Mr.
Humphrey has improved recently. It
finds that in the field of foreign affairs,
with the pomsible exceptioh of Vietnam,
he is "an internationalist with a broad
and imaginative outlook,” and that, in
domestic affalrs he iIs ''a proven
activist.'” But the Times seems lo re-
serve ils most unhibited praise for Mr,
Humphrey when it discussen '‘the quality
of his political lendership”
“character of his political support.'

“‘Mr. Humphrey,” it declares, 'Is the
only gandidate in this clection who has
substuntial backing in both the white
and the Negro communities."

New Life For Country Pubs

They've got their fingers crossed In
the country pubs. Now that the red light
of the breathalyser test seems to be fad-
ing Into the old permissive green — A&
predictable resumption, it is widely be-
Heved If not actually argued out loud,
of the true British way of life and death
—there are reviving hopes that they
may be coming into their own agaln.

Meaning Jags back in the cobbled
yards, hacking jackets in the jaunty
lounge, vOdkn and badinage and one for
the road, like in the good old days be-
fore the Castie revolution. Those hend-
fine opitaphs lamenting the end of the
rural inn may yet prove lo have been
exaggerated.

Not all can expect 10 benefit from this
kiss of life. They may feel they can
breathe again in the stockbrokers' green
belt, but a good many pubs depending
purely on local trade soemed to be on
their way out before the breathalyser
was i{nvented. The swinging rural scene
had already passed them by, and I've
heard it argued that the only surviving
real country pub is to be found in a
working alley at the back of Fleet Street,

An overstatement, no doubt, but one
can see what was meant., It has the
traditional atmosphere of local drink-
ing —domestic, familiar, brown, unaspir.
ing, comfortless, relawing. Its regulars
never have the uneasy feeling that some
new managertal gimmick — a  disco-
theque, go-go-girls, a revolving bar —
will have been installed before thelr next
visit. You can't expect that sort of con-
tinuity out In the countryside proper.

There’'s change in the village inn and
no mistake ‘‘Yokels?T What yokela?"* One
landiord, major4ype in tweeds, doesn't
sound in the best of tempers, Locals,
not yokels, was what you sald. What
happened to them, then? Surely they
go on drinking. Surely all the farmwork-
ers don't go charging off to town to en-
tertain their girl friends.

The major-figure gives a longish, lapel.
level stare and jerks his thumb toward
a dignified old customer looking Hke a
sented statue, installed by the side of
whid was once the open fireplace, Ap-
parently he is a hedger, which in itself
sounds Hke a declining trade In a re-
gion where most of the hedges .are
grubbed up. (There's now talk of re-
planting them because of soll erosion,
which sounds Mke another highly British
sequence of events.)

“If you think old Churile there ia go-
ing to pny my overheads,' the landlord
says scornfully, “and provide a spot of
bread and cheese for the good wilfe and
myself into the bargaln, you can have
another think." Not, he ndds for form's
sake and to show that his scorn ls not
directed at Charlle, that he doesn’t re-
spect these chapa, Salt of the earth, But
you guther that what he really respects,
and what salts the centuries-old '"Bull”
much more remuneratively, s the motor
trade which has fallen off so sadly.

Some are all night —poah pubs in the

upper-ciass figshing country, chaste Tudor
establishments where Queen Ellzabeth
slept, twisty-beamed inns (as long as
they don't get in the way of the traffic
and the property developers) In superior
country towns which say “Mind your
head” the moment after you've cracked
your skull on sixteenth-century oak. So,
one must hope, nre those remote weath-
er-swopt houses in the climbing arens —
physical not socinl climbing —where
they often mount rescue operations,
* Others appear to be merely awaiting
the retirement of ageing licenses before
they too pack it in. They don’t have the
Jocation or the turmmover to be found vi
able by the big brewers development-
wise, which is the sort of rural language
they tend to talk these dayw. It munt
have looked Nke the writing on the wall
when, not Jong ngo, one of the oldewt
pubs in EBngland was taken over by some
nuns to be converted into a home for
destitute girls.

“‘Some villages,'' a big brower's man
remarked recently providing more graf-
fiti, "have (oo many litle old pubs.'

TOLEDO, Ohio — As George
Wallace finished his gpeech to &
rally at the baseball park here,
u news correspondent approach-
ed the speaker's platform in
hopes that Gen. Curtis LeMay
would expand his views on the
use of nuclear weapons,

LeMay was willing to oblige
with answers, but Wallace defi-
nitely was not. Joe Fine, Wal-
lace's able young political Heu.
tenant, declared that the Gen-
cral was not avallable, The re-
porter was hustled away by Be-
cret Service agents.

The Incldent, coming less
than 12 hours after Wallace un-
velled the sem! - legendary
bomber commander as his run-
ning-mate, reflected the com-
pulsion by the Wallace camp to
muzzle LeMay following hia
Goldwateriam musing on nu-
olear armas. Thus, LeMay had
cast a small, mushroom-shaped
oloud on the Wallace move-
meng, inadvertently posing =a
threat to-it that neither Demo-
cratic nor Republican politi-
clans could concoct.

It is, assuredly, only a threat.
If LeMay is prevented from
meandering off In mare nuclear-
flavored barrscks-room talk, no
permanent damage may be
done the Wallace revolution.
Nevertheless, LeMay's selec-
tion represents a deviation from
Wallace's populistic  strategy
that hus proved spectacularly
succeasful,

All year Jong, Wallace and
some key advisors — notably,
Seymour Trammell, his fund-
raiser—have eyed Republican
LeMay as a means of broaden-
‘ing thelr appeal among upper-
class voters.

But when Trammell made
overtures to the Genéral during
the summer, LeMay declined
(bectuse, in the private opinion
of the Wallace camp, he under-
estimated Wallace's potential
strength). That produced a sigh
of relief from some Wallace in-
aiders, who doubted LoMay
could convert the Republican
gentry to Wallace. They favor-
¢d a populistic running-mate—
former Gov. Albert (Happy)
Chandler of Kentucky—to re-
inforce Wallace's working-class
appeal. Although Chandler was
yetoed by right-wing ideclogies
supporting Wallace, the Wallace
campaign has taken on the ear-
marks of a white working
man’s movement. The Northemn
unton member—resentful of his
government, union leaders, and
the Negro—huss turned to Wal-
lace. And Wallace, while not
changing basic positions, has
become more populistic in tone.

Wallace no longer describes
himsel as o “conservative’ in
speeches, He 1s unequivocally
on record against ‘‘right-to-
work’ laws, He makes favor-
able references to Robert F.
Kennedy, « hero to many work-
ing men now baocking Wallace.
His campaign plane oarries o
dozen Jocal union leaders from
AMabama who are exhibited in
Northtern industrial cities,

Sometimes Wallace's popul-
ism is overt. By removing the
tax exemption for giant founda-
tions, he tells rallles, '‘you could
lower the working man's tix."

One plan would keep
him away from the press and
schedule him In private meet-
Ings with fat cat Republicans,
thereby preventing him from
scaring the wits out of Wallace's
working men,

Pathetically, LeMay's garrul-
owsness s now the best hope of
the traditional parties that Wal-
lace will yet decline. With
neither local organization, pa-
tronage, nor a professional staff,
Wallace is running second In
electornl votes and in prevent-
ed only by Hubert Humphrey's

weikness from becoming & pos-
sibility to run firast. Even with
the threat of LeMay's mush.
room cloud, Wallace is the poll
tical miracle worker of the
year.

Agostinelll replled, "T've
never been used to lawyers'
double talk (Barry Is o lawyer)
and I'm still not uned to it."

“All T know is that I hear of
a deficit and that the State of
Connecticut is faced with finan-
clal ruin. Double talk will not
eliminate it."

““Politics,"”” he sald, "is n very
serfous business and not a
game. The deficit too is serfous
business and not o game. Even
Gov. Dempsey, when asked
about the deficlt, blamed il on
his Democratic Senate and
Houne."

Both candidates were osked
how the state could ralse more
funds to eliminate the deficlt
and, at the same time, provide
needed programs.

Neither ruled out the possi-
bility of a state income tax.
Both, however, recommended
othan means of revenue, and
that a study of the income $ax
possibility should be made bDe-
fore it is instituted,

Agostinelll and Barry agreed,
also, that it iz inevitable that
the state will hayve to ralse
baxen,

Agostinelll said, "First, we
must adopt a balanced budget.
Then we must elect responsible
people to the Legislature. And,

‘we must take & long, hard ook,

at where increaised taxes will
oome from.

Barry said that, in his opin-
lon, increased revenue nmy have
to come from an increase in
the sales tax—bo 4 or 4% per
cent. Tt is now 3% per cent,

He recommanded the creation
of a commission, to study the
possibllity of an income tax
for the future. “I rule it out
for an immediste solution, but
1 am willing to conaider it for
the future,” he said.

Barry recommended annual
sesslons, ‘‘with the one in even-
numbered years to be a 60-day
budget session."”

Ho maid, “I know the gover-
nor and many Democratic leg-
{slators do not agree with me,
best X bolleve that meeting once
every two years, to uet & budg-
ot for u two-year period, is not
enough."

Buarry recommended that “‘an
independent fiscal advisor or
advisors should bo retained, re-
sponsible only to the 'Btate
Logislature, and to advige it on
the budged.”

“The State Assombly should
not have to rely on the Depart-
ment of Finance," be sald.

Manchester Recreation Director William: H. Boyle
ms resigned his post, effective Oct. 81, “or at your
(the town's) earliest convenience,

His resignation, contained in a letter today to Town

Robert Weiss, was not unexpected. Reports
have been cvirculating for weeks that he would resism.

In the letter, Boyle states
that It has been his desire for
over a year, ‘“io leave Man-
chester, primarily becauss of
what I considerad to be undue
barmssment and Interference of
& persanal nature by two elect-
od town officials.” '

Boyle charges that he was
8 to extreme verbal
abuse’” in Welss' presence be-
onume he (Boyle) refused to
bire two acquaintances of the
two town officials,

Nefther Welss nor
would name the officials,

He charges further that he
bas been subjected to '‘vindica-
tive, personal and political”
prelsures boecause of the incd.
dent, and criticizes the um-
named officials because ‘‘they
feol they must meddle in the
administrative conduct of the
town's routine business, clearly
the province of the manager
and the department heads."

He thanks Welss for his ex-
preasions of confidence, con-
cluding, “However, I realize
that you too are a man ‘under
orders,' "'

Waelss sald today that he will
advertise immediately for & re-
placement for Boyle.

He sald of the resigned rec-
reation director, ‘I feel he has
done a creditable job, and 1
wish him well In whatever en.
deavor he goes into.” Boyle did
not reveal his future plans.

Waeiss sald, ‘'“The participa-
tion in the rec program has in-
croased considerably in the two
and a half years Boyle has
been on the job, and the pro-
gram itself has expanded.'

Boyle, 51, lives in Springfield,
Mass, He has been recreation
director since March 2, 1966,
when hé repluced James Her-
dic, who had resigned in Sep-
tember 1084,

The position had been filled

in the Interval by former Park
Superintendent Horace Mur-
phey, when the park and rec
departments were combined,
* The departments were sepa-
rated aguin in  July 1968.
Boyle's annual salury was $7,480
when he was hired. His current
annual salary is $8,970.

The text of Boyle's letter of
resignation follows:

Dear Mr. Weiss:

It Is with regret that I re-
spectfully submit my resigna.
tion as Director of the Town
Recreation Department effec.
tive Oct. 31 or at your earliest
convenience.

As you know I talked to you
over & yeuar ago aboul my de-

Boyle

When I refused to hire a cou-
ple of their acquhintances, they
forced a confrontation In your
oifice evenr though this was
purely an administrative mat-
ter and beyond the scope of
their office. I had ample reason
for my decislon und was ceg-
tain that I was acting in the
best interest of the Town. De-
spite these facts T was subject-
ed to extreme verbal abuse In
your presence. It would seem
that the desire is o get around
the Charter and make town em-
ployes subject to political pa-
tronage.

For some time after this in-
cident I thought this vindiotive,
personal, and political pressure
might abate, bul apparently it
has not. Other incldents occur-
red of which you are aware.
These very few men of extrame
political ambition are not con-
tent with the power given them
by the Charter, namely to es-
tablish policy, set the budget,
and enact the ordinances. They
feel they must meddle in the ad-
ministrative conduct of the
Town's routine business, clearly
the province of the Manager
and Department Heads,

I fully realize these are se-
rious accusations I have made.
I truly feel that the people of
Manchester should be made
aware of the arrogant and de-
structively clever way the form
of government they have chosen
is belng undermined by a few
of their own elected officlals.

I am very grateful, Mr. Weiss,
for your many expressions of
confidence and _especially for
your courageous efforts to mnke
justice prevail, however, I real.
ize that you too are a man
“under orders.”

“When & mun is assigned to
a given shift for the four-week
tour, he is not to be required
to work the hours of any other
ghift, unlees on an overtime
basia."

In o statement on Saturday

Mountain

Become Public Land?

By MALCOLM BARLOW

To save Case Mountain

from bulldozers and tract

home, town leaders have been trying for years to get

some public agency to buy
The 744¢-foot high mountain
has a commanding view of the
Connecticut River wvalley from
Meriden to Avon Mountain on
the othgr side of Hartford and
north to the Berkshires.
Dirt rouds and parts of the
Trafl system make
hiking and sight seeing easy.
Huge giacial boulders and steep
inclines mark the thickly for-
ested mountain.

The 273 acres around the sum-
mit offered by the Case family
do not include the Case Reser-
volrs, the @5-foot high stone
waterfall nor the constantly
flowing spring along Spring St
But the tamily has sgreed to
give the public purchaser first
refusal rights should they ever
sell the land there.

Efforta to buy the mountain
appeared fruitful in September
1960 when the Town Conserva-
tion Commission told the town
the  dealings with the Cases
“should bo resolved by this
time next year."

Although town officials were
able to hammer out the 273-
acre deal by March 1966, the
price tag appeared mountainous
to town leaders and the Board
of Directors then okayed an ap-
plication to the federal gov-
ermnment, Under the federal
Open Spaces plan, the town
would pay only 25 per cent, the
state 25 per cent and the fed-
eral government 50 per cent,

The town got federa! approval
in Oc¢tober 1088 to appraise the
mountalin.

By April 1987 the nppraisals
came in at $411,000 or §1,500
per acre and $315,000 or $1,150
per acre. But by this time, town
lenders were convinced they
would have to go through the
state to ever gel the mountain,

Town Manager Robert B.
Weiss said on April 26, 1967 to
the General Assembly's State
Development Commitlee that 1t
would be best if “Manchester's
Case Mountain were purchased
by the state rather than the
town."

“Case and his brothers began
producing  press paperboard
with their own Inventions and
became world famous in the
paper industry.

They also bought more and
more land around them which
became known as Highland
Park, almost a separale com-
munity from Mauanchester. In-
cluded in the land purchases
was the mountain,

Case tully realized the won-
derful beauty of their mountain
buy and in 1903 he began to
develop the area as a scenic
park for the public. After his
death In 1008, his son, Law-
rence, completed the work in
1909.

Most of their work was done
in the lower portion of the land
near the waterfall. The c¢hest-
nut jog <cabin on the upper
reservoir was built at the end
of the chestnut tree blight of
1919, It has been remodeled
thi; summer and the Dennisons
hpve rented it.

The family has sold portions
of the Highlahd Park land o
roal estate developers. They had
no cholce in the sale of a large
swath of land to the state for
Rt. 6 slong Highland 8t, More
land sales may have been de-
terred by the lack of public
utilities near the mountain,

Last fall, the Dennisons cold
thelr mill and some land around
it to the Bolse Camonde Corp.
of Idaho, an internationsl firm
dealing mainly In bullding
products and now enteéring the
urban renowal fleld, The fam-
Hy bougit awny from the com-
pany before the sale most wof
fts Highland Park land.

Part of the reason the Case
family has given for notr sell
ing to developers was that they
wunted (0 protect their reser-
voir wrater which supplies the
mid with 300,000 gallons of
clean water every day,

The brothers still hend the
firm and own much stock in
the Boise OCascade Corp.

The only blunt opposition to |

the bill to have the state buy
the mountain comes from sev-
eral state officluls.

Donnld C. Mathews, director
of the State Park and Forest
Commission, sald, '"There are
far more valuable parcels
throughout the state. Tn many
cases, {f we don't buy them now,
developers will grab them up
quick."

Recently, Enright noticed the
Wallace storefront headquarters
near his house and stopped to
drop a $10 bill Into the contribu-
tion jar. He signed the guest
register and had a cup of col-
fes but did not talk to the work-
ors.
"“T'd never contributed to a
political vampalgn before in my
life,” he said luter, “and I've
got elght children and could use
the money."

Enright says most of his
nelghbors are talking about vot-
ing for Wallace.

“He can handle the colored."

Conversations in  simllarly
