LeMay Going to Vietnam
On Fact-finding Mission

EVANSVILLE, Ind. (AP) —
George C. Wallace today an-
nounced his declsion to send hin
third party running mate, re-
tired Air Force Gen. Curtls E.
LeMay, to Vietnum for a four-
day fact-finding misaion.

Tentative plans call for Le-
May to go to Vietnam about
Obt. 15, reporting back in time
for an Oct. 20 nationwide televl-
alon address by the former Ala-
bama governor who's running
for president.

Wallace issued this formal
statement in advance of his
speech in Evansville today:

“I have requested Gen, Curtls
LeMay to make a four-day fact-
finding minsion for me in Viet-
nam,

“I am particularly interested
in getting the wviewa of the
American servicemen In Viet-
sam and, of course, Gen, Le-
May will consult leaders of the
various branches &f military
gurvice now engaged in the Viet-
nam fighting.

‘“I'ive general will be accom-
pasied by Hd BEwing, Joe Fine
and John DeCario of the Wal-
lace-LeMay campaign staff.

“When he returns, Gem, Le-
May will make a full report o
me and I will then make a re-
port to the American people.”

Aldes sald LeMay, campaign-
ing In Fiorida, would have no
comment.

The personnel at the Strat-
ford plant have Increased In
number from 7,500 to $600
since the new plant in Charles-
ton, 8.C.. was built, he said
Awvco-Lycoaming produces gas
turbine engines, many of them
used in military hellcopters

Questioned Wednesday night
about the denial, Cook said he
drew his Informmtion about
trends at Aveo from a recent
speech by one of Its officials and
from ‘‘people at the plant.'

He cited a newspaper article
that quoted vice president Jo-
seph S. Bartos of Trumbull as
saying: ‘“The role of the Jocal
plant will gradually shift to a
research operation with in-
creased production as the south-
em plants’ role.” Bartos was
unavailable for comment Wed.
nesday.

Cook dld not guestion the
Avco reply, but argued that peo-
ple In the surrounding commu-
nity have had nothing to say
about the corporation’s plan-
ning.

If we use this monoy
property, we wouldn't have to
worry whether a youngster
would get sick from swimming
in the Sound.”

Welcker sald that Bradiey In-
ternational Afrport in Windeor
Locks is not being used to the
full extent of its possibilities.

““The proper use of Bradley
Field," be said, ‘“for which the
state Jegislature appropriated
$7. million last year to extend
the runways and terminoal fa-
cilities, is the answer to the
alr traffic problem —nol con-
struction of a jetpost that will
ruin Long Island Bound.”

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Eban At The UN

For some time, there have been half
movements from various directions
which indicate that, in the midst of much
world turmodl everywhers else, an un-
usual amount of serioua thought is still
being devoted to the possibiity of o
permanent and stable peace settlement
in the Near East

The address by Israel's Forelgn
Minister Abba Eban before the United
Nations General Assembiy the other day
did two things,

One thing it did was recognize the
existence of such an astmosphere of po-
sitive possibilities.

He spoke directly of this in the oconm-
cluding paragraphs of his address.
‘“Lest Arabd Governments,'' he sald,
‘““be tampted out of sheer routine to rush
into impulsive rejection, let me suggest
that tragedy is not what men suffer but
what they miss. Time and sguin theso
Governments have rejected proposals to-
day — and longed for them tomorTow.
The fatal pattern ls drawn across the
whole period since 197 — and before.
It may seern ambitious to talk of a
peaceful Middle Eastern design at this
moment of tension and rancor. But
thers & suoch a thing es fusion at high
temperstures. In  political experience,
too, the very imtensity of peril often
brings about a timw in frogsen situations,
“In the long run,” Eban concluded,
“nations can prosper only by recogniz-
ing what their common interest de-
measds. The hour is ripe for the creative
adventure of peace.”

To the opportunity he thus visualized
in such general terms, Israel's Foreign
Minister made some gentle but important
specific contributions. .

He suggested that, in any firm peace
settlement Isrmel would be willing to
retire from at least some of the Arab
territories ¥t took over In the war of
June, 1987, Diplomats noticed in his Jan-
guage an spparent disposition to accept
indirect negotistion, perhaps thwough the
offives of the Jarring mission, in place
of the direct negotiation with the Arab
states which has hitherto been one of
the basic demmnds of Israeld policy.
Foreign Minister Eban himself gave the
torturesome pmb’im of refugees what
reemed a8 more direct discussion than
usually comes from Israel

These touches and hinta of amellora.
tion of some of Israel’s hard positions
come in a time when there have been
fitful indications of similar explorations
from the Arab side, and a time when
an outside power like Russin has sudden-
ly seemed ready for unusual diplomacy
in behalf of some settlement &f the Near
Eastern question.

The one thing Isrsel and Foreign
Minister Eban most soundly reject is the
prospect of any settlement which is bas-
ed on any guaraniee from bLIg powers
or any combination of big powers. A
true peace in the Near East must even-
tually be mmde in the Near East by
the peoples of the Near East, and it
cannot be decreed from Moscow or Lon-
don or Paris or Washington, or from all
four of these capilais acting in unison.
The United Nations, on the other hand,
can help, ns the comtinued absence of
any final, conclusive failure on the part
of the Jarring Mission has been indicat-
ing-for many months past. The continued

But {f he does stand
firm for his beMefs, and remain ditficult
for his party, we suspect it will be be
canse he himseif realizes something that
does mo! seem to suggest Hself to the
party — that any comtrived, holiow en«
dorsement from him would not be worth
much to anybody.

Roads Of Their Own

Those trucks which now infest the na-
tion's highways get there under the
blessing of federal law which aHows
them n minimum weight of 73,280
pounds, and & maximum width of 96
inches,

Under the bill which is apparently not
going to get through the House of Rep-
resentatives this session, but which will
be back In future sessions, the maximum
weight would be increased way up to
105,000 pounda.

And the maximum width would be In-
creased to 102 inches, giving the trucks
another half foot of the highway.

The truckers historicslly alm for such
Increases in weight and width first, Then
they go for incrensed length.

They also go for federal Jaw first
Then, when they bave federal lnw, they
begin working on the states, By the time
they get a few states to fall in line and
authorize larger sizes for them, they
have pressure to bring to bear on the
rest of the statea.

Eventually, if the truckers are al
lowed thelr way in the nation's legisia-
tive bodies, we will have to design our-
selves wider highways and wider lanes
just so that the trucks oan squeese by
one another when they play that up and
down dale game of tag of theirs.

And eventually ordinary motorists who
now find trucks sometimes rather long
things to pass are going to find trucls
as long as half a city block,

There is only one solution which ap-
pears sensible, This would be to ceda the
trucks their own right of way, let them
build their own roads and knock them
apiart as fast as they please at whalever
spoads they please with whatever weight
and width and length of vehicle they
please ,and leave the driving on the na-
tion’s regular highways to us.

A Mariani Position

In a position paper on law and order
in the United States, Republican can-
didate Peter Mariani, who la seeking
the Second District seat in the House
of Reproscnictives, has proposed o se-
ries of action which would be a con-
tribution to the cause,

His philosophy includes the general
caveat: “Not enough s knmown about
crime. We know lttle about its basic
canses, We know almost nothing about
what penalties are the most effective
deterrent to crime.”

But Mariani also believes that we must
re-examine the priorities in the national
war un crime, and while opposing & na-
tional computerized information system,
he advises ‘‘that the best agent for en-
forcing neighborhood security is the po-
licernan closest to the people he gerves'',
and urges that the real problem be at-
tacked — ‘‘to tmprove and strengthen
local police, and provide them with ade-
quate facilittes for law enforcement.”

Ho says: ““I do not belleve that any
man has the right to choose which
laws he will obey; I do not believe
that any man has the right to break
the law In order to protest . 1
belleve that the courts, an independent
branch of our government, are¢ an
integral part of the laws of the land
and their decisions must be supportad.
I must say to the courts, however, that
1 persomally believe that they have been
too lenlent and are thus comtributing
to the spirit of permissivencss in the
country, to the disrespect for the law,
and o the poor morale of the polce.'”

Now while one s always hard put to
argue on one hand that the courts are
too lenient and on the other hand that
little i known what penaities are the
moat effac ve doterrents, this just \ part
of the dlflemma In any discussion of the
fssue. It s a temptation for a candidate
to play whoily on the emotions, and
forget about some of the disturbing facts.
“Mariani has not done that indeed his
concrete proposals include the recom-
mendations that the FBI furnish consult-
ing and teaching wervices to local police
training programs and that ample funds
for training be provided under the Bafe
Strects Act of 1988, This {9 & good idea,
FBI training should not be Hmited
to the speclalized course given in Wash.
ington. Mariani also urges that ''‘because
we need to know more about erime and
deterrents to crime, I propose that the
newly established National Institute of
Law Enforcement be adequately funded
to assure that menningful research Is
begun immediatedy ' Again, a good Idea.
The candidute also urges that the FBI
set up regional lmbs to provide quick
and easy access to Us services. Finally,
Marjanl says that states use federal
granta to investigate the poseibility of
asdgning some traffic contro! duties to
non-police personnel. “Such reassign.
ment would not only free police for other
duties, it would permit those who work
in more dangerous assignments to be
paid more in proportion to the risks
they take."

Although Marfani belleves that moral
leadersghip can be helpful, that “many of
our leaders have over-scted to the prob-
loms of the under-privileged”, ha has
made four Intolligent suggestions for
dealing with the problem. This is & pat-
ting average that Iy far above the ave.

80 blgarre =& situation, un-
worthy " of bellef at any time
except this eerle autumn of
1068, has kindled suspiclons in
Iilinols Democratio clroles about
a conspiracy directed against
Clark by those three exemplars
of the old politics: President
Johnson, Mayor Richard J.
Daley of Chicago, and George
Meany., Underpinning their sus-
ploion Is the pronounced lack of
enthusinam by the LBJ-Daley-
Meany triumvirate in secking
to unseat Dirksen, who has heen
Mr. Johnwon's great and good
friend as Senate Republican
leader.

Clark, 44, the Attorney Gen-
eral of Illinois, is by no means
the only liberal Democratic can-
didate to be shortchanged by
COPE because of dovish views
on Vietnam, But unlike some
other doves, Clark fell in line
after the Chicago convention
with a strong endorsement of
Humphrey. In the past six
weeks, he has made no fewer
than 50 speeches asking Illinois
voters to back Humphrey.

Constequently, it was with as-
tonishment that the Clark camp
about two weeks ago conclud-
ed that COPE and its direotor,
Al Barkan, were treating him
like a pariah. 8ince Clark's la-
bor record is unblemished and
Dirksen long has been on the
AFL-CIO's “‘most wanted Ust,'
Clark appealed to higher au-
thority to get desperately need-
ed funda from labor.

The day before Humphrey
was due to campaign in Spring-
field, IIl., late in Septembeor,
Clark telephoned Ben. Walter
(Fritzs) Mondale of Minnesota,
Humphrey's pre-convention o©o-
manager. Clark's request :
Could Mondale get Humphrey
to intercede with Barkan?

The next day, when Hum-
phrey met Clark on the speak-
ing platform In front of Lin-
coln's tomb, the Vice Presl
dent expressed his own sense
of outrage at COPE's failure to
help Clark's campeign. What's
more, Humphroy followed up
with a letter to Barkan, asking
Barkan to dig up some COPE
money for Clark,

Humphrey's personal appeal
wos accorded scarcely better
treatment than Clark's own ear-
ller request for help. Barkan
wrote the Vice President a cool
letter stating that the most
COPE could do for Clark was
a piddliing $5,000 now, with the
posaibility of another §5,000
later in the campaign (which
now has less than four weeks
to run).

But COPE's arrogance Lo
Clark s no worse than the non-
support he has been getting”
from Mnyor Daley and his Cook
County political machine.

Clark's shabby treatment at
Daley's hands ls even more
ironic than his abandonment
by labor. Like Daley, Clark iw
a product of the regular organi-
mation and was picked by Daley
for the difficult Benate race
over the supposedly leds refiable
outsider, State Treasurer Adial
Stevenson III. Eves though
Clark sought the favor of the
anti-war bloc by backing the
minority peace plank and Sen.
George McGovern's bid for
President at Chicago, he fully
expected Daley's  unqualitied
support in the Benmte race.

Indeed, Daley gave Clark a
personal pledge of help from the
Chicago machine’s ample
treasury. . But for weeks not a
penny was sent to Clark, Only
within the last few days has

Daley permitted $5,000 to be de
posited in the Clark campalgn.
All this lends support to the
conviction within Clark head:
quarters that Mr, Johnson hes &
quiet arrangemaent with
to do as Hitle as possible (0
block his reelection to & fourth
term, in return for the mauny
political favors Dirksen has
dome for President Johnson (as
Président Kennedy did for Dirk-
son in 1962), And Meany is going
nlong with Mr, Johnson's de
Bires.

The LBJ—Dirksen comrade-
ship In Clark's case is but an
exotic twist to the mationwide
pattern of COPE denying full
or partial support to anti-Viet-
nam Mberal Democrate, John J.
Gllligan running for the Senate
from Ohio, Allard K. Lowenstein
running for Congra:s from New
York, and Speaker Jesse Unrub
running for realection to the
Oudifornia Assembly are in the
same bont as Clark,

But the AFL-CIO would db
well to review Its
polley. There wilk ba a day of
reckoning after Nov. § when ef-
forts will be made to rebulld the
Democratic party, and the Bill
Clarks and their alites will not
forget the way labor treated
them in thelr time fo need.

Fluttner sald, '"'Partioular-

man of the house to pursus the,
money making end of the fam-
fly endeavor, and the other for
the iady of the house to dash
all about the community shop-
ping —shuttling children—and
doing the volunfeer tasks that
lessen the cost of government.'

Futtner asked that Connecti-
aut outlaww these games just as
Massachusetts has, He sald that
in about a month this outlaw
ing of the games will be the
Iaw in Massachusetts, as it is
in several New Jersey coun-
ties.

He said, "Such a law must be
passed in Comeocticut. Why
should a program of this type,
(twenty five milllon dollars-15
million to advertising compan-
fes and only 10 million to prise
allotment) be allowed to ocon-
tinue? How many wimers do
you know? Let's halt this cosi-
ly practice to the consumer and
retsil gas station operator.”

Concluded Futtner, "I shall
ask Arthur P, James of Canter-

$3,000.

DiPletro wan charged with
congpiracy to extort from Di-
Palma.

All pledgided innocent in Bupe-
rior Court and were held in
$5,000 ball on each charge.

Town, Police to Negotiate

Work Schedules on Oct. 17

A negotiation meeting to take
up police union demands over
work schedules has been ar
ranged for the morning of Oot.
17, and, as a consequence, po-
liee have put off until Oct, 21
their plans to picket if agree-
ment ja not reached on & con-
tract.

The work schedule proposal
Is one of two matters which
have prevented agreement, The
other, a request for a 10 per
cent increase over last year's
salaries wans resolved yester
day when General Muanager
Robert Welss agreed to the hike
geveral hours after the Board
of Directors indicated it would
appropriate the $9,000 needed to
pay the raise.

Welss indicated today that he
feels the work schedule ques-
tion, can be worked out satis-
factorily when he and union
negotintors meet next week.
He sald it was assumed orig-
inally that the union proposal
would involve a lot of manda-
tory overtime pay, but that =&
study of the proposal indicates
that is pot the case, \

The union Is asking that when
police are assigned to a partic-
ular shift, they not be pulled
off that shift to work another
one unless they get overtime
pay for It

Capt, Everett Shaw, director
of the Connectiout Council of
Pollee Unions, has sald the ob-
jective in mot to get the over-

time pay, but to discourngo the
police administration from mak-
ing the switch.

The union 18 also psking that
policemen be assigned to a four-
weok tour of duty on a partic-
plar shift lnstead of a seven-
week tour,

And the unjon wants the po-
licemen to have the same two
days oft each week during that
four-woek tour.

Under the present system the
days off advance one duny each
week to that each man works
six days In a row, according
to Capt. Shaw,

GIs Discuss Life and Fate
Of Enemies Along the DMZ

IN THE DMZ, Vietnam (AP)
— The rain-sonked American in-
{antry men pushed through the
southern part of the demilitar
jzed zone with one thought In
mind—kill ns many Charlies as
possible.

But as they moved through a
large bunker complex where the
enemy recently made his home,
many GIs expressed curfosity
and respect for the foe,

The area had been heavily
bombed and shelled. Some
bunkeras had been caved in by
explosions. Others were burned
black by napalm. It was clear
the enemy troops who were here
had lived through hell before
pulling back, perhaps to set up
an ambush over the next ridge.

There was open sympathy In
the volce of a few GIs as they
discussed the life and fate of
their enemy. The Americans
saw a partial mirror image of
their own life, The North Viet-
namese here had been riflemen
like themselven, the man at the
bottom of the heap whose nose
is alternately rubbed {n the mud
and choked with dust, but al-
ways pointed toward the next
battle,

“You know, I'll bet old Char-
lie nnd us would have & lot to
talk about if the shootin’ would
just stop,’” one beardsd corporal
aald, A few diaries taken from
enemy bodies have velced simi-
lar sentiments.

The blg Z, GI alang for the
Demilitarized zone, Is a place
that can make strong men
stronger and break the weak. It
s consintently the most danger-
ous place in Vietnam, and also
us unpleasant a pluce as troops
on both aldes are likely to find,

In hot weather, waler is short
and the sun merciless, When the
rains come, they aré not the
sudden cloudbursts common In
the South but often last for days
und leaye Infantrymen soaked,
mud-caled and shivering until
the clouds break agnin.

This knowledge of shared mis-
ery has caused more than one
Marine and Army rifleman to
speculate on the enemy,

The Marines, who have for
years bome the brunt of the
DMZ tighting, refer to the North
Vietnamess o8 Mr. Charles to
differentiate from the home-
grown Viet Cong guerrillas, or

Charlie. Both expressiona are
derived from radio code for the
enemy, Vietor Charlie—V.C,

This image has survived for
many dispiterepeated stories of
enemy atrocities including shoot
ing wounded and prisoners and
disfiguring bodles, By some
lights, there have been battle-
field excesses on both sides, and
many American Gla accept
those of the enemy as the work
of a handful »f zealots or acts
onrdered by higher-ups.
