Houley Tells Rotary Club
Key State Problem Fiscal

The largest single problem
facing the state In the coming
yoar is fisonl and without good
fiscal management good pro-
grams cannot be provided, Rob-
ert Houley told Rotarians at a
lunchieon meeting yesterday.

Houley, Democratic candidate
to the senate from Tolland Coun-
Ly, was andther in the sories
of political speakers appearing
at the Monday noon  rotary
meetingn.

The speaker was Introduced
by Rolarian Abner Brooks,
who with Houley 15 also & mem-
ber of the Board of Representa-
tives. Brooks credited Houley
with accomplishing many
things during the six years he
has been a resident of Vernon
Among these accomplishments
was the urging of establishing
an industrinl tract while he
headed the Economic Develop-
ment Commission, Brooks said,

In a brief speech, prior to &
question and answer period,
Houley compared a legislator's
approach to problems with
that of a businessman's ap-
proach to his problems,

Noting that he is in the mar-
keting end of business himself,
Houley said he believes his ex-
perience will prove invaluable in
making legislative decisions

He said he will have a four-
polnt approach to all mabtters.
He first pointed out Identity will
have to be made as o what the
problem is. Next the causes of
the problem will be analyzed
along with poasible solutions and
finally he will debate what s
the best solution to the problem.

He added that operating or
managing & successful business
has one more common denom-
inator with the task of being an
effoctive leginlator, and that is
“"hard work."

Houley sald, a legislator lke
the president of a company

must take the time to do his
homework. He must be able to
recognize problems, know the
facts or find them out, be will-
ing to hear out differing points
of view and make n decision
and then take action on that
decision,

Further comparing the gov-
emment to a business, Houley
sald on Nov. 5, the shareholders
of the biggest corporation in the
world will conveage on the polls
and select their chalrman of the
board, vice chalrman, board of
directors nntl corporate officers
and entrust to them the power
to make the decisions that will
guide all,

In the discussion period fol-
lowing Houley's talk he was
questioned by Rolary president
Joseph Shinn as to some of the
problems to be faced in the com.
ing year

Citing the fiscal problem as
the largest, Houley sald the
whole revenue plcture has to be
analyzed. He sald he was not
in favor of incrensing the reve-
nues by Imposing a tax on
churches, schools and fire hous-
es

Houley sald he thinks it would
be foolhardy for a community
to tax Itself. He said he Is also
against corporate taxes because
it Is not good for business. This
leaves as an avermue of posaibill-
ty, the state personal Income
tax, Houley explained.

The candidate further said If
a method could be devised
whereby real property could be
taxed more equitably and every-
one can share in raising of rev.
enues he would support It

He noted that 82 of the states
now have personal income fax
based on a certain percentage of
what {s paid for federal income
Inx., Houley cited this as a
method of taxing everyone on an
equitable basis,

Welsn,- the day after Boyle's
lettar wama made publio, said
that he had no knowledge of
any political Interferemcs in the
affairs of the rec department,
and that he knew of no "ha-
rassment  and  Interference"
taction,

He sald that the meeting In
his presence, referred to by
Boyle, concerned questions re-
gurding the reasons why two
long-time amployes of the rec
department had been let out.

Boyle and Welss both declin-
ed to heme the “two elected of-
ficlals referred to in Boyle's
letter,

Today, in an open lstter to
Agostinelll, FlitzGerald states
that he has evidence that the
twp officlals are Republicans,
infers they are directors, and
asks for an investigation of *‘pos-
sible Improper conduct.”

The text of FitxGerald's open
letter follows:

“T read with Interest Mayor
Agostinelll's statement in the
nNewspaper concarning the Boyle
matter, I agree with the mayor
that Mr. Boyle's resignation was
an administrative matter, not
within the province of any town
director. 1 emphatically dis-
agree with the mayor that it Is
not his duty ¢o Investigatsa pos-
sible Improper conduct on the
part of Directors.

“I now have evidence, other
than Mr. Boyle's statement,
that there was a meeting be-
tween two Republican elected
officlals of the town and Mr.
Boyle, before Mr. Boyle's realg-
nation.

“I make no accusations, but
I am now disturbed. First, be.
cause it appears you do not
want to Investigate Mr. Boyle's
serious charges; second, be-
cause I belleve that a meeting
was hold I aguin nssire the
mayor that no Democratic of-
ficial met under any clrcum-
stances with Mr. Boyle nor had
anything to do with his resig-
nation.

“I specifically demand to
know whether there was a meet-
Ing of any kind between any
elected official and Mr, Boyle
before he tendered his resigna-
tion, and if there was such a
meeting, what was the subject
matter of that meeting and
what bearing it had, if any, on
Mr. Boyle's resignation,

"It these questions can be an.
swered satisfactorily, then the
maftter will Indeed be closed. It
not, then I trust that you, ns
mayor, will take appropriate ac-
tion against the officials who
acted tmproperiy.”

LeMay Given Briefing
By General Abrams

SAIGON (AP) — Burroundsd
by some of the tightest security
precautions yet sden in Viet-
nam, U.B, vice presidential can-
didate Curtis K. LeMay begunxr a
vigit today to the Vietnam war.

A spokesman said George C.
Wallace's running mate would
talk to senjor U.8. officlals “‘and
the man in the mud."

LeMay, an advooate of a full
military victory In Vietnam,
went from the airport to the
nearby U.8. Command head-
guarters for his first military
briefing by Gen. Creighton
Abrams the U.S. commander
for Vietnam, and his staff.

The 6i-year-old former Alr
Force chief of stalf spent more
than two hours with Abrams
and had separate sessions with
other briefing officers. He
lunched with Gen. George B.
Brown, commander of the Tth
Alr Force, and spent the after-
noon with top Navy officers. He

cloged ot the day with a tour of
the sprawling Tan Son Nhut air
baso, a joint UB. and Viet-
namese Cacility.

The VIP arrival area at the
alrport was under heavy guard
by Secret Bervice men, embaasy
security officlals, Alr Force and
Army MPs and Vietnamose sec-
urity men. Thres joops with ma-
chine guns were on hand
with two bomb disposal tsams
and an Army man who Went
over the ares with a mine detec-
tor,
