Democrat HubSrt H. Hum- 
pbrey elaborated on his North 
Vietnam bombing halt stand 
meanwhUs Tuesday, and said 
he will not compromise his civil 
rights porition regardless of the 
effect <»t bis election ohanoea.

And a Supreme Court decision 
putting George C. Wallace on 
OMo’e ballot bee made him the 
first tUrd party candidate in 
modern history to go on the bal­
lot In every state.

Nixon expressed high confi­
dence over his chances at a Mi­
ami new. conference Tueeday 
but said he Is taking steps to 
ward off overconfidence. He 
dubbed his drive between now 
and election day "Operation Ex­
tra Effort.’ ’

"We are going to play it 
safe," he eaid. "W e are going 
all out on the Issues, on the ap­
pearances, on the activity, be­
tween now and election."

Nixon claimed Wallaoe' "luui 
topped out" at about IS per cent 
of the papular vote according to 
GOP polls and accused Hum­
phrey of panloking Into using 
"tactlos of fear and smear.’ ’ '

The Republican accused Hum­
phrey of "a  deliberate untruth,”  
a suggeetion that Nbeon's eleo- 
tion might lead to Booial Beouri- 
ty and medtoare cutbacks, and 
said:

"I think be (Humpiurey) is 
panicking now . . .  suhsequsntiy 
he is going to swing wilder and 
wttder."

closed out the day with a tour of 
tbe sprawling Tan Bon Nhut air 
base, a Joint U.B. and Vlet- 
nameee facility.

operate a school syatem tor New Tort 
City.

The Mayor, the Board at Education 
and the Superintendent altogether are 
not allowed to make poUcy tor the city's 
achoola.

They are not even able to keep the 
city's schools open.

Their combined power as the top elec­
tive and appointive afnclals reepotwible 
for New Tort City's achool system la 
considerably ieaa than the power wield­
ed by the United Federation of Teacheia, 
a union of the city and school board 
employea.

The Federation, on votes recommended 
by its president, has kept New Tort 
City’s schools cloaed, instead of <̂ >en, 
10 of the first 23 days of the new season 
which started in September.

At the moment, it haa dosed the 
Bctioola again, and thto time the esti­
mate of ita president is that they may 
remain cloaed for a month.

Unleas, of oouraa, all other constituted 
authority coUapaes and capitidateo and 
surrenders its own legal elective and 
appointive powers Into the hancto of a 
union of its employes.

That would, c^iporently, be the cmly 
peacekil solution — to have aU property 
elected and appointed offleiato resign, 
to have all laws suspended, banish per- 

^  deny their right to have an 
interest In school policy, and leave the 
uJdcn and Its leader free to begin im- 
tnammeled, unchaBenged, an operation 
of tile city’s schools designed to be satis­
factory to their own interests and ideas 
They wodd be wlDtig, one can be surê  
to guarantee that their own best Interest 
and ideas would also be best tor piqiUs, 
parents, and the edty cximmunity as a 
trhole. And the city would be rid of aH 
that superfhious governmental structure 
t»hlch, CO (he record, stands mainly as 
a hindrance, and exists nuwe money and 
trouble than it could ever be worth. Why 
have a mayorr or a school board, or a 
superintendent, or a PTA, when you can 
have a union?

Does ‘’Equal Time’’ Belona?
The "equal time” fuss is making a 

poUUcal footbaU out of the whole idea 
d  debates among the prestdentlal can- 
dldates this year. It’s unfortunate, be­
cause a central point of the is
being missed.

As loug as Congress mtwt vote every 
fourth year to suspend the "equal time” 

If the country is to enjciy and 
be enlightened by televised events like 
the Nixon-Kennedy contests of i960, 
partisan poUtics and not the public in­
terest will prevail.

This jrear Richard Nlxof̂  apparently 
wll^^iead of Ms rivals, does not want 
to risk his lead by going before the 
cameras with Messrs. Humphrey and 
Wallace. And so Republicans In Con­
gress contrived to block the legislation 
that would have opened the door to de­
bates.

And these same Republicans are re­
minding Mr. Humphrey pointedly that 
tn 1964, with the tables reversed, be as 
a Democratic senator voted against the 
"equal time" suspension ao that Lyndon 
JatmaoD would not have to take on the 
underdog Barry Goldwater ta a tele­
vision "image" contest that Just m w  
have narrowed the race.

This necessity to suspend tor brief 
periods the controversial Seetion 816 of 
the Federal Communications Act, so Hiq» 
TV-radto networks can give free time to 
major candidates without granting the 
same time to inconsequential office 
seekers, is an̂ r̂penlng wedge to ridicu­
lous partisan Mckering.

Nettling in the Constitution or elae- 
where in law requires debates. Nowhere 
are there hard-and-fast rules saying the 
beef debater is necessarily the best Pres­
ident

The aoia argument for debates la that 
the public seems to like the idea and 
aoemM to find It easier to choose after 
seeing the major candidates in actton 
together.

But as an added factor there is a long- ~ 
standing, evident feeling that presidential 
campeigne are far too long, and almost 
barbarlcally arduous for the csndidaties. 
And there’s the fact that television, 
though Immensely expensive for the 
campaign organtsations if they are forc­
ed to buy time In quantity, does reach 
the people as never before.

A recent Oallup Poll showed that a 
majority of the voting public would like 
a substantial overhaul of the election 
■yateni, including shorter campaigns, 
with greater stress on radio and tele­
vision and less on mob-scene rallies.

Must debases be the central question? 
Why not, duii.ng some cool luU between 
elections, repeal "equal time" ourrlght 
for an Indefinite period, give the net­
works their heads during "gUod be­
havior,’ ’ and let them use their own 
Judgment of fairness and public-service 
value in gra.nUng free time for whab 
ever purpose? Rank favoritism would 
be spotted Immedaitely and corrected 
easily.

At least the candidates then could 
lure each other into debates or not, as 
the situation developed — on their own, 
without the congreoslonal sideehows of 
recent days which have made Congress 
look silly and debased the presidential 
election system. — SPRINGFIELD

WASHINGTON — Working 

quietly and competently back- 
stage at Richard M. Nixon’s 
campaign headquarters In New 
York la a figure from the dark­
er regions of Nixon’s past: Mur­
ray caxitlner, mastermind o f 
the early Nlxoo campaigns and 
Ms first poUUoal mentor.

After some six years In po­
litical oblivion, Loe Angeles 
lawyer Cbotlner suddeidy 
popped iq> Sept. 19 at a Nfaon 
fund-raising dinner In Manhat­
tan. Since then, ChoUner h a s  
wrltton to old friends in Cah- 
tomia appealing for contribu­
tions to the Nixon campsUgn.

His private role in the current 
Nixon campaign has been far 
more important than that. While 
the innovative but provocative 
ChoUner has not been permitted 
to tamper with Mgh-level strata 
egy in the 1968 campaign, he has 
for some weeks been iriairing a 
key role in the operation’s nuts- 
and-bolts. The bright young men 
In the Nixon camp who h ad  
thought of caiotiner only as a 
mudlsllnging ogre have been 
deejriy Impressed by hto teach- 
Mcal competence as poUUcal 
pro.

Caiotiner was, in fact, Nixon’s 
first pMlUcal pro. Seeking pub­
lic office tor the first time in 
Us Oongreaaioaal race at 1946, 
the green, impoverished Nixon 
a*ight out CdMttner for he l p.  
CUXlner’a help contributed 
greatly to Nixon’s early R e d-' 
baiting tactics.

OioHner’s influence with Nix­
on reached Ks peak in the 1962 
campaign when he evolved the 
etretegy used by Nixon tn the 
"Checkers speech." Gradual­
ly, however, Ctaotiner became 
more an embeurassment than 
a hrip to Ms protege because 
of indiscreet self-revelatlona of 
p^tical tactics euid, more im­
portant, unsavory legal cUents.

After ChoUner was c a l l e d  
before Senate Investigators In 
1066 on cosifUct-of- interest 
charges that he had intervened 
with the Eisenhower adminis-/ 
traOon in behalf of clients, he 
was dropped flrom that year’s 
campaign by Ntxon. Nor did 
^ tin e r  reappear in 1960, when 
he ran hbnself tor Oongreas In 
the primary against a Repub- 
Itoan incumbent (he loet bad­
ly.)

The Chottner-Nlxon sjrflt 
seemed complete, but he was 
summoned to work on Nixon’s 
campaign for Governor in 1992 
(resulting later in court suits 
agralnst Chotiner for doctoring 
campaign literature). Except

month In New York.

Roy Guilty, ■
Jury Finds 
In Tax Case
Tax preparer Uoyd B. Roy 

was oonvloted yesterday after­
noon on 13 counts of filing 
fraudulant Income tax returns 
by a U man Jury which de- 
i* berated for aiitliour before de­
livering the veitoct in Federal 
Court In Hartford. Roy had been 
accused of adding or omitting 
pertinent information on tax re­
turns he prepared.

Roy, whose trial began last 
Thursday, faced chargee In a 

. 14-ltem Indictment, t'wo of vdilch 
were dropped before the end 
of the trial. Of the two counts 
that w en dit^iped, one contain­
ed an error, and the govern­
ment hod no ■witness for the 
other. Many of the 12 witnesses 
who gave testimony In the ease 
were Manchester residents. Ths 
maximum sentence B three 
year’s imisisonmeiit and a $6,- 
(XX) fine on each count. Senfeno- 
Ing B expected to take place 
In about two weeks after a pre- 
eentenoe inVeettgatlon B con­
ducted.

In defending Roy, Atty. F.
Owen Eagan attempted to Miow 
that Roy had ao many returna 
to do that he made errors la 
reporting sources of Income and 
taxable items for hla oUento. In 
the last year covered by the 
Indictment, Roy filed 1,736 re­
turns, according to an Investiga­
tion conducted by the Internal 
Revenue Bervlce, which would 
mean he had to prepare about 
20 returns a day. The tax season 
lasts from Jan. 1 to April 16.

In testifying In defense of Roy,
Herbert Helmov, a publlo ac­
countant from West Hartford, 
ssdd he "wouldn’t have attempt­
ed it . .  . toe returns weren’t 
given enough otteeiUon, enouBh 
time hasn’t been taken with the 
returna prepared by Roy ahown 
here In court.”  Chief Asst. U.B.
Atty. John F. Muloahy Jr. In 
cross examination asked the 
wltnesa if he would consider any 
of the returns toown. in court 
were complicated. Helmov sold,
"not necessarily.’ ’

When the mayor .^finished 
speaking, a crowd of about 4,000 
whites greeted him outside with 
shouts of "Lindsay must go !" 
PoHce had to reskrain the crowd 
which pounded on Lindsay's car 
as he drove away.

"Antiwhite propaganda will 
not be part of our school aya- 
tem,”  Lindsay promised inside 
the center, "anti-Semitic epi­
thets will not be part of our 
school system.”

"But they are! But they are!” 
shouted hecklers in the audience 
of about 1,800.

At the height of the disturb­
ance, Lindsay had to shout to 
make himself heard.

Pointing out an official of the 
striking AFL<TO United Feder­
ation of Teachers. Lindsay com­
pared some of the teachers ac­
tions with those taken by the 
predominantly Negro and Puer­
to Rican school district in 
Brooklyn which is seeking de­
centralization.

"Our city will not survive if 
teachers are illegally trans­
ferred any more than it will if 
this gentleman here leads the 
teachers in an Illegal strike,”

E con om ic Slow dow n Seen  
D espite In fla tion  S ignals

WASHINOTON (AP) _  One 
of the government’s principal 
economic signals, the gross na­
tional product, has flashed an­
other SOS about inflation. But 
the top White House economlet 
says a welcome slowdown al­
ready has begun.

The Commerce Department 
estimated Tuesday the ONP— 
market value of all of the na­
tion’s goods and ssrvioss>-roae 
in the third quarter by nearly 
$18 billion, to an adjusted an­
nual rate of »870,8 billion.

It was the fifth consecutive 
quarter of njajor Increases—bad 
news when demand exceeds 
supply and pushes prices up.

The third quarter perform­
ance was the equivalent of an 
annual growth rate of 4.8 per 
cent. Oovemment economists

commonly describe anything 
above 4 per cent em inflationary.

While he acknowledged that 
the ONP had taken a ’ “ large”  
step up, Arthur M. Okun, chalr- 
mim of the President’s Council 
of Economic Advisors, noted the 
total Increase was less than the 
$21.7 billion rise posted in the 
second quarter.

"It is thoroughly consistent 
with prospects of a continued 
slowdown in the fourth quar­
ter," Okun said. "The spurt in 
consumer spending is most un­
likely to be repeated, while the 
moderating trend In other areas 
is likely to b» extended.

"More generally, I would 
reaffirm our fundamental as­
sessment that the nation is em­
barked on a slowdown decisive 
enough to improve our price

performance markedly over 
time.”

Consumer spending, which 
rose $8.6 billion in the second 
quarter, waa powered by strong 
automobile buying to an in­
crease of $18.4 billion in the. 
third quarter.

Referring to the 10 per cent 
Income tax surcharge that went 
into effect in July, Okun aidd 
consumer outlays In the quarter 
revealed "considerable under­
lying strength in private de­
mand which the program of (Hi- 
cal restraint could not possibly 
have checked so soon after 
going Into effect."

But he warned against "Im ­
patience (or an instantaneous, 
dramatic slowdown."

Too much restraint In the 
year ahead, hs said, could exact 
"human costs which would far 
outweigh any conoeivable bene­
fits in achieving a more rapid 
return to price stability."

The breakdown of the $870.8 
annuakrats (or the ONP showed

$641.8 billion in personal con­
sumption expenditures, $127.4 
billion In gross private invest­
ment, an excess of exports over 
imports of $2.6 billion and gov­
ernment purchases totaling 
$199.6 billion.

Seven month* later the bodies 
of Olen’a wife, Phyllli, 46, and 
daughter, Carla, 16, were found 
in the wreckage. A Jointly writ­
ten diary told how they had sur­
vived for 64 day. awaiting a res­
cue that never came.

An entry five day* after the 
cra*h said: "At left  ̂ to go for 
help." The diary *ald he wa* 
suffering from fractures of the 
right arm and aeveral rib*. Nei­
ther Oten nor hi* body ha* ever 
turned up.

"A * far a* I ’m concerned, 
he'* aUv* until we find Mm,”  
declare* Alvin, J r„ 88, an alr- 
Una pilot, o f Weatlake, T«x. 
Along with hi* brothers Ron, 28, 
and Chuck, 26 both of Portland, 
he ^spends hi* spare time 
searching th* thick bruoh 
around the scene of th* acol- 
dent.

"With a broken right arm ," 
say* the oldest eon "you would 
reach out with your left arm to 
hold onto branches to keep from 
sliding down the mountain. Bo 
we figure Dad must have taken 
off to the left.

"W e’re now concentrating on 
working south through the brush 
side by sld«, Inch by Inch down 
the elope for two miles. The 
probability le he got stuok In the 
first two milea."

Brush at the crash scene, on a 
6,966-foot peak In the Trinity 
Mountalna 86 milea west of 
here. Is 16 to 20 feet deep at 
times. The senior Oten was an 
experienced woodsman.

The Oten plane was headed to 
San Francisco from Portland 
when It crashed March 11, 1967, 
apparently after the wings Iced 
up.

Inflation Hits 
Country Cluh  ̂
Survey Finds
NEW YORK (AP) — The 

facta and figures are in now and 
there’s something frightening 
about them. You Just can't hide 
from inflation, It seems, even at 
the country club. The cost of fun 
and play today is rising steadi­
ly-

True, Inflation often hits har­
dest at the poor and those on 
fixed incomes, such aa retirees. 
But the rich seem not to be that 
different; operating expenses of 
the clubs last year rose faster 
than income.'

A survey just published shows 
that club costs 'were at a record 
high in the 12 months ended in 
May. Maintenance per hole, for 
example, roee to $4,329 at golf 
clubs, a jump of nearly $200 in 
one year.

It was the 10th hole that ap­
pears to have kept some clubs 
in the black. Bar bills brought 
In more than twice as much 
money as sports activities, a 
shocking fact until it Is remem­
bered that the cost of meet 
sports is included In over-all 
dues.

The survey, conducted ecuih 
year since 1954 by Harris, Kerr, 
Forster A Oo., an accounting 
firm, revealed that membership 
duos rose to $549 from $522 a 
year earlier. Food-drink bills 
rose to $471 per person from 
$483.

Add In another $181 per mem­
ber for other items, such as new 
putters and jackets aixl maybe 
swimming pool fees and the 
grand total spent per member 
came to more than $1,2(K). rea­
son enough, you might agree, 
for all that grumbling at the 
bar.

This doesn't suggest neceesar- 
iny that the clubs are going to 
go under or that its members 
wlU go broke. Pitwperlty has 
never been more e'vldent at the 
clubs. But they are getting a 
lesson in Inflation.

D e^ te dues ItKreasee, for In­
stance, some clubs ran no far­
ther ahead of the bUl collector 
than their members. After de­
ducting all operating expenses, 
only $24 was left of that $1,200 
for Mpalrs and paying off the 
debt.

That $24 might seem distress­
ingly low, but perhaps it's mis­
leading. In 1966 the average ac­
tually dropped to $10 per mem­
ber. Club mamagers corrected 
that In 1967 by raising dues m  
average of $53, which was by 
far the biggest increase since 
the survey began. That resulted 
in $32 remaining after expenses. 

Based on the simple theory 
that what worked once will 
work again, it seems that club 
managers are about to raise 
dues again in order to brir^ that 
$24 nearer to the 1967 figure.

Things ore little better down­
town at the city clubs.

Membership dues and 'guest 
fees cost city members an aver­
age of $266 eadi, about 60 per 
cent more than 16 years ago. 
Bar and restaurant bills added 
another $308, and various other 
purchases, including rooms, 
added $120 for a grand total ot 
$694 spent.

The city clubs, however, gen­
erally have a lot more left over 
after operating expe.ises. In the 
most recent survey they aver­
aged $34 a member. Not bad, 
but still $14 less than in 1968 and 
well below the average ot more 
than $40 a member in the 1050s.

The major expense, and the 
major increase, at both city and 
country clubs, the survey 
ahows, is in payroll and related 
costs. More than 70 per cent o? 
city club revenue went for work­
er expenses; at the country club 
it was 80 per cent.

Fifteen years ago, chib mom- 
bers recaU nostalglcaUy, total 
payroll and related coots ab­
sorbed only 59 per cent of city 
club and 65 per cent of country 
club operating revenue.

A1 Oerter stood a man 
alone among Ol3Tnpians to­
day, serene and unperturb­
ed in these strife-ridden, 
weather-plagued and racial­
ly-troubled 19th Olympic 
Games.

The strong man from West Is- 
llp, N.Y., who competes but 
rarely between O l y m p i c s ,  
picked up his fourth consecutive 
discus gold medal Tuesday, the 
only track and field athlete ever 
to accomplish such a feat.

Asked his reaction, the 32- 
year-old Oerter said:

“ I'm  tired."
His victory, plus a 1-2 finish in 

the women's 100 meters by Wyo- 
mia Tyus, who set a world 
record, and Barbara Ferrell 
plushed the United States well 
out in front in the medals race. 
Russia was blanked.

The United States now has a 
total of eight medals, four of 
them gold. Russia has five, one 
gold.

And the Americans stand a 
very good chance of adding sus- 
tantlally to that total Thursday 
with the start of swimming— 
which they are expected to 
domlnate-and in the pole vauft 
and 200 meters.

Bob Seagren, who holds the 
pending world mark, and John 
Pennell, former world record 
header, are favored In the pole 
vault.

Then too, there are John Car­
los and Tommie Smith, along 
with Larry Questad in the 200 
meters. Carlos and Smith both 
Negroes, have broken the exist­
ing world record, Carlos with a 
19.7 and Smith 19.9 in the same 
race.

Each easily won two heats 
Tuesday, wearing long black

socks, and raised the possj^llty 
of an embarrassing incident at 
the aw a^s ceremony.

Smith, one of tracks racial 
militants, said flatly: “ I don't 
want (International Olympic 
Committee President Avery) 
Brundage presenting me with 
any medals.”

Monday, when Jim Hines and 
Charlie Green mounted the po­
dium after their 1-8 finish in the 
100 meters, the presentation 
was made by Lord Burghley of 
England Instead of by Brund­
age.

EDITOR’S NOTE—Among the 
more m ystifying events in the 
United States have been the stu­
dent "uprislngB.”  M argaret 
Mead, the notedg^mthropologtst, 
has her own theory on the sub­
ject. The students, she con­
cludes, are rebelling against a 
status that no longer flte the 
times.

NEW YORK (AP) — Is there 
rtiyme or reason behind the cur­
rent student unrest?

Parents, educators and others 
have agonised over the question 
since the student "m ovem ent,”  
so full o f sound and fury, so 
-vague in its objectives. Invaded 
the once placid campus scene.

To anthropologist M argaret 
Mead, the answer la affirm ative 
and the reasons fairly clear. She 
believes the students are trying 
to break out of a snug cocoon, 
woven tor themi—and accepted 
—in times past but no longer 
useful.

She spells out her -views in an 
article in the current Columbia 
Forum, at a tim e when the uni­
versity, a storm center of stu­
dent activists, is gingerly ad­
justing to the problem s high­
lighted by last spring’s  great 
campus disturbances.

Dr. M ead is adjunct professor 
of anthropology at Columbia. 
Her article la enUUed. "The 
Wider Significance of the Cb- 
lumbla Ujrtieaval.”  How the uni­
versity solves its problems, she 
thinks, "m atters to the whole 
country and, because of the In- 
terconnectedneas of the modem 
world, to educatloned institu­
tions In other countries and to 
our changing pollUcal institu­
tions.”

Re^ielliaus students generally 
square off against the ' ’syotem”  
—which may mean a particular 
university, the naUonal “ estab­
lishment,”  or the universe.

At Columbia, Dr. Mead 
writes, the system was "neither 
despotic nor systematically ex­
ploitative,”  m erely archaic. 
More fundamentally, she holds, 
students at Columbia as at other 
colleges until recently were 
treated as "w ards of the aca­
dem ic InsUtutions, a position 
that Joins special controls with 
special privileges and immuni­
ties from the civil authorities.’ ’

The students’ position was one 
of "tutelage, socially privileged 
but politically and econom ically 
In the role of minors,’ ’ Dr. Mead 
writes, adding: "The moralisU 
who have lost out In regulating 
the private lives of inaturer ad­
ults still attempt to regulate the 
private Uves of young adults by 
treating the late teens as an ex­
tension o f childhood.”

This worked while acceptable 
to all concerned. But now, ac­
cording to Prof. Mead, higher 
education is no longer a privl- 
lege; it has become a "requlra- 
m-ent laid on young people by 
the standards of employment In 
our society."

Since higher education as be­
come a credential for a decent 
job in a technological society, 
she suggests, the acquisition of 
this prerequisite should no long­
er take place In a glorlfld play 
pen.

“ It Is no loager appropriate," 
she writes, "to  treat students as 
a privileged and protected 
group who, in return for this 
special station, abstain from  po> 
llUcal activity . . . submit to the 
regulation of their private )eves, 
and risk expulsion for every mi­
nor infraction of outmoded 
rules.”

But why do some students 
take to civil dlsoibedlence and 
violence? -

Dr. Mead recalls that the suf­
fragettes, vriien women impetu­
ously were seeking the right to 
vote two generatlone ago, "ro- 
sorted to sim ilar types of behav­

ior-m arches, hunger strikes, 
throwing themselves In the path 
of mounted piriloe.”

And she adds: “ Whenever a 
group that has been required to 
be docile, segregated, submis­
sive, undemanding, and unpauitl- 
cipatlng, gllmpees the xMsalbill- 
ty o f wider participation in the 
society, we may expect itoe- 
nomena like these.”

Her basic prescription for the 
student malaise is th is;

"Today’s students Should no 
longer be depoiuled on their 
parents—those -whose parents 
have smy funds—nor should they 
be dependent on scholarships 
grudgingly dealed out after a  
means test.

"They should be given full 
econom ic status, the status o f 
an adult who is expected to 
m arry, who works and has a So­
cial Security number and may 
become a member o f a  trade 
union; someone who can get a 
mortgage and a  telephone, buy 
furniture on time smd can. If 
necessary, ooUect unemploy­
ment Insurance.

"Under the guise o f privilege 
and protection, we have been 
penalising our student popula­
tion, separating them ffom  par- 
ticlpation in the affairs of the 
real world and Impairing their 
capacity to understand that 
w orld.’ ’

STOCKHOLM (AP) — The 

1968 Nobel Prise for literature 
was awarded today to Japanese 
novelist Tasunari Kawabata, 69. 
He is  the first Japanese to win 
the worid’s  most valuable liter­
ary award.

Kawabatti was cited for “Ms 
wlth_ g n a t  seaslbUlty expresses 
narrative masterttUp, iriilch 
with great senslblUty expresses 
the essence of the Japaneee 
mind.’’

Nixon and Humphrey

How Did They Vote in Senate?

WASHINGTON, (AP) — •n»  

Senate voting records of Rich­
ard  M. Nixon and Hubert i t  
Humphrey show them cloeeat on 
foreign and mlUtary policy and 
farthest apart on spending.

Nixon, ihe RepubUoan presi­
dential contender, and Hum­
phrey; the Demoicratlo nominee, 
have laid out their differences 
In campalgp papers and speech­
es. But these primarily repre­
sent promises.

But any oomparison of ootual 
I>erformanoe, a s  nailed down in 
their own voting records, has to 
stretch book to  1652 when both 
were members of the Senate 
and were faced with deotalons 
on the same issues.

This was the year of Presi­
dent Harry 8. Tnunan’s  bitter 
fight with Oongress, whldi end­
ed with hls domestic program in 
shamibles. Almost without ex- 
oeptlon, Humphrey supported 
Truman and Nixon opposed 
him.

Whan the Senate killed Tru­
man’s  veto of the controversial 
MoCarran-WoIter immigration 
MU, Humphrey voted to uphold 
dw President and Nixon to over­
ride.

Nixon and Humphrey stood to­
gether in opposing ferrign aid 
outs. But Nixon voted to restrict 
the ooel of the Point Four pro­
gram and Humphrey against It. 
They differed over other poli­
cies In this field.

Nixon supported and Hum­
phrey oppoeed an amendment 
barring foreign add aartstanoe to 
countries exporting war mate­
rials to Communist bloc coun­
tries.

Humpitrey supported Wittfica- 
tlon ot the Oreek-Turklsh proto­
col to the North Atlantic Treaty, 
hut Nixon did not vote. Nixon 
voted for ratification of the Jap­
anese peace treaty, and Hum­
phrey was recorded as favoring 
it  in a  “pklr.’’

Both supported a  Senate man­
date for a I4S-wing Ahr Foroe 
and both opposed an  effort to

out Air Force research and de­
velopment funds by $68. million 
in the service’s  funds.

But Nixon voted for and Hum­
phrey against pigeonholing a 
military pay raise blU.

Nixon, who said in Chattanoo­
ga, Tem ., during the current 
campaign tiiat he had alwaya 
voted for TTVA, was recorded as 
voting in the 1658 session to out 
that agency’s  funds by $45.7 mil- 
lion, a  move that Humphrey op­
posed. tile Senate subsequeolty 
added $14.7 million to  TVA’s 
funds as previously approved by 
the House, with Nixon opposing 
and Humphrey supporting-

On other spending proposals, 
Humphrey supported and Nixon 
opposed adding $6.5 mllUcn to 
Bureau of Indian Affairs fUnda 
Nixon voted to out State D s ^ -  
ment salaries by 14.4 million 
and Humphrey voted against 
the cut. Nixon supported and 
Humphrey opposed a  10 per 
cent out in rivers and haihors
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
