WATERBURY, Conn. (AP)
Three men, two of them po-

‘Instant Therapy’ in Slums

traditional idea of leisurely ses-
sions of psychonnalysis may be
all right for those who have the
time and money. Butl something
different 1s needed to deal with
the mental llls found in city
slums,

That something different s
being applied in Los Angeles
and 18 oalled “instant therapy."

This innovation In down-to-
earth psychiatry has chalked up
n steady growth since its con-
ception seven years ago and ita
practitioners soon will Dbreak
ground for o $3.7 million, sev-
en-story center dedicated to ita
practice.,

The center's founder, Dr. J.
Alfred Cannon, University of
Callifornia at Los Angeles pay-
