Hawk-Dove Struggle 
Seen Stalling Hanoi

WASmNO’TON (AP) — Disa­

greement between “Hawlca’ and 
"Doves”  in Hanoi may be de- 
teidng a response to Washington 
proposals tor ending all bomb­
ing Of North Vietnam, diplomat- 
lo authorities here believe.

These authorities suggest a 
debate has been going on within 
the North Vietnamese leader­
ship over the issue of giving as­
surances of limiting the war on 
the Oommunlat side if President 
Johnson holts attacks on the 
North.

The North Vietnamese, ac­
cording to allied diplomats in 
Parte, have a choice of actlona 
to auure Washington they 
would not take advantage of a 
bombing halt.

But Paris sources said five ac- 
tlone need not be announced in 
advance by Hanoi as long as 
they materialise.

The Paris sources said the 
U.S. proposals were made con­
tingent on firm acceptance by 
Hanoi of the Saigon government 
as a party to any ulbmate peace 
negotiations.

Participation in some form of 
the National Liberation Front, 
political arm of the Viet Oong 
guerrillas in South Vietnam, 
was said to have been conceded 
by the United States.

Everett M. JMrksen of Ullnote, 
the Senate Republican leader, 
said meanwhile eald he had 
learned in dlscuaslons with 
President JMuiaon that a break­
through was expected in the 
Parte peace talks.

"They called me again to­
day,”  Dlrksen sold at a dinner 
speech In B ê l 1 e v 11 le, 
m ,, Thursday night. "This 
morning Itbey called me and 
they said a breaMhrough was 
Imminent today.”

Ha added that he had “ nursed

the telephone all day, but noth­
ing came through.”

Edward Kennedy 
cruised with Onassis aboard the 
Christina in the Mediterranean. 
But until the reports Thursday, 
there had been no public men­
tion of romance between the 
President’s widow and the self- 
made, 62-year-oId magnate.

The stocky dapper “ Ari," 
with a fortune estimated as high 
os $600 million, was the hero of 
another headline romance, with 
opera singer Marla (Tallas, 
which began aboard the Christi­
na.

LeMay Views

Aides said tentative plans call 
for LeM ay to return to the Unit­
ed States on Saturday, in time 
to meet with American Inde­
pendent party presidential can­
didate Cleorge C. W allace before 
the form er Alabama governor 
appears on the NBC television 
program  "M eet the Preas" on 
Sunday.

Aa on the first three days ol 
LeOHay’s  fast-paced tour, securi­
ty was tight. Air Force guards 
with rifles kept spectators and 
newsmen 80 yards from the can­
didate when he arrived this 
m oniing In Da Nang, the com ­
mand center of moot military 
activities In the northern part of 
South Vietnam.

A spokeeman said the guards 
wore present to protect LeMay 
from  any attempt On his life. 
For added security one member 
of LeM ay’s party carried what 
looked like two shotguns.

LeMay came to Da Nang aft­
er spending the night at the 
^ant U.S. logistics base at Cam 
FtiuSi Bay on the central coaR, 
where he talked to officers, en­
listed men and merchant sea­
men as he toured the dock area 
and other facilities.

A C128 cargo plane took Le­
May to the Da Nang airbase. 
Tltere he boarded a helicopter 
and flew  to 1st Marine Division 
headquarters' for briefings. He 
was met by Lt. (Jen. Robert L. 
Cushman, U.S. Marine com ­
mander in Vietnam.

LeMay ate lunch with enlisted

men of the division. Observers 
said one Negro Marine asked to 
speak with him and told him 
that he i^ n n ed  to vote for the 
Wallooe-LeMay ticket.

LeMay also talked with mem­
bers of a Marine reconnaissance 
team before it went out on pa­
trol and wltti crews o f fighter- 
bombers loaded -with bom bs for 
misrions toom Da Nang olr 
base.

’Then he boarded a  Navy C3 
plane and flew to the carrier.

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Onr Bread And Batter FaUare
There are not m y  very  good ways of 

trying to peck away at tliat New  York 
City staUsUc whldt ahows tliat the 
number of people on relief in that city 
ree<^ed, lack August, a  new all time high 
of ue,iie.

One could try to cMael some of these 
nearly miHion people o ff the relief rolls, 
on the ground that they themselvea are 
ch M ers . But the odds are that die moat 
severe and reecthsiary pruning of Uata ^ 
poaatble would still leave hundreds of 
thousands o f New Yorkers qualified, by 
the oircumatances of their living, for 
relief.

I f  no one can really rfirink the Hat by 
proposing tougher standards for admis­
sion to It, so U also has to be stated 
that there is In the national forum of 
the moment, even though it is a forum 
supposedly stimulated and illuminated by 
the activities of a  great political cam­
paign tor the election o f a PreaUeot and 
a Oongreas, absolutely no kind of cure 
or guarantee for any prompt kind of alle­
viation of such e  condition.

This la the way it Is in New York 
City — nearly a million people on relief, 
gening money from government for food, 
renk, heat, light, and clothea — and there 
U  nobody, but nobody, who really pre. 
tends to be able to (Grange i t  
! No one has the cure. No one can 

change i t  A ll we can do is keep reallr- 
ing what it is, what it means.

It la an ahomlnahle aiclcieea, a dia- 
grScefui failure, in the midst o f our sup­
posedly affluent society.

It  is a breakdown o f system, an ex- 
ptoakn of the pattern we hoped by now 
to have well built What U says to us Is 
that w«e are not even mastering the basic 
economic essentials of a national life. 
F\>r all our glamoroua and exciting pow­
er, tor all our fllrtattona with the moon, 
we haven't yet solved the bread emd 
butter problem.

And we seem to have no fntnula, no 
candidate, to bring what m igid be coo- 
sldeeed the first and most elemental 
proMem of any society wltUn the power 
a id  competence o f our society.

Our biggest, moat gloiious city Is a 
tragedy in Its core, and becoming, not 
roerely in the size of Its relief roils, a 
aymtxil not of our success but of our 
failure.

It  is our Inevitable tnunan hope that 
the malady oan be treated, the rupture 
repaired, the society given some mild 
and not too painful changes of direction, 
and what looks like a  crlsds be some­
how weathered until it somehow shrinks 
away and we are left with a restored 
American dream. Perhaps this can hap 
pen. But perhaps what is reaUy in store 
ia more such nightmare as a  million 
people on relief in one cdty. Perhaps 
there have to be real changes and re- 
venals in the system ttaelf before it can 
seem to work again.

We Hope She Has Chosen Well
The American people could see Mrs. 

Jacqueline Kennedy, in the days and 
years o f her grief, dedicating herself 
I»oudly to the task of living for the 
memory and the ennoblement o f the me­
mory of her martyr-Preetdentbusband. 
And they could sense, being human them­
selves, that any such role tor any human 
being, would in time be difficult to ad­
here to. In the past year or so, they hod 
had many alerts, as Mrs. Kennedy her­
self had given many algna, that what her 
widow's heart and her sense o f (bliga- 
tion to a national image bad Intended 
were growing more a-nd more difficult.

We all began to sense that, aoqoer or 
later, she would release herself from 
her heroic but unnatural attempt, and 
begin Uvlng a life of her own again, 
loatead o f m ^ e ly  trying to memorialize 
the life of another.

I f  (fils much Is conceded and ooiwlder- 
ed inevitable, then It also fcrilows that 
her choice- of her ,own parttcular future 
is something particularly her own, and 
all her friends and admirers, who found 
her so inspiring and noble in the great 
sad days when her tragedy and the na­
tion's tragedy were one, can do now is 
hope she has, chosen well and found an 
affection and a mode of life iwroftby of 
heraelf.

Hie PoBsters Should Worry
The most prudent pcdltng yet done in 

this IMW Presidential campaign in that 
informal survey among the ptofessianal 
pollsters done by the New York Tlmea 
the other day.

H ie  Tlmies poll of the poHstera came 
up vrtth a headline whitdi eaid "Ptdlsters 
Call Chance of Error In  Election Oreat- 
e£t Since IMS.”

Under questioning, the profM fonol 
posters  revealed three circumstances 
whidi have them a  blk worried.

Their interviewers seem to be running 
i^ o  an increasing number of people who 
refuse to be interviewed about how they 
feel about the election.

The polling techniquea for appraising 
the significance of indlcaUons people are 
not going to vote or ore still undecided 
have not been ae^usted to the complica­
tions of a three viray race.

The widespread lack <rf positive en­
thusiasm tor any of this year's candi­
dates may mean a hlgheivthan-iMUal 
possibility of last-minute svrttohes.

We would add, to such reasons f o r  
pollster worry, the observation that this 
hEts been the most turbulent year, po­
litically speaking, in our history.

The voters have been on a whirligig 
of sudden and unexpected pollUcal de­
velopments, which have forced them to 
face a whole series of different choices 
and campeOgns. President Johnson was, 
and then was not, a candidate. Governor 
Rockefeller was, was not, and then was 
a candidate, and then was not. Former 
Vice President Nixon has been both the 
candidate who couldn't win, and, lettiy, 
the candidate who couldn't lose. On such 
a turbulent sea, the voters have hardly 
had a  chcuioe to be sure what portB 
seemed open to them and make their 
choice of which one to head toward. It's 
a little more difficult than usual for them 
to be sure of what they really feel and 
think.

All this, too, adds up to a development 
which suggests that the voters may be 
continuing imdeclded after the public 
opinion polls have dosed. ->

Laziness As A RepeHent
These are the wonder days of a sclGi- 

tiflc civllizaticn, when to pose a mystery 
one day is to hsve It answered the next.

A friend o f ours was asking, the other 
day, whether we had noticcj that this 
had been a relatively civiUzed season for 
mosquitoes.

And we, answering after a moment's 
reflection over the relatively peaceful 
hours we had spent In late afternoon 
sunshines and late summer twilighta, 
agreed that this had been, for some un­
disclosed reason, a  year In which we had 
found our precious skin attacked leaa 
frequently than In any summer we could 
remember. And our friend agreed; a 
similar experience, in a long, lazy, 
pleasurable summer, had prompted him 
to M k his question.

A day or so later there came the sci­
entific answer to us both. Department 
of -Agriculture scientists reported t h a t  
they had Identified a chemical in human 
sweat which served as the chief attrac­
tion to marauding moaquitoes.

We and our friend had that very {deas- 
ant, unmolested stimmer, nothing can 
take that away from us. But It may 
have been due to our own wise 1968 in­
stinct not ever to exercise to the sweat­
ing point, not to any dearth of the in­
sects.

Merchants Of Death
Biafrana are now using French arms 

to kill Nigerians. Nigerians are using 
British arms to kill Biafrana. Mean­
while the French and British Govern­
ments (French denials notwithstanding) 
try to ensure that neither side runs 
short of ammunition. For the Euro­
peans on the sidelines this ought to be 
a shameful situation. The Government 
should at once consult with the French 
— though on present form they are 
unlikely to — in an attempt to stop the 
flow of arms to both sides. Last week 
the Labour Party Executive agreed that 
the British (Jovemment should stop 
arming Nigeria " I f  there is a possibility 
of ending thi* war by stopping the 
supply of arms." The possibility might 
now exist if Britain and France issued 
a joint ultimatum to Biafra and 
Nigeria, telling them to stop, fighting or 
do without their supplies.

Neither Prance nor.Britain is the sole 
supplier of arms to Biafra or Nigeria. 
The Russians are in Nigeria too and if 
either side fek able to carry on ttie 
other would not give up. At the same 
time this is a war between Africans 
which could not continue for long If the 

^Great Powers outside stopped sending 
the ammunition. The Great Powers have 
a duty to agree to do this.

French motives in entering the 
conflict are not clear. There are few 
direct commercial advantages, for even 
If Colonel Ojukwu wins sovereignty for 
part of Biafra he Is not likely to have 
much oil within it. Prance's considerable 
commercial stake la Nigeria is, like 
Britain's, overwhelmingly on the Federal 
side. However, France has an Indirect 
kiterert, based on her big stake in a 
ring of small, ex-French client States, 
who may be Inclined to see a united 
Nigeria as a threat.

The role of the Rusalans Is more 
paradoxical. They have long sought a 
foothold in Africa. When the war 
started the Russians assumed, with 
some justification at that time, that 
international oil interest were prepar­
ing to support Biafra. Seeing Biafra as 
a second Katanga, they came in behind 
Lagos, supplying it with jet planes.

British policy, in supporting the, 
traditional Government, has sought to 
avoid the Involvement of other outside 
Powers. Last month's pro-Federal vote 
by the Organisation for African Unity 
suggests that this approach la supported 
by much nationalist opinion. But tt 
makes sense only If Nigeria can re- 
emerge as a single nation. While there 
ia no sign of this we cannot confidently 
say that we are — MANCHESTER

ABERDEIBN, S.D. —In the 
stockyards at ^oux Falls, early 
one morning, a  truck driver with 
a  gaudy George Wallace bump­
er sticker yelled; “ Come over 
here. Senate, and give m e oijie 
of your bumper stickers to go 
with WtUlace.”

What made the scene wildly 
ImprobaUe was the Identity of . 
the Senator — achool-teacherlah 
George McGovern, liberal Dem­
ocrat and unsuccessful pree- 
identiaJ candidate last August.

McGovern is fighting for his 
life against a  surging Republi­
can tide in the nation's second 
most Republican state, but he’s 
getting a  lot of support from 
Wallace voters. Twinned Wal­
lace and McGovern bumper 
stickars are no rarity, which 
tells a lot about the mood of 
the voters out here.

Tbe mood is one cf combative 
resentment against the flim­
flam of conventional poUtics, the 
sheUac o f traditional campialgn 
rhetoric and the mess In Waaiv 
ingten.

Thus, on that early morning 
in Sioux Falls vdten the Senator 
walked over with his McGovern 
bumper sticker, the teamster 
told him: "You two guys are 
the otdy ones talking straight.’ ’'

But to beat two-term Repub­
lican ex-Govomor Archie Gub- 
brud demands a tot more of Mc­
Govern than just talking 
straight. His challenge to Vice 
President Hubert Humphrey 
and the Democratic party ap­
paratus in Chicago helped him 
with the truck driver, but for 
many other voters Chicago 
tainted all Democrats, including 
McGovern. Moreover, McGov­
ern also Incurred the displeas­
ure of voters who felt he was 
getting too big for Ms bree<h- 
ea. McGovern’s presidential 
spree was no asset.

“ I ’d like to get away from 
Chicago and on to the business 
of the election,”  McGovern told 
a radio quiz riiow here in Aber­
deen. And In getting away from 
the Democratic convention, Mc- 
0>vem  is leaving the widest 
possible space between himself 
and the Democratic establish­
ment in Washington.

He mentions HumjArey, but 
only in passing. For Secretary of

Agriculture OrvUle Freeman, a 
long-time friend from neigHbor- 
Ing Minnesota, MicGdvem has no 
kind words at all. i
) Freeman’s farm policies ore 
at least peut of the reason the 
Democratic party la a  dirty 
word In the Midwest. Freeman 
brags that gross farm lixxnne Is 
higher than it was 10 years ago, 
but he avoids the harsher aide 
of the farm  coin — the fact that 
prices have soared, catching the 
farmer In a  cost-price squeeze 
that is helping the RepubUcaiw 
in every one of the farm states.

Moreover, the threat of a sud­
den break in cattle prices, grow­
ing out of a heavy surplus of 
beef cattle, could produce a last- 
minute bonanza for the Repub­
licans. In the Johnson adminis­
tration’s handling of agriculture, 
there is nothing positive for Mc­
Govern to say, giving still more 
point to the anti-establishment 
campaign he is running.

MefJovern’s choice of cam­
paign helpers from outside the 
state Is also revealing. The only 
Democrat with any connection 
to the JcAnson administration to 
take the stump for him Is Secre­
tary of the Interior Stuart Udall, 
whose reclamation policies are 
popular here.

From the Senate, McGovern 
has accepted help from only two 
of the many colleagues who 
have offered It, erne of whom — 
West Vfrgflr.la’s hard-line, law- 
and-order Sen. Robert C. Byrd 
— has precious little in common 
with McGovern. The other, Mis­
souri's Sen. Stuart Symington, 
is a popular figure who captur­
ed part of the state's delegation 
at the 1960 convention.

McGovern’s rehictancfe- to Im­
port outside talent is only partly 
the result of his effort to build 
an anti-establishment image 
with the fewest possible links to 
the unpopular Johnson-Hum- 
phrey administration. At least 
as important is his concern over 
the major line of Republican at- 
'tack — that he is a creature of 
the "ultra-liberal fringe" of the 
party’s Eastern wing — a 
charge that Byrd will help dispel 
when he arrives next week.

To the Editor,

Flrrtly, I ’d tike to explain 
that I'm  not w ilting this letter 
In hopes o f gaining publicity for 
myself. As a  matter o f tact, I  
realize that the chances of all 
or any portion o f m y tetter 
reaching the pubHc is very  sUm. 
I f  what I have to say touches 
you perhaps in even a  small way 
my attempts wtit not be totally 
in vain.

To begin, I  am a  19 year old 
boy, who like many teenagers 
became confronted with a  prob­
lem which at the time I  was 
c o m p le te  unaware of. I  began 
however to see myself gradual­
ly transforming from a normal, 
conscientious boy into a  lazy, 
unambitious kid. M y interests 
in school, sports, and social 
events ceased to exist for I  
found a  new exciting experl^ 
ence, "Getting High.”  Notitii^ 
could compare with this strange 
but wonderful sensation which 
took hold of my body and soul, 
and, even more wonderfiA, my 
close friends fhared this new 
enjoyment with me.

Our first experience of a 
"H igh”  was with atoohoUc bev­
erages but those morning hang­
overs and occasional vomiting 
quioldy moved us onward t o  
bigger and better things. WUh 
the help o f those a  few  years 
older than' us we came in con­
tact with the "high”  of glue 
sniffing. It was unreal how one 
coidd squirt a tube o f ordinary 
model airplane cement, that we 
ah once used so constructively 
to build model oars, boats, and 
airplanes, into a  paper bag and 
experlenoe haMucinatiions of all 
kinda. We all felt this waa it, we 
had finally reached that Mgh 
plateau where utopia exlats for 
infinity.

But just as Httle boys grow 
out of the stage of toys a n d  
begin anxiously awaiting t h e  
day they can drive dad’s car, 
BO too did -we grow bored of 
sniffing glue and why shouldn’t 
we have, (he older b ^ s  ore ^  
ing something real coot, they’ra 
smoking pot. After three monthe 
of sniffing glue I  turned on (o 
my first reefer and so began 
another wonderful adventure In 
the world o f make believe.

By now, reality almost ceased 
to exist. True, we were In «  real 
envlronmient but it was mean­
ingless to us. Well, (he pattern 
continued as thooe wonderful 
guys that were always one step 
up on us began taking heroin 
Intravenously and since their 
prevtous experiences proved 
enjoyable we a ll took the final 
step. I  was aware of addtotion 
and the dangers of using dirty 
nnetUea but I  wasn’t worried, I  
even saw the older boys dea l­
ing from  the ones they loved. 
But that was them, tt ‘wouldn’t 
happen to me. I ’m  deeply sor­
ry  to admit I  was sadly m is­
taken. The price of this drug 
was dmAte that o f pot and al­
most 100 times that of glue and 
worst o f aU your body began 
to require more and more to 
enjoy your high and soon after­
ward the high wasn’t the prob­
lem but the eideneas from  not 
doing the drug was. Now y o u  
didn’t  take heroin to get Mgb, 
but you needed it to feel nor­
mal.

I  kidded myself saying I  ootdd 
quit anytime and thought noth­
ing o f the stealing I began to 
partake in- I  even wrote o u t  
checks and signed m y mot)ier’s 
name and hocked merchandise 
that brtonged to m y family. I  
became an animal Caring for 
no one but myself and exlsUng 
only to ahoot dope. M y miml 
was twisted but its thinking 
function although distorted rtUl 
worked and I  thaidi God f o r  
that. I  began to realize that I  
was heading down a  one way 
street but like nothing a wrong 
turn I  could turn around a n d  
find the right direction. M y  
friends encountered the same 
difficulties and to  this day we 
aren’t  cured of our problem but 
we are doing something about 
it. A  few  weeks ago,. I  'began 
meeting with some ex-addicts at 
the Blue Hilla CUlnic. These men 
gave me hope, something t h a t  
I'd  lost a  long time ago. Their 
experiences in life  were identi­
cal to what I ’ve been going 
through since taking heroin. You 
coukln't he to them for they’ve 
been through it  all. They spoke 
my language and I  can honest­
ly say I ’m  finally beginning t o  
see the U ^ .

Right at this moment I ’m  in 
my house kicking m y habit with 
the agreement that if  I  leave 
home or use the taleptnne 'with­
in the next five  days that I ’U 
be oommMted to Norwiicb State 
Hdsplta).

Now I  realize that some ad­
dicts are worse o ff then myself 
while others are just begim ing 
as I  once did but the main idea 
I  hope snd pray to get aoroos 
to those invMved Is not to g ive 
up hope. .The gentlemen at itis 
cUnlo are living proof that drugs 
aren't needed emd although 
many o f you ore phyaiealty 
hooked you sUU have your mind 
and with help you con laam  to 
once ogam  control your mind 
and use tt creatively and use­
fully.

Jt m y  letter has gotten across 
to just one of the many then I  
feel a sense of acconipUahment 
in m e by l|elping another 
baslcaUy good but ootrfused Ud 
start book on the right rood 
to a  good, long, end worihwhtte 
life.

A  Report From Panama 
To -the Edttor,

The recent overthrow ot the 
newly InsboUed Goveniment of 
Panama by the Panamanian 
National Guard (La Ourdia Na­
tional) has given me cause to 
MTrtte ylou and tell the people 
of our community just what 
has happened here In Panama.

I am a member of the United 
Sltsitea Air Force, presently sta­
tioned with the 24th Air Com­
mando Special Operations Wing 
at Howard Air Force Base to 
the Panama Oanol Zone.

On Friday night Oct. 11, I 
waa visiting with my Flanoee. 
That night' effective at 12 mid­
night the Oommander of the 
National Guard, General Vol- 
larino, was tb go into retire- 
ment. This retirement was forc­
ed on Mm by President Amdfo

Arias who was to ths proeses of 
doing away with ah thnee who 
opposed him. Approximately 
two hours before Ms retirememt 
‘Went into etfeot, three truck­
loads of National Ouartl Special 
Forces, two jeeps armed with 
ISO cal. msobina guiiis, and an 
offloer, OoL Jose Mhria FlnlSa 
esuns to Panama Ctty trmn the 
Touohman Geurrison twentydlvs 
miles awny. They want dlreotiy 
to the Presidential Palace and 
the guanSe there put up a hritt 
ekirmitti to which one (Captain 
was kUed. As the news sptaad 
through Panama, students 
formed a rally end marobed to 
the Palaoe. When they arrived 
there they were greeted/with 
gunfire. The students then be­
gan running back the way they 
cams being chased by the 
guardsnwn. People began 
(Crowding the strests and the 
gunfire krereased. They threw 
(trash cans and other debiies In 
the paths of the ottcomtog 
Guardsmen. Ths gunfire oon- 
tinued steady for ataout an hour. 
There was still sporadic gunfire 
at three to the momlng. By 
6:00 Am. the trouble bad ceas­
ed, and the' Guard was patrol- 
Ing the streeits. They patrolsd 
the streets ah day Saturday, 
and at 6:00 p.m. they placed 
men at oX lotersectlona leading 
into Panama. These mm Stop­
ped all traffic crnnlng and going 
searched the automoUle and the 
oooupanta, and thm let them 
proceed to their deetination. A  
curfew went Into effect at 9:00 
pm. restreoting all traffic and 
poople from the streets. This 
tasted until 6:00 Am. Sunday 
momlng.

Sunday. Got. IS, IMS
Saturday night was calm. 

There were only a few Inctdents 
in wMch a couple of shots were 
‘fired. The guard is still jMitral- 
Ting the Streets heavily armed 
snd expecting trouble. Panama 
'Radio and TelevMon stations 
have bem taken over by the 
Guard and few remain on the 
air. There has been no mention 
of President Arias rinoe Friday.

The seritousness of this waa 
reflected to a statement made 
by Secretary of State Dean 
RuSk, which I  am sure was pub- 
'kolzed throughout the United 
States. Some Panamanians I  
have talked to are hoping ihar 
Ihe United Stat^ intervene and 
takes control of the country. 
'Others, however, are content 
•with tMngb the way they are. 
There are those of course who 
haiw no opinion.

■Today at approximately 3:00 
pm., the new President, Col 
Joee MSila PlnlUa wns sworn 
In at the Prestdenttol Palaoe In 
a ceremony wMoh lasted fifteen 
nkiutee. It was carried on Pan­
amanian radio and television. 
The Palace was under guard by

heavily armed mm. There woe 
also an eight man oebinet wrorn 
in. About an hour after this 
cerememy took place snipers 
opened fire on a group of 
guardsmen kllltog two and 
wounding eevsraL A  curfew 
again goes into effect from 
9:00 pm. until 6:00 am. Mon­
day morning.

Monday, Oct. 14, 1968 
aponuUc gunfire could be 

hesud a l through the night. In 
the early morning hours the 
street patrols were Increased to 
put down the mlper fire. The 
day went by without toddent, 
and the stores and ihcps opm- 
ed for burineas. At tour to the 
afternoon sniper fire again 
engited and all the stores dosed 
quioldy in order to let their 
emptojfss go home. The nightly 
occurrance again took pkaoe 
with the curfew again going in­
to effect from 9:00 p.m. until 
6:00 am . The way It looks now 
tMs wM be the mme that will 
hoppm every night until some 
major event takes place.

What has tokm plaoe here In 
the last three days has distress­
ed the beildldered Panamanian 
people very nuidi. Just vrhat 
the outcome will be no one 
knows. At tMs point It looks as 
though Presldsnt Arias is no 
longer oommander and Chief of 
Panama. He has no military 
baddng what-ao-ever. The rit- 
uotion here Is tense and serioua 
I con only say that I hope the 
outcome is for the good of the 
people and the country.

U.S. officials said, however, 
that tt appeared to be more a 

• reiteration of North Vietnam'e 
standard public posture on the 
reciprocity Issue.

It is argued here that the 
North Vietnamese already have 
de-escalated the conflict over 
the last several weeks. A num­
ber of Commimlst military units 
are reported to have been wtth- 
dra'wn from South Vietnam, ei­
ther back into North Vietnam or 
into neighboring Laoe and Cam­
bodia. Ttle level of fighting has 
declined. Theee actions have 
been taken on communist Initia­
tive.

Gerald Phillippe 
GE Board Head 
Dead at Age 59

GREENWICH, Conn. (A P ) — 
Gerald Phillippe, a self- de­
scribed "country boy" who went 
from Ute, Iowa, to head the 
General Electric board of di­
rectors, died Thursday at the 
age of 59.

Phillippe was taken ill Wed­
nesday night in a restaurant 
here after returning home from 
a speaking engagement in New 
York City. He died the next 
day in Greenwich Hospital.

His woik with GE began 
when, as a 22-year-old graduate 
of the University of Nebraska, 
he joined the company as a 
trainee.

A  founder of the Urban Coali­
tion, Phillippe was described as 
a leader in the drive to Involve 
American business in combat­
ting unemployment and other 
problems in the nation's ghettos.

Bom in Ute, Iowa, he was 
raised in Basin. Wyo., and (or

that reason gave himself the

At GE he was the top finan­
cial expert and during his ca­
reer held key posts in finance, 
including that of compemy con­
troller.

In 1961, he was chosen for 
the presidency, and two years 
later he attained the chairman­
ship. '

GE President Fred J. Borch 
said in a statement that Phil­
lippe possessed "a  financial 
acumen which had served the 
company well over the decades 
of his career. But it was his 
other dimension, which express­
ed itself in friendship, sympathy 
and human values, that most 
distinguished his years with 
General Electric.”

Surviving are his widow. 
Jean; a son, J. Richard Phil­

lippe, a  student at Union Col­
lege in Schenectady, N .Y .; and 
two daughters, Mrs. Thomas 
Raschella of Louisville, Ky., 
and Mrs. Ted M. Kramer of 
San Antonio, Tex.

Hear Ye! Hear Y stA fr . Alfle 
Howard, town crier of the city 
of London, England and toast­
master to H. M. Queen Elisa­
beth n, visited MHS Wednes­
day, Oct. 9, and Friday, 'Oct. 11, 
aa a good will repreeentatlve 
for the Britlah government.

Dreesed In a copy of the uni­
form of a  town crier of the 
late leth century, Mr, Howard 

carried a bell which was' 200 
years old and weighed 14 
pounds. (When demonstrated, it 
proved a most effective weopon 
against classroom aleepera.)

Mr. Howard, aged 52 and a 
grandfather, is one of 28 town 
orien  in England. They are 
made necessary by law, since 
one Britlah ruling states that all 
now laws must be transferred 
to the people by word of mouth 
—a remnant of past times when 
many British subjects could not 
read.

While on duty in his official 
capacity as a crier, Mr. Howard 
tides his motor scooter from 
place to place in London and 
reads all new laws and adver­
tisements for charity functions 
to the Londoners. (He tried a 
horse as a  means of transpor 
taUon, but It couldn’t be con­
trolled when he rang hla bell.)

Mir. Howard spoke to several 
history classes about British 
institutions and the way of life 
in England. He told of Britain’s 
new, strict laws against drink­
ing while driving; they have 
cut down fatal automotive ac­
cidents by 60 per cent. The

U.S. Team Suspends 
Smith and Carlos

MEXICO CITY (AP) — 
The U.S. Olympic 
tee suspended star Ne^o 
siHinters Tommie Smith 
and John Carlos from the 
U^. Olympic team after 
midnight Thursday for 
“untypical exhibitionism” 
during an Olympic victory 
ceremony Wednesday.

H w  decision followed a com­
plaint by the International 
Olympic Oommittee regarding 
the conduct of Smith when he 
received the gold medal for win­
ning the 200-meter event and 
Carloa adien he was presented 
the bronxe medal for finishing 
third in the 200-meter finals 
Wednesday.

Both Smith and Carlos raised 
ctooched fists clothed In black 
glovee during the plasring of the 
Star Strangled Banner and also 
wore black knee socks without 
gboes during the presentation 
ceremony.

■ They also wore identical but­
tons on their team uniforms cit­
ing demands for racial equality.

Two members of the U.S. 
Olympic Cbmmlttee's board of 
consultants, John Sayre, a row­
er in the 1980 Olympics, and Bil­
ly Mills, the 10,000-meter winner 
In 1964, went to the Olymi^c Vil­
lage after mi<hilght to notify 
Smith and Carloa to leave.

The statement from the U.S. 
01}rmpic Oommittee said that 
any repeUUon of "auch inci­
dents by other members of the 
U.S. team can only be consid­
ered ' a willful disregard of 
Olymi^ric, principles that would 
warrant the itnpoeitlon of the 
severest penalties at the dispos­
al of the U.S. Olympic Commit­
tee."

The Matement expressed 
“ profound regrets”  to the IOC, 
the Mexican Organizing Com­
mittee and to the people of Mex­
ico "for the discourtesy dis­
played by two members of this

team In departing from tradi­
tion during a victory ceremony 
at the Olympic Stadium Oct. 
16."

The statement continued: 
"The untypical exhibitionism of 
these athletes also vldlates the 
basic standards of sportsman­
ship and good manners which 
are so highly regarded in the 
United States, and therefore the 
two men Involved are suspended 
forthwith from the team and or­
dered to remove themselves 
from the Olympic Village."

'"Ihis action is taken In the 
belief such immature behavior 
ie an isolated incident Howev­
er, if further investigation or 
subsequent eivents do not bear 
out this view, the entire matter 
will be re-evaluated.”

The rebellion started to build 
up when Jim Hines and Charlie 
Greene of the U.S. track team 
Indicated prior to receiving 
medals for their 1-3 finish In the 
100 meters Tuesday they would

not accept medals at the victory 
ceremony from Avery Brundage 
of Chicago, 81-year-old presi­
dent of the IOC.

At that time during the trials 
for the 200-meter sprint, Smith 
and Carles wore knee-length 
black stockings as a protest ges­
ture In their trial heat.

Irish Vote No Change 
In Election System

DUBLIN (AP) — The Irish 
voted 8-2 against changing their 
election system, but Prime Min­
ister Jack Lynch said today, 
"We don’t acknowledge this as 
a  denundafioR of government 
pdlcy.”

Final results of Thursday’s 
referendum showed 423,496 of 
666,898 voters opposed a plan to 
switch from pit^x>rt1onal repre­
sentation to a  district voting 
system like that for the U.S. 
House of Representatives and 
the British House of Commons. 
Many set aside party loyalty in 
voting.

Lyndi and his Flanna Fall 
party had argued that the 
present system. In effect (or the 
46 years of Irish independence, 
fostered minority parties, made 
strong government impossible 
end 'would lead to  political 
chaos. TTie opposition Fine Gael 
and Laborttes said the change 
would make Flanna Fall—the 
largest party—a  dictator.

A similar proposal to change 
proporUonai representation was 
defeated In a 1969 referendum.

As a  result of the vote, Flanna 
Fail m ay lose some deputies In 
parllammit to Dublin end other 
cities whers the Labor party Is 
becoming a conelderable force. 
Flanna FaU already has only 
half the seats in the DaU, the 
lower house of parUament.

3 Killed, 21 Ir^jured 
In School Collapse

MALAGA, (AP) — An
elementary school building col­
lapsed before dawn today, kUl- 
Ing three girls and Injuring 21, 
several criticaUy.

The school, which had 104 
foundling girls 3 to 10 years old. 
Is operated by the Carmelite 
nuns and the diUdren were 
sleeping in dormitories on the 
second floor. Firemen said had 
the collapse come later In the 
morning, the toll might have 
been greater because the chil­
dren would have been in class­
rooms on the ground floor.

Blremen blamed the collapse 
x>n an adjoining excavation for a 
new building which they said 
undermined the foundations of 
the school building.

This money, being used for 
Gay City, was originally ear­
marked for Sherwood Island 
State Park In Westport but was 
diverted to Gay a t y  Instead by 
O’NelU’s efforts.

Katzenbach^ 
Tito Confer 
On'Soviets

BELGRADE (AP) — Presi­
dent Tito conferred today with 
Undersecretary of S tate Nilcho- 
las Katsehbach in the midst of 
Tugosla'vla’s worst crisis with 
the Soviet Union in 20 years.

The Tugoolav leader reoei'ved 
Katzenboch a t  the presidential 
residence to give him a  first­
hand assessment of the Soviet 
threat to ElsMtem Ehiropeetn 
counties in the wake of the In­
vasion of Czechoslovakia.

Y u g o ^ v  sources said Tito 
was not asking for specific U.S. 
aid, hut 'wanted to convey Bel­
grade’s concern that Moscow 
might try to  puH another Csech- 
oelovakla hero and that such a 
move—should it come—would 
endanger the security of West­
ern nations as weU.

Kataenbaoh, who flew to Bel­
grade from Brussels Thursday 
night, conferred with Tito for 
more than an hour.

Katzenbach was expected to 
carry a  message from Tito to 
President Johnson when he 
leaves Saturday for London and 
then Washington.

Ormandy Group 
Falls Far Short 
Of Europeans

By JOHN ORITBBB 
I expected the Philadelphia 

Orchestra to suffer by compar­
ison with the group that pre­
ceded It Into Jorgensen Au- 
lUtorium by 24 hours, but it 
wasn’t until I actually heard 
Mr. Ormandy’s oiganstation last 
night in such close Juxtaposi­
tion, that I realized Just how 
poorly It sounded by compaH- 
son.

Mr. Ormandy haa led the 
symphonic forces of the City of 
Brotherly Love for some 80 
veara now, and Philadelphians 
Ind him comfortable as an <dd 
hoe. However, it should be 
lorne In mind that an old shoe 
I apmeOmea a bit on the shab- 
ly side. And aa for the "Or- 
nandy Sound” , I have long 
ince found It monotonous.
Many years afro. Mr. Ormah- 

ily’s predecessor, Leopold Sto- 
towskl, was noted for making 

’■Is own transcriptlona of Bach 
.»rgan works. The critics always 
loaated Mm for his efforts, but 
he perslated nevertheless; he 
had been an organist after all. 
Last night Mr. Ormandy offer­
ed his own traniscrlotlon of a 
Bach organ work, the Passa- 
caglia and Fugue in C minor, 
and it was even lees valuable 
than Mr. Stokowski’s efforts. 
Moreover, there was lees ex­
cuse; Mr. Ormandy was a vi­
olinist.

TTie really odknia oompariaon 
came when the Philadelphia 
group offered Beethoven’s First 
Symtdwny following so closely 
on the heels of the Munich’s 
Beethoven Fourth, the night be­
fore. The First is a fairly diffi­
cult work, but notUng Uks as 
hard as the Fourth, yet faced 
with a simpler task, the PhUa-< 
delphia did not sound anything 
Uke aa well.

Here that famous ‘ ‘Ormandy 
Sound” was a factor against the 
Interpretation. It would be all 
very weU for Brahms, but It la 
far too sedate for the youthful 
exhuberance of Bee^ven's

early sympbony, wliloh has 
much In It to remind one of 
Mozart. Moreover, In matters 
such as ensemble and balance, 
the Etiropean group was far 
superior to the PeniiB^vuila 
organisation. In abort, the PMl- 
adelptatoe sounded pedestrian 
and undlstlngulahed.

Frankly, I left at iiVtermls- 
Bton, even though I Uke.the mu- 
sic that oomprised the remain­
der of the program. I Just didn’t 
want to hear Prokotleff In a 
manner that might have ao^nd- 
ed like Franok, or Debuoay that 
might have sounded like Sam­
uel Barber. It may be that they 
actually aounded weU; I Just 
wasn’t taking any ebanoaa.

Incidentally there was a dis­
tinct.oddity on the printed pro­
gram. It was a notice reading, 
‘ ‘The Philadelphia Orchestra re­
cords exclusively for RCA Red 
Seal.”  Then there were aster- 
Iska aside every number offered. 
Indicating that they wm«  avail­
able on Columbia Records. Con­
fusing? Mr. Ormandy sounded 
a bit confused, too.

Pollsters, Too, 
Oppose Each Other

The battle for toe White 
House has spawned a skirmish 
among toe men who make It 
toelr business to tdl who’s win­
ing.

Two of toe nation’s major 
polls vary by 10 percentage 
points. Democrats say toey’re 
encouraged. Some political ana­
lysts say the figures could be 
meaningless.

Sen. Edmund S. Muskle, the 
Democratic vice presidential 
candidate, took a look Friday at 
toe Habrte PoOI, whhto showed 
toe Democrats had narrowed 
the gap between them and Re­
publican Richard M. Nixon by 
three percentage points to 0 per 
cent

“ We can easily closed toat 
gap If we get out and work," 
said Muslde.

But George Gallup released a 
poU showing toe Democrats be­
hind by 16 per cent Based on 
toe 1964 presidential election, 
the 10 percentage point tnuis- 
late into seven mlllloa votes.

A third public opinion analyst, 
Bums W. Roper, said toe pol­
lsters can’t claim toe differ­
ences came because the polls 
wore taken on different states.

The Harris Poll, with Nixon 
leading Hubert H. Humphrey 40 
to 35 per cent, was taken at toe 
end of September. The Gallup 
PoU, where Nixon held a 44 to 29

LeMay Sees 
No Gain in  
Bombs Halt

SAIGON (AP) — Curtis E. 
LeMay said today he sees no 
value In a bombing halt of 
North Vietnam because past 
suspensions "have produced no 
tangible results toward a set­
tlement or a negotiated peace.” 

The tolrd-psuly vice presiden­
tial candidate made the state­
ment at an airport news confer’- 
ence before he left for Washing­
ton. It wai3 his only meeting 
with newsmen during his four- 
day visit to the war zone.

LeMay said he had no knowl­
edge of a reported U.S. proposal 
to end the bombing as a move 
toward peace. The 61-year-old 
retired Air Force chief of staff 
said past bombing halts have 
"cost us In resources and in 
lives due to the fact that toe en­
emy took advantage of It.” 

LeMay wlH brief hls running 
mate, George C. Wallace when 
he returns to Washington. The 
former Alabama governor ap­
pears on toe NBC television pro­
gram “Meet toe Press” on Sun­
day.

LeMay said that he had seen 
ard heard nothing toat' essen­
tially altered hls views on the 
war or administration policy but 
added, "I think we can come up 
with a proper and efficient solu­
tion to the problem."

Thieu qualified Ms amounce- 
ment by saying thara a i« "cer­
tain things”  about which be to 
not Informed by Washington. 
H o w e v e r ,  administration 
sources In the U.S. caidtal said 
they were unaware of any Im­
pending bombing halt and de­
nied reports that North Vletnzun 
has accepted mutual de-escola- 
Uon terms.

Asked If there were any Music 
cUfferences between Saigon and 
Washington over toe peace ne>- 
go n a t i o n s ,  Thieu reiHlad: 
"When President Jonnaon says 
the position of the United States 
government remains unchanged 
and when I say the poslUon c< 
the government of South Viet­
nam remains unchanged, I 
thiift we have concurred tat 
that."

"If Hanoi would like to eay H 
will de-esesdate, they have to 
tell Us when and how they will 
do tola. We are waiting for Hzi- 
noi to show goodwill," added 
Thieu.

A rocket attack on this South 
Vietnamese seaside city nine 
hours before Thieu arrived for a 

. meeting on pacification, kiUed 
five civilians and wounded 19. 
Thieu cited this as "a perfect 
example that Hanoi has not de- 
escalated."

The president was asked re­
peatedly about a series of meet­
ings Thursday and Friday be­
tween him and U.S. Ambaaoa- 
dor Ellsworth Bunker, that gen­
erated reports of a new peace 
package smt to Hanoi by Wash­
ington

He refused to divulge details 
of the talks, and said he was 
"not at liberty” to discuss cer­
tain matters of which he had 
been Informed by Washington.

After the news confererce a 
spokesman for Thieu issued this 
statement;

“The U.fi. government Is on 
independent government and 
cannot be forced by us to keep 
us Informed on everything. The 
U.S. government cannot force 
the Vietnamese government to 
keep the U.S. government in­
formed on everything toe Viet­
namese government does"

Thieu said: "I cannot tell you 
what happened between Wash­
ington and Hanoi. I do not know 
what happened between Wash­
ington and Hanoi.”

Elaborating on toe propoaed 
bombing halt ot the North, 
Thieu explained that South Viet­
nam’s position "remains un­
changed."

"First we consider the bomb­
ing halt a de-esoalation and a 
new goodwill for peace. So we 
demand for the enemy to re­
spond with a similar position.

So we should 
not I*  toe enemy take advan­
tage of de-escalation that does 
not bring more steps toward 
peace."

WASiHINGTON (AP) — With 
the nation’s economy facing the 
worst crisis In decades. Con­
gress voted for record bUlions in 
budget slashes this election 
year. But many of toe members 
who hacked at national pro­
grams, Jumped toe traces and 
voted extra millions for home 
area projects.

One example: When one of 
the major federal achool-ald 
bills came up in the House June 
U, economy lost some luster. 
This program channels school 
funds Into more than 800 ot the 
485 congressional districts.

The House voted 226 to 188 to 
increase toe budget figure for 
this aid by $91 mtllli^ over 
President Johnson’s recommen­
dation. And among toe 226 were 
140 who also voted for an over­
all $6-blIllon alaah In federal 
spending.

Some of those who hammered 
loudest on the spending lid 
didn’t hesitate to plead with the 
Public Works Committee that

iects
reservoir, flood control and sim­
ilar projects In their own dis­
tricts be spared.

Congress did cut about $12 bil­
lion net out of Johnson’s budget 
requests of appropriations total­
ing $188.2 billion, for the fiscal 
year that began last July 1. 
Since there ts a time lag be­
tween appropriations and actual 
outlays from the treasury, toe 
appropriation and toe spending 
figures for a given year do not 
agree.

Chairman George H. Mahon, 
D-Tex., of toe House Appropria­
tions Committee told hls col­
leagues they had "reduced the 
budget requests of toe executive 
branch by a greater amount 
than ever before in the natiim’s 
history.” "

But he added that toe actual 
spending reduction this year 
brought about by Congress' ac­
tions would be only about $4 bil­
lion. The lawmakers told toe 
President to find enough addi­
tional cuttable Items to bring 
the whole spending reduction to 
$6 billion. At toe same time they

marked off large areas he was 
not to reduce.

The 1968 economy act, which 
was combined with a 10 per cent 
Income tax surcharge, was 
championed In the House by 
Rep. Wilbur D. Mills, D-Ark., 
chairman of toe Ways and 
Means Committee, and In the 
Senate by Sens. George A. 
Smatoers, D-Fla., and John J. 
WilHams, R-Del.

"It will do no good to take $10 
billion out of toe American tax­
payers’ pocket If it is Just 
brought to Washington and 
spent on additional fedqral ex­
penditures," Mills told the 
House as he called Jime 20 for 
strict financial belt-tightening.

Mills went before toe House 
rules Committee Oct. 8 to sup­
port a proposal exempting from 
the spending cuts about $1 bil­
lion for farm price support pay­
ments and aid to states for med­
ical programs.

The House approved the ex­
emption without a roll-call vote. 
So (Ud the Senate.

Earlier, other holes had been

punched In toe spending and 
manpower limitations by ex­
emptions for postal and civil 
aviation employes and other 
areas of heavy government em­
ployment.

H. R. Gross, R-Iowa; Joel T. 
BroyhiU, R-Va.; and Otto B. 
Passman, D-La.

There la a limit to toe 
amount we can spend."
