figures for a given yenr do not
ngree,

Chalrman George H. Mahon,
D-Tex., of the House Appropria.
tions Committee told his col-
leagues they had ‘“‘reduced the
budget requests of the executive
branch by a greatér amount
than ever before in the nation's
history." ~

But he ndded that the actual
spending reduction this year
brought about by Congress' ac-
t'ons would be only about $4 bil-
llon. The lawmakers told the
President to find enough addl-
tional cuttable items to bring
the whole spending reduction to

ROME (AP) —When Jack
Hawking lost his larynx 11 e
cancer operation early in 1068,
it appeared to mark the end of
his acting career.

Yet he is now In Rome acting
In two movies simultancously—
"“The Adventures of Gerard"”
and ‘‘Monte Carlo Rally." His
acting futuse appears unham-
pered by his handicap.

When Hawkins appeared for
an interview at the Grand Hotel,
he seemed to be the same stal
wart symbol of the British Em-
pire as he appeared in ‘'The
Bridge on the River Kwai'' and
a host of other fllma, And then
he spoke,

His speach is the ''burp-talk’
which 15 used by those who have
no larynx. It consists of gulping
alr, then forcing it up by com-
pressing the esophagus. The
words are soft but distinct, and
Hawkins' ‘‘volce' retains his
distinctively British Accent.

The only alternation in hs ap-
pearance Is the air Intake hole
in his neck, over which he
wears a medalllon, The hole is
needed because the larynx regu-
lated air intake through the
throat.

“It is amazng how quickly
the human body can become ad-
justed to new conditions,” he
commeoated. "I find I can lead
an almost normal life, with only

Cuban Missile Crisis Recalled

NEW YORK (AP) —The late
gen. Robert F. Kennody, In his
personal memolr on the 1062 Ou-
bun missile orisls, sald Preal-
dont John ¥, Kennedy was pre-
pared to order a 250,000-man in-
vaslon of the fsdand if the U.B.
naval blockade did not succeed.

Apollo Has Last Show,
Sets Path for Return

SPACE CENTER, HOUSTON
(AP) ~— The Apollo 7 astro-
nauts, mellowed after a day of
air4o-ground arguments, clown-
ed their way through thelr final
television show today and fired
their large spaceship engine to
stesr into a more favorable
course for returning - to - earth
Tuenday.

As Navy Capt. Walter M,
Schirra Jr., Air Force Maf.
Donn ¥. Elsele and civillan Wal-
ter Cunningham raced through
their final hours in space, they
displayed none of the irritabllity

that sparked bitter disagree-
ments with ground controilers
Sunday, mostly over flight plan
changes.

The astronauts made it plain
they are eager to come horfe
after 11 days in space. They are
acheduled to parachute into the
Atlantic Ocean near Bermuda
at 7:12 a.m. EDT Tuesday, cll-
maxing a spectacular, perfoct
flight that set the United States
firmly on the path to the moon.

At mid-morning, they pointed
the nose of Apollo 7 north and
fired an sight-second burst from
the craft's 20,500-pound thrust
engine, The blast ghifted the low

point of their orbital path about
1,250 miles to the west, almost
dus south of Houston over Mexl-
co.
It also raised the high point
of the orbital path about 10
miles to 276 miles. The low point
remained at 103 miles.
