ening as the danger of suffoca-
tion from smoke and fumes. It
I8 a well known fact that most
fire deaths are not the result

of burming, but the result of
smoke Inhalation.

All of this becomes more trag.
loc when comparisons are made.
At Waddell School, which
houses over 800 students, a fire
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drill takes 40 seconds. True, a

fire station is just around the
corner from Lircoln Bchool, but
when you are counting minutes

and seeonds, how long would it
take before it would be too late?

Moose Mountain near Hanover Friday night. Thirty-two
died. Helicopters took the 10 survivors off the moun-

tain,
