Roy Darwin was freed on • 
bond today in Talland Ooimty 
Superior Court in RookvlUe af­
ter being Judged' competent to 
stand trial and after posting 
$60,000 cash bond. It was the 
first time he has been out of 
Jail In nearly five years.

He faces a chaige of setxmd 
degree murder in the September . 
1968 slaying of Hope ^thw ell 
of Bolton.

Judge Paid J. Driscoll, after 
hearing testimony, from two psy­
chiatrists, ruled that the Andov­
er man was able to understand 
proceedings against him and to 
assist in h^ own defense. He 
re-set the $60,000 bemd.

Darwin, who is 62, has spent 
the last three months at Nor- 
whlch State Hospital after an 
examination by psychiatrists 
disclosed that, he was not in a 
condition to proceed with his de­
fense. Today toe same two psy- 
chlatrlsts testified that Darwin 
no longer suffers from any men­
tal disease or defect. They were 
Dr. George A. Tulin and Dr.

School Vote 
First Defeat 
Since 1950

The defeat of the Lincoln 
School marks the first time 
Moncherter voters have turned 
down a new school since the 
WaddeU School was defeated on 
the first try In 1960 and then 
accepted during the national 
elections that year.

Late In the I940’s the town's 
school population was pushing 
class sizes over 40 and the 
classes were sometimes held in 
sections of the auditoriums. No 
new schools had been built 
since the early 1920’a during 
the era when the Cheney Bros, 
footed a Targe part of the bills.

With war babies maturing in 
1949, the town voted 6 to 1 In 
favor of building Vendanck and 
Bowers Schools as well as start­
ing plans for the WaddeU 
School.

But when the WaddeU plans 
went before the voters March 
26, 1960, It lost 8,099 to 3,578.

WUber T. Little, now presi­
dent of the Manchester P r ^  
erty Owners’ Protective Asso­
ciation, said he fought the 
WaddeU School in that first 
vote, but laid off later when It 
came back during national 
elections.

Oct. 2, 1950 the school passed 
2,788 to 2,067.

■The town later okayed Buck- 
ley and Keeney Street Schools 
as well as additions to Robert­
son, Bentley, Bowers and High­
land Park. .’The $6 mlllldn high 
school went up in "the mid 1960’a 
and the lUIng Jimlor High 
School costing $2.6 mlUlon fol­
lowed it into the 1960’s.

The Rlchqrd Martin Blomen- 
tary School costing less than |1 
mlUlon easily wop the voters 
okay Ntffr. 7, 19»B by 8,872 to 
5,728. Little did not fight tMs 
school, but the MIJOPA used the 
school’s costs in their ads 
against the Lincoln School 
which said the town has been 
wasting money.

SurprtBtogly, the voting dis­
trict giving Ihc Martin School 
most support was not the one 
drawing voters from the Mar­
tin School urea but the district 
in the Buckley SchdoT area.

The, voting district in the 
WaddeU School area gave the 
Martin School the nlghcst per­
centage of "no”  votes although 
it also passed it.

Slights And Indignities

Cut The Spending, Not The Time
Shoidd. as Congressmsn John Mbna- 

gan keeps suggeriing, and as many other 
observers think, the Preeldenttal poUU- 
cal campaign be arbitrarily, rethiced In 
length, to a fixed and rirotter number 
of days?

Our aasarer., after a full look et the 
combined /taOgue of the candidates 
themselves and of the voter public, 
would stUl be p  the negativq.

The urilmlted campaign posea and 
l^ovldea certain testa, both for candi­
dates and for electorate, which could 
not otherwise be guaranteed as part of 
the election process. ,,

The savage teat of the long cam­
paign, with Ite potential ups and downs, 
its poteatiai. mistakes and ambarraas- 
menU as weU as potential triumphs and 

of great assurance, undoubted­
ly wear* the candtoatea down, but also 
offers chances that there wlU be some 
revriatlon of the hmor stuff he la really 
made of. ■ ' ^

And the long campaign, although It 
Urea and aometimea bore# the voter, 
nevertiieleas offers him an opportunity 
to teat and try out his own aentlmenU 
on hlmseif until, perhaps, be airlves at 
his own sure final knowledge of what 
he himself really beUeves and wiriws.

We suspect that the real trouble wiA 
American political campaigns is not Aat 
they are too long to point of time, but 

they are too costly in terms of dol­
lars. Okndidatea and parties, in rivalry 
with one another, try to out-collect and 
out-apend each pther. This leads, from 
the collecting angle, to far too much hi- 
debtedneas to those interests which are 
capable 6t making fat cpntritaitiona. And 
It leads, on the spending aide, to a 
superQuous use of gimmicks, campaign 
extravagansM, and repetitious com- 
merciaU.

Unfortunately, the easiest way , to cut 
down on such spending seems to be to

Take part to any serious discussion 
between whites and blacks regarding 
race relations, and you are bound to 
dlaoover many things Ae individual can 
do to ease race tendons.

Blacks resist what they feel Is un­
conscious white Insistence that Ae black 
man must become white, or at least ac­
cept exclusively white attitudes and 
viewpoints. .

Racial understanding is, of course, a

white society has for a long time been 
In a position to set the pace-and too 
often, this has been done wiAout Ae 
needed se«dtlvlty to Ae oAer man’s 
point of view. Seeing his point of view 
tK Important, because 11 Is difficult to 
bridge Ae communicailons barrier with­
out understanding the Alngs that pro­
duce tension. What is needed is a deep 
searching of Ae hidden comers of the 
heart.

NEW YORK (AP) — When 
Congress oonvenM in January, 
tt will have in its membenAlp 
for the first time a Negro wbm- 
an—auiley (3ilAolm, a Demo­
crat wUh a capacity tor con­
founding her male colleagues.

She defeated RepuUloA 
James Planner, former head of 
the Oongreee of Racial Equality, 
in the predominantly Negro 
Bedford-Stuyvesant distriet of 
Brooklyn. A Conservative party 
candidate ran third.

As an assemblywoman in the 
New York State legtelature, 
Mrs. Cailstoolm lectured the law­
makers on their poUtioal prac­
tices. walked out of party oaur 
cuses and. more than once, 
brought out Ae lese chivalrous 
inatiiwta of Ae aokma who at­
tempted to ehout her down.

"I have seen men take a 
course of action they did not 
want to take,’ ' explains Mrs. 
Chisholm. "One genUeman 
ariced me, ‘Shirley, do you know 
what fear is?’ Why Aould I be 
afraid? We’re ah men and wom­
en, I answered. He looked at me 
and shook his head and walked 
away. Maybe I’m not a poUtl- 
ctan."

Politician or not, Ae wiry, ar­
ticulate 43-year-old former 
teaqher has succeeded within 
Ae labyrinth of New York’s po- 
liUcal system.

At the Democratic National 
Convention, A e became Ae 
flrri Negro woman to be elected 
a national conuntilUeewoman— 
froni either pirty—and as a leg- 
iriator, her name was attached 
to a goodly shore of successful 
legislation including a bill to 
give jmemploymem insurance 
to domestic workers.

28 Women Arrested

NEW HAVEN, Ootiv (A P )— 
PoUce arrested 28 women Tues­
day as they tried to expand 
their sit-in at the local State 
Welfare Department office.

A ll 28, representing a group 
called the HUl-Dwlght Moms, 
were released without bond af­
ter being booked on charges of 
disorderly oooduct.

The women had been holding 
daUy slt-lrB for a week in the 
watting room at the welfare of­
fice. Tliey were arrested when 
they tried to move Into an area 
where state employes were at 
work at their desks.

The mothers have been seek­
ing greater financial assistance 
to help them buy adequate 
school clothing for their chU- 
dren and to pundiase CJirtet- 
mas presents for the young­
sters.

Attempts were made through­
out the flight to restore the 
prhne system but J. Rldiard Bi- 
mers, NES executive director, 
said ttds had to be done cau­
tiously so as not to endanger de­
livery of the emergency repott.

Geotge Langnks, president of 
Programming Methods Ino.

as each race for governor, U.S.

The 
results were made available st- 
multaneously to its five mem­
bers—the two news services and 
three major televielon networks.

Precinct and county reports 
from some 126,000 reporters 
throughout the country were fed 
through the seven regional sub- 
centers into the New York com­
puter center where they were 
tabulated by state, county and 
congressional district and dis­
tributed to the newb media.

Andover, which was the area 

hotbed of sentiment tor Eugene 
McCarthy’s -presidential bid, 
prior to toe Democratic national 
convention, turned out a large 
percentage of votera, but no 
writ«4n campaign tor McCar­
thy. About 98 per cent of eligible 
voters paitletpated in toe elec­
tion. ’ '

The home town of ' tod Con- 
greaslonal McCarthy leader 
Gerald Anderson, Andover, 
would have reflected any active 
support tor a write-in campaign. 
Instead U split Its votes 419 tor 
Humphrey and 489 tor Nixon. 
George Wallace received 68 
votes.

BOLTON ' ^
(Bolton returned to the Re­

pu b lic^  presidential fo'd yes­
terday In a sweep that gave 
Nixon »04, against Humphrey’s 
630. In IW *  the town reversed 
its usual strongly Republican 
stand to give Johnson 866 and 
Goldwater only 686. ’The 1606 
elections Indicated, by its sweep 
for the GOP, that 1664 was a 
temporary aberration. Towns­
people. are registered RepubU­
can two to one over the Dem­
ocrats.

The turn-out was overwhelm­
ing. O f the 11786 persona eligible 
to vote, 1,683 did eo.

Peter Mariaiii, candidate tor 
Congress, led the OOP ticket 
with 817 votes, although he lost 
to WUUam St. Onge In' the 
Btkte. With the exception of 
Dorothy Miller, Bolton endorsed 
all the other losers.

Aloysius Aheurn, In on un- 
suocesiful fold for representative 
(from the 61st District, led toe 
'Democratic vote with 720 votes. 
A ll other Democratic candi­
dates ran ahead of Humphrey, 
and aU won.

In  the presidential race, W al­
lace received 81 votes: There 
were seven vnite-ln votee, but 
no recognizable names.

COLUMBU
'Columbia followed Its Repub­

Ucan traxUtton across the board, 
giving Nixon a pluroUty of 128 
votes. George W€Ulaoe received 
48. In the last presidential 
election, though, the town went 
to President Johnson by more 
than 300 votes.

COVENTRY
Despite a slight edge In Re­

pubUcan reglstra'tion here, 66 
more than the Democrats, Cov­
entry gave a majority of votes 
to every Democratic candidate. 
The final registration figures 
prior to yesterday’s election 
showed, as usual, a large group 
of unaflHilated voters: 1046. 
There are 1241 Democrats and 
1297 RepubUoans.

With no local contests, at the 
town level, four registrars of 
votera and 16 Justices of the 
peace were automatically elect­
ed. More than 90 per cent of 
voters turned out at the polls;

Soviet Heart Transplant
MOSCOW (AP) — The first 

announced Soviet heart trans­
plant was performed two days 
ago by the cMef surgeon of the 
Soviet armed forces, the army 
newspaper Krasnaya Zvezda 
KRed Star) announced today.

Amerloa has Ita own Shangri- 
La at Newport, R.I., where so­
ciety built manslone during ita 
goldan era, 1860 to 1930.

“Imagine trying to maintain 
this m e," waa a typtcal remark 
made by members of tbe Na­
tional Society of Interior De- 
algnera who toured the city dur­
ing their regional oonferanoe.

Hasel Koiper of Woodbrldge,
Conn., oo-ohairman of tbe NSID

,lng' of the group. Today’s intart- 
or/dasigners try to use decorat­
ing funds to make a house at­
tractive, livable and easy to 
maintain, she said, “whereas 
mUltonaires of the golden era 
were concerned more with hav­
ing their archltecta build aome- 
t l ^  that would outdo thair 
nelghbora rathar tlum Etchlevlng 
cconfort.

For exEunple, when you visit 
“MaiMe House,”  the WiUiam K. 
Vanderbilt mansion, you feel It 
la the living end In American 
Renaissance grandeur. It seems 
completely out of .tune with 
Amerloen life and grander than 
anything one might see In Italy.

Fast the 8,(f00-pound door of 
bronse and the entrance hall of 
Siena marble-and stucco relief 
with Its ceiling of fruit, Miage 
and animal arabesques, you be­
come overwhelmed at the sight 
of the world-famed ballroom. Its 
walls are magnificently glided 
panels of carved wood to green, 
red and yellow gold sjdlllng 
over to a ceiling of paintings 
with gtdd panels. The maiMe 
and bronse mantelpiece is a 
production of mythological 
carved figures. The grandeur 
goes on Emd on in the house that 
cost $2 million to build and $11

In contrast to such grandeur, 
the group vlelted the Hunter 
House, one of America’s ftoest 
pre-Rovolutlonary houses huUt 
In 1749 and restored In 1048. One 
of the WghllghU for the group 
was the Faux Bols, the c le w  
painting of wood to reeemble 
real paneUng.
