And they got really playtul, not raally 
to anybody’s amuaematit when, on tbs 
saeond day after etoetton. they suddenly 
ttanStar?sd the popular voto lead to 
HUkait Histoiihrsy.

H iai persuaded Aaaociated

The S7th Man
All men are complex but some are 

more complex than otiiera and Richard 
Nixon is surely one of the most complex 
of the 87 who have climbed their way 
to tbe Preeddency. of the Untied States.

Everybody reoognisee him as a 
political phenomenon, the only man In 
modem times to have foHowsd defeat 
with victory, accompMshed what evaded 
ouch able men as Tom Dewey and A dial 
Stevenson and sven the chaitamailc WS- 
Hinn jemdsvB Bryan. Tbe wontorment 
increases becauae the nadir of his career 
was deeper, than any of these, for he 
was rejected not only by the nation but 
by the people of trie own state and in 
wito moment of humiliation renounced 
an AMMtioei. Tet, miiabOe dictu. here 
be is. ^

The poMtlcal writers are now busily 
«»ljiiiiitog it, and their explanations are 
ftdl of the ironieB of fortune. These ex- 
planatloiai are apt, and accurate as far 
as they go. But pertotxse they lee.ve the 
man unexplained, and they hardly touch 
at a l upon the real wonder which — 
when you punle over it — la how audi 
a man ever got into politics in the first 
place.

If there la one common quality usually 
met omoiqi those who riae to leadersfaq> 
tt ia an extrovert personality; e^tedally 
so when it to reqirired ihet. they rally 
people to foBow. They may differ widely 
in brahw and abiitty, they may be noble 
in aims or satanie to purpose; but suc- 
cem to poHOca comes rarely to the men 
so closed to tqxm fatoiseU that people 
oeimnt see mirrotsd in trim some part
of themadvas........

So tbe first clue to mlerstandtag Rich­
ard Nixon to to recognise that he is sn 
introvert. Not for him tbe ecstatic 
geahaw of ktestog the TV srt that brings 
newB of victory, or weeptog to pubUc. 
only ihe cactrems provocation of waart- 
naaa, fruatraitian and despair and then 
iwAj  once — has over broken looae the
human hurt inside for people to see........

The wander, then, is not that people 
are by Richacd Nixon; the diy,
InteUectusl introvert Is not commonly 
mst on the poUtieal hustings. People are 
more comfortable with a man who wears 
fate frailties easily and outwardly, wheto- 
er It’s because of toner security, as with 
Eisenhower or Rcoeevett, or because he 
diq)lays unashamed warmtii, aa does 
Hubert Humphrey. TTie wander is that 
mr. Nixon made it to tbe top anyway.

The answer to this, I  wspect, is an 
Inner iron. Hr. Ntoton got Into poUtics 
by accident rather then conscious dioice; 
fresh out of tew school and with nothing 
better offered he ran for Oongress and 
to everybodr*a surprise he won. By the 
♦wne drcuniftance made him Senator 
and then Vide President, the die was 
oast

Many a men has had Ms career dioe- 
«n as accidentally and many a man, 
being thus caught by fortune, has set 
tifnriMtf to toake (he best of H and tbe 
beat of htomdf. In Mr. Nikon’s case, he 
set out to learn the trade as a 'aurgeon 
who’d rather be a poet might team to 
take out an appendix. This meant that 
Introvert or no, shy or not he bad to 
team to do wbat (he politician’s trade 
demanded. Often he fumbled, twice he 
failed completdy. The draion that drove 
him on was the necessity to prove htm- 

'  self to Irimself.
Thus ta one sense those who 'find some­

thing forced to Richard Nixon are 
probably right; when be tries to be haU- 
fellow-wefi-met end a man of the people 
he’s Aning what doesn’t come naturally. 
Hftwg acqulretX U sccnis contrived. But 
the quality that made him do tt is not 
a qiurifty to be disparaged; there are 
arorse demons to drive a man.

For there is something else about Mr. 
Nixon. He takes the world as well as 
Mmaelf eertoudy, and he has a deep 
regard for the country be would lead.
In the beat of battle when he to being 
driven by those demone he can punch 
as ruthtessly as any who assail him, 
and yet when the real crunch is on he 
wifi not do what might bring testing in-
Jtory-Esxly to this campaign, for example, 
he flayed away at Praeident Johneonfs 
handttog of Vtetnam. But in the end he 
woirid have no part in dteiding the coun­
try further even when, Uke many in 
Mr. Johnson’s earn party, he might have 
made poHtical capital from (he people’s 
Utteniess about the war itseU.

This aisl otber firings apeak to bU 
character. In 1900 when Mrs. Bisenbower 
asked him not to ask Ike to campaign 
for fear of iris health, be lortor with­
out telling anybody, to the myrtWeation 
of both the general and the country. And 
when hte friends were screaming foul— 
with probable cause—at the counting of 
the bollote. be chose to accept dtfeat 
rather than drag the country through a 
ertete.

None of this foretolU whether be will 
be a successful President. He-made taro 
mistakes In the campaign which wlU 
burden Mm to office. He ares so casual 
about the Vice Presidency that to many 
tt seemed cynical, and in seeking Ms 
majority he seemed to turn 1^ back 
on the minortty of tije dtspossearsd.

WAtiHlNGTON — An uiq>re- 
cedented transition partnership 
between Lyndon Johnsim and 
Richard Nixon is now being 
formed to bring the Vietnam 
war to an end, with the outgo­
ing and incoming Preeldents 
acting in unique unison.

Over the protest of some Re­
publican hawks, including a few . 
of Ms own advlaerB, Nixon bee 
agreed to accept all inajor parts 
of President Johnsotra pkm to 
md the war.

Specifically, this may wen re­
quire a personal Ntxon trip to 
Sslgon, not to make sny on-the- 
spot stppnrisal, as Piesident- 
etect Dwight Eisenhower did in 
Korea in 1902, but to warn South 
Vietnamese Preeldent Nguyen 
Van Thtou and Saigon hawks 
that they cannot get any better 
deal from Nixon than from Mr. 
Johnson.

Hawks close to the Preetdent- 
elect, sudi as Texas Sen. John 
Tower — chairman of tbe Nixon 
“ key isBuea” committees -r- ore 
deeply suspicious of this MgMy 
unuausl' partnenhlp. But other 
Nixon cuhrisers, inctuding 
shrewd, tough-minded Rep. Mel­
vin Leird of Wteconeln, have 
strongly pushed file IdecL 

Lelrd-style pragmatists want 
to see the war ended, or at least 
the Paris negotiations msUng 
serious progress, before Nixon 
takes over as Preddent. Tliey 
are counselling Nixon and the 
war-hawks to forget a> about 
the Mttor campoigmend diaputo 
over whether Mr. Johnson coll­
ed a bomb halt prematurely to 
advance Hubert Humphrey's 
election prospect

If Nixon enters the. WMte 
House with ths Paris talks tied 
up in knots as they are today, 
tbe war will be on Ms bade and 
a Nixon-styte settlement will 
risk poUtioal dhrteions st home 
that might never heel. As tor 
Mr. Johnson, be wants peace 
as the capstone of Ms Adorinls- 
tlon.

Just right to streamline 
the State Department — a goal 
that John F. Kennedy also wortc- 
ed bard, but felled, to readi.

A Dewey refusal leaves Wil­
liam W. Scranton, es w » have 
reported, etill the best bet for 
Secretary of State.

But tt the name of Dewey on 
the top of Nixon’s Catenet Itat 
ta surprtaing, other namea are 
scarcely tees so. Two defeated 
Democrats — Gov. John King 
of New Hampshire, who lost Ms 
Senate race, and Sen. Mike 
Mbnroney cf Oklahoma, defeat­
ed for re-election — are under 
oonslderation for high poets.

Researchers in Warren, Ohio, 

have ileveloped a new system to 
help elementary school young­
sters grasp subjects In which 
they may be falling behind.

The method labeled "Personal 
Learning Unit Systems," or 
"Plus,” Is based on testing 
youngsters—to find out not what 
they know but what they d<m’t 
know.

"It’s like calling a  doctor to 
find out 'wfaat’s wrong when 
somebody's sick,” says Bernard 
Parker, head of the firm devel­
oping the new system.

"When a doctor finds out 
what's wrong, he prescribes a 
cure. Under the Plus', method, a 
teacher determines through spe­
cially devised tests what a child 
does not know In a given sub­
ject. When she learns this, she 
can let the child develop at his 
own speed.”

What Plus really does is test 
the reasoning ability of the 
child.

"It goes to the basic intelli­
gence of a child in distinguish­
ing and actually seeing a situa­
tion," says Parker.

In the field of arithmetic, for 
example, a child may be having 
trouble figuring out measure­
ments. With the Plus system, a 
teacher can readily determine 
where the child’s trouble lies.

Apollo 8 to Try 
Holiday Moon Pass

W ASHINGTON (A P ) —  
’The space agency said to­
day the Apollo 8 mission 
w ill attempt an orbital 
fligh t around the m<wn, 
probably during the CSirist- 
mss holidays.

Ttas National Asronautlo* and 
Space Admlnlatratlon sold ths 
Punching from Caps Kennedy, 
Bla., tor vdiat a few years ago 
would have been pure edence 
fiction, will occur no earlier 
than Dec. 21

TUa would mean the three 
ApoUo 8 astronauta would spend 
Christmas EJve and part of 
Christmas day making the lunar 
orbits.

NASA officials announced at a 
news conference the ApoHo mla- 
Bion would bo “ open-ended”  — 
that is, conducted in steps re­
ferred to os plateau* or "com­
mit pobite.”

“Siach ptateau includes a 
thorough system check of crew, 
system and equipment opera­
tions,”  official* aaid.

"Only when all conditions are

satisfactory win the decision be 
made to commit to the next pla- 
teeui.’*- .

WUUam W. Scran­
ton, who rooentiy Intervtewed 
Europedh Bteltesmen on NlxM’a 
behalf, onoe setyed as a mbW 
DLsristont to the late John Fos­
ter DuUea, Secretary of State 
in the )sisanh0wer admlnlstra- 
Uon. .

On the other hand, Nixon 
has told friends he ha* noit de­
cided on SoraiVon, wh'le 'Scron- 
ton ha* confided to hi* friends 
ithat he does not want the Job 
onji will not gat It. Com not 
okwed however.

Had Nixon been eteoted in 
1960, Ms Secretory of -State 
would have bem Douglaa C. 
Dillon, the Wall Street invest­
ment banker who was under-, 
secretary of atote tor economic 
affairs in the Elsenhower admin- 
iatrotlon.

When John F. Kennedy won, 
be appointed Dillon os hla-jpec- * 
retary oHÎ ttw Tnoaury, and 
Nixon was furious 'at DiUon for 
accepting the poat. Still, that 
was a long time ago and ha re­
main* a poasibUily tor Sacro- 
tory of State. Hlq credentials 
SUV reinforced by the fact that 
Kennedy ooUed on Mm not only 
on treasury matter* but on high 
queattoew of notional ifecurlty. 
Thu* he played on Imporismt 
role In the deUberattone over, 
the Cuban missile crisis.

Then, consider tho fascinating 
case of Tom Dewey, former 
. Governor of New York, twice 
the Republican nominee for 
presldint (1944 and 1948) and

presently kingpin of Wall Street 
lawyers.

In 1862 Dewey exerted a 
critical Influence in getting Nix­
on the vice presidential nomina­
tion under Gen. Eisenhower, 
thus advancing him along the 
rood to where he is today. Then, 
however, when the story about 
a private Nixon fund broke dur­
ing that campaign, he applied 
pressure on Nixon to quit the 
ticKet, a step which, if taben, 
would have destroyed Nixon’s 
career.

Dewey won little thanks from 
Nixon for that ^Isode, yet sM>- 

' sequent years, partlculsu’ly af­
ter Nixon became a Wall Street 
lawyer himself, drew them to­
gether, if that Is a proper 
description for two such distant 
personalities.

After Bhrry .Qoldwator’s de­
feat tn 1964, for example, a par­
ty leadership group called the 
Republican Oo-ordlnatin0 Oom- 
mlttoe took over the function of 
enunciating party policy, None 
worked harder on its reports

than Nixon and Dewey, often In 
cttlaboratlon. And many of Nix­
on's presidential recommenda­
tions will trace their parentage 
to those reports.

After his own great dteap- 
pointment in quest qt the pr**l- 
de-cv, a high government post 
would be an apt climax to Dew­
ey’s career. With Earl Wargen’a 
Impending departure from the 
supreme court, an eminent law­
yer and dlsUngulahed Rapub-' 
lloon would be a plausible 
choice for chief Justice.

The difficulty is that white he 
still is a dyniuno, Deway will 
be 67 on March 24. Even though . 
fids still leaves htan 10 yean 
younger than Warren, his ago 
would preoent a sertoua ob­
stacle.

Naming him aeerateiy of 
state or secreiory of dsfanae
