Hie medicine is a protein oonopound 
which, when introduced into toe body 
Systran—perhaps by as simple a proceae 
as Inbaling—would stimulste the body’s 
own virus-fighting equipment to 
emergency level performance- 

Hie thing that always stands on guard 
to flgfat virus, in overybody, is called 
InterteroiL

The new proteto oompoicid acta as a 
tonic to toe Interferon.

Thus pepped up, toe Interferon goes 
around and visits aU the cells that 
have been infected with virus, and helps 
them manufacture within tfaemsdves a 
secoBd substance, an antt-vlr^ protein, 
which fights toe virus inside toe odl 
and wWdi, even if it losee toe battle 
Cor toe Uto of tost particiilar odl, never- 
toeleas prevents toe vinis from ^oead- 
ing to other cells.

The experiments wtth antmala which 
have seemed to establish these poten- 
Uslitiee for the new medicine have been 
conducted by Dr. flamiid Barca of the 
NattansU Institute of Health and Dr. Jdm 
J. Park of New York Medical OiAlege. 
Their work has just been reported in 
“ Science,”  toe weekly pubUcatiDn of toe 
American Association for toe Advance­
ment of Science, and it has the added 
Messing of a pronnuncemeDt from the 
NaUoiial Institute of Allergy and bnfec- 
ttous Diseases saying tbe researoh in­
volved has provided "eolid evidence” 
that acute vtnia infection can be cured 
by the stimulation of the body's toter- 

' feron.
The perpetual girasnick in such mat­

ters Is tost of possible side-effects. Bo 
far none have been detected. But eo 
far, of course, the experimentstlon has 
apparently been limited to animals. And 
no one can be completely sure of -no 
side or after effects from any of the 
new miracle medicines until tusnan be­
ings have been taking tt for a long 
enough tone to show tbe medicines 
barmleas not only for themsetves, but 
for the children ham to them.

However, this reads as if tt might be 
it, the cure for the cold, and for some 
even more serious viruses, at last.

We guess we want tt, the cure. We 
think we can manage to diaoover some 
substitute way of feeling'miserable, or 
getting a few days off.

ically (Utoeartenlng stoctes whlto has 
come out of Washington in a k »g  while 
is toe story of the Jotinisn edmlolftra- 
tion analyst who recanted and oon f^  
ed mrror in bis original appraisal of 
toe practical effect of Russia’s  move 
into Ctechoftovakia.

Promise of Space Station

periods in g[iace is the critical 
elemetvt In the manned space 
program during the next few 
years. With the Ingiendlng man­
ned trip to the moon we will 
have achieved a plateau in space 
exploration, for man on tbe 
moon will signal toe end of an 

.era.
Hie next era will feature the 

exploration of space far from 
toe earth and in this program 
man assumes a vital role. Scieiv 
tists consider man the great un­
known and realise that success, 
in this field is Intimately Uifted 
to his ability to live and 
perform useful work In apace. 
Thus, one of toe moat important 
tasks for the* immediate future 
wlU he resolving the physiolo­
gical and psychological prob­
lems associated with man’s pro­
longed stay in apace.

To resolve this problem, man­
ned -apace etations must be 
orbited in the immediate future 
to i>ennlt men to live in space 
tor periods up to years. This will 
be an expensive untertaMng 
with coats to the military and to 
toe National Aeronautlca and 
Space Admkdatration exceeding 
several btlUon dMlara. However, 
qwee stations are eesentlal to 
serve as test beds tor experi­
ments to provide answers to the 
questtooB of man living in space.

Both toe 8-IVB Orbital Work­
shop (OW) and toe Manned 
Orbital Laboratory (MOL) will 
contribute to an - understanding 
of the problems which must be 
faced in extravehicular perform­
ance (design of crew compart­
ments, effects of toe space en­
vironment, rest-work adieduled 
upon crew dxxuulian rhythms.. .  
et cetera) during progreeslvely 
longer periods of time.

Oen. James Ferguson, com­
mander, Air Force Systems 
Command, Indicatea that the 
basic MOL could provide techni­
cal data on the ability of a man 
to perform efficiently In space.

The MOL is a two-man space 
station omnposed of a Oeminl B 
spacecraft, a Laboratory Mod­
ule and an BSxporlment Module. 
The syatem is designed tor a 
SO-day mission and will be orbit­
ed by a Htan S-M launch ve­
hicle. While thki is not the op­
timum test bed, tt can provide 
answers.

One basic problem is the 
economics of toe length of stay 
in orbit. In one study of a 
hxig-duratian syatem, a dra­
matic saving of from $220 to 
$470 million per year was real­
ised by douUing toe Interval in 
orbit from 30 to 60 days. In 
going from 60 to 90 dajrs, an- 
otow $100 milUoin was saved.

Planners find that, for the 
iaiae coat, a alighUy larger ro­
tation Interval can support an­
other pair of astronauts. In a 
low-altitude orbit a four^man 
crew with a 90-day rotation 
cycle costs toe same as a six- 
man crew with a 16(Vday ro­
tation cycle. Thue crew rotation 
intervals should be on toe order 
of months. To complement this 
study, scientists must also de­
termine (toe optimum cnew size.

With tiî ended stays in orbit 
arises another aerious probiom, 
the .increasing probability of 
crew exposure to radiation be­
yond safe limits. Decisions re­
garding need tor shielding, re­
liable solar flare warnings and 
type of detectlan equipment 
cannot be made at this time, 
for this depends upon an assess­
ment of the radiation risk. Only

Singic-Ed8:ed Sw ord?
The internal Revenue Service has hewn 

a path smooth on only one side in its con­
servation-related rulinga. For example, 
how can one reconcile its canceling the 
Siena Club’s right to receive tax-free 
contributions with its granting the Na- 
tioaal Rifle Association tax-exempts sta­
tus in 16 out of a-possible 17 categories?

The Sierra Club wae victimized by 
the ntS tai .l966j|toen the club puUished 
a full-page ad ggstesting the building of 
two dame In the Grand Canyon. The IRS 
Son Frandsoo office publicly announc­
ed the next day it could no longer 
guarantee the dub'z contributions tax- 
exempt status because It had engaged 
in excessive lobbying activity. That rul­
ing was upheld by the national IRS of­
fice this fd l just two weeks before the 
Siena Club's stand was vindicated by 
Congress the dams were dropped from 
tbe final $1.8 billion Colorado River Pro­
ject.

We do not argue that contributions to 
the Sierra Club should or should not be 
tax exempt. Yet we do feel that lobby­
ing limit guidelines for all instKutioru 
must be clearer and fairer.

'̂As of the moment, the law states that 
lobbying must not be ‘substantial" for 
tax-exempt contributions status. Was the 
SieiTO Club’s 4.7 per cent of its budget 
us^ in the Grand Canyon and redwood 
pim ets Substantial? It hardly seems so.

Aiul what about the tax deductloru 
businesses get for lobbying? And the ads 
—like those of paper companies showing 
how they reforest timber lands, In part 
meant tq win support in conservation 
battles —which are tax exempt business 
expanses?

To use tbe estronaute most ef- 
fecttvely, routine funetfons 
shoidd be performed by auto­
mated equipment. TUs will per­
mit the astronaut to perform rw 
a station manager, dbreoting 
most of Me attention to opera­
tional and sclcnllflc taska. But 
form c e r t a i n  housekeeping 
astronauts will stSl have to per- 
cborea and replace and cali­
brate mslfunctlonkig equip­
ment.

There la oonsklsrabte infor­
mation on the werk/raet cycle 
and peak woridng efficiency pe­
riods within tbe cycle. But wKh 
extended periods hi q>aoe one 
must provide the equivalent of 
a rest and recreation period.

Welglitleeanesa present a seri- 
oua problem. While much of toe 
early peaatontsm ia gone, many 
quesUons related to changes fit 
toe body systems as a result of 
longer weight! essnww eigwsure 
are stiU unanswered. These in­
clude changes in beait regula­
tion, fhikl and Mectrolyte bal­
ance, mineral and bone metabo­
lism, cell devekipiiaent and even 
the ability to sleep.

Available data is encouraging 
but toe detailed definition and 
Itmttations of man’s adaj^fve 
prooeos must be better under­
stood beftne mlsotons of many 
months can be imdeitaken eefe- 
ly. Wfil toe astronaut eventual­
ly need artificial gravity to per­
mit Mm to go beyond certain 
HmMs of oihital stay? -And if 
artificial gravity te required, 
how much and when is the op­
timum time to introduce it?

Astronaut Walter R. Cunning­

DlabeteB is a sericua dtoeose, 
but it 1s easily diagnosed and 
treated. With proper medica­
tion, people with diabetea can 
lead normal lives.

The free detection packet con­
tains a sensitised paper strip 
that is diped into the urine, 
allowed to dry, and then mailed 
to the State Department of 
Health for analyeto. H ie  results 
of the test wlU be returned to 
the individual and to his d^jtor.

Last year, about 30,000 Con­
necticut residents were tested 
and 880 or about 3 per cent 
were found to have dtobetea 
Health officials estimate that 1,- 
600,000 people in the UB. now 
have diabetse and are not aware 
of It because their symptoms 
have not become too severe yet.

Diabetes tends to run in fam­
ilies. The American Dlabetoa 
Aseoctotion therefore recom­
mends that aB those who have 
diabetic relatives Should be test­
ed each year. The riak of chU- 
dren of diabetlea contracting the 
(UaCase to mudi greeter when 
both parniU one dlabetloa the 
assoolatlmi says. Women over 
46 are more apt to get diabetes 
than men.
