NEW YORK — Jacqueline 
Onassis arrived back in New 
York Monday night to discover 
that she is either going to have 
to buy a very grand house or 
else move into a ' much larger 
apartment.

There' 
are only four servants’ bed­
rooms In her apartment at 1046 
Fifth Avenue,

Aristotle Onassls’s butler and 
valet began moving themselves 
and their master Into the midst 
of the fcNTmer Mrs. John F. Ken­
nedy’s. tranquU domestic scene 
a few days 'ago. There has been 
nothing but emotional turmoil In 
the kitchen and back corridors 
over since.

Onaaals’s men servants were 
Instructed to install his clothes 
In- one of the five family bed­
rooms.

There were not enough clos­
ets.. Mrs. Onassis herself only 
has two closets In her own bed­
room. Her clothes are sent sea- 
sonaUY into storage.

Neighbors said, “ Jackie’s 
maids are always quitting In the 
best of circumstances. There 
simply Isn’Proom up there for 
all thtee servants with different 
loyalties and different Instruc­
tions."

Mrs. Onassls's apartment la 
much simpler than anything to 
which her new hudiond has 
been accustomed In recent 
years, even though the three- 
quarter size Fipnch bed in her 
own bedroom Is re)>ortedly 
worth 810,000.

Mrs. Onassis sleeps in'' an 
18th century French bed which 
is pushed against a wall like a 
sofa and Is draped in poufed 
canopied draperies. There have 
been rumom among her close 
friends for the lost several 
years that the bed was historic

and intended as an eventual g ift 
to Ooroltoe from Mra Paul 
Melkm.

Onassis himself will occupy 
what has formerly been the 
guest room adjeceut to hers.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Al­
ready under fire by the Justice 
Department, the proposed mer­
ger o f the Oonnecticut Bank 
and ’Truet Company of Hart­
ford and the Omnectlcut Na­
tional Bank of Bridgeport has 
also drawn a critical reaction 
from the Federal Reserve 
Board.

The decision on the merger 
rests with the Administrator of 
National Banks, William B. 
Camp, but Camp la required by 
law to seek advisory opinions 
from the Justice Department 
Federal Reserve and Federal 
Deposit Insurance Corporation.

T3ie agency emphasized that 
Its comments were m erely a 
report on competitive factors in­
volved,as required by law, qnd 
"not a recommendation as to 
whether the application should 
be approved or dlsaproved."

Connecticut Bank and Trust 
and Connecticut National are 
the state's .second and flfth 
largest banks, respectively. If 
Joined, they would move into 
first place wiflt almost one- 
fourth of the total oommeroial 
bank deposits in Oonnecticut, 
the report said.

Rejects Two Appeals
HARTFORD, Conn. (AP) — 

The State Supreme Court to­
day turned down a confessed 
bank robber’s plea for freedom 
and rejected a  drug addict's 
claim that he had been entrap­
ped by a federal agent,

The bank robber, Frank Wil­
liams, had pleaded guilty to a  
chEirge of robbery with violence 
in connection with a Sept. 17, 
1964, holdup at the W olcott 
branch of the Waterbury Sav­
ings Bank.

After (being sent to the State 
Priami, W illiams filed a habeas 
corpus petition attacking the 
validity of the warrants on 
which he was arrested and flie 
constitutionality of a searrii o ( 
his roopi that turned up $8,486.

The Supreme Court agreed 
that the search of W illiams 
New Britain hotel room was 
illegally conducted, but said the 
discovery of the loot was not 
the only factor that led to Ms 
confession.

Superior Court Judge Aaron 
J. Palmer, who handled the 
case, “ found that the plaintiff 
(W illiams) voluntarily pleaded 
g;uUty because his photograph 
was taken by an automatic cam ­
era while he was leaving the 
bank wUh the stolen money and 
gun and because his fem ale 
companion inform ed the police 
that he had robbed the bank.’ ’ 
The plaintiff was advised of his 
rights, and he conferred with his 
court-appointed attorney prior 
to entering hie plea,’ ’ he wrote 
in the decision.

MMical study of the possible role of

WASHINGTON — Heartened 
by a pledge of neutrality on the 
port of President-elect Nixon, 
liberal Sen. Hugh Scott of Penn­
sylvania now has a SO-SO chance 
to defeat conservative Republi­
can Sen. Roman Hruska of Ne­
braska for the Job of assistant 
Senate Republican leader^

But much will depend on what 
Sen. Everett M. Dtrtesen, the 
minority leader, decides to do. 
Should Dirksen throw all h i s  
influence to his close friend 
Hruska, instead of quietly sup­
porting him, Scott would prob- 
nhly be doomed.

Dirksen hasn’t said how far 
he will go for Hrilska. S c o t t  
backers have given up hope 
that he will either be neutral 
or support the liberal Scott, as 
he supported the now-defeated 
California Sen. Thomah Kuchel, 
also a  liberal, when Kuchel was 
elected assistant leader 10 years 
ago. Instead, Dirksen is vainly 
suggesting that Soott might be 
content to be named chairman 
of the GOP Senate Polfcy Oom- 
mittee-

Thls year the stakes are mucK 
higher than in 1968. Dirksen is 
almost 73, has been in p o o r  
health for several years. Who­
ever Is elected to succeed Kueb- 
el in January wiH h a v^ a  pow­
erful advantage In the - ^ t le  to 
succeed Dirksen when he steps 
.down and wiU set the' Ideologi­
cal tone of the Republican par­
ty  in the Senate.

One obetacle to Soott w a s  
cleared away when Kansas Sen. 
James Pearson, a moderate, de­
cided not to seek the Job, void­
ing a liberal-moderate s p l i t  
that would have elected Hruska.

The neutrality of Richard Nix­
on Is also an essential part of 
Scott's campaign. Nixon has 
now le i' it  be known through 
two Intermediaries that he will 
take no part in this first poet- 
election Republican fight.

A footnote; Moderate a n d  
liberal Republicans Increased 
their influence in the Senate in 
the Novmber election. Robert 
Packwood of Oregon, Richard

House assistant, 1s evident in 
the fact that it was Harlow 
whom President Johnson tele­
phoned the night after he and 
Nixqri sealed their unprecedent­
ed compact to act in unison in 
vMal foreign policy matters dur­
ing the transition period.

M r. JohnsQM onoe tried to 
hire Harlow as his assistant

The gist of Mr. Johnson's

A footnote: Harlow will be on 
official leave of absense from 
Proctor and Gamble, Just 'as 
Nell McElroy was when he left 
that company to become Sec­
retary of Defense. Proctor and 
Gamble has no government 
contracts.

SAIOON (AP) — Communist 
gunnen stepped up their rocket 
and mortar attacks Tuesday 
night, giving Da Nang its heav­
iest poiuidlng in three months 
and hitting two Am erican infan­
try units, five district towns and 
one provincial capital.

CiasualUes and damage gener­
ally were light. But one of the 
mortar attacks, on a night biv­
ouac of U.S. 1st Division infan- 
tryment 24 miles north of Sai­
gon, was followed by a ground 
attack by 16 enemy soldlera 
hurling grendades and blazing 
away with machine guns.

Artillery and gunahlps drove 
the attackers off at daybreak 
after three hours of fighting. 
U.S. Headquarters said the bod­
ies of 12 of the enmy were found 
just outside the American lines 
and 14 weapons were c{q>tured.

One American waa killed and 
12 were wounded.

MANNINGTON, W. Va. (AP) 
—Thimdering explosions ripped 
through a rich coal mine early 
todayt trapping os many as 76 
miners. But the Marion County 
sheriff’s office and coal compa­
ny officiate said 21 had been lo­
cated or rescued.

Smoke and fire billowed from 
one entrance to the mine and 
smoke clogged othera.

Sheriff Robert Tennant said 
eight men had been found at the 
bdttoni of a ttiaft and were 
scooped out, tw o at a  time, by a 
bucket lowered ino the shaft by 
a crane.

The mine is the Mountaineer

Coal Company’s  No. 9 located 
Just west o f MOnnlngtcn in the 
coal country of north-central 
West 'Virginia, near the Pemn- 
sylvanda state line. Mountaineer 
Is the state’s third largest coal 
producing company and la a di­
vision of ConsoUdaticn Coal Co.

MouMalneer president Dave 
Dairts said 13 mlnera hlad come 
out of the mine at the slope 
opening near the coal prepara­
tion plant.

"The severity of the explosive 
forces in the Llewellyn portal

This was the second mine In­
cident in West Virginia this 
year. Last May, a crew  o f mln­
era broke through a wall Into a 
flooded abandoned mine near 
Hominy Falls, in the south-oen- 
tral section of the ttate, andv^ 
men were trapped by water. 
Four men died but the other 21 
lived through it, six  of them aft­
er spending ten days In a  dark 
and flooded shaft without food.

The Manningtoh mine produc­
ed more than two m illion tons of 
coal last year. The shaft has a 
ee-inch coal seam  whltti la an 
abnormally large seam and the 
mine’s production indicates Its 
richness. Daily production aver­
ages 6,434 tons.

A slope mine Is a shaft bur­
rowed into the side of a moun­
tain at a low  angle and the cool 
is pulled from  the mine on oars 
rlAng a narrow-gauge track.

The W est Virginia Depart­
ment of mines said there were 
no fatal accidents at the mine 
last year, but there have been 
18 non-fatol Incidents this year.
