UMUAHIA, Biafra (AP) — At
5:10 p.m., just as dusk was set-
tling over the Portuguese Island
of Sao Tome, the first mercy
flight of the night took off for
Biatra

It was a chartered DCT, lately
deprived of its pussenger seatls
bit not its tatiered aisle carpet-
ing, and s loaded to the door
ratches with dried milk, canned
tuna fish. crates of medicine
and bottlex of baby food that it
fought for altitude in the moon-
jess night

In noisy succession, five other
DC7s, even more venerable and
oil splattered, lumbered off into
the night without blinking run-
ning lights. Three belonged to
Caritas, the Vatican relief agen-
cy; the others were operated by
Nord-church, a Scandanivian
branch of the World Council of
Churches

An hour and a half later the
dark green Atlantic Ocean gave
way to the endless dark green
jungles of eastern Nigerin
From several miles out Capt.
Bertk Krokstadt coaxed the lead
ship to malntain a steady 500-
feet altitude In the thin tropical
alr, 1o avold antiaireraft fire,
then banked even lower over the
thatched rooftops.af Ul village,
making the rightchand turmn that
ull pllots hate because visibility
is poor from the left-hand seat.
Flashes of tropical lightning in
the west etched the tall palm
trees in garish relief. The pilot,
a middie-aged Swede foom
Stockholm who received $500 a
flight, found It more ‘comforting
than the orange puffs of 40mm
ack-ack that greeted him on oth-
er nights. The copllot and flight
engineer, making the rum for
S300 apiece, peersd anxiously
out the Qight deck window at
the dark fvor of the jungle

Suddenty the. blackness dlvid-
ed into a double row of flicker-
ing gemu as the kerosene run-
wry lamps came on at alrstrip
Annabells, the 7,800-foot long
stretch of macadam highway
that i breakaway Biafra's last
lifeline to food.

The
trucks ali had names lke “'God
is Good.,” *‘“Man for God" and
‘Jesus Saves’ and had to be
pushed to gt them started be-
cause the batteries had all been
removad jong 2go and arranged
in & serfes of 12 o provide
enough power to get the engines
going oo the transport planes.

with red filters,

The planes came in every
few minutes from San Tome,
from Fermmando Poo, a Span-
ish~'isiland now part of Equa-
forial Guinea, from Libre-
ville In Gabon, a former
French _ colony, leap-frogging
over eachi“other on the narrow
runway that had only two park-
ing aprons. Eighteen planes
landed in less than three hours,
Some, with a big red cross
painted on thelr tail sections,
deliversd ecartons of fresh blood
and took aboard skeletons of
dying chikiren destined for hos-
pitals in Libreville and on Sao
Tome. Others, painted a ghostly
gray, yielded long wooden boxes
stenciled in biack paint with the
ominous Inscription, “handle
with care, 105 howitzer shells. ™

“Shells,” snorted Father Aen-
gus Finucane, a huge bulk of an
Irish missionary who looked
upon every arriving box not
containing food as a casket for
another starved infant. Last
month at Uli 906 of his parish.
joners—517 of them children —
died of kwashiorkor, the pro-
tein deficiency disease that s
the most ghastly byproduct of
the 17-month-old war in whal
was once West Africa’ls most
promising emerging nation.

All night long the trucks with
the black-oul cats eye head-
lights crept along the otherwise
emply roads, past yam ficlds
walting since March to be plant-
ed, pdst deserted villages lately
retiaimed from the enemy, past
barn yards devoid of even dogs,
much less a cow or a chicken,

The people and their cattle
had Jong since fied into the
bush, venishing at the approach
of federal troops out of a fear,
real or imagined, of beihg
diaughtered In & tribal genocide
that the Moslem Hausa and Fu-
lani tribes, loya! to govermment,
nre accused of carrying on
against the rebeéllious Christian
Ibos.

Part of the starvation prob-
lem is trucking relief foods out
to the bush dwellers in a land
where gasoline now costs $19.42
a gallon and a single onion can
bring three American dollars.

At 9 nm., just as the last
truck lumbered into Umuahia,
the provisional capitol of Biafra,
& Russian-made MIG flashed
out of the cloudless sky, and the
drivers dived for the ditches.
Office workers scampered ouf
of the house trailers that once
shelered Shell ofl-drilling crews
and now houses the seat of gov-
emment and sought cover
Among the Lrees.

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porches, and shook thelr fists at
the sky.

“"Bgyptian cowards," the girls
tried, echoing the widely held
bellef In Biafra that all Nigerian
pliots are Arab mercenaries on
loan from Gamal Abde! Namser.

The plane did not retum. Two
days bsfore, In a similar visita-
tion, another MIG had made a
low pasa over the steeple of St
Finbar's Catholic church and
dropped its bombd in Abiribs
Street, just outside the shop
with the sign "Replace Your
Lost Teeth Here." Then it made
a strafing run over the market
place across from the women'’s
police barracks.

“The toll was 75 dead and 01
wounded, all civiliana'" said
Maxwell Colien, a New York
lawyer who at the time was sit-
ting on the balcony of the Pro-
gresys Hotel writing o brief for
the. government of Biafra that
would invoke the genocide ton-
vention of the United Nations
agail Nigeria,

At the Uboma feeding center,
the line of women, children and
old men walting for the daily
distribution of relief foods
strefiched for nearly a mile
down the dusty road.

The center had once been the
Blshop Shanahan Women's
Training College, but like all
schools In Biafra it had been
closed for more than a year and
a half and the classrooms long
aince converted to quarters for
refugees or wards for dying
children,

The food being paszsed out this
day was dried milk from North-
emn Ireland, purchased by Cari-
tas from Great Britain, which
supports the other side of the
war, To prevent a mob scene,
the volunteers ladling out the
ascoops of powdered milk stood
on one side of the padlocked,
iron gate; those receiving it
lined up on the other side, pass-
ing their cups and empty tin
cans through the fence railings,

Some of the children had only
A folded green papaw leaf to
bold their allotment of dried
milk. A young mother who tried
to crash the line a second time
was driven off by guards who
wore Red Croas grmbands on
their sleeves.

Inside the locked gutes some
500 children, most of them or-
phans, lolled about in the M-
less torpor that is the first sign
of kwashiorkor, Their halr al-
ready was tuming ashen red;
the skin on their toothpick thin
legs had turned hard and leath.
ery, covered here and there
with running sorea.

Sister Miriam de Paul, the
head nurse, looked down at her
clipboard. “Thirteen died last
week, one of them a little boy
who was the last of five children
in his family. He died as the lit-
ter was being lifted onto the
plane to Gabon."

The worst cases were in the
long rows of cots in the cluss-
rooms.

“Don't go In there,"” the sister

said. ‘"You can smell death off -

them."

A reporter traveling about
Biafra didn’t have to be taken to
starving children. They were
everywhere.

At the Umuokapara sick bay,
which once had been a primary
school, Sister Amn Obeta presid-

ed over a dance ma-~
cahre. She had the more or less
ambulatory cuses among her B4
young patients get up and dance
to keep them from falling into
the somnambuiant slumber that
among Biafra's starvisg mil-
lion= is invariably a prelude o
death,

The ohildren frugged and
twisted, center stage four at &
time in the wsunlit clearing
among the palm trees, while the
others clapped their hands and
chanted a Biafran fight song.
At the Oboro sick bay, which
had been thes Methodist High
School, nurse Jullet Antsiobl be-
gan distributing toys to the 350
children, who barely had
enough strength to clamor and
fight among themselyes for the

another village by Able Nathan,
the seifatyied Israeli freedom
fighter who had flown a hall-
million dollars worth of food
and medicine into Biafra, bhut
the village had fallen into fedor-
al hands weeks ago. Some 300 of
the children at Oboro were seri-
ously sick; before the week was
out 28 of them wotld be dead.

Across the school yard {rom
where the children were in de-
light at the dolla and balloons
and dump trucks, gravediggers
were al work on a community
grave. Vultures sat on the fence
watching.

‘"We feed them on one side of
the fiedd and bury them on the
other,” said & young doctor with
a stathoscope draped arourd the
collar of his sburi, the colorful
native costume.

There was no shortage of doc-
tors In Blafra,

There were 36 on the staff of
Queen Elizabeth Hospital in
Umuahia, the jast remaining
hospital in Biafra, No shortage
of patients either. The 184&bed
hospital had 744 Iin-patients,
whose broken, blooded bodiea
lay spruawled in the ‘cornidors
and under the shade trees in the
courtyards. As city after city
fell to the adwancing federal
troops, the staffs and patients of
the vacated hospltals moved on
to Queen Ellmabeth,

Sald the hospital’s headma-
tron F. E. Bert of London:

“Last morth we admitted 151
children; 40 of them died. It's
been more or less the same ra-
tio over the past aix months,
and’'we only take the ones that
seem t0o have a chance. Other-
wise it wouldn't be fair to give
up the bed space.”

WASHINGTON—=One day last
week, Washington lobbyist John
Graves stoppsd in at the office
of the Democratic chairman of
a Midwest state and asked him
to suppart DeMon L. Heutchsns
for Democratic National Chalr-
man when Lawrence F. O'Brien
resigns, probably within  the
next couple of weeks.

This visitation ia the first
clear sign that Houtchens, now
the Missouri State Chairman,
and Miasourt Gov. Warren
Heames are trying to collect
on an {ll-advised promise made
by Vice President Hubert
Humphrey last May when
Humphrey was bidding for Lhe
support of Missouri's delegation
to the national convention.

Most Democratic politicians
have written of Houlchens as
O'Brien’'s replacement, for one
simple reason: He, Hearnes,
and much of the party appara-
tus sabotaged Humphrey's Mis-
souri campaign. They did this
in a variety of ways, inciuding
the omission of Humphrey's
name from billboards and news-
paper ads.

Moreover, some sample bal-
lots passed out in Jackson Coun-
ty (Kansas City) by the leader
of the Hearnes-Houtchens fac-
tion actually slated George Wal-
lace and Republican Rep. Tom
Curtis, alang with Hearnes, Ig-
noring Humphrey and Lt. Gov.
Thomas Eagleton (who, despite
this sabotage, defeated Curtis
for the U.8. Senate). Partly re-
sponsibl¢ for this party treason
was State Rep. William (BIl)
Royster, Jackson County leader
of the remnant of the old Pen-
dergast machine.

That Royster would snub
Humphrey and Eagleton without
a8 wink from Houtchens and
Hearnas (who won re-election
handily) stretches credulity.
Royster's political power de-
pends on the statewide patron-
age of Gov. Hearnes, not Jack-
son County, which is now con-
trolled by anti-Royster reform
elements,

This plug for Wallace and Cur-
tis paid handsome dividends on
Election Day. In three Kansas
City wards—the 11th, 12th, and
13th, all of them Democratic
where a single pull of the lever
votes the straight tcket —
Hearnes ran 50 per cenl uhead
of Humphrey and Eagleton. In
fact, one-third of the statewide
Humphrey deficit of some 15,
000 voles would have been elimi-
nated if Humphrey had received
the normal Democratic vole
there,

Hearmnes regarded this low
bid as an Insult and so at Chi-
cago he and Houtchens labored
mightily for Humphrey, deliv-
ering 56 voles and proselyting
for him in the hotel rooms.

Then came Humphrey's sud-
den decision to dump Houtchens
for O'Brien, so quick he did not
have time to tell Houtchens un-
til after it happened.

Humphrey can't and should
not try to deliver on that pledge
today, Loyal Missouri Demo-
crats, Including Rep. Rloh-
ard Boiling, have already pub-
licly attacked Houtchens for his
campalign apostasy.

Despite Humphrey’'s inability
to deliver, aven {f he wanted to
reward disloynity, Houtchens,
bucked by Hearnes, has now
started nn active campalgn for
O'Brien's job, Hia agent's visit

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Poet Paul mEnglé Tells

Definition
By CLEMEWELL YOUNG
While the Black Muslims were

drawing a capacity crowd In
the Manchester Community Col:
lege cufeterin Monday night,
veteran poet Paul Engle was
speaking to a fairsized nudi-
ence, upstalrs {n @ classroom.
True, some closses had been
assigned the lecture, but most
of the students remalned when
it west over its alloted hour,
and there was a generous
sprinkling of outsiders — al:
though one can't really tell by
age just who belongs and who
doessm't st an educational inst-
tution.

Engle has been famous for
many years for leading s writ-
er's workshop at the Universty
of Iowa, where ho is a professor.
He made a small spiash recent-
ly with a poem on Mrs. Martin
Luther King, which appeared
in Life Magazine. The second
part of this poem Is due to ap-
pear in Harper's Bazaar 35000,
he told the audience.

Pngle was oblously at home
pehind the lectern. He began
with a story: “What's your
Hne?"' a salesman reluctantly
psked him on a bus.

“I write poetry,” he admit-
ted. too tired to take the ‘“‘safe
way ‘out” and say he was &
temcher

“Hell, I don't mind” the
salesman said "It takes all
kinds=."' 3

After a while, Engle asked
the man what his ne was

#He beamed and said, “I'm in

Much to the malesman’s dis-
may, Engle repled, with tri-
umph, “Then you and I are in
the same business. We're both
intrested in essential formy”

This anecdote, true or not,
brought the poet very neatly
to his bellef that poelry is
totally reiated to life.

He then, using examples from
Keats Temnyson and Rilke,
proceeded to define what a
poem does—it ‘‘refreshes life,”
it "Muminates life.” Poetry is
the “art of shaping language
in order to heighten emotion.”

Just when the listener was
beginning to wuonder if there
was Lo be any reading of works
by Engle, he used his own poem
an Van Gogh's self-portrait to
{llustrate & point, followed by
4 neatly tumed Engle inter-
pretation of Titlan's “Venus
and the Late Player.”

Before reading the published
paxt of the poem on Mrs. King
et her husband'y funerai, he

explained that, &t a mnreoling
of the National Councll of Arta
he had breakfasted with Sidney
Poitier, who had desctibed a
man breaking Into tears st that
funeral. Poltter had told BEngle
that Mrs. King did not weep,
even when this man who was
s0 close 1o her, began to weep.
It was Mrs. King’s composure
that broke up Poitier,

When Engle saw the pioture
of Mrs. King on the cover of
Life, "one of the two or three
{ncredible pictures of the cen-
tury,” the poem crystallized. It
ended "endure the terrible pow-
er of your endurance.”

Engle described a scene from
Fiaubert’s “"Madame Bovery,”
when the herolne takes arsenic,
and sald that the author had
been sick to his stomach after
writing this. But Flaubert was
in complete control, Engle sald.

‘What 1 feel is wrong with so
much of the poelry today is the
self pity,' he sald. "'It's not the
perfected work of art, but
‘ouch!' Life is evil, Tt always
has beea ., . . Poetry 8 not a
debauch of the emotion but con-
trol.” And again, "art is not
pain or pleasure but the ocon-
trollad shape of pain or plea-
sure."’

Although he sald that contem-
porary poet Allen Ginsberg's
poem ‘‘Howl" has some good
things in i, “‘the howl applies
more to the reader.”’ He said he
knows Ginsberg, however, and
that he likes some of his other
poems, such ns “Kaddish.'' He
also spoke highly of Sylvia
Plath, who was “en route to be-
coming one of the best women
poets’ before her suicide.

Asked during the question
period for his opinion of Bob
Dillon, he called him a '‘useful
man.' noting the “higher level
of verbal expression'” coming
into folk music. He sald he was
a Simon and Garfunkle devote
and that he liked the new trend.
““The sooner poelry gets back
to the sung sound the better.”

Engle, who 1s 60, !s in Hart-
ford to read and talk abowt poet-
ry with students at Hartford and
Weaver High 8chools, He was a
dinner guest at the home of Rus-
sell Bowen, chairman of the
Hartford High English depart-
ment, and his wife, Monday
night in Tolland.

For Industrial Park Work

The Manchoester Board 6f Di-
rectors last night ocommitted
$38,000 of next year's 106970
funds, atill unbudgeted, aa. the
town's 50 per cent cost ahare of
road “and utility improvements
in Green Manor's Manchester
Industrial Park.

The approval was by a 8 (o 2
vote, with Republicars Nathan
Agostinell and David Odegard
voting “no' Republican Di-
rector Harold A, Turkington ar-
rived Juter In Jast night's meet-
ing and missed voting.

Agostinelll and Odegard, In
explaining  their ‘'no' voles,
sald that they consider it dan-
gerous to commit future funds
without knowing what the town's
anticipated needs will be next
year and without being able to
fix priorities.

The $35,000 allocation is un-
der the town's Industrial Guide-
lines, which provide for o 50-50
cost-split of improvements in
industrial developments.

The town is guaranteed ita re-
turn within seven years (1)
from increased tax revenue In
the development, or (2) from
a bond posted by the developer.

Green Manor plans to com-
strizet n 80,000 sgquare foot in
dustrial building for five or six
tenants on Colonial Rd., to the
north of the 20,000 square foot
Dean Machine building, con-
structed last year.

It plans to spend approximate-
ly $76,000 for road and utility
improvements,

Right up to the opening of last
night's board meeting, the pro-
posal had been for o $130,000 ex-
penditure, with the town to con-
tribute $65,000,

However, Town Manager Rob-
ert Welas surprised the directors
by announcing that Green Ma-
por had amended Its improve-
ment plans in favorrof the low-
er figure,

Instead of paving both spurs of
the ecircular Pligrim R4., Green
Manor will pave 650 feet of the
northern spur only. The spur to
the south of the proposed new
bullding already ls partially pav-
ed.

Korean Officer’'s

SEOUL (AP) —A South Ko-
rean reserve officer returned
home from a night of searching
for North Korean guerrillas to-
day and found his parents, wife
and two daughters massacred,
apparently by the North Ko-
reans, the Defense Minitary re-
ported.

The North Koreans have been
the object of a massive search
since about 80 of them landed on
South Korea's east coast early
this month.

Eavoys from all around the
world generously agreed here
that no country could claim the
ocean floor, that it ia "the com.

the ocean depths,

Poor and landlocked coun-
tries, with no shelf they are able
to exploit themselves, want a
definition that makes the shelf

Someday all the ocean floor
will be within reach of man's
technology for mining and oil
drilling. Right now the easiest
to-reach minerals are asturally
where the ocean is shallowest—
the continental shef.

Now that techniques for
undersea drilling are improv-
Ing, and thus able to work deep-

or, countries want it to go more
than that

2. Avnn(o Width — Using an
arbitrary depth, say 200 meters,
meamire the shelf around all the
continents and call the average
the continental shelf. Countries
that might get shortchanged
don't ke this method.

3. Extend Coastal Waters—
Expand the territorial sea
greatly and call the shelf every-
thing under that. But countries
haven't been able o agree on
thelr present coastal waters and
it ts unlikely they could settle on
a common new distance, which
might be so big it would inter-
fere with shipping and fishing.

4. Middle Line—Allow-a ooun-
try to extend its claim out until
it collides with another coun-
try's, then split it down the mid-
dle. This could quickly lead Indl-
vidual nations to claim the
whole ocean bottom, exnotly
what the committee has vowed
to prevent.

6. Geological-New ocesn
floor studies may lead to a
sclentific definition of just what
the continental shel s, This
could take years and the world
is waiting for guidelines to use
now.

Ollmen are already drilling in
200 meters of ocenn and expect
to work in 500 meters or 1,640
feet in three to flve years and
2,000 meteras of briny—more
than a mile—in 10 yeara.

The report sald that Johmson,

WASHINGTON (AP) —The
