Hammarley, a retired airiine
pilot from 8an Jose, Callf,, was
the tirst in history to undergo a
second heart transplant. Dr.
Norman E. Shumway, a plonear
heart surgeon, was in

Dr. Denton E. Cooley headed
the team operating both times
on Thomas, who recetved his
first donor lieart May 8 in the
world's ninth heart transplant,

Thomas, an accountant, was
discharged from the hospital
last summer and began work as
a trust consultant for a bank in
Houston.
