Heretic In High Place

which It hi required . . . Foe eonie areas 
I doubt whether the extended time can 
be justmed as a reflection of the In­
crease In knowledge. Rather, It appears 
to be an laitonaginatlve ieqx>nBe on the 
part of the educational system to the 
exlstenoe of increased leisure time with­
in the economy.”  ,

All we know la that having the aver­
age youngster spend at least seven in­
stead of four years In obtaMng his or 
her higher education la the best systeen 
yet devised for keeping unemploirment 
figures dovm. It is also of tsichallenged 
value to the society in the way U sUmu- 
lates parents to get ahead in their busl- 
ness and their professions In order to 
add to their earning power so they can 
afford the seven year stint for their 
children. And we aU can see, too, that 
the system is.a great enrichment of the 
qualities of our civilization. There la, one 
can obse^e, a certain mature philosophy 
and easeful, balanced, moderate 
approach toward life on the part of 
people who aren't called upon to earn 
themselves a living until they have 
reached the age of 26 or 27.

It is, therefore, entirely heretical to 
try to evaluate the time contemporary 
young America spends in^our graduate 
schools on the basis of what specific 
knowledge or ability they rtay  acquire 
during their extra years outside the 
scramble for wages. By abstaining from 
the wage earning process, they are con­
tributing to the balance of the ecemomy. 
By the additional years of midnight talk, 
they are enriching their personalities. By 
(heir prolonged drain on parents' pocket- 
books, they help keep parents on their 
toes and young.

As all those candidates who flthed 
around for a way of bnpeUing all three 
intangibles on the same hook they were 
extendng to. the voters discovered, it is 
dangerous to try to use the words law 
and order and justice In the same 
sentence.

Both Candtdatea Nixon and Honphrey 
gilfted between including justice along 
wMh law and order as a  nocesaary ele­
ment in law and order itself and leav­
ing justice out while they sought to con­
vince the voters that the 'first thing they 
would do would be to keep some order 
in (he nation — particularly on its streets.

And every time one o f them made a 
potnt of including jusUce, there were 
some right-wing Americans 'who accused 
Mm of tuning soft on crime.

And whenever one of them left out 
justice, he created consternation among 
■ome left-wing Americans who began to 
imagine the te-vekipment of a  police state 
Ufe for the onetime land of the free.

There is no reason to believe that r o i  
Director J. Edgar Hoover was unaware 
of the politioel difficultiea o f trying to 
handto the three words in one statement 
when, upon his recent visit with Pres­
ident-elect Nixon, he was queaUennd by 
the press.

The gueaa would be that he knew pre­
cisely what he was saying, and prectsely 
what kiiKl o f stacm It might create, and 
that he rather welcomed the pitxgiect. 

Actually, Hoover used three sentenoes- 
“ Justide,'' he said, “ is m erdy inciden- 

tsl to law and order. Law  and order Is 
what covers the whMe picture. Jutkice 
is part of it but catft be separated as a 
single thing.''

In addition to fats choice of language, 
Mr. Hoover looked like Mr. Hoover whHe 
he was uttering It on tdevfzion, thus in­
tensifying the buBdog effect.

Actually, as in so many instances in 
which our complicate d and troubled 
world tries to decide wMch of various 
oombinattopB of things comes first — 
civil liberties tai the law or In the hearts 
of men — peace tn the nature of man 
or in the law of the world — there is no 
one way answer and there hae to be a 
composite answer.

Law and order and jusUoe have to 
interact, or there will be no advance for 
any one of them.

Civil rights in law and in the hearts 
of men have to keep reinforcing and 
stimulating each other, or there is no 
progress in the business of learning to 
live together.

World peace by law has to interact 
with the development by men and na­
tions of acBiie greater instinct to Hve in 
a civilized manner or there will he noth­
ing but a continuation of the Moody 
anarchy which has been mounting in this 
supposedly advanced century of ours.

Mr. Hoover, for all his obvlouB rost 
tor the 'tough”  aide of the street, weis 
nevertheless looking at and sensing part 
o f the truth when be said, o f one o f the 
Intangibles in question, that "justice Is 
part of it but can't be separated as a 
single thing.’ ’ Netther can law. Neither 
can order. , Neither can civil rights. 
Neither can peace. There Is no solution 
to any of our great human problemB 
which can ride only one horse. Or whlcli, 
for that matter, can do without some 
ultimate degree of tinderstanding and 
oosutritMiUon from such different charac­
ters as J. Edgar Hoover and the late 
Martin Luther King.

The Mifrht-Have-Been
The disclosure that characters pre­

sumably cloae to Vice President Hum­
phrey twice offered Governor Nelson 
Rockefeller the nomination fcr V i c e  
President on the Democratic Uckat with 
Humphrey cornea a little late for every­
thing except the fun of Imagining what 
the campaign might then have became.

One guess <!buld be the help Governor 
Rockefeller might have given to t h e  
Humphrey cause might not have proved 
much greater, in the final voting, than 
the truly tremendous influence Senator 
Muskle’s presence on the ticket had on 
American voters who were having trou­
ble finding anything pulling them very 
strongly toward either Presidential can­
didate.

Rockefeller would have been a touch 
of novelty, in that his role would have 
Involved .party Irregularity. He conceiv­
ably might have influenced acme votes, 
as his action symbolized the discontent 
of liberal Republicans with the result 
of their National Convention.

But we doubt that the total result of 
Rockefeller’s spectacular acceptance of 
the purported Humphrey offer would 
have been more benefit for the Demo­
crats than they grained from the quiet, 
persistent growth of the pleasantly un­
spectacular Muside Image.

On TTie Zoo Train

In a time when there k* heresy enough 
Infesting the American syMem of higher 
education from the student MCtor, it Is 
disheartening and unnecessary to have 
It coming from top administration.

The latest-HUKl one o f the most 
dangerous — of the heretics on the edu- 
catlonal scene is none other than Ed­
ward H. Levi, new president of the Uni- 
ventty of Chicago.

And his shocking heresy' was one 
which expressed dottot over the value of  ̂
much of graduate school education of 
the day.

"Murti of the education at the graduate 
level,’ 'said President Levi even as he 
was being installed in his new high of- 
floe, “ in aome areaa ,not all — ia un- ' 
neoesaary, or, even worse, is disqualify-, 
ing for profesMonal work; as, for 
example, undergraduate leeching for

Almost before the train had shuddered 
to a  halt at the Hartford station, th e  
door to our coach flew open and a dozen 
green-uniformed young ladies suddenly 
were among us.

That’s one_ 
form of segregation that prevents c ivil" 
disturbances.

So much for Rule No. 1 on "How to  
Run a Zoo Train.”

Don’t ask me what Congress must do 
to prevent comfortable passenger-train 
service from slipping Into oblivioni, but 
I do have some helpful ideas on how to 
operate the New Haven’s occasional ex­
cursions from Springfield, Maas, to the 
Bronx Zoo and return.

The preceding rule and those that fol­
low —moftt of them as useful to parents 
as to trainmaster:^ —are not entirely 
mine. They are based on candid re­
marks made by my 5-year-old son. John, 
and of our fellow excursionists.

No. 2: It ’s important to stock at least 
1,000 extra paper cups on a Zoo Train. 
A constant lineup of thirsty, ■ chattering 
young travelers at a coach car’s water 
cooler can exhaust the cup supply by 
the time the train reaches Bridgeport.

No. 3: Zoo Trains should go twice as 
fast as ordinary trains. John inquired 
as we pulled into Windsor Locks —and 
with Increasing annoyance as we 
paused In Hartford, Meriden, and Mil­
ford —"Why can’t this pokey train be 
at the zoo now, daddy? I want to see 
the amlnals.”  (John could pronounce 
"Philadelikila" at 20 months, but "ani­
mals”  continues to throw him.)

No. 4: Zoo Trains should not park In 
the New Haven station for 26 minutes 
—because it is not easy for fathers to 
answer audh questions as, "Why are 
we parking so long?”

No. 6: It is a mistake for a Zoo Train 
to vtait a zoo that has t<» many lions 
or elei^ants —because lions make chil­
dren thirsty and elephants make them 
hungry. Onp of the first creatures we 

'  saw after arriving at the Bronx Zoo was 
a magnificent lion who was sunning him­
self on a rock. John never had seen a 
real, live Uon. "Look at that lion !" I 
cried. John’s response was to pull on 
my arm. point toward a n ea r^  r e- 
freshment stand, and declare, " I ’m 
thirsty!" And when we arrived at the 
elephant compound, which happens to 
be quite near the Terrace Buffet, 
John’s immediate reaction was, " I ’m 
hungry for a hammuger."

Don’t get me wrong. Zoo Trains are 
unlike most Ameridan passenger trains, 
basically on the right track. John un­
derscored this fact on the ride home, 
when I  asked what had impressed him 
the most about his outing. "The ami- 
nals," John said.

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O pen Forum
WASHINGTON —The conUnu- 

ing boycott of the Paris peace 
talks by Presidert Nguyen Van 
Thieu of Soiith Vietnam has pro­
duced a high-level disagreement 
between the Pentagon and the 
State Department over what the 
U.8. should do.

The split boils down to this: 
Secretary of Defense Clark Clif­
ford wants to start negoUattons 
with North Vietnam right now— 
with or without Thieu. Secretary 
of State Dean Rusk wants to 
give Thieu time to come along 
and participate in Paris. A l­
though this disagreement has 
not reached crisis proportions 
and is limited mainly to the 
subtle element of timing, it illus­
trates Thieu’s capacity to make 
serious trouble.

Clifford’s role inside the Ad­
ministration is as master archi­
tect of Mr. Johnson's Vietnam 
policy since the President’s 
limited bombing ban last March. 
Clifford has made no secret of 
his anger over Thieu’s refusal 
to go along 'With the agreement 
between Washington and Hanoi 
announced by Mr. Johnson on 
Oct. 1. The Pentagon’s Clifford 
clique, composed of top cl'villan 
officials, Is ready to go to Par's 
at a moment’s notice to launch 
serious military talks with the 
North Vietnamese.

But Rusk Is playing a more 
cautious game than Clifford. His 
client in Vietnam is Thieu, and 
his main irterert Is the stability 
and survival of the Thieu gov­
ernment. Accordingly, Rusk and 
Ellsworth Bunker, U.8. Ambas­
sador In Saigon, are more in­
terested than the Clifford clique 
In the Internal polltlca of Saigon 
and an, eventual political settle­
ment that safeguards Theu’s 
government. They want to give 
Thieu time to go to Paris. /  

To buttress their position, 
Rusk and top State Department 

, aides are talking more optimis­
tically, whether they believe It 
or not, that Thieu will soon 
agree to send representatives to 
the now-stalled Paris talks. 
Channels between. Bunker and 
Thieu, choked off by Thieu’s 
anger In early November, are 
now open and reasonably 
harmonious.

The Clifford men, however, 
are not so optimistic. As they 
see it, Thieu must be reasoning 
that the longer he can delay 
the talks, the longer total U.8. 
commitment to the war Is assur­
ed and the less chance there Is 
for any curtailment of modem 
U.8. weapons for Thieu’s army. 
Delay, In other words, Is to 
Thleu’s advauitage.

With other minor reservations, 
accordingly, the Clifford clique 
now believes Thieu might con­
tinue his stall for a long wWle 
— possibly even to the day Ip 
January when Richard M. Nixon 
becomes President.

They reason that, even though 
Mr. Nixon was lined up solidly 
with the President, Thieu bc- 
Hevea the new President might 
take a somewhat different view 
ot the Vietnam puzzle — more 
favorable to Thieu — when he 
actually assumes power. Al- 
thou^ NlXoh-Inti mates say this 
Is. out o f the question and that 
Mr. Nixon' desires nothing more 
in the world than success for 
Mr. JohTKon’s peace initiative, 
Thieu daa’t  be sure, .

of them. For example, a re­
shuffle of power bi the Kremlin 
could reduce the present Soviet 
pressure on Hanoi for an end 
to the Vietnamese fighting.

Moreover, the repeated viola­
tions of the agreements made 
by Hanoi are far more difficult 
to deal with so long as Thieu 
prevents the U.8. from de­
livering on Its own agreement to 
start serious peace talks.

Pentagon officials say private­
ly  that these violations by Hanoi, 
including attacks on large towns 
and shelling from the de­
militarized zone (DMZ), have 
not reached anything like a  seri­
ous stage. But the longer Thieu 
delays getting the peace talks 
rt-T-’ ert. the more chance there 
Is that an isolated outrage by a 
North Vietnamese commander 
will provoke an emotional poli­
tical reaction in the U.S'. and a 
demand for retaUatlon.

Vdolaltlons could happen just as 
easily after the talks are under- ’ 
way. but the very fact that 
progress was being made in 
Paris would terd to deflect at­
tention away from violations in 
the field.

That’s why Clifford said on 
Nov. 12 that President Johnson 
has a ’ ’Constitutional responsi­
bility to proceed with the talks’ ’ 
even without Saigon's paiitictpa- 
t'oh. Pen'ngon officials, who 
seized the initiative from the 
State Departmert last spring In 
bringing about the bomb-halt, 
worry that every <tay of delay 
is filled with awful risk.

Irside the While House, CTif- 
ford is pressing his claim hard. 
I f Thieu doesn’t change hi,a m'ind 
soon, Clifford will get his way 
and start ser'ous negotiating 
with or without Saigon’s bless­
ing.

WASHINOTON — A larger 
shai« of the burden of figtotoig 
the Vietnam war Is shifting to 
the highly educated young men 
In toe nation.

By next spring, every fourth 
dratoe is expected to be a col­
lege graduate compared to one 
tn 20 Isrt spring.

To “ the establishment," 
criticized for letting the lees 
prlvUeged do most of the fight­
ing, it means many more of Its 
sons going Into combat.

To President-elect Nixon, It 
means trying to attract young 
people into a national ccctlltion 
while draft protests ring In his 
ears.

To the Army, It means mak­
ing soldiers for slogging through 
tioe paddles and humping over 
Vietnam’s highlands out of 
Engllah and philosophy majors 
and other hi|*ly-eduoated young 
men.

To graduate echooU, It means 
more disruption.

And to Pentagwv manpower 
experts, It mskna toe pendulum 
of unfairness on who shall 
serve Is swinging toe other way. 

The reason for all this Is that

draft calls are going up at a 
time when ckdlege graduates 
are the most logical men to 
call.

Draft boards are under or­
ders to call the oldest men 
first. And under the draft 
amendments of 1967, men in 
graduate school can no longer 
be deferred from induction un­
less toey are In medical spe- 
olalltles.

Graduate students who, get 
the summons from Selective 
Service must report after the 
end ot the semester In which 
they are enrolled—meaning the 
graoo period will be up for 
many this January. Before the 
1967 act, they had been al­
lowed to finish graduate school. 
This is still the case for un­
dergraduates in good standing.

Because the oldest men (up 
to 26) are most vulnerable to 
the draft the graduate schools 
are likely to lose not only the 
men already enrolled but also 
those who planned to go there 
right after getting their first 
college degrees.

This one-two punch Is expect­
ed to hit toe graduate schools 
early next year. They will have 
to make toeir plans accordingly 
for toe 1969-70 academic year.

Some of toeir aoslstant profes­
sors may be among those called 
since a student who has re­
ceived a deferment is vulner­
able to the age of 36.

Already the mix of draftees 
is changing. Last month, 20 per 
cent of the draftees were col­
lege graduates. By early 1969, 
Pentagon man-power special­
ist believe the proportion will be 
30 p«r cent or higher. T h o s e  
figures compare with 6 per cent 
for all of fiscal 1908.

The number as well aa the 
percentage of college graduates 
going Into toe Army Is also like­
ly to rise sharply. The arithme­
tic of the draft dictates this.

Draft calls tend to repeat 
themselves every 18 months. 
The ebb and (low of servicemen 
tor Vietnam —where draftees 
serve one year ^requires keep­
ing the man-power pipeline fuU 
of replacements.

The following table shows that 
the season of high draft calls 
is Just ahead. The January, 1969, 
call of 26,800 men storied Jbe 
upsurge. .
