WASHINOTON — A larger 
shai« of the burden of figtotoig 
the Vietnam war Is shifting to 
the highly educated young men 
In toe nation.

By next spring, every fourth 
dratoe is expected to be a col­
lege graduate compared to one 
tn 20 Isrt spring.

To “ the establishment," 
criticized for letting the lees 
prlvUeged do most of the fight­
ing, it means many more of Its 
sons going Into combat.

To President-elect Nixon, It 
means trying to attract young 
people into a national ccctlltion 
while draft protests ring In his 
ears.

To the Army, It means mak­
ing soldiers for slogging through 
tioe paddles and humping over 
Vietnam’s highlands out of 
Engllah and philosophy majors 
and other hi|*ly-eduoated young 
men.

To graduate echooU, It means 
more disruption.

And to Pentagwv manpower 
experts, It mskna toe pendulum 
of unfairness on who shall 
serve Is swinging toe other way. 

The reason for all this Is that

draft calls are going up at a 
time when ckdlege graduates 
are the most logical men to 
call.

Draft boards are under or­
ders to call the oldest men 
first. And under the draft 
amendments of 1967, men in 
graduate school can no longer 
be deferred from induction un­
less toey are In medical spe- 
olalltles.

Graduate students who, get 
the summons from Selective 
Service must report after the 
end ot the semester In which 
they are enrolled—meaning the 
graoo period will be up for 
many this January. Before the 
1967 act, they had been al­
lowed to finish graduate school. 
This is still the case for un­
dergraduates in good standing.

Because the oldest men (up 
to 26) are most vulnerable to 
the draft the graduate schools 
are likely to lose not only the 
men already enrolled but also 
those who planned to go there 
right after getting their first 
college degrees.

This one-two punch Is expect­
ed to hit toe graduate schools 
early next year. They will have 
to make toeir plans accordingly 
for toe 1969-70 academic year.

Some of toeir aoslstant profes­
sors may be among those called 
since a student who has re­
ceived a deferment is vulner­
able to the age of 36.

Already the mix of draftees 
is changing. Last month, 20 per 
cent of the draftees were col­
lege graduates. By early 1969, 
Pentagon man-power special­
ist believe the proportion will be 
30 p«r cent or higher. T h o s e  
figures compare with 6 per cent 
for all of fiscal 1908.

The number as well aa the 
percentage of college graduates 
going Into toe Army Is also like­
ly to rise sharply. The arithme­
tic of the draft dictates this.

Draft calls tend to repeat 
themselves every 18 months. 
The ebb and (low of servicemen 
tor Vietnam —where draftees 
serve one year ^requires keep­
ing the man-power pipeline fuU 
of replacements.

We might, instead of just letting thtage 
happen, decide that we prefer to have 
them happen in a certain way. fostead 
of always adopting progress, and then 
looking for the antidote, we might be­
come able to evaluate the proapectlTe 
relatlonoMp of progresa to UvahUity in 
advance, and perha^  make a  compro­
mise, or develop anfritematlve and leas 
Injtnious instrument of progress.

We believe this kind of approach Is 
called preventive medicine, as opposed 
to palliative medicine.

Lees imnecessary speed, less brutaUty 
of noise, less mass monotony, and we 
might never need quite ao many pills.

These people are upset because state 
health authorities Have seen fit to re- 
strtot the backyard leaf burner, but not 
the major polluters of the air, motor ve- 
Mcles, ftuluMry end aome heating plauts. 
We know the state plans moves in thoae 
arelas, but ao tar tt hasn’t and the feel­
ing Is it may never get around to tt.

We hav« run litto thU attuaticn before, 
where health officials make much of the 
air poUuUon caused by the leaf burner, 
but say little *about the Major polhitert.

About 18 months ago, health offlclata 
in Meriden got togelher with a state 
health nfflclal and made a study of air 
pollution. The first publicity on this stu­
dy cited the pollution caused by bcuik- 
yord burning, but said notMng about the 
other sources of air pollution. A UtHe 
checking revealed that motor vehlclca, 
for example, were maJdhg a far great­
er contribution to  a ir pollution than open 
burning.

A ir pollution is a major problem to­
day. If you don't beHeve it, ask to see 
what tbe pollution testing devices draw 
from the air. We tMnk the average citi­
zen is ready to support the state’s anti- 
pollution programs, but he suspects tbe 
state Is using him to moke a “ grand- 
slam play.”

If the state wants public support for 
tts ontl-poUution progransA thm  let tt 
go after the major poHuters. What's 
good for the'*goose is good for the gan­
der. —MERIDEN JOURNAL

WASHINGTON — Convinced 
that polite requests won’t work, 
tbe Democratic National Com­
mittee is about to go Into Fed­
eral court to get back dome 
$700,000 of its money that was 
originally frozen on President 
Johnson’s order.

Robert Short, the hard-driving 
mlllkmaire trucker and sports­
man from Minneapolis who is 
Vice Preaident Humphrey’s 
hand-picked treasurer of the 
National Committee, at this 
writing is prepculng a lawsuit 
that would order the funds 
turned over to Mm.

The target of tbe suit: Rob­
ert Maurer, senior partner of a 
Washington advertising f i r m  
with bttimate ties in national 
Democratic politics. Maurer for 
the past three years has been 
trustee of the $700,000 Short is 
demanding back for the Na­
tional Committee — a cloeely 
guarded secret imtll now. '#hat 
also has been kept behind closed 
doom is that Maurer, In secret 
negotiations with National Com­
mittee officials last month, re­
fused to release the funds. 
Whether he was or was not act­
ing under WMte House orders is 
anybody's guees.

I f  thU actually resttlU in a 
lawsuit tt would be a fitting cli­
max to a bizarre Mory typi­
fying the undercover antics of 
the UBJ era In the Democratic 
party.

TTie story begins in the au­
tumn of 1960, heyday of the 
Qreat Society, when the Demo- 
ctmUc National Committee (op- 
erating behind the front of the 
so-called "Committee on Voter 
Education and Registration” ) 
pubUzhed a book called “ Toward 
an Age of Greatneae." 'the only 
exceptional aspect of the book 
was Its advertlaementa — sold 
to corporations at a tax-deduc- 
Uble $10,000 a page, with the 
proceeds to finance Democratic 
voter registration.

This permitted a corporation 
to make a pbllUcal contribution 
without running afoul of the 
Corrupt Practices Act bafring 
such corporate contribution*; 
the contribution would be dls- 
guised as commercial advertis­
ing. Thus, tbe corporation could 
even claim a tax deduction for 
the “ advertising,”  something 
not possible for regular political 
contributions.

The total take was $400,000, 
but was quickly ftttlowed by 
charges that the Democrats 
were circumventing Fhe d e r a 1 
statutes. President Johnson, 
Democratic leaders now believe, 
panicked over the criticism. He 
ordered Maurer—whose firm  of

Maurer, Fleisher, Zon and As­
sociates had prepared the book 
—to put the money in trust. It 
waa placed In a New York City 
bank and, drawing intereat for 
three years, now amounts to 
around $700,000.

Short, a confident of Hum­
phrey’s. revived the matter 
when he entered the party 
treasurer’s ofice two months 
ago. Faced with a desperate fi­
nancial condition and creditors 
demanding cash on the barrel 
head Short found out that 
Maurer was trustee for the 
$700,000 and asked him that the 
money be released for voter 
reglstratlmi.

'The showdown came laat 
month at a meeting attended by 
four men: Short, Maurer, Maur­
er’s lawyer, and John Criswell 
(an LBJ lieutenant and Short’s 
predecessor aa party treasurer). 
Maurer would not give an inch. 
To spend the money for any po­
litical purpose, he Insisted, 
would subject the corporations 
who bought those 1986 advertise­
ments to Federal prosecution.

President Johnson’s precise 
rede in all this is deeply shroud­
ed as are aJl Ms Incursloas in 
Democratic pMitlcs. Early in

the campaign, Humphrey men 
were informed by a reliable 
T.R.T ^x>keeman tha the Presi­
dent definitely did not want the 
money removed from the trust. 
Whether he relayed this order 
to Maurer is unknown, but It is 
clear that Maucer would have 
had to release the funds had 
there been one word from the 
White House.

Whatever Mr. Johnson’s at­
titude, Short is tired of the 
backroom palaver. A lawyer 
Mmaelf, he scoffs at the notion 
that the Justice Department 
wou|d suddenly unleash the 
nvoribund Corrupt Practices Act 
against the corporations. In­
deed, before publishing the book, 
Maurer asked the prestigious 
Washington law firm  of Cor- 
coranj Foley, Youngman and 
Rowe for a legal opinion on the 
fundraising scheme. In a July 
27, 1966, letter to Maurer, a law­
yer from that firm—Richaid C. 
O'Hare—gave It a clean bill of 
health concerning possible vio- 
lationB of Federal law.

Moreover Short is ready to 
end the Democratic National 
Committee’s throe-year-old fic­
tion that It had nothing to do 
with the money or with Us

Each coach was handmade of 
the finest wood, and each piece 
was fitted and finlahed with 
patient croftamanMilp. Many 
different kinds o f wood were 
used for the various porta of 
these rugged coaches. The pan­
els were made of bass-wood, 
oteomed and curved to fit stout 
ash frtuhes. The pidhks were 
hewn of tbe finest pine and 
birch. The wheels, with hubs of 
specially seasoned ebn, were 
ibnmed with hardest hickory 
and epoked wMh tough oak.

'Where extra otreigith waa 
needed, wood was atropped with 
iron and bolted through. The 
bibces and boots were made 
from the best parts of 14 se- 
leoted steer hides. Nearly every 
stagecoach that rumUed over- 
tand in the 1860’s was buUt by 
Abbot, Downing of Concern,
N.H. and were named after the 
town of Concord.

These stages were extremely 
ragged, built to withatand the 
puntahment of rough mountain 
roadi. An example waa •the 
tenMUB “ Deadwood Stage,”  
shown throughout the world In 
Buffalo Bill Cody’s Wild West 
Show. This Concord m ril coach

batterad. old veteran was stlU to 
good order. One of the reasons 
tor this toughnsaa waa tbe thor­
ough brace slings — tha 
"springs”  of the Concords. These 
mony-tayared leather "ham- 
mooks’ gave a awinging forward 
and backward motion wMch 
helped both coach and team over 
the roughest frontier roads.

Tbey look tnatead to 
file aanount at inflation; the faoL 
ance of payments, the direction 
ot the economy, the soundness 
of fiscal poHcy.

Tbeaa are the things that de­
termine a cutrency’s werih, tts 
strength. As w lfii a  corperaUon 
so wHh a nation. Investors avoid 
owning eharee of firm s with 
poor earnings, low worker prod­
uctivity,. mismanagement, bills 
due.

On the side of the franc Is a 
good deal of wlHpower, but even 
De Gaulle oanKtt stare down an 
attack on hia currency. Those 
who attack have their fortunes 
at stake and their sensitivity is 
to mathematics rather than psy­
chology.

An austerity program, they 
agree, is the method by which 
the franc oan be returned to full 
vfdue. But investors and specu­
lators alike note that it was a 
rebelH<m against austerity that 
brougivt about the present crisis.

He cited the need tor f a i r  
housing laws, remedies for the 
"appaUing Injustices”  In the 
laws governing the relations be­
tween landlorde and tenants and 
Improving the standards of crim­
inal Justice.

"Public confidence In the rule 
of law must be strengthened, 
according to the ABA president.

"A  lawful society cannot 
arideve a better society If It Is 
ever content with the legal 
status quo,”  he said.

"Across the country, legal 
agencies, public and private 
have been making efforts to 
channel grievancee through the 
court system,”  he stated, citing 
the legal old societies, the Legal 
Defenee Fund and California 
Rural Legal Assistance Group.
