Held in Raid

NEW LONDON, Conn. (AP)
-A Superior Court judge has
sentenced five Minutemen who
pleaded guilty to staging a pre-
dawn rald on a pacifist camp
last August to senlences rang-
ing from one to ten years,

Judge Douglass B. Wright
sald he had “‘never In my 17
years as a judge seen anything
like this," The men, he sald,
engaged In “misguided acts of
pseudo-patriotism."

If a nonviolent dissenter such
us Dr, Benjamin 8Spock can be
#entenced to two years in prison
for allegedly counseling young
men to resist the draft, sald
Wright, then prison sentences
were justified for the violent be-
havior of the Minutemen.

A Minuteman blinded by gun.
fire during the raid, Louls Rog-
ers, 23, of Lisbon, recelved the
lightest sentence, one year in
jail.

Mine Safety Boosted

WASHINGTON (AP) — As an
uftermath of the West Virginia
coal mine disaster, the federal
government is ordering its in-
spectors to incrense five-fold the
number of spot inspections and
to scrap a rule that could tip off
mines to pending checks,

In addition, the Bureau of
Mines new director, John F.
O'Leary, sald he was sétting up
machinery so miners fearful a
mine Is unsafe may secretly re-
quest an inspection.

On Thursday—less than &
month after 78 miners were en-
tombed by explosions at the
Farmington, W. Va., mine—
some 200 representalives of in-
dustry, labor, government and
the public are to meet in Wash-
ington for a coal mine mafety
conference.

Secretary of Interior Stewart
L. Udall is expected to disclose
a proposed administration coal
bill that would give the Bureau
of Mines authorily to set safety
standards for Conl Mineg,

Udall also is expected to ac-
knowledge that the government
has not done all it could under
existing law to prevent such
disasters as struck the Farm-
ington mine.

O'Leary, 42, a career man
who took over uas Bureau of
Mines director only a month be-
fore November's mine digaster
sald In an Interview he didn’t
think the bureau had the proper
enfaorcement nuthority over coal
mines,

No Good Luck Wish At All?

It begins to appear that, with some
elaments of the press, our incoming Pres-
ident is not going to have even the be-
ginning of the traditional honeymoon.

Whatever he does seems fated to be,
in the judgment of some commentetors,
the wrong thing.

This discontent with the incoming Pres-
ident seoms sharpest among the gemtle-
men of the radio and television networks,
but some of the gentlemen of the New
York Times and other distinguished
newspapers seem (o share it too,

This feeling of discontent seems bas-
ed primarily on n suspicion that Mr
Nixon and his aides are scheming to
outfox the gentlemen of the press by
trying to manipulate them instead of sub-
mitting to their ideas of what makes the
best kind of news.

The best kind of news, for some of
them, is that which comes from a public
figure who hans been premsured and
bounded into blurting out some in-
discretion, or into contradicting his own
bypocritical self. For such gallant rep-
resentativea of the media, twisting darts
into the hide of the public official is one
way of expressing and upholding the free-
dom of the press

For such. as these, there is only one
potential course on the part of Mr.
Nixon wiich would satisfy them. Thal
would be for him to appear and bow his
knee to their inguisitions and, from that
position, try to fight for some public
understanding and appreciation of what-
ever his own real views and objectives
may be.

For a time, this portion of the media
which has always had trouble loving Mr.
Nixon was compiaining that the new ad-
ministration ssemed about to build & wall
between iteelfl and them, thus holding all
informsation out of their reach.

But when, this week, Mr. Nixon decid-
ed to hand the media a great big hand-
some news story, on g platter, embelliah-
ed with all kinds of new approaches to
the business of amnmouncing the members
of a Presidentinl Cabinet, what was the
result?

These same unhappy correspondents
and commentators began accusing the
President-elect, not of suppressing the
news, bul of stage-managing it for his
own prestige and political advantage.
They inferred, some of them, that he
was, presumptucus creature, managing
the medio instead of letting the media
manige him. Perhaps, indeed, they feel
that he has tricked them into letting him
be his own master of ceremonies tondght.
Couldn’t they yield htm that privilege
cheerfully, as If they really wished him

o little good luck, just for the coumtry's
wake?

That |s the way it ls goiag o be, and it
sounds severe enough. Bul st lesst it I
the kind of primitive challenge we hu-
man beingy’ can still handle, in spite
of ull our modern handicaps, as we
have been handling it ever winge It call-
od tor hanging some extra skins scross
the mouth of the cave,

This outspoken minority, the editorial
cortinues, has obscured the vast major-

Ity of blacks, who seek integration, op-

pose violence, and want to achieve equal-
ity through legal meass, Partly this is
because the news media focus atten-
tion on the most outrageous militants,
but partly & is because too few Negro
leaders have forcefully expressed the
view of the majority of their raoce.

‘Negro leaders have traditionally been
reluctant to speak out publicly in oppomsi.
tion to other black spokesmen. But the
time has come for speaking out loud
axd clenr lest the entire race be brand-
ed as hate-mongers, segregutionists, ad-
vocates of violence, and worse,'' the edi-
torial sald. “The time for sincore or
muted volces la past. The extremists
must be answered promptly and forth-
rightly in the name of the majority."

Just as the majority of Negroes has
beenn maligned, we would add, so has
the mmajority of whites. Not that there
are no grains of truth behind the charges
of “white racism.” Certainly our socle
Lty has grievously mistreated Negroes in
the past, and this history leaves its ves-
tiges loday. Certainly even decent
whites are not immune to doubts about
unfamiliar classes or races; the test of
decency is whether such doubls are gen-
erally overcome.

The majority of whites, however, s
hardly represerted by those who volee
racial 11 will, or by those who would
stir 41 will for thedr own political pur.
poses, A with the black extremisty, the
vociferousness of this group has tended
to drown out the quiet majority, As In
the black community, the white mod-
erates must Jeave no doubt that such
loud volces are unrepresenstative. In-
deed, the white community should per-
haps be especially vigllant aboul s ex-
tremists. Simply because whites do pre-
dominate, white extremism can do more

than black extremism.

With their sense of commitment, white
moderates too often tend to write off ell
of their own race as beyond redemption.
The time has come for more countsr-
vailing voices, like that of Dr. Sterling
W. Brown, president of the National Con-
ference of Christians and Jews, He re-
oently complained that a '‘third soclety””
of responzible whites and blacks has com-
prised '‘the most forgotten and neglect-
ed persons in recemt years'' —those who
avold extremism and merely wart “Ne-
groes Lo pursue their own destiny in dig-
nity, with the friendship of whites."

This emphasis on good will s especial-
ly pertinent now that most legal barriers
to macial equality have fallen, and furth-
er progress depends on the actions of in-
dividualy of both races. Today the dif-
ficulty is not so much a lack of good in-

tentions on either side as it In finding/

the means and the coursge to Hve up
to tntentions that already exist

In challenging Americana to lve up
to their good intentions, it's well to stress
what those intentions are: That very few
Negroes want to tear down American so-
clety; most want to join it, That only a
few whites want o keep blacks from
joining; most wamt them to become part.
ners.

Further progresa will not come from
excorjating all members of either race
for the sins of some, It will come from
recognizing and exploiting the substan.
tial capital of good will shared by decent
Amerjcans of all colors. — WALL
STREET JOURNAL

Rogers, Close Nixon Associate,

Will Start with an Advantage

WASHINGTON (AP) —Presi-
dent-elect Richard M. Nixon's
cholee of Willlam P. Rogers as
his secretary of state can make
foreign policy makers In other
countries only assume that their
thoughts on diplomatic affairs
must Tun parallel,

Basing this assumption on the
long and close personal relation-
ship between Nixon and Rogers,
they can expect the former at-
torney gencral to have a rela-
tively easy time in establishing
a program based on the presi-
dent-elect’s announced world
gouls.

These goals include negotiat-
ing pence or de-Americanizing
the war in Vietnam, seeking a
peaceful settlement of the in-
flamed Israeli-Arab confllet,
strengthening the Atlantic Alll-
ance, opening summit negotia-
tions with the Soviet Union on
muclear miasile limitation and
other issues, and reshaping the
foreign ald program.

Until his cholce of Rogeri be-
came known Tuesday, specula-
tion here had centered on Var-
fous men with some experience
in diplomacy, particularly for-
mer Treasury Secretary Doug-
lus Dillon, who had also served
as an ambassador and under-
secretary of state,

The reaction now -among dip-
lomatic officlals Is that Rogers
will have a lot to learn In
ghort time but that he will have
the advantage of looking at
problems and policies with a
fresh mind and against the

ackground of extensive experi-

Because of his Intimate asso-

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Round Moon Flight
High-Risk Mission

SPACE CENTER, HOUSTON
{AP) — Apollo 8's Christmas
tme fNlight around the moon will
be among the riskiest missions
ever attempted by man,

During the seven-day flight,
Apollo 8 will streak 250,000
miles to the lunar victnity, orbit
the moon for 20 hours lke a
moth around a flame and then
return to earth.

The Apollo 8 crew, Alr Force
Col. Frank Borman, Navy Capt.
James A. Lovell Jr. amd Akr
Foree Maj. Wilham A. Anders,
will become the first humans to
be captured by the gravitational
pull of another celestial body.

Thelr lives will depend on the
performance of n single 20,500-
pound thrust rocket engine, If
that engine fails, they will orbit
the moon long after their oxy-
gen supply falls, beyond help,
beyond rescue, beyond hope.

Even i that rocket engine
performs perfectly and Apollo 8
starts for home, the re-entry
poses hazards never faced be-
fore

The spacecraft will come
Mashing back from the moon at
aboul 24,000 miles an hour. The
on-board computers must guide
it across a quarter million miles
of space into a 32-mile wide
“wincow' or corridor through
the earth's atmosphere,

Juit before re-entry, the com-
mand module, containing the
crew, is separated from the
service module, which contains
most of the oxygen supplies.
This leaves dbout seven hours of
oxygen on board for the crew.

If the spacecraft undershoots
the corridor, or comes in too
steeply, the extreme braking
pressure of colliding with the at-
mosphere could cause the craft
to break up.

If the spacecraft overshoots
the corridor, it could hit the at-
mosphere and skip, 1l a peb-
ble across a pond, back into
space. This wekip trajectory,
space officials belteve, would
most likely be fatal to the crew
because thelr oxygen would run
out before the spacecrafl’s new
orbit retums 1t to earth.

Bven after the crew hits the
corridor, their problems are far
from over. The automatic re-en-
try system must roll the space-
oraft's angle of attack on the at-
mosphere précisely correct or
the spacecraft ocould still akip
out 1o space again,

After the spacecrafnt is
launched toward the moon from
carth orbit, Apolio 8§ will dare
distance and time as no other
mannoed This dis.
tance alone adds riak to the mis-
wion.

The major
points are at transtunar injec-
tion, planned during earth orbit
about three hours after launch;
lunar orbit insertion, the point

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cularization, when the lunar or-
bit Is changed from 89 by 165
miles Lo 69 by 69,

If the ground controllers or
the crew are not satisfied with
the condition of the spacecraft
at any of these points, the mis-
sion can rotreat to a position of
greater safety.

These retreats, however,
would not mean that the mission
Is a total fallure,

The crew and the ground con-
trollers are prepared i{mmedi-
ately to shift to alternate flight
pians which take advantage of
the altitude achieved by the
spacecraft. These flight plans
include a 10-day earth orbit
flight; a flight carrying the
spacecraft 4,000 miles above the
earth or a loop around the
moon. Each is regarded as saf-
er than the actual orbit of the
moon,

As Nixon prepares to an-

Rockefeller has said and will
say that he really believes ho
can be of maximum public serv-
ice by staying on as governor.
Nixon will say that he would
have been delighted to have
Rockefeller's services but de-
ferred to his wishes.
