Once considered a backwater of dicta-
torship and ecamomic and social stagma-
lon. ostracized by the United Nations
and exchided from Marshall Plan atd
fter Worid War 11, Spain has suddeniy
emerged ag one of the fastest develop-
ing nations in the world.

The Spaniards, seemingly left behind
i the 18th cetury, are eatching up with
the 20th ecentury, writes British suthor
Raymond Palmer in IBM's Think magn-
rne, BEverywhere one Jooks, bulldings
are rearing up, smooth highways are
siretching out, excavators Aare digging
dorwn

He quotes one resident of Madrid: “We
juve gone from shoe lesther to traffic
jams overnight, A few years ago only
une family on my street had & car. The
sther might I came home sod couldn't

nd anywhere to park.'

rhe turning point for Spain came in
wyy, when the United States negotiated
the use of miltary bases in returm for
cconomie add, an sction that ocaused
much anguish among meny liberal
ymericarnm, A few years later, a tourist
oo began, which continues today, and
rternational credits started flowing in.

Al the end of 1967, Bpain left the ranks
{ the developing countires of Europe,
Jwend of Greece, Portugal, Turkey and
Yugostavin, Its per capita Income pass-
od the magic $700 level that separates
the developed from the developing coun-
trien. In 1960, per capita Income was &
mere $200.

Spain’s gross national product has
been growing by more than 7 per cent
n year, a rate higher than any other
Wentern country. Iis exports rose by 22
per cent In 1088, profit of the continuing
integration of the Spanish economy with-
in the world ecomomy.

Spain has had an application for mem-
bership in the Ruropean Common
Market pending since 1082 end now
wants to become a full-fledged member
uf the North Atlantic Treaty Organiza-
tion, even though its bilateral agree-
ment with the United States gives It
squivalent protection.

Spain has become the world's leading
(ourist  country, with the number of
foreign visitors growing from 3.2 miltion
in 1868 to 10.2 milllon last year — an
increase of 450 per cent, Earnings from
toyriem have rigpen from §76.9 million
in 1967 to about $1.1 billion last year —
o 1,500 per cent increase.

Tourism s bringing not only new
money into Spain but new ideas, of which
the bikind ¢ only the most obvious
sxample. One result of the sudden np-
pearance of & car-owning, affluence-seek-
ing socliety has been a cautious economic
lIberalization of the regime by General
Franco, though he has done Mtitle to
aitisfy the urge for political Hberalza-
tion fermenting among university stu-
dents, labor unionists and the younger
clergy

What will happen when Franco leaves
the scene nfter more than three decades
i strongmam, whether Spain can make
i orderly transition from dictatorship
i constitutional moparchy or some-
ling else or whether the winds of social
hunge now wafting gently through the
courtry will turn dnto a hwricane, s
uncertam

Elemental Clash

Who could have predicted sven a fow
yours ago that the monolithic, disci-
plined Roman Catholle Church would
tday be undergoing its greatest crisis
gince the Reformation? That ordinary
priests would be challenging the author.
ity of their bishops and that bishops
would be guestioning pronouncements of
the Holy Bee? That the Pope himsel!
would be forced (o tswue public demands
ihat the dlergy obey the will of the
ohrch?

The rebellion begun by Martin Luther
in the 16th ocentury drose over the sale
of indulgences, or prior forgiveness of
wins pot yol committed, but It unteashed
n thood of other pedi-up grievances,

The prresent rebelllon centers largely
ot e Issue of birth control, that It
involves much more than just that. The
eriniy of 1968 does not compare with that
of 1617, 1t is mot splitting the church
pmnder, Yet at the same time it poses
s wraver snd more fundamental threal

to the spirittml suthority of the Pope
thain di4 the political aspirations of a
handful of German prinoes, :
For the contention wracking the church
aaaymmmmmm.
or priests who want to marry, of the
non-literal interpretation of dogma, or

‘demands for shared authority.

At its base is secularism —the oon-
cerns of n world that extsts as opposed
to the demanda of a world that i hoped
to be. It is a confliot between sclentific
humanism, changing =s man's knowl.
edge of himself and of the world changes,
and & faith that is eternal and unchang-
ing.

"Who speaks today of hell?" anked
Paul VI a few dayn ago as he spoke out
against dissenters within the church,
“This 18 not Hked and not discussed,
Everyone chooses the truths he Mkes.'

This s the core of the crisis. For
growing numbers, ‘‘threat of hell and
bribe of heaven'' no longer motivate
them us it did their forefathers. It Is by
means of behavior guided by thelr own
best reasoning rather than through un-
questioning obedience to the strictures
of their spiritoal leaders that they would
earn merit in the eyes of God.

Ivan Karamagov, the character creal-
ed by the Russian author Dostoyevsky,
would seem to be a sort of prototype
for today's dissenting Catholic. He could
not accept a Grand Design which per-
mitted even a mingle child to suffer on
earth,

“What do I care for a hell for oppres-
sorsn?’’ he anguizhed. “What good can
hell do, since those children have al-
ready been tortured? And what becomes
of harmony H there is hell?"

Thus he regretfully and respectiully
returned hin “‘entrance ticket' to heav-
en.
Today's Catholic Is not returning his
entrance ticket, but he is increasingly
questionipg the terms and conditions
which his church prints on the back of it.

Against this is the Pope's vow that the
church will not yield on any malter of
fait, whatever the coet.

The crisis within the Catholic Church
s of an elemental nature. And when ele-
mental forces clash, heaven and earth
shake.

Probate Court Reforms

The Commecticut Supreme Court knock-
od out & couple of hard-won provisions
for reform of the probate court system
in itz just-issued ruling on the 1967
Probate Court Reform law. It took away
the power of the administrator to
wuspend probmte judges. And it ruled
that the administrator does not have the

practice and procedure."

This dendes the probate court system
the autonomous independence which it
has traditiomally clalmed. It opens the
wnylotthe!ormuunonolchm‘uuud
reforms by the legigiature to which the
probate court judges must submit,

The decision itself suggests u logical
starting poimt for these reforms. While
upholding the power of the General As-
sembly to appoint the sdministrator over
the courts which was the principal ad-
vance of the 1967 luw, the court observ-
ed that the act “would have been im-
proved, and its constitutionality would
have been more obvious™ if the probate
court administrator were to be appoint-
ed by high court judges rather than by
the chief administrator of the court. This
is worth consideration by the 1060 legis-
Jature,

On the point of fee-setting, the court
denfed the administrator that function,
but observed that it “‘is clearly a legis-
Istive, rather than a judicial or adminis-
trative function'' — thus virtually invit-
u‘mecexmnl.\-cmblylouchkm
necessary task

Probate court reform, in other words,
is only at s beginning. B will be up
to the 1969 session of the General As-
sembly to make the studies, weigh the
proposals, and come up with the pro-
gram that will provide for an end o
obgolete regionalism snd the beginning
of & uniform, high-standard, impartially
administered probate system in Com-
nectivut.

It is a magnificent opportunity, and
one which the legislature and the mem-
bers of the bar who must advise and
inform It should take’ with all serious-
ness, MERIDEN RECORD.

one result ls already clear: It
has  brought consternation o
Moscow, whose foreign policy is
bullt oz the hurd rock of hostil-
ity and distrust between the
U.8. and China.

This Is simply u second reason
to explain Moscow's growing Im-
putience for talks with Washing-
tom. The first reason is Russia's
transparent eagerness to bury
the sordid effects of its Invasion
of Czechoslovakin last August
and show the world that, despite
that military takeover, all s well
once again between the U.8, and
the USSR,

It is precisely this passionate
Soviel objective, coupled with
President Johnson's equally pas-
slonate desire to celebrate his
leaving office with a glamorouns
summit parley, that is pulling

Mr, Johnson and Kosygin togeth-
¢r. Nixon men feel that, once
Mr. Johnson, is out of office and
the Russians are unable o ex-
ploit his desire for a summit
talk, the U.S. might weil ask
and receive a higher Soviet price
for a summit meeting.

But the Soviet leaders have
dellcate problems of their own
In any deals with President
Johnson between now and Jan.
20. They must diagnose, and
then factor in, Mr. Nixon's inner
attitude about a Johnson-
Kosygin meeting.

For even if a pre-Jan. 20 meet-
ing does take place and even if
it does help remove the stigma
of Czechoslovakia ar set the
stage for serious talks on
nuclear arms — the new Pres-
\dent will have an open road
after that date to modify or re-
ject any midnight ngreements
made by his predecessor.

Furthermore, the Russians
are going to be living with Mr,
Nixon for at least four long
years, As some Nixon advisers
gee It, the Kremlin would be
courting a ponsible disastrous
start in its reiations with Pres-
{dent Nixon, i Kosygin took ad-
vantage of President Johnson's
un=seemly insistence on & sum-
mit talk,

In view of all that has gone
on before between Mr, Nixon
and the Soviet leaders and con-
sidering the corrosive relation-
whip that Mr. Nixon has had
with them In the pust, the Rus-
slans are unlikely to mnke that
mistake.

While a patient there, Meagh-
er had twice broken out,

The three hostages, guard Ed-
ward T, Bmith and aldes Fred
Horton and Raymond Dorry,
were released unhurt.

Meagher sannounced his siege
at 5:30 a.m. when he telephoned
Dr. Richard Parks, hospital su-
perintendent; Dr. Arthur Still-
man, olinical director; and Gib-
son al their homes,

Gibson sald Meagher told
nim: "I have & sawed-off shot-
gun and a pistol—and plenty of
ammunition. I have three aldes
as hostages and W they dont

close down thiz wand for good,
I'm going to tear it apart and
Kkill the three hostages."

The reporter met Meagher In
June when Meagher then a pris-
oner in a Miamd jail, wrote to
him to complain about the treat-
ment mental patients receive In
Florida.

Meagher since has been
guest at Gibson’s home, where
he played with the reporter's 4
year-old daughter and told her
father:

"“The only way the public will
do anything about these hospi-
tals is {f you station yourself on
top of some building and start
killing people.'

Gibson sald Meagher's arms
are covered with the scars of
suicide attempts and another
scar runs along his neck.
Meoagher twice escaped from
the hospital, once slashing &
peychiatrist with a razor, and
hag been hospitalized in Califor-
nia.

As partial préof of the quality
of Manchester Community Col-
lege oducation and its students,
Charles E, Regan, an MOC
counselor, is compiling a record
of former MOC students now at
the University of Comneoticut
and Central Comnecticut Btate
College.

New Highway Plan
Meeting Opposition

WASHINGTON (AP) —A pro-
posal to give the public more
volce in the location and design
of federal bighways ran into
strong opponition from some of
the nation’s governors today.

But several government offi-
clola and Sen. Edward M., Ken-
nedy, D-Mass., lined up in tavor
of the plan calling for more pub-
lic hearings before decislons on
highway location and design are
finalized.

The differing views were of-
fered as the Department of
Trangportation opened hearings

* on the proposal. The outcome of

the fight could have a dramatic
effect on the tuture of the na-
tion's roand bullding program,

Speaking against plan
were Gov. Tim Babcock of Mon-
tana, and representatives of
Govs. Samue! H. Shapiro of IIli-
nois, Buford Hilington of
Tennessee, John A. Love of Col-
orado and Nobert T. Tiemann of
Nebraska.

They argued that the proposal
would lead to great expense and
delay and that it would give the
federal government powers that
should remain with the states,

Besides Kennedy, support for
the proposal came from Secre-
taries Orville L. Freaman of the
Department of -Agriculture and
Stewart UdaH of the Depart
menit of Interior.

Konnedy sent a letter to the
Transportation Department con-
tending that the two-hearing
procedure ‘‘should speed, rather
than delay, the development of
our highway syetem.'

The senator sald the present
process “has falled as often aa
it has suoceeded and has caused
lengthy delay In many parta of
the country."

Ben. Frank E. Moss, D-Utah,
appeared personally at the
hearings and opposed the plan.

A espokesman for 8Sen. Jen-
nings Randolph, D-W.Va,, sald
he favors the proposal but ques-
tions ity scope as It applies to
areas other than cities,

Another announced opponemt
is Massachusetts Gov. John
Volpe, who will be secrslary of
transportation in the Nixon ad-
ministration.

 Duo Kidnap Daughter
Of Resort Developer

ATLANTA, Ga. (AP)—
Twenty-yearold coed Bar-
bara Jane Mackle, daughter
of a wealthy Florida land
developer, was kidnaped in
her nightgown from an At-
lanta motel early today by
a shotgun-wielding duo,
her mother told DeKalb
County police.

Mre. Mackle reported that her
dauyghter, a junior at Emory
University in Atlanta, was taken
ot gunpoint dfter the kidnapers
gained entry by claiming to be
from a police agency.

The account of the Incident
wan given by Mrs. Mackle in n
complaint of “‘kidnaping al
point” releasod by police to the
news media,

The girl is the daughter of
Robert ¥. Mackle of Coral
Gables, ¥Fla., Mackle’'s firm,
Mackle Co. Inc., s developing a
large lwxury resort at Marco Is-
land off the southwest coast of
Florida.

Miss Mackle, a tall, brown-
eyed brunette, was wearing a
red and. white check flannel
nightgown when she was ab-
ducted from her motel room aft-
er her mother was bound, Mrs.
Mackle told police.

No mention of ransom or
money was made in the pollice
report, nor would police say if &
demand was made. But DeKalb
Detective Capt. J, L. Smith sald
Mrs. Mackie was ‘‘told what to
do."”

Mrs. Mackle told police the
