JUMP IN NOTRUMP WITH

TEN POINTS .
By ALFRED SHEINWOLD
Today we coniinue our ar-
ticles on the proper response to
partner's opening bid of one
notrump. Your best bid depends
aon the assumption that partner's
bid promises 18 to 18 points in
high cards, with balanced dis-
tribution, and strength (n at least
three suits.

Opening iead jack of spades.

When you have # or 10 points
you know that the partnership
total must be 25 to 27 poinls,
with 20 points usually needed
for game. If your own distribu-
tion is balanced you should con-
sider ralsing notrump instead
of bidding a suit. In today's
hand, North jumps to three no-
trump with his 9 points rather
than search for san 1l-trick
game in diamonds.

South should try to win the
first trick with dummy’s queen
of spades since it is possible
that West has led from a suit
headed by A-J-10. Actually,
East wins with the ace of
spades and returns the suit

Holds Up King

South refuses the second
spade but must win the third.
Now South must not allow West
to gain the lead, since West
wonld defeat the contract with
the rest of the spades. There is
no danger in allowing East to
gain the lead, since East iz out
of spades and cannot reach his
pertner’s hand. (If East had an-
other spade, the sult would
break 44, and the defenders
could take only three spade
tricks in all)

After winning the third spade,
South takes the sce of diamonds
and leads the jack of diamonds
for a finesse. If this happened
to lose, East would be unable
to defeat the contract.

WASHINGTON—The best evi-
dence of how badly President.
elect Nixon wanted Benator Eu-
gene McCarthy to becoms U8,
Ambassador to the United Na-
tions is the fact that Nixon sent
Wiliam P. Rogers to McCar-
thy's Senate office a week ago
today (Dec, 0).

Nixon's assignment to Rogern,
hisg secretary of state designate,
was pointed: Use all your weap-
ons of persunsion to talk Me-
Carthy into taking the UN job.

That was not the first or the
last effort by Nixon., The first
came shortly after the election,
when Nixon secretly met Mc-
Oarthy in the National Alrport
here to sound Mm out. McCar-
thy at that point said he was
not in the slightest interested.

But when Rogers came to his
office to argue the case for
Nixon, McCarthy, who fully in-
tends to be a mafor factor In the
1972 Presidentinl campaign, was
not 8o adamant. He began to sce
the jJob In a wholl ynew per-
spective, and (it ln this per
spective that made Nixon's Me-
Carthy ploy almost succeed.

Instead of at the pros-
pect of bel necused of “'sell-
ing out" to the Nixon adminis-
tration, McCarthy saw himself
in the posture of heir o Adlal
Btevenson (who went to the UN
at the start of the Kennedy ad-
ministration). As an eloquent
volce for peace with the world
preas as his audience, he be-
gan to view the UN as a nat.
ural platform to hold what s
loft of his national constifQency
and to bulld it anew .

It was at this meeting with
Rogers that McCarthy lald
down his one umalterable con-
dition—that Minnesota Governor
Harold LeVander, a Republican,
appolnt a Democrat to take Mc-
Carthy's vacated seat in the
Benate,

That . Democrat, McCarthy,
specitied, by no means had to
be Vice President Humphrey.
In fact, MoCarthy left Httie
doubt that he preferred not
Humphrey but some other Dem-
ocrat, possible Rep. John Hiat-
nik-long an aspirant to the
Benate

Rogers replied that Nixon or
his agents Wad already talked
to LeVander, but that unfor-
tunately LaVander did not “‘un.
derstand” ' Nixon's—and Me-
Carthy's—problem (possibly be.
cause LeVauder himself may
run for the Senate in 1070 and
would not want to bulld up a
Democrat by putting him in the
Senate now).

That decided the (ssue for
McoCarthy, despite still a third
attempt—this one by Nixon
himself in the now-celebrated
telephohe call te MoOarthy at
the Bans Bouci restsurant here
last Wedneaday.

McCarthy's clear refusal to
ocede his Senate seat to n Re-
publican is revealing evidence
of his future political plans, He
reasoned that, while he could
persuade his followers to sup-

port his move to the United
Nations, where he would take
over a forum to push peace, he
would be condemned both by
his own McCarthyites and the
entire Democratic party if the

No one, probably not even the
enigmatic McCarthy, himself,
knows exactly what his future
political plans are, beyond his
statement that he will not run

Christmas Can Be Cruel
For Those Without Home

* Christmas (s the happlest
time for many and the most
cruel for some others.

The people It may be worst
for this Christmas are 25 ado-
lescents in and around Man-
chester who would be foster
c¢hildren through the State
Welfare Office except there
are no foster homes for them;
they are too old and no family
wants them.

Most of the 25 are boys, and
they llve In boarding houses,
dingy rooms and, for some,
jalls, according to Miss JoAnne
Wells, caseworker in the local
office.

They are said to be In “in.
dependent living.'" They are
between 16 and about 20 years
old, and many are self-sypport-
ing. None of them have any
kind of famlly to go to at any
time of year, Including Christ-
mas, In some way or another,
they have been utterly reject-
ed.

The local office supervises
867 children committed to state
care, Foster parents take 230,
there are 87 living with rela-
tives, and others are in various
institutions, including the re-
celving home at Warehouse
Point, centers for treating men-
tally disturbed chfldren, Mans.
flield State Tralning School,
Cheshire Reformatory and the
Meriden Bchool for Boys.

Of the older children still
eithor recelving state care or
just casework guldamce, & doz-
en nre in the military, includ-
Ing several In Vietnam this
Christmas; five are in schools
and colleges, and some have
been fortunate enough to de.
velop close attachments with
their foster parents and are still
llving with them,

Of all of them, however, Miss
Wells considers the saddest to
be the 28 trylng to make it .on
thelr own herc. She described
the conditions of three of them,

A 16.year-old boy is living In
a rooming house while holding
down & job, He was recently re.
leased from jail and 18 making
nn effort to rehabllitate.

His parents do not viait him
and he does not go to see them,
His caseworker s most llkely
the only person to remember
him this Christmas.

An 18-year-old boy whose pur-
ents are dead Is also working
and supporting himself in a
rooming rouse. The only people
he sees regularly are the case-
workers,

A third boy, also 18-years-old,
is In a prison. His motier is
dead and his father la ¥ and
out of jall. Again, the case-
worker will be the only one
remembering him.

The perfect gift for these 25
would be homes a Mitle more
perfect than they have known,
Miss Wells sald. But she sald
moat of them bhave long ago
forgotten to hope for that. In
fact, if a family offered to have
one of them over for Christmas
dinner, the boy would most like-
ly refuse. A day's taste of’ what
he hat been denled so long
would be the most cruel Christ.
mas gift,

Miss Wells suld the case-
workers hardly ever have a
chance to think of the kind of
gifts the boys would want as
they never had more than $5
for the boys in "independent lv-
NA'.

She wsuggested wallets, te
tacks or just o Itle extra
change, A portable TV or radio
wv::\(xild be better if possible, ahe
sald.

“The boys have pride and
don't show their pleasure much
over gifts," sho said, “But they
feel it tremendously.

“Christmas is the same for
everyone."

which these are. But those who
advise such courses do so out of
a senne of responsibidty and
have some logic on their side,

Thelr suggestions arise out of
a basic thesis which goes some-
thing like this:

In order to live efficlently
with today's complex market
place every person should have
a financial plan. But a few do,
and it costs them thousands of
dollare in a lifetime as well as
needlessly depriving them.

As & oonsequence of poor
planning, low-income famlilies
gnore chance to mprove therl
status, young people

dissipate
. thelr energies and learn of their

mistakes too late, and even
wealthy families- foolishly
squander their assets,

Convinced that this need not
be so, some colleges are show-
ing more interest fn teaching fi-
nanca! planning, not only In
regular course but in summer
sesglons for high echool and ad-
ult education teachers,

At the University of Califor-
nia, Dr. Lawrence W, Erickson
directs such a course, one of 12
related courses In colleges
throughout the country in which
financial experts advise instruc-
tors in the arts of personal coun-
seling.

Most people, Erickson be-
lleves, are Impulse buyers.
“Heonomists say man 48 o ra-
tional animal,” he comments,
“but he'd be better off if he
really were."

As a consequence of impulse

the consumer often
drifts aimlessly and expensive.
ly, Erickson believes, satistying
himself wth passing pleasures
and perhaps a pile of trash and
squandered assels,

By simply making o financial
plan and following it, he teach-
es, muny people would discover
that rather than beng trapped
in o hopeless financial bind they
had many options available lo
them.,

*"Everyone has more flexfblld-
ty than he realizes,’ says BErick-
son. One aspect of this flexibl-
ty concept s that food billa

The m ¢ should be re-
viewed. ""Anybody who pays off
a mortgage in advance today
would be foolish if he's paying a
lower rate than currently exists
It might even be worth taking
out & mortgage."

While recognizing that every
situation is a distinct one, Er-
fckson to the extent
that he believes young people
should practice deficit spending
and hedge against their future.

Erickson reasons that “If you
walt in this life until you have
the money you'll never own any-
thing." Buying power, he notes,
reaches a peak late in life, =
time when expensea very often
are growing less,

A young person, he maintains,
might even, consider quitting his
job and going back to school.
“The best investment a young
person could make," he states.

Young families must be ex-
tremely careful also about how
they invest their money. A
home might not be the best buy.
Renting, for example, might
leave money avalluble for more
profitable  Investments  else,
where.

Erickson cautions that a
young investor cannot get emo-
tional about the stock market,
but that under certain condi-
tons speculation might be wis-
do:
