Sleeping Can't Hel
The disgrace in the news New

York City policemen ‘‘cooping’’ or sleep-
ing when they are supposed to be patrol-
ing is mads even more shocking in the
Jight of Harlem's plea for better police
protection to prevent personal crime.

The man who loots a store is
not u Robin Hood and the ghetto dwellers
will have to divest themselves of the
notion that he is. Certainly the two men
who matched a purse and Iater killed
& citizsen who interfered camnot be ocon-

that courts must deal out stiffer sen-
tences to convioted criminaia.

It is easy to understand the viewpoint
of & poMceman who regurds duty in the
ghetto as particularly unrewarding and
futile if he has been given the idea thmt
s big segment of the population there
regards him as an enemy. The frequent
cries of pollce brutality, some justified,
some partly justified, and some clearly
trumped up, have not helped.

There is almost universal agreement
now that policeman everywhers need to
be better paid, better truined, and
better understood. The policaman needs
greater public support.

Jobs And Inflation

R is a well nccepted economic theory
that the government can reduce the rate
of infiation by increasing the rate of un-
employment.

The purpose of an institution of learn-
ing is to help students think ard learn
Colleges and universities must serve the
students; if there are conflicts between
ptudents, the wishes of the majority must
be upteld. The number of graduating
students 15 considerably higher than the
number of 8DS protesterns. These stu-
derts’ peeds must be fulfiled by allow-
ing them to be interviewed for joba.

A part of an Institution’s service to
studenta should be & good placement
program. Thia aids the student by help-
ing him find a career, aids the oollege
by spreading #s name throughout Amer-
loan business and industry in finding
suitable employees who will contribute to
the prosperity of this coumtry.

Certainly, persons have the right to
express their own opinlons, Bul persons
do not have the right to forcefully deny
the rights of others, and persons do not
have the right to destroy clssrooms
and offices.

It is about time for Dr, Babbldge and
other administrators to grow up to the
neecis of the studemt. The genuine stu-
dent wants to get ahead — without com-
peting with the sick children of 8DS.—

NEW YORK — The fact that
Nelson Rocketeller is serious
about an unprecedented fourth
tour-year term as Governor of
New York iz but one of two ma-
jor aevelopments that threaten
to squeexe the life out of the
New York Conservative party.

It Rocketeller does go on the
ballot in 1970, that would be
bad enough for the Conaserva-
tives. 1t would mean another
two-year postponement, at least,
in realinng the Conservative
party uream of efiacling veto
power over New York Repub-
lican candidates and thereby
pusaing - the state Reputhican
party to the right. If Rocxeselier
actually were elected, the Con-
servative- tymetable would be set
back until 1974, =ix years nway.

But far more dangerous 1o
the very life of the Couservative
party Is a bipartisan drive be-
ing prepared for next months’
legislative session in Albany
which would abruptly restore
rigid two-party politics to New
York state. With quiet encour-
agement from Gov. Rocke-
feller's office, legislators in both
parties are preparing a bill that
would prohibit candidates from
being the nominee of more than
one party.

This would instuntly outlaw
the ideological blackmail long
practiced by the state Liberal
party over Democrals and
which the Conservallves, with
considerably less success, have
tried to use sgainst Republicans
since 19062,

If nelther the Liberals nor
Conservatlves oould offer a
huge package of votes to De-
mocratic or Republican candi-
dates who accepl their third-
party nominations, they would
become splinter parties, head-
ed for oblivion.

Ironleally, just a month ago,
prospects for the six-year-old
Conservative party sceemed un-
limited. James Buckley (broth-
er of Willlam F. Buckley, co-
lumnist and Conservative party
high priest) had just collected
one milllon votea for the U.8.
Senate. Although the Rocke-
feller-dominated state Republl-
can party blocked the Conserva-
tives from listing the Nixon-Ag-
new tickel, leading Conserva-
tive party lenders, led by

" Kieran O'Doherty, were brought

intimately into the Nixon cam-
palgn,

And with the heady possibill.
Ly that Rockefeller would take
o post in the Nixon sdministra-
tion, his successor would be LA,
Gov. Malcolm Wilson — the one
legder of the atate Republican
hierarchy friendly to the Con

Now, however, Rockefeller ia
sure to Serve out his present
term and is privately pushing a
bill that would decree the death-
sentence over the Conservative
party. But even before these
malignant events, the Conserva-
tive party was far from
healthy.

The party hid been concelved
by the Buckleyites for two pur-
poses: (1) to defeat Rockefeller
and Sen. Jacob Javits, the two
exemplars of lberal Republi-
canism, and (2) to pugh the Re-
publicain party to the right in
NeW York. In both respects, it
has fdiled msierably, notwith-
standing Jim Buckley's million
votes on Nov, &.

Javits and Rockefeller each
have been reelected twice since
the birth of the Conservative
party. Moreover, with the far
right wing of the state Repub-
lican party having bolted Into
the Conservative party, the
ideological balance point of New
York Republicans, Iironjcally,
has shifted leftward.

Nor, on the basis of the 1068
clection returns, s the Conser-
vative party's ideological black-
mail effective. In the Albany
Congressional distriot, for iIn-
stance, lberal Rep. Daniel
Button was reelected even
though the Conservative party
gave itsa endorsement to the
nomines of the Democratic
0'Connell machine.

Moreover, ns the Conservative
party has plcked up more votes
it has become less lerrifying lo
Republicans for the reason that
many of its new volers are
really Conservative Democrats,
Having lost their sense of ter-
ror, Republican state legisla-
tors may now vole to apply the
coup de grace 1o their tormen-
tors.

Thomas was always nonvi-
olent himself, but eaught up
in some violent idents, In
1088 he was splattered with eggs
when he spoke at a forbldden
sireet labor rally in New Jer-
sey, and sald hin hecklers were
henchmen of boss Frank Hague
of Jersey City.

I guess one of the reasons
I'm a Socialist instead of a
Communist,” he sald after.
wards, “is that Stalin acts too
much like Hague, and Hague
like Hitler."

Aftar the Jersey battle, Thom-
as suocesufully got the U8, Su-
preme Court to throw out the
law requiring o lcenss for
speechmaking. He went back
and spoke for an hour at a po-
lice-guarded rally in a park ded-
fcated to George Washington,

Thomas was born in Marion,
Ohio, son of a Presbyterian min-
ister. He was educated at Buck-
nell and Princeton Universities
and the Union Theological Semi.
nary in New York., He was a
minister briefly himself, but
was ousted from mission work
in New York's East Harlem,
then, a poor white neighborhood,
because of his soclalism and

Thomas x

He married Frances Violet
Stewart, from an old New York
family, In 1910 while both were
social workers In the city's
sluma, They had three sons, one
of whom died as a ohlld, and
three daughters,

His wife died In 17, and 20
years later Thomas sald the
high point of his life was the day
he got her to marry him,

“I wan very fond of her,” he
said.

Mrs. Thomas left her husband
a small interitance which ens
aubled him to keep up his Social-
i5t activities,

‘And so, I personally owe
something 1o a system I don't
like,'”” he once commented in an
Interview in the small office he
kept off Manhattan's Gramercy
Park, an area of fading ele-
gance.

Thomas Jjoined the Socialist
Party in 1918, and when World
War I began became a pacifist,
In 1918 he helped found the
American Civil Liberties Unlon,
and in 1819 was on a picket line
in & New Jersey textile strike,

Thomas ran twice for gover-
nor of New York and twice for
mayor of New York City, where
newspapers dubbed him ‘'the
Boclalist clergyman.”

In 1826, after the death of Eu-
gene V. Debs, Thomas became
the Boclalist leader, and was
nominated for the first of his six
presidentinl campalgne in 1928,

Another odd, pustling concep-
tion, yet applicable, and it was
In keeping with the shadowy,
figurative gymbolinm In which
the prophets often spoke in that
stricken melancholy period of
oaptivity,

Brought by decadence and
war into bondage under the heel
of a powerful, akilled, heathen
empire, Judaism's great com.
mission of bringing knowledge
of one universal God to the
world seemed shattered nand
dead,

“Shal these bomes live?"
came the guestion in Exeklel's
grim vislon of a death-strewn
canyon, But ''behold, a ratting:
and the bones came together
v+ . there were sinews on them,
and flesh, . .

Curlous, visionary, wralthlike,
born of ruln and atfliction, yet it
earried n lingering hope and um-
relinquished conviction, smol-
dering beneath the bumptious,
lusty and extravagant panoply
of pagan Babylon.

Engineering technology, as-
tronomy, mathemntics, art-
works and cuneiform literature
flourished in the academies of
that affluent capital of Chalden,
nlong with grand-scale prostitu-
tion, drunkenness, tyranmny and
altars to 2,500 gods,

The gold-veneered temple of
Marduk, god of ruling order,
towered massaively beside the
processional streot, Aibur-Sha-
bu, outrivaling shrines to Tia-
mat, god of chaos, and Ishlar,
goddess of sensunl delights.

On that same damzling street
stood the resplendent palace of
Nebuchadnezzar, with its
charming hanging gardens,

The whole city, haughtly, art-
ful, sated with spolls of con
quest, came to be regarded as
the archetype of human corrup-
tion and deflance of God-—the
great beast, hariot Babylon.

Nobuchadnexsar plcked some
of his prisoners for duty in his
court, Including Daniel,

Daniel warned Nebuchadneg-
zar he would go mad, rumning
wild in the flelds, until he recog-
nized that one “most High'' Sov-
erelgn rules humanity. The
madness came, and the clarity,
before he died in 861 B.C,

Danlel, although continued in
his post under the new ruler,
soon came under condemnation
for detying an edict not to pray
to “any god or man' but the
king. Cast Into a den of llons, he
emerged unhurt,

Unlike other writings of the
prophets, the book of Daniel re-
lating these extraordinary
events remained unknown, as-
sertedly “shut up and sealed,”
until centuries later, In 168 B.C.,
ralsing questions about its time
of composition.

But it specifically concerns
the years of exile, Including
Danlel's interpretation of those
mysterious  worlds, ‘‘Mene,
Mene, Tekel and Parsin"
which appeared on the wall at
rowdy feast of the new king,
Belshuzzar,

“You have been welghed In
the balances and found want-
ing." That night, Belshazzar
was slain,

Unlike Daniel, most of the cap
tive Jewish population secked
out a bare existence as farm la-
borers, servants, street sweep-
ers, peddlers, wood carriers
and building crews, living In
drad hovels with meager diets,

Overseers mocked them, the
Psalms relate, hooting, 'Sing to
us one of your songs of Zlon!"

But thelr throats pinched;
their lyres hung stringless on n
willow branch, “How shall we
sing the Lord's song in a foreign
land?" '

Despite their forlorn regrets
and bitter resignation, the far-
seeing, unmamed prophet, whose
writings form the latter part of
the book named for the earller
Isaiah, from chapter 40 through
55, offered hopeful consolation.

“Comfort, comfort my people,
says your God,” he sald. “A
voice cried In the wilderness
prepare the way of the Lord. ..
Every valley shall be lifted up,
and every mountain and hill be
made low... And the glory of
the Lord shall be revealed, and
all flesh shall see It together."

More of those velled, tenuous
inklings, words applied more
than 500 years later to Jesus.

Ezekiel, whose book swarms
with mystical, elaborate image-
ry, lived In a shack beside the
Chebar Canal, where other Jew-
ish refugees often came for
counsel. His wife died thers. A
solemn man, he belonged to an
historic priestly family,

“Our transgressions and' our
sins are upon us, and we waste
nway because of them,” he
mourned, ‘'How then shall we
live?" And he urged, “Repent.”

His calling to prophecy came
in a furious lightiog-laced thun-
derstorm. He visualized God's
appeal as pervading all the
‘world, not just Judaism, plctur-
ing that totality as ‘‘wheels
within a wheel,'" moving every-
where,

Subject at times to silent,
motionless trances, “he envi-
sloned a broad, lfé-giving river
rising out of Judalsm, and he
saw high hope ahead.

“SBays the Lord God ., . I will
manifest My Holiness among
you in the sight of the nations
... I will seek out My sheep and
1 will rescue them from places
where they have been scattered

... I Mysell will be the Shep--

hord of my sheep.

“T will seek the lost, and I will
bring back the strayed, and I
will bind up the erippled, and 1
will strengthen the weak ...

A tremendous restoration, A
new, more Intimate kind of
emancipation and relationship
range in those tenuvous, leaping
symbols,

Daniel, who remalned a regal
adjutant through Babylonia's
collapse In 530 B.C, under the
expanding new Persian empire
and into the rule of its more be-
nevolent King Cyrus, conceived
of an approaching “‘everlasting
Kingdom'' over all the earth.

Generally, the messianic
yearnings looked toward some
divinely exalted, biMssful world
soverelgnty, but the unnamed
“Second Isalah” added a shock-
ing note to that concept, saying:

*He had no form or comeli
ness that we should look at Him,
and nob eauty that we should
desire Him, He wis desplsed
and rejected by men; a Man of
Sorrows, ncquainted with
gript. .,

“But He was wounded for our
transgressions, He was brulsed
for our iniquities; upon Him
was the chastisement that made
us whole, nnd with His stripes
we are healed. ..

“Yet It was the will of the
Lord to brulse Him ... When
He makes Himsel! an offering
for sin . . . He shall see the frult
of the travall of His soul and be
satisfied; by Hia Inowledge
shall the righteous One, My
Servant, make many to be ac-
counted righteous; and He shall
bear their Iniquities.”

These otrange, anticipatory
insights, along with others, are
known as the ‘''Servent pas-
sages, which Christinns see as
portraying the coming persecu-
tion and death of Jesus in union
with humanity for {ts evil-doing.

Cyrus, the new master of the
Middle East, released the exilés
in 638 B.C., to go home, and
“Second Isalah' foresaw that
joyous time, He offered lilting
encouragement, suffused with
those happy, peculiar Intima-
tions of redemption.

“Awanke, awake put on
your beautiful garments, O Jer-
sulsalem . . . Shake yoursell
from the dust, arise, o captive
. . . dellverance draws near
speedily . . . And the ransomed
of the Lord shall returm ... .,

“I will give you as a light to
the nations, that My salyation
may reach to the end of the
earth ... Behold, I will Iift up
My hand to the nations, and
raise My signal to the peo-
ples, . .

“For the mountaing may de-
part and the hills be removed,
but My steadfast love shall not
depart from you ... Behold, the
Lovd comes.”

And 42,000 people, with pots,
blankets and children, trudged
the 200 miles home.

Jubflant, reassuring, brim-
ming with renewed purpose and
soaring expectancy in the wan-
ing hours of a long night of the
soul, "Second Isafah' also used
words that Jesus would quote as
His text in His first sermon five
centuries later in Nazareth:

““The Spirit of the Lord God is
upon Me, because the Lord has
annointed Me to bring good tid-
Ings to the affilcted; He has
sent Me to bind up the broken-
hearted, to proclaim liberty to
the captives, and the opening of
the prison to those who are
bound; to prociaim the year of
the Lord's favor."
