John Steinbeck
Dead at Age 66

NEW YORK (AP) — John
Steinbeck, winner of the 1082
Nobel Prize for literature, i3
dead at age 08, "“The Grapes of
Wrath,” his compassionate por-
trayal of migrant workers dur-
ing the Depression won the 1940
Pulitzer Prize.

Steinbeck died in his sleep at
his Manhattan home Friday
evening of heart and resplratory
fallure. He had been in falling
health for some time and had
moved inmo the city from his
country home in Sag Harbor on
Long Islund. !

His literary output included 24
works of tiction but it was the
one mnovel, "The Grapes of
Wrath,”' that securcd his repue
tation in the pantheon of Ameri-
can letters,

The Nobel Prize for literature,
which has been awarded to only
six Americans, called attention
to his ‘sympathetic humor and
socinl peroeption.’

‘e Grapes of Wrath"
chronicled the forced migration
of n farm family from the
Depression dustbowl of Oklaho-
ma to the migrant labor eampa
of Callfornia and touched off o
nationitl wave of protest over
the plight of the Oklas.

Steinbock was ncclaimed for
the book's realistic und power-
ful narrative and  way  de-
nounced for hiy apparent attack
on the system that could pro-
duce the poverty and distress.

“No novel of our duy hus boeen
written out of ¢ more genuine
humanity, and none, I think, Is
better calcuinted to arouse the

Moon Has Fascinated Man
Since Prehistoric Times

CAPE KENNEDY, Fla. (AP)
— The moon, around which the
Apollo § astronauts will fly, al
wiys has fascinated man in {ta
travels across the sky as a na-
tural satellite of the earth,

Prehistoric man looked up in
the night sky and regarded the
moon with great awe, Later, the
moon became part of man's
early theology, » role it retained
until astronomers first peered
through telescopes and recog-
nized that goddess Luna was ad-
tually a celeatial body ke
earth.

Its status as o deity declined,
but its nearness to earth made
it an intriguing subject for ex-
tensive astronomical study.

The moon orbits earth on a
near circular course. The clos-
est approach s 231443 miles
and the farthest 252,710 miles,

Uniquely, the moon rotates on
Its axis in exactly the same pe-
riod, 27 1/3 earth days, as it re-
quires to revolve once:around
the earth., Both motlopg are in
the same direction. a result,
the moon keeps the same sur-
face toward the earth at all
times, and a lunar day or night
will be about 14 earth days long.

About 41 per cent of the
moon’s surface can be viewed
all the time from earth. But
while the rotation of the moon is
regular, its speed in its orbit ls
not, since it moves more slowly
at the high point than at the low
point.

Consequently, some portions
near the rim which are not nor-
mally visible will appear brief-
ly. This phenomenon is called 1i-
pration and by taking advan-
tage of the lbrations, astrono-
mera have succeeded in map-
ping approximately 59 per cent
of the lunar surface from earth.

The other 41 per cent hos nev-
er been secn, but has bean pho-
tographed completely by un

manned lunar satellites, The
Apolio 8 astronauts will be the
first to view the hidden backside
and will anap additional photas.

The moon has‘a diameter of
2,163 miles, comparesw ith 7,018
miles for earth, Becihuse of the
amall slze, the surface gravity
of the moon Is about one-sixth
that to earth.

The moon does not have any
detectable water or atmosphere,
s0 sound and other atmospher-
le-dependent phenomena such
a8 wind, rain, lghtning and
haze do not exist. Because of »
lack of atmosphere, the moon
hus extreme temperature varia-
tions—ranging from 215 degrees
Fahrenheit in sunlight to 240 de-
grees below zero at night.

Ssen through & telescope,
earth's satellite presents a
welrd and startling Inndscape of
vast plains, deep craters and
jagged mountains,

Scientists hope that a study of
the moon's geology will provide
many clues to earth's history,
because many belleve the two
bodles had the same origin. The
physical characteristics of the
lunar surface have not suffered
from ages of erosion by water,
wind and weather and thus may
retain secrets of its birth,

Astronomers eventually would
like to place telescopes on the
moon to study the planets, sun
and other stars. Without an al-
mosphere, haze, wind and other
causes of optical distortion are
absent.

Apollo Flight
Costing U.S.
$310 Million

SPACE CENTER, Houston
(AP) — Even though the Christ-
mas fiight of Apollo 8 Is costing
the United States $310 milllion,
it'll just be a typical pay period
for the astronauts,

Alr Force Col. Frank Bor-
man, Navy Capt. James A,
Lovell Jr. and Air Force Maj.
willlam A. Anders will spend
six days going around the mooy
and back, but there won't be a
penny extra in their pay checks
when they return to earth.

Counting all forms of their
military pay, Borman and Lov-
ell will draw thelr usual §75.40 &
day while In space. Anders, with
o lower milltary rank, will get
$56.00 o day. They'll work the
weekend and the hollday they're
in space for free.

The three-stage Saturm V
which will launch the spacecraft
is estimated to cost $186 million.
The spacecraft itself cost §05
million, bringing the total cost
of the hardware, which is used
anly once, to $2¢ milllon. NASA
gets the services of the three
crewmen for a whole year for a
fraction of that: $54,080.68.

The National Aeronautics and
Space Adminisiration figures
the operational support of the
flight, including ground permson-
nel the recovery forces, commu-
fieations and thousands of
amaller expenses, will total
about $70 million.

This brings the total cost of
the flight to $310 million, or
about enough to buy 16,815
Rolls-Royce Silver Cloud auto-
moblles, or more than enough to
put color television sets In a
half-million homes

The spacesuits the astronauts
wear during launch cost almost
$100,000 total. And that's with
one palr of pants, as an astro-
naut put it,

During thelr flight, the astro-
nauts will be eating meals cost-
ing about $30 per man per meal,
or $450 per day for three men.

Alternate mission plans re-
quire supplies for 11 days on
board, so there are 990 of the
freeze-dehydrated meals packed
into the spacecraft. The total
dining tab for NASA Is $4,950,

There were moments, of
course, that could have been
bottered, but for an organiza-
tion of this sort, the results
were more than satisfactory
and the cholee of program was
excellent for the degree of
sophistication of both audience
and players.

Leonard BSeeber was guost
sololst in the Beethoven C-
major Concerto and offered a
reading that was sensitively
considered and tachnically well-
wrought. He had a fine compre.-
hension of the slow movement,
which 8 the stumbling block
for many a performer inas-
much as Beethoven himsell was
not quite confident of what he
wan‘ad to Ao in th's sarly at-
tempt at the concerto form.

The size of the orchestra was
just about perfect for balance
with the sololst and for delinea-
tion of the muasical thoughts
which are a little larger than
those of Mozart and Haydn, but
not yet those of the composer's
Fourth and Fifth Concertl.
Thore should have been a lot
of would-be pilanists on hand to
hear a nearly exemplary per-
formance of the work, but un-
fartunately they weran't pres-
ent.

the program. Technically thia
& very difticult, but T was giad
o see Mr, Heller attempt the
work, since it made the per-
‘ormers really dig in and work
!0 their best abilities.

The first movement was a bit
slow In tempo but if I'm forced
to choose between Mr, Heller's
tempo and the frenetic and taw-
dy speed at which Leonard
Bernfeln nlays the work, let
me have the performance by
the Manchester Civic any Ume,
There was ample opportunity
for the audience to digest the
musical thoughts instead of go-
ing for & precarious ride on a
sort of musical roller coaster.

The orchestra needed more
strings for perfect balance in
this work, but the third move-
ment, just about wholly depen-
4ent on strings, sounded very
well indeed. The finale was a
surprise to me. The tempo was
excellent; there was under.
standing and generally good bal-
ance, and there was fine sense
of Techalkowsky's style. 1 was
thoroughly impressed,

True enough there were spots
that needed improvement but In
enneral I was thoroughly well
plensed with what I heard. It
nadn't been accomplished with-
out a struggle and (t was still
a struggle In spots, but it gave
n thoroughly honest example of
what Tschalkowsky Is all about:
Ninety years ago,~when the
work was premlered, It prob-
ably didn't get any better per-
formance than it did last night.

My congratulations to Mr.

Krafft A. Ehricke, assistant
director of the Autonetics Di-
vision of North American Rock-
well Corp. and one of the most
astute and perceptive sclentists
in the astronnutics field, has
proposed g ‘‘metaprobe’ as a
means for regional exploration
of the solar system. He fyurther
hopes this concept may be de-
veloped into an international
program for space research with
many countries participating
and contributing experimental
packages. The metaprobe serves
as a logical “‘follow-on” to the
problem of detailing physical
characteristics of selected re-
gions of space.

When space “powerd launch a
gingle flyby past a planel, as to
Venus or Mars, there is only a
brief period — about an hour—
during which the fiyby ls closn
enough to colleet pertinent data,
These flybys—monoprobes—con-
tain scientific packages which
obtain and relay information to
the earth. This country, and cer-
tainly the Soviets in the next
few years, will launch “bi-
probes’ in which an orbiter-
lander will be used to scrutinize
a planet surface, tranamit daty
to the orbiter which will relny
this data to earth, The orbiter
represents the primary space-
craft, the iander Lhe secondary
vehlcle.

If we are concerned with
synoptic  sampling, a ‘“poly-
probe’’ |s needed in which many
monoprobes are launched, The
monoprobes are placed In cor-
related orbits =0 that desired
information can be obtained dnd
relayed to the earth. The poly-
probe would consist of several
sclentific packages and one “'da-
ta ocenter' which would collect
and process information for re-
lay to earth, This approach
could explore largé regions
around a planet,

The step beyond the polyprobe
is the metaprobe, This concept
visualizes many ECs accompa-
nying a Communications Link
and Monitor (CLM). The ECs
would explore a partioular part
of spuce and relay thelr find-
Ings to the CLM which, In tum,
would transmit information to
earth, This concept is partiou-
larly suited to a reglon where
the ECs encounter hazardous
conditions,

As an example, Dr. Ehricke
disousses the use of the meta-
probe t explore Jupiter, the
planet with an astrophysically
significant aotivity sphere, It
omits nonthermal radio signals
emanating from an area much
larger than Juplter itself, This
suggests the presence of high-
Intenxity radiation belts. A
strong magnetic fleld (s requir-
od to mulatain these belts

there must be 1,000 times as
muany electrons around Jupiter
as around the earth, This means
that radiation are prohibitively
high for present-day electronic
equipment — especially the pe-
miconductor devices,

There may also exist many
meteoraidnl particles or space
junk near the planet which rep-
resent another hazard, These
conditions demonstrate that we
do not know how close a probe
can approach Jupiter and still
remnin operalive,

If a monoprobe Is used, one
must choose between two ap-
proachea. Ong scheme would
send the probe to within five
Jupiter radii; the second to a
safe distance from Japlter of,
say, 20 radil, A melaprobe
would circumvent these limita-
tions.

The metaprobe would leave
carth as a seven-vehicle com-
plex. There would be six ECs
and one CLM. These would ride
a common bus until at the
‘transfer distance' the various
members of the complex would
separate, fan out and continue
toward the planet. The ECs
could be geparated from  the
CLM by as much as a milllon
miles, though being less than
100,000 miles from each other.
The ECs in the Jupiter flyby
would travel from within a
single Juplter radius to tens of
Jupiter radii for the distant
ones. One EC might even be
programmed to collide with the
planet to provide a precursor
probe for atmospheric explora-
tion.

An Individual EC would car-
ry o single experiment or &
small number of compatible
experiments to  explore the
planet for radiations, dust and
for the measurement of parti-
cles. There Iy éven the possl-
bility of a remote sensor being
carried along for Jow-resolu-
tlon reconnalssance of Jupiter.
The results of this single launch
could prove most rewarding and
revealing.

In any program of this type
the question of weight is criti-

g cul. Dr. Ehricke belleves weight
can be made nominal with the
entire sclentific payload ap-
proximately 2,000 b, He visual-
lzes the ECs as spin-stabllized
¥0 that thelr sensors are prop-
erly directed. He indicates that
al- the Jovian distance msolar
cells will not be effective and
thus It may be neceusary to use
small Plutonian-238 radiolaotope
thermoelectric generators (o
supply up to 60 wutts of power
for n two-year period,

If we contemplate gix mono-
jrobes to pass the planet, &
single monoprobe to impact the
planet and the CLM, the 2,000
Ib, can be broken down ns fol-
lows: The monoprobes will
welgh up to 180 lb. each for a
total of 900 Ib. The w»pecial
monoprobe Lo Impuct the Jov-
lan atmosphere will weigh 340
Ih. and the CLM will weigh
about 816 1b. The totlal weight
of just over 2,000 1b. Ix well
within the capabllity of the
Baturn 6§ for s Jupiler launch.

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Dialogue Replaces Sermon

Catholics Express Views

In Experimental Noon Mass

PORTLAND, Ore. (AP) —
The Roman Catholic church-
goer, long a silent participant in
the Sunday Mass, gets an oppor-
tunity to express his views at a
parish in northeast Portland.

In an experiment designed to
Involve the layman more fully
in the Mass, the traditional ser-
mon has been replaced by dia-
Jogue during the noon Mass at
All Saints church, one of the
city’s largest parishes,

The RL Rev. Thomas J. To-
bin, pastor of All Saints, says
that attendance at the noon
Mass in the first two months of
the experiment has increased
impressively.

More importantly, he says,
the dislogue haz brought back
Catholic who had discontinued
regular weekly attendance at
Mass. It also has attracted
many non-Catholics,

““There are two persons tak-
ing convert classes right now’’
as a result of the dialogue,
Msgr. Tobin sald.

The opens with a
brief Introduction of the topic by
the moderator, who iz one of the
four priests in the parish,

The moderator comes down
from the altar with a micro-
phone and when s parishioner
volunteers a comment, the mod-
erator prasés the microphone to
him. The other priests also take
part in the dialogue as part of
the audience.

Topics have ranged from
"“The Obligationa of Voting’' to
“What s Real Prayer.” One
week the dialogue centered on
the problem of getting more
people involved In the dialogue.
It was decided at that session to
publish the topic of each Sun-
day’s dialogus in the parish
bulletin the previous week.

The topic usually is selected
from parishioners’ suggestions.

In contrast to many Catholic
parishes where the priests cele-
brate Mass, then quickly return
o the rectory on Sunday, the
parishioners of All Saints have
ample opportunity to ses the
four priests on Sunday.

Msgr. Tobin compared Sun-
day Mass to a big sale at a de-

partment store where all the
salesmen are on duty. "The peo-
ple get to church once a week
and the priests should be avail-
able to talk with them."

Thus at noon Mass, Magr. To-
bin and his priests take part in
the dialogue and afterwards
talk to those who were reticent
to speak during the Masa, They
are usually ewamped.

The dialogue anlso provokes
discussion among families as
they leave church and Iater at
home,

‘““The response has been quite
good so far,” Msgr. Tobin says.
He expects other parishes to in-
troduce the dialogue at some
Masses.

He doesn't know if the dia-
logue will replace the germon at
all Masaes because of the time
problem.

Maost Catholic Masses on Sun-
day last 45 minutes to one hour
and are scheduled hourly be-
tween 7 and noon o accommo-
date all the parishioners. The
dislogue lengthens the Mass go
that one or two of the morning
Mausses might have to be elimi-
nated. This would strain the
seating facllities of mont
churches.,

Msgr, Tobin, who s 71, has
been active in ecumenical af-
falrs and in adopting progres-
sive reforms suggested during
Vatican Council IT &n the early
19809,

Al Saints parish was the first
in the archdiocese of Portland
to establish a governing perish
council, made up of elected lay-
men and clergy of the pariah,
Two of the lay members of the
All Baints counci], including the
president, are nonCatholles.
The council deals with all as-
pects of parish management,

Bach week, All Bainmts con-
ducts a “Unity Dialogue' with a
visiting Protestant minister or
rabbi. Magr. Tobin said he has
been looking unsuccessfully for
an atheist o take part in the
dialogue session.

Magr. Tobin, in addition to his
duties as pestor, is one of the
top administrators of the arch-
diocese, serving as vicar gener-
al. He attended all sessions of
Vatican Couneil II.

Dead at Age 66

ora of little pretension whom ho
first met while growing up In
Sallaas, Callf,

He was born Feb, 27, 1902, the
only son of " miller,
John Steilnbeck E8r. His
mother Olive Hamilton Steln.
beck, taught 4n the Sallnas
sohools. He atlended Stanford
University where he wrote
poems and comic satires but did
rot graduate,

Restless, he came east on a
freighter via the Paiama Canal
nnd in New York he worked
briefly as a reporter for the old
New York Journal, He also
worked as a hodearrier durng
construction of the old Madison
S8quare Garden.

Returning to California  he
took a caretakers job at Lake
Tahoe in the Slerras and there
wrote “Cup of Gold''—his fourth
novel but the flrwt to be pub.
lished.

Two more novels followed be-
fore he wrote “Tortilla Flat™
which wns his first critical and
popular suce s, In 1837, He pub-
lished "Of Mice and Men" a
tragic fable of the strong and
weak, which was adapted for
the Broadway stage.

On the night the play opened
Steinbedk was In n m'grant la-
bor camp after having traveled
from Oklahoma to California

with some of the Okies. Tho ex-
perlence helppd him write “The
Grapes ofr Wrath" ‘published In
1839,

The book was banned and
burned in East 8t Louls, T,
and some crities called Stein.
beck & Commumist because of
the book. He was not, however,
and Iater he tangled with Com.
munist deology.

In addition to novels, Stein-
beck's excdeptional ear for
gpeech and his story-telling abil-
ity brought him a number of
movie soripta to write, Many
movies also were based on hia
work including “Enst of Eden,"
“The Red Pony,” ‘“Tortilla
Flat" and the ‘‘Moon s Down."

In nccepting the Nobel Prize
at an award ceremony in Stock-
holm, Steinbeck deciared: '“The
writer is delegaled to deciare
and to celebrate man’s proven
capagity for greatness of heart
and spirit, for gallantry in de.
feat, for courage, compassion
and love, .,

“T hoid that a writer who does
not passionately believe In the
perfectibility of man han no ded-
leation nor any membership In
literature,'” he said.

A funeral service will be held
at 2 pm, Monday at St. James
Eplscopal Church here. The re-
mains will be cremated and tak-
en to Salinas for burial,

14 U nmanneci S pacecraft

Have Already Probed Moon

CAPE KENNEDY, Fla. (AP)
— Before the United States
committed astronauts to fy
around the moon, It thoroughly
scouted It with 14 unmanned

spaceoraft.

These automatic machines
smashed into the moon, orbited
it, photographed It and soft-
landed on the surface. They un-
covered & wealth of knowledge,
knocked out centuries-old theo-
ries and ralsed new questions
about earth's nearest neighbor.

Eleven Soviet spacecraft also
have successfully probed the
moon, although they provided
far lesr {nformation thun the
American wvehicles, For exam-
ple, the American craft trans-
mitted more tham 102,000 ple-
tures, compared with about 200
for the Soviet payloads.

Above all else these robots
proved that the moon Is a safe
place for man to visit.

Exploring the moon with un-
manned craft was not easy. The
United States recorded 12 moon-
shot failures in six years before
finally succeeding with Ranger
7 In 1664,

In all, the Unisted States has
had 14 moonshot successes and
16 failures, There were nine
known Russian failures,

Pictures asnapped by three
U.8, Ranger ships, transmitted
before they crash-landed, pro-
vided the first evidence that
many areas of the moon are
smooth enough for manned
landings,

But it was the Surveyor and
Lunar Orbiter series that pro-
duced the most dramatic evi-
dence of conditions on the moon.

Five Lunar Orbiters relayed
thousands of exeellent plotures,
providing scientists with a
clenr, complete map of both the
front facé and the backside,
which is not visible from earth.

Navy Capt. Lee R. Scherer,
director of the Natlonal Aero-
nautics and Space Adminiatia-
tiony' Apollo Launar Exploration
Offico, asseaned the Luaar Orbi-
ter resulls this way:

“From earth-based observa-
tions, the asmallest obfecty we
can see on the moon are on the
order of hundreda of ynrds in
wze. Obviously, we could not
choose n smooth landing site for
men with such Information, The
Lunar Orbiter photos show ob-
Jects on the order of several foet
In wize."

He sald that from these photo-
Eraphs, experts bave selected
five primary landing spots und
we're maoking maps, approach
nlutes for the astronuuts and
are plann‘ag specific misslons.'”

By orbiting the moon and ob.
laining even clearor pletures,
the Apollo 8 astronauty should
udd considerably to this knowl.
edge
Scherer sald the Orbiter
flights “have shown us that the
radiation  and  midrometeoroid
hazard in the vicinity of the
moon s nothing that we need
worty about.”’

He wudd the study of the pho-

tos will occupy lumar sclentists
for many years,

"We know that we zee things
like rolling boulders,” he sald.
“So we know there's some sort
of activity on the moon. We
know without question that
there's volcanic actlvity on the
moon. We see fealures that look
very much like dry river beds
on earth, So there's been some
sort of flow on the moon."

The most complex unmanned
space vehicles ever built were
the seven in the Surveyor ser-
leg, five of which soft-landed in
differert arens of the moon.
They carried cameras, chemis
try laboratories and scoop shov-
els to dig beneath the surface.

Benjam'n Milwitzky, Survey-
or program manager, said the
craft “established thut the moon
is entirely sultable for Apollo
landings. We've established that
a spacecraft on the moon will
not sink in deeply, that nn astro-
naut will not need snowshoes to
stay on top."”

He sald the material covering
the fiat plain areas 4 very fine
grained, much like wet sand. It
has a certaln amourt of cohe-
sion and the bearing strength is
between three and eight pounds
per square inch, similar to Flor-
ida's Atlantic beaches,

Before Surveyor, sclentists
held widely diffcrng views on
the surface. Estimates ranged
from a hard rock substance to
porous rock honeycomb to lay-
ers of dust up to severnl mlles
thick. Bearing strength estl-
mates ranged from 1-100th of a
pound to 10,000 pounds per
square inch.

The most meaningful sclentif-
f¢ data cume from Surveyor's
tiny chemistry Jabs which made
the first chemical snalysis of an
extraterrestrial body. They
showed that the surface In the
Surveyor landing areas is near-
ly identical to the baszaltlc rock
seattered over a great portion of
earth. The rugged highland
areas contain granite lke that
found in the U.S. Rockles and
other mountiin chains

This could strengthen the
theory that the moon wis onhce &
part of the earth and that both
earth and moon were formed In
the same majisive gas cloud or
thut the moon orginated from
elsewhere In the universe and In
its travels was caught Dby
eurth's gravity fleld ond be-
came a satellite

YAs 1s usual In sclent'fie ex-
ploration,'” Scherer commented,
“wo've aniwer~d a lot o' quer
tlons. But we've broughl up a
lot more then we've answered,
We oan wily the moon has been
vhown to be a very Sclent'f'enl)

Before heading home 20 hours
later, they hoped to gather vital
information that will ease the
way for Americans to make a
landing on the moon next year.
