SAIGON (AP) — From seven 
to 14 per cent of South Viet­
nam’s people are homeless to­
day and the government. In the' 
midst of a costly war, faces a 
staggering refugee problem.

Just how staggering a prob­
lem it is can be imagined if, for 
example, from 18 to 30 million 
people were homeless In the 
United States.

For Saigon Itself, the refugee 
situation became an acute prob­
lem after the Communist Tet — 
offensive. For the rest of the 
country the problem has been a 
chronic one growing constantly 
the Intensification of the war.

Nobody knows precisely how 
many refugees there are In the 
nation of 14 million people. The 
Vietnamese g;ovemment puts 
the figure at 642,795 homeless 
throughout the country. But 
U.S. sources say the figure must 
easily be a million and perhaps

as much as 2 million. That is 
one person in every 14, or per­
haps one In every seven.

homeless in Saigon are not even 
classed as refugees. The areas 
into which they are jammed are 
called, on official maps, "food 
distribution centers.”

To be classed as a refugee, a 
person must be receiving a sti­
pend from the government. ’The 
Idea of this in the past had been 
to discourage the flood of home­
less streaming Into what once 
was the safety of the capital 
from a war-wracked country­
side. Many of the refugees in 
the capital have been absorbed 
Into its mainstream.

Officially, the South Viet-, 
namese government says there 
are 144,481 homeless in the city 
and 76,088 more in the small en­
circling Gla Dlnh Province.

Almost half of these, by offi­
cial account, lost their homes 
and most of their belongings In 
tkw-<l8^ting whl(A created acres 
of smoking rubble in the Cholon 
area of Saigon. That Communist 
offensive erupted suddenly just 
as the celebration of Tet, usher­
ing in the Year of the Monkey, 
was getting under way.

A U.S. official says there are 
143 refugee stations scattered 
around Saigon today, a city al­
ready swollen to a population of 
anything from 2 to 3 million. 
The camps are islands of mis­
ery.

"This is the biggest challenge 
yet for a government which has 
not had much of a record for 
meeting challenges,”  said one 
American official.

SAIGON (AP) — South Viet­
namese forces recaptured the 
palace grounds of Hue’s Citadel 
today from Communist troops 
which seized them 28 days ago, 
but heavy fighting continued In 
other parts of the Qtadel.

A small force of government 
troops penetrated the fortified 
palace area early today, ripped 
down the Communist flag that 
had flown there since Jan. 31, 
and raised the government’s 
colors on the 200-foot radio tow­
er flagpole.

In early afternoon, a battalion 
of South Vietnamese soldier: 
and a company of rangers blast­
ed through the palace area wall 
with mortars and cleared the 
palace within two hours against 
little opposition. The govern­
ment troops reported two 
wounded.

The enemy troops apparently 
slipped out of the palace 
grounds into positions along the 
western half of the south wall of 
the 114-mlle square Citadel, 
where heavy fighting was re­
ported still in prog;res8.

Associated Press correspond­
ent George McArthur reported 
from Hue that there also were 
pockets of Communist resis­
tance in a small area In the 
northwest comer and in a one- 
mile square area of stucco, 
thatched and tile houses just 
outside the east wall.

In Saigon, South Vietnamese 
military headquarters reported 
■that government forces had 
killed a total of 250 Communist 
troops in scattered fighting to­
day throughout the Citadel.

The latest enemy attacks in­
cluded a 1,307-round shelling of 
the Khe Sanh U.S. Marine base 
—the second heaviest shelling of 
the war against that northwest 
frontier outpost—and another 
rocket assault on Saigon’s Tan 
Son Nhut Airport.

Ten Marines were killed at 
Khe Sanh and 51 wounded, 30 of 
whom were treated and re- 
.turned to duty. The shelling Fri­
day was the heaviest since the 
Communists fired in 1,500 
rounds of artillery, rockets and 
mortars Feb. 7.

WASHINGTON (AP)

of visa requirements for tourists 
from abroad is in for a close, 
hard look on Capitol Hill.

The Senate Judiciary Commit­
tee In particular is expected to 
take a highly cautious approach 
when it begins processing the 
legislation unveiled Friday by 
Johnson! at the Texas 
House.

There is strong support on the 
Judiciary Committee for the 
present system in which most 
foreigners planning on traveling 
in this country must obtain a 
visa through a U.S. consulate 
and undergo an immigration 
check on arrival, sources re­
ported.

Under the bill Johnson an­
nounced he was sending Con­
gress :

—Foreigners .wanting to visit 
this country would not need vi­
sas if they planned to stay for 90 
days or less, had a valid pass­
port and nonrefundable, round- 
trip tickets and their own coun­
tries made reciprocal arrange­
ments for U.S. travelers.

—Security risks, narcotics 
dealers and persons who had 
been convicted of serious 
crimes would be barred, as 
would persons simply bent on 
getting a Job In the United 
States.

Because of the requirement 
for reciprocity, it is expected 
the eased requirements would 
apply primarily to tourists from 
Western Europe.

However, two Communist na­
tions—Bulgaria and Yugoslavia 
—currently waive visa requlre-

Presl- ments for American travelers.
Yugoslavia has waived such 

requirements through Nov. 1, 
1968. Bulgaria has waived them 
through 1968, with the stipula­
tion that the American tourist 
makes arrangements through 
the official Bulgarian travel 
agency, "Balkan Tourist.”

The administration is said to 
consider it unlikely that other 

White Iron Curtain countries would be 
willing to waive visa require­
ments op U.S. citizens visiting 
them

There are no such require­
ments for visitors from Canada 
and Mexico.

The President advanced the 
plan as another effort to cut the 
U.S. balance-of-payments defi­
cit. Part of that problem stems 
from the substantailly larger 
amounts U.S. tourists spend 
abroad than overseas visitors 
spend here.

While not dlsputlng^the Presi­
dent’ s goals, some members of 
the Senate Judiciary Committee 
were reported concerned about 
the possibility of insufficient 
controls on visitors entering this 
country.

It was pointed out that some 
machfciery would be needed to 
screen out the security risks, 
narcotics dealers and criminals 
specifically exempted by the 
presidential proposal.

One committee source ques­
tioned whether an effective 
screening program was compat­
ible with eliminating "the time- 
consuming entry requirements” 
the President mentioned.

ner of 6 N. Elm St. described 
their spacious garrison colonial 
home on her first visit, and the 
Brantners agree with her.

They came to Manchester 
about four years ago, from 
Batesburg, S.C., and “looked at 
every house on the market,” 
trying to find one that would 
accommodate their furnishings, 
and would also have enough 
room In it “so we could enter­
tain guests without being over­
crowded.” The search seeme^) 
hopeless until they were shown 
Into the former Bowers’ resi­
dence, and they knew this was 
Just what they were looking for.

What may seem to some as 
“a house so large a couple 
would rattle around In It,” Is 
just perfect for the Brantners, 
who enjoy each of the nine 
rooms, and the large recreation 
room in the basement. The 
house also has two and one-half 
baths.

The front door at the left side 
of the house, opens on to an en­
trance hall which connects with 
the living room on the right 
and the den and kitchen at the 
rear.

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Tonkin Controversy Worsens
Defense Secretary McNamara, In his 

Injudicious partial release of his own 
testimony before the Foreign RelatloBs 
Committee on the subject of what went 
on In Tonkin Gulf In the summer of 
1964, provoked a bad-blooded response 
from the Committee itself.

The result Is that there Is now out 
more public Information about the 
Tonkin Gulf Incidents than either side 
probably Intended at this stage of the 
controversy. And the standing cl the 
sirgument Is that things are more con­
fused, and perhaps less creditable to 
the United SUtes, than ever.

Secretary McNamara,/ln the state­
ment he himself released, bad made 
three main points, two In the nature of 
concessions or admissions, but the third 
intended to be the administration’s 
strongest defense of Its position.

What Secretary McNamara now ad­
mitted was that the desftroyers Maddox 
and Turner Joy were spy ships, not on 
routine mission, and that they had prob­
ably been operating inside the 12 mile 
limit. In such admissions, McNamara 
opened wider than any previous official 
public Information had done the theory 
that the North Vietnamese had some 
possible degree of justification for their 
attack. Our destroyers were not entirely 
little peace ships, whose presence was 
neither inimical nor too close.

But If these two disclosures may have 
weakened the Johnson administration’s 
case somewhat. Secretary McNamara’s 
third disclosure was i n t e n d e d  to 
strengthen It Immeasurably. This third 
disclosure was his key answer to any 
suspicion that the Johnson administra­
tion wasn’t really sure an attack had 
been launched before It reacted, with 
Its own first bombing raids against 
North Vietnam, with its Introduction of 
the Tonkin Gulf Resolution Into Con­
gress.

This important third claim Secretary 
McNamara presented in the following 
language, after he had just pre.sented 
accounts and reports from our personnel 
on the destroyers;

“ In addition to the above. Intelligence
I reports received from a highly classified 

and unimpeachable source reported that 
North Vietnam was making preparations 
to attack our destroyers with two Swa- 
tow boats and with one P T  boat If the 
PT  could be made ready in time. The 
same source reported, while the engage­
ment was in progp:es3 on Aug. 4, that the 
attack was under way. Immediately 
after the attack ended, the source re­
ported that the North Vietnamese lost 
two ships in the engagement."

Here Mr. McNamara, by his selection 
of phrase and fact, was leaving the 
public, at least, no choice but to assume 
that the "highly classified and unim­
peachable source" he was quoting was 
none other than the North Vietnamese 
radio system of communications Itself. 
He left the strong Inference that our 
destroyers themselves may have moni­
tored and recorded the very North 
Vietnamese messages which ordered 
and reported on the attack against the 
destroyers.

A t this point In the disclosures. Secre­
tary McNamara seemed to  have scored 
1 decisive victory for the administra­
tion position, which has been, of course, 
that the attacks were real, and that 
they justified not only the punitive ac­
tion the President ordered Immediately, 
bombing North Vietnam for the first 
time, but also the Gulf of Tonkin Reso­
lution Congress subsequently adopted.

The next day, however, the Committee 
came back with new disclosures of Its 
own—disclosures Secretary McNamara 
had not chosen to mention in his own 
release of his own testimony. The Com­
mittee released transcripts of orders to 
the destroyers, commanding them to 
stimulate the North Vietnamese elec­
tronics communications system in order 
to monitor It, and, later on, Instructing 
them to perform a decoy operation de­
signed to draw North Vleitnamese tor­
pedo boats away from areas where 
South Vietnamese naval units were plan­
ning to attack North Vietnamese Islands.

. By the Committee’s interpretation of 
these command messages, then, our de­
stroyers were deliberately engaged m an

operation designed to draw North Viet­
namese patrol boats Into pursuit of 
themselves.

As to whether the North Vietnamese 
boats did actually attack, and whether 
we were sure they had attacked when 
President Johnson ordered his retaUa- 
tory bombings on North Vietnam, rec­
ords the Committee had obtained cast 
doubt on Secretary McNamara’s inlar- 
ence that we had certainty of such 
things at that moment.

A t the time, our own messages Indi­
cated, I we ourselves were In doubt. 
MessagM the Committee now cites in­
clude one from the Pacific F leet Cem- 
mander to the destroyers, asking them 
If they could confirm absolutely that 
they were attacked, and another from 
the destroyers saying that "entire action 
leaves many doubts except for apparent 
ambush at beginning." This was ap­
parently the last Informational develop­
ment before, that same evening. Presi­
dent Johnson went on television and 
announced that our bonibers were then 
on their way to punish the North Viet­
namese.

It  may be that later on, hours or days 
later, we discovered we had monitored 
the North Vietnamese messages udildi 
seemed to establldi the reality of the 
attack.

Even here, however, there seems a 
liSpute In existence, with the administra­
tion Qwlshlng to have these messages 
stand as final. If tardy, proof of the 
reality of the attack, but with the 
Committee disputing the reaJlty and 
accuracy of the enemy messages, par­
ticularly ithelr apparent claims that they 
had actually sunk both our destroyers.

It  Is an awful lot of argument over 
detail in spilt history. When the his­
tory Involved may Itself be a mistake, 
the post mortems grojw more bitter and 
more savage. Realistic knowledge of 
how we both blundered and forced oar 
way Into our own terrible trouble in 
Vietnam does, however, have some 
limited advantage. If It Increases our 
prospective willingness to settle for 
something less than victory, something 
less than triumph. In order to get our­
selves out of it.

Don’t Sell Wallace Short
Don’t think, lor a moment, that 

George Oorley Wallace, former governor 
of Alabama, doesn’t have something go­
ing for him In his Independent candidacy 
lor • the Presidency of these United 
Stales.

What 11 it should turn out, for in­
stance, that the other two choices open 
to the American voters are Lyndon 
Baines Johnson and Richard Milhaus 
Nixon?

At first glance It may seem that the 
Wallace analysis of most domestic and 
foreign Ills—that there are some dirty 
Communists behind all trouble and that 
they ought to be shot—seems a trifle 
more extreme than anything we might 
get from these other two candidates. 
Both would like to convince us that they 
have a slightly more rational analysis 
and a slightly more judicious cure than 
that. But neither offers a very convinc­
ing guarantee that his actual attempt to 
deal with our troubles would not be 
something close to the cures openly es­
poused by Wallace.

So there is. In a ,way, a negative kind 
of asset for Wallace’s campaign. ’There 
Ls nobody else, either, who seems likely 
to be speaking clearly for and to Amer­
ica, or renewing our faith In our own 
democratic electoral processes. And, In 
an era of disillusion, there Is even some­
thing appealing about a jaunty, bold, 
open, joyous espousal of evil. When peo­
ple find they can believe In nothing else, 
it is sometimes a comfort to believe in 
the devil.

As between the obvious cunning of the 
devil and the sometimes obvious hypoc­
risy of the saint. It is sometimes the 
devil who seems the more honest and 
the more appealing.

So don’t sell George Wallace short. He 
may look better and better as the cam­
paign progresses.

Bigger Problem Than Drugs
Three of Boston’s leading profe^3!cna! 

workers with youth give this advice: 
Keep your eye on the bottle. What they 
are stressing is that, despite the great 
attention now -being g l̂ven the drug 
problem, alcohol Is by far the biggest 
threat to youthful health, success, and 
ability to stay out of the law’s clutches.

’These men—an associate director of 
physical education and health in the 
Boston public schools, the Police Depart­
ment’s commanding officer of the Juve­
nile Aid Burean, and a Boston Juvenile 
Court judge—returned again and again 
to the fact that teen-age drinking was 
and would remain the big problem unless 
something were done. In fact, the police 
official voiced the opinion that "drinking 
leads to 60 per cent of the trouble teen­
agers get In.”

It  would be a mistake to overlook or 
downgrade the damage done by drugs. 
This Is clearly a problem toward which 
the most vigorous community thought 
must be turned. But It would clearly bq 
a tragic blunder to let the attention 
being given drugs divert attention from 
the greater threat of alcohol. And com­
munities must be doubly vigilant not 
to let those Interested In the sale of 
alcohol seek to so divert attention.

In the final analysis the use of either 
alcohol or drugs stems fror^ the same 
cause. Where It Is not traceable merely 
to Immature bravado, It la largely as­
signable eithpr to social pressure or to 
some deep, inward feeling of lack. But 
all this has been said many times and 
the mere saying has done little to rid 
the world of either of these, burdens. 
What Is desperately needed Is the recog­
nition that recourse to what the French 
call "stuplflers”  of any kind has never 
met an Individual’s search for a more 
satisfying life. ’This can only come from 
becoming more aware of what life is 
and what can be made of it, not from 
seeking to forget It. —CHRISTIAN

"Jet shoes,”  so l<mg a staple 
of science fiction fare, appear 
to be crystallzlng Into a reali­
ty. Within the next three years 
when the Orbltral Workshop 
(OW) and Manned Orbital Lab- 
oratory (MOL) become opera­
tional and the Apollo Applica­
tions Program is In full swing, 
there will arise the necessity of 
moving around in space. With 
the hands occupied in carrying, 
manipulating or adjusting, the 
only parts of the body available 
to provide motion vrill be the 
feet — fitted with jet shoes. 
These jet shoes have been de- 
v^oped and are currently un­
der going tests at the National 
Aeronautics and Space Adminis­
tration’s Langley Research (Cen­
ter.

’This type of space locomotion 
wUl become Increasingly neces­
sary. Many components will fol­
low the Orbital Workshop Into 
orbit to complete the assembly. 
’The Apollo Telescope Mount 
(ATM ), the (Jommand and Serv­
ice Module and the Docking 
Adapter will all link together 
to create the Orbital Workshop. 
’These separately launched com­
ponents, once in orbit, must be 
removed, fitted, jockeyed Into 
precise positions and assembled 
by astronauts In apace suits.

The first tasks of the A’TM 
can be remotely controlled, but 
as the operation becomes more 
sophisticated and demanding, 
scientists and astronomers will 
be required to carry and Install 
film magazines to replace those 
which have been exposed. ’This 
task demands a form of loco­
motion In which the hands are 
free.

Similarly on both the MOL 
a -d the Apollo Applications mis­
sions there will be many opera­
tions which must be performed 
outside of the orbiting space­
craft. ’Thus the astronauts must 
be capable of moving while their 
hands are occupied shifting ma­
terials and performing essential 

* tasks. Jet shoes appear to be the 
Ideal means for providing this 
motion In space.

’The idea for the use of jet 
shoes occurred to the engineers 
who worked with the so-called 
"Flying Platform.”  It was dis­
covered that the pilot could 
maneuver the platform from one 
side to another by using natural 
capabilities to maintain balance. 
Added to this observation was 
that of the skin diver who pro­
pels himself In small thrusts by 
moving flippers attached to his 
feet. These discoveries Indicat­
ed that reaction jets on the soles 
of the shoes could propel an 
astronaut in a weightless con­
dition. The first pair of jet shoes 
was developed using these clues.

David F. ’Thomas Jr., John D. 
Bird and Richard F. Hellbaum 
of the Langley Research Center 
have designed, built and tested 
jet shoes. The latest version is 
constructed from aluminum rol­
ler-skate tops which can be 
easily attached to shoes with the 
customary spring clamps. From

the bottom ot the skate frame a 
jet extends, pointing away from 
the foot. A hollow tube running 
along the bottom ot the skate 
and then up the back of the foot 
supplies the gases for discharge 
to provide thrust or push. ’The 
system Is designed so that the 
thrust will pass through the as­
tronaut’s center of gravity. A 
switch, mounted in the toe of 
the shoe and closed by a down­
ward flexing of the toes, actu­
ates the jet. The Jet on each 
shoe is Independently controll­
ed.

The first jets were designed 
with a thrust of about one-half 
pound. ’This seemed Insufficient 
to provide the desired degree of 
maneuverability, so It was in­
creased to 2\i, pounds which 
proved satisfactory. Most of the 
testing was made with this high­
er value of thrust.

Experiments Indicated that 
the jets should be mounted un­
der the ball of the foot and tilt­
ed forward about 30 degrees. 
This position was selected to 
provide a forward-upward push- 
off from a standing-erect posi­
tion on a level surface. The for­
ward tut of the jet Is needed 
since the knees do not bend for­
ward and thus, with vertical 
jets, the astronaut’s forward 
pitching movement would be 
limited to that derived from 
ankle movement. Backward 
pitching movemeint, of course, 
is derived by bending the knees.

A significant factor in the 
use of the jet shoes Is that the 
human sensory and psychomo- 
tor systems, used In the every­
day processes of balancing and 
orientation, provide the neces­
sary control judgement or feed­
back system that otherwise 
might have to be provided by 
an electronic system.

Intricate tests were conducted 
on astronauts’ ability to per­
form in going from one place to 
another and to attain the de­
sired attitude on arrival at 
their goal. Using a multiple 

. whlpple-tree suspension with 
the subject supported on his side 
to simulate a weightless condi­
tion, it was possible for him to 
guide himself using the jet 
shoes both In translation and ro­
tation. Thus he could pick a 
target, head for It and 
maneuver himself so that he 
would be facing it on approach. 
’There were also tests of more 
limited movement using the 
jet shoes, with part of the 
body Immobilized, and It was 
the opinion &f some of the more 
experienced test subjects that, 
for this operation, there was a 
need for a sllghUy lower thrust 
level. A reduced thrust of one 
pound Increased the ease with 
which some of the maneuvers 
were performed.

Thus, this extremely exotic 
form of propulsion conjured up 
in the past Is now being imple­
mented to make it available in 
the immediate future. It Is al­
most a certainty that, by the 
time we must begin erecting 
complex structures in space, 
this most necessary tool will be 
available to our astronauts.

What Democratic Nationed and 
State CSialrman John Bailey has 
to worry about in (Connecticut, 
and we suppose in the natkm as 
well.

Sena­
tor Eugene McCarthy may run 
away with its brains. Its con­
science, and Its soul. We do not 
for a minute suggest that John 
Bailey doesn’t know enough In 
his own head and experience to 
appreciate the vital value and 
significance o f his party’s intel­
lectual and liberal components; 
he himself, throughout his ca­
reer, has made a specialty of 
courting and embracing these 
elements, often at the cost of 
some personal preference or 
pride.

The point, at the moment, is 
that the McCarthy thing seems 
a lot bigger and more extensive 
in (Connecticut, and we suppose 
therefore in the nation, than 
anything Bailey has been called 
u(pon to appraise end deal with 
with before.

It will be no news to him, un­
less, indeed, he has lately begun 
to insulate himself against news 
of trouble, that there Is hardly a 
city or town In the state where 
there Is not at least some con­
sideration of the possibility of a 
fight for delegates to the next 
Democratic State (Convention . 
who would be favorable to the 
Minnesota Senator rather than 
to the Texas President.

Bailey does not have to fear 
the possibility such McCarthy 
dissidents would win many 
places In the state convention, 
or win any votes If they got 
there. But he docs have to be 
concerned about the fact that the 
McCarthy activist minority has 
popped up almost everywhere, 
that almost everywhere, it has 
managed to enlist Individuals 
who would normally be reliable 
members of the regular organi­
zational party structure, suid 
that, given an opportunity to 
vote for Its convictions next No­
vember, it would not be likely 
to drop back Into the party fold.

What Is brewing In (Coruiectl- 
cut Is, In short, something much 
Larger and more substantial, 
and more successful in enticing 
regular Democrats, than Bai­
ley’s and the state’s previous 
experience with voters wander­
ing from the regular fold.

This was back in 1948, and 
what happened then was, in our 
opinion, a relatively mild rebel­
lion, compared to what could 
happen In 1968. Then, as now, 
there had been talk of replac­
ing the Incumbent President as 
the party nominee. As this talk 
faded, Henry Wallace moved 
Into the election with his Peo­
ples Party, appealing to the 
peaceniks not because of any 
real war which was being 
waged, but because of the cold 
war which was then just begin­
ning.

On election day In (fonnectl- 
cut In 1948 Henry Wallace and 
his third party got 13,713 votes, 
and Norman Thomas, located In 
the same general area on issues, 
got 6,964. ’Diese two 'third 
party votes together were 
enough to throw the state to 
Dewey, who carried it with 437,- 
764 votes to 423,297 for Tru­
man.

That third party showing in 
1948 might as well be taken as 
a full showing of the political 
strength of the state’s liberal ex­
tremists In that year. We do 
not rate the liberal extremists 
proportionately any greater in 
strength today. But, as Bailey 
himself no doubt can tell by the 
reports and gossip coming to 
him, the 1968 unrest reaches be­
yond the usual ultra-liberal 
party fringe, and is now pene­
trating sectors of the party 
membership normally q u i t e  
steady and reliable.

And It Is doing one other 
thing perhaps of equal potential 
concern to the regular party 
leadership. It is beginning to re­
cruit erstwhile outsiders into the 
actionful political game—a de­
velopment parties always con­
sider healthy when the new 
blood and sinew can be absorb­
ed and blended into their own 
purposes — but a development 
parties find fearsome and un­
nerving when the newcomers 
to the game think they are 
serving some cause more im­
portant than party.

We don’t think the realistic 
and experienced Bailey Is under­
estimating the extent of the 
trouble he has on his hands in 
Connecticut. We think he Is hop­
ing desperately some happy 
coalition of events will keep his 
dissidents from having any 
place to go, on election day, but 
back home inside his wonderful 
LBJ machine.

Thus, while many documents 
captured In the latter conflict 
dealt primarily with military In­
formation, the quotient of po­
litically-oriented documents cap­
tured In Vietnam is Impressive.

On arrival at the center In 
Saigon, the documents are 
scanned for content. Some are 
classified, including those deal­
ing with Immediate military 
plans.

I t  is not known here it many 
of the documents contain ma­
terial detrimental to the United 
States, and whether they are 
classified and hence kept out 
of the public domain.

After examining the docu­
ments, translators at the cen­
ter prepare brief digests of 
their contents and route those 
digests to South Vietnamese 
governmental, Intelligence and 
military agencies, and to Amer­
ican military headquarters and 
the U.S. Embassy.

Any agency receiving the di­
gests then can request the cen­
ter to furnish a full translation 
of the document Involved.

One agency receiving the di­
gests Is JUSPAO—Joint United 
States (military-embassy) Pub­
lic Affairs Office. It  Is commis­
sioned, along with other duties, 
to distribute information to the 
press, radio and television cor­
respondents.

JUSPAO, one official ex­
plained, selects on the basis of 
the digests the documents it 
believes will be interesting to 
correspondents, orders full 
translations, reviews them for 
content against the “ Interest” 
standard and distributes those 
it believes measure up to that 
qualification.

According to officials here, 
JUSPAO usually issues several 
documents weekly. In the form 
of press releases or pamphlets, 
each bearing the imprimatur of 
JUSPAO or the United States 
mission In Vietnam as Its dis­
tributing source.

Duplicates of the documents 
issued by JUSPAO are flown 
to Washlng;ton and distributed 
by the State Department to 
correspondents, historians and 
specialists (writers or others) 
who have asked to be supplied 
with such material.

That question, < based In part 
on the selectivity process em­
ployed in determining which 
documents shall be made pub­
lic, Is Impossible to answer with­
out full knowledge of the ceSn- 
tents of every document receiv­
ed at the center in Saigon.

A review of 14 documents is­
sued In October and December. 
1967, and early January, 1968, 
could engender some specula­
tion about the selectivity pro­
cess.

Seven of them detail various 
difficulties encountered by the 
Viet Cong, a theme which was 
being sounded at that time by 
various administration officials 
but which has been missing In 
their pronouncements since the 
massive Communist attacks on 
South Vietnam's cities late last 
month.

The difficulties outlined In the 
documents may have been oner­
ous indeed for the Viet (Jong, 
and accurately portrayed in 
their captured writings. They 
were not sufficiently Intolerable 
to prevent the cities' attacks.

Some skepticism of the ad­
ministration's employment of 
the documents arose after Presi­
dent Johnson said Feb. 2 that 
the cities' attacks were one 
prong of a Communist “ general 
uprising" that failed to come 
off.

On at least one occasion after 
that remark, some high ad­
ministration officials offered to 
correspondents on a background 
basis (no attribution to any 
specific official by name but at­
tributable to American sources) 
a memorandum containing 

references to captured docu­
ments dealing with the “ general 
uprising”  issue. The correspon­
dents could use or Ignore the 
preferred memorandum mn- 
terial, as they chose.

But that subject had been not­
ed in a captured document is­
sued almost one month before 
the President’s Feb. 2 remark.

The document, Issled Jan. 5. 
was a translation of a prisoner’s 
notebook captured on Nov. 19, 
1967, by an American paratroop 
unit.

Nelson has 
nine terminals scaTlered be­
tween Caribou, Maine and Phil­
adelphia, Pa. Before, it took al- 
most three days to compute and 
distribute about 550 weekly 
paychecks to the people who 
worked for the company. Today 
the Job Is completed in a single 
day.

Nelson has more than 600 
pieces of equipment, including 
trucks, tractors and trailers. It 
handles between sl:t and eight 
thousEmd separate shipments a 
day. Each of these shipments 
must be billed to the customers 
daily.

To make a carrier’s life more 
complicated, the Interstate Com­
merce Commission requires 
data on a truck’s travel.

PHILADELPHIA (AP) 
(AP) — Wilt Chamberlain 
scored his 25,000th career 
point in a most unlikely
manner—on a free throw.

The world's greatest basket­
ball scorer, 7-foot-l Chamber- 
lain is one of the world's worst 
.foul shooters, unless there Is 
some sort of record or milestone 
at stake.

Chamberlain also scored his 
20,000th point on a free throw. 
He passed Bob Pettit for the 
all-time scoring leadership on a 
free throw, too.

In 1982, when he scored 100 
points in a game against New 
York, he made 28 from the foul 
line, still a one-game record.

He wasn't exactly ready to ac­
cept designation as a clutch foul 
shooter after reaching his latest 
milestone Friday night in a 138- 
117 romp for his Philadelphia 
76ers over the Detroit Pistons in 
a National Basketball Associa­
tion game.

It 
hit the backboard, bounced on 
the rim and finally fell through 
as 12,382 fans roared approval 
at the spectrum.

The retired Pettit, who played 
for the St. Louis Hawks, is still 
runner-up on the all-time scor­

ing list with 20,880, followed by 
Los Angeles' Elgin Baylor who 
has close to 19,600. Chamber­
lain's total after Friday night is 
25,022.

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Old Form, New Look
NEW YORK (A P ) —Sunday 

afternoons, now that football 
has departed and the political 
season is upon us, have begun 
to assume some of the old fam­
iliar shape that Fred Friendly 
called "an intellectual ghetto.”  
There are talk shows, news 
shows and there is one pro­
gram on NBC euphemistically 
called "Experiment In Televi­
sion.”

The latter is not quite accu­
rate. Few of the progp-ams in 
the series last season presented 
anything much in the way of 
new forms.

It did, however, present a dra­
ma written by a resident of the 
Watts area of Los Angeles, act­
ed by Watts people and filmed 
in Watts. This season there will 
be another Watts production — 
material produced by its writers 
workshop and acted by mem­
bers of its drama workshop.

But even if there is little that 
is truly experimental about the 
series, it does have a distinctly 
noncommercial air about it. The 
season’s premiere show last 
Simday was called “ Four Days 
to Omaha,”  and told the story 
of a real American soldier who 
died 25 years ago in the assault 
on Omaha Beach. The story-tell­
ing method was hardly unique 
since it consisted primarily of 
filmed family and acquaint­

ances as they reminisced about 
him.

This week, the hour program 
will be "The Hamster of Happi­
ness,”  a two-character drama 
Involving an old woman and her 
daughter-in-law who have but 
one thing in common — a son 
and husband who deserted them 
both.

Perhaps one truly experimen­
tal program of this season’s 
batch will come along March 3 
with "Passport to Prague.”  
This was shot in the Czechoslo­
vakian capital in two languages 
— English and Czech, without 
translations. It  w ill tell the 
story of an American woman 
who speaks no Czech arriving 
in Prague and, although hap­
pily married, becoming involv­
ed with a Czech widower who 
speaks no English.

Victor Vlcas, who directed, 
produced and co-authored the 
story said It represented the 
first cooperation between the 
United States and Czechoslava- 
kla in the television area. Vicas, 
a naturalized American citizen, 
was bom in Russia and lives in 
Paris. His co-author/ Manya 
Starr is an American. ’The stars 
are Hlldy Brooks an American 
actress and Fero Valecky, a 
Czech actor. The camera crew 
and production aides were
Czechs.

‘Star Trek’ 
Appears a 
Survivor

NEW YORK (AP ) — "Star 
Trek”  fans, who have been writ­
ing letters and picketing net­
work headquarters to keep the 
show from being canceled, may 
now relax. The program has 
definitely been included in 
NBC’s 1968-69 schedule and, pro­
viding sponsors can be found, 
wUl be among the survivors 
next September.

The three networks are deep 
in plans for next season, going 
through the annual February 
rite called "locking in”  their 
schedules.

But an announced program 
can be a stalking horse, set into 
position to lure a rival network 
to program ag(alnst it, at which 
point it is pulled out and another 
show penciled in. Sometimes, 
too, a "locked in”  program Is 
abruptly locked out when there 
proves to be little sponsor inter­
est.

While the sponsors are Inter­
ested In putting their money on 
shows likely to win the Nielsen 
rating races seven or more 
months hence, the viewers are 
more Interested in the fate of fa­
vorite programs at the end of 
this season.

CBS has officially dropped the 
ax on four “ Lost in Space,”  
"Good Morning World,”  “ He 
and She”  and "Cimarron 
Strip.”

NBC is still working on its 
schedule, but "Run for Your 
L ife”  and the “Danny Thomas 
Show”  are among the casualties 
and so are, unless there is a 
last-minute reprieve, "The Mon- 
kees”  and “ I  Dream of Jean- 
nle.”  “ Tarzan”  and " I  Spy”  are 
two other series that may not 
survive the weeding.

ABC, which trailed \he other 
two networks all season in the 
ratings but Improved its posi­
tion with midseason replace­
ments, is still making its deci­
sions. "O ff to See the Wizard”  is 
definitely dead, and among oth­
er likely candidates for oblivion

These items offer evidence of 
the New Dissent that has ap­
peared in the entertainment me­
dium during the past year. Dic­
tionary definition: Dissent—to 
differ in sentiment or opinion 
from the majority.

Political satire has been a 
part of the American Intertaln- 
ment scene from Will Rogers to 
Bob Hope. Comedy makers 
from the time of Aristophanes 
have used those in authority as 
the butt of their jokes, usually 
to the glee of those who are gov­
erned.

But in recent times the tone of 
the satire has become more stri­
dent, the attacks more bitter. 
They range from the antiesta­
blishment humor of The Smoth-

Pehn-Central to Seek 
NHRR Takeover Delay

■ INEIW HAVEN, Oorm. (AP) — 
The giant Penn Central’ Rail­
road waa expected to seek an 
Uth-hour delay today from  a 
federal appeala-court panel over 
an order that It absorb the 
bankrupt New Haven line by 
Jan. 1.

A Penn Central law yer said 
Monday the newly merged rail­
road would argue the laeues of 
m erger and price toiould not 
be oonsidered separately.

Roewell Perklna, counsel tor 
the huge railroad, said he would 
ask tor a stay order from a 
federal appeals panel In New 
York a ty .

The Interstate Oonunerce 
Ootnmknion (IOC) has ordered 
the Penn Central to merge with 
the bairitrupt New Haven tor 
a sale price of $149.6 mUUon. 
UntU Monday, It appeared the 
New Haven waa on Its way out 
of seven years of bankruptcy.

Holders of Now Haven bond* 
have carried on a long court 
fight over the price, saying It 
waa too low. They condeded 
Friday before U.S. District

Judge Robert P. Andenon, herw- 
ever there was no need for 
further delay in the merger.

Judge Anderson, overseer for 
the NOW Haven which declared 
bankruptcy to 1961, said then, 
" I  (eel there is no valid reason 
tor holding up Inclualon of the 
New Haven pending ultimate 
^term ination of pi4m .”

Further delay, he said, 
"would have a deveuptatlng ef­
fect on the public."

A large group o f bondholders 
indicated they woidd be wllltog 
to aetUe the Issue of price af­
ter the New Haven became 
a/beored by the Penn Central.

Indicating the financial prob­
lems the New Haven has faced, 
Judge Anderson authorised the 
New Haven to withdraw the 
second half of a $4 milUbnl oon 
from the Penn Central held (n 
the Federal Court Reserve.

New Haven trustees said the 
railroad needed the $3 million 
because it had just enough 
money to meet operating costs 
for the rest o f the year but 
not enough to cover any emer­
gency Mtoich might suise. I

They are approaching the moon. Can

Or does 
the past pale?

They offer us a poetry of the common­
place when we would Hke a rhetoric of 
the unfathomable.

One says he sees the North Pole. An­
other says ne does not see, the North 
Pole.

They surely are looking out a different 
window and most of us are denied the 
power even to dream of what they see.

The ban on outdoor burning Ih Con­
necticut is a A ne idea in theory and 
for the long^auls but in practice it’s 
running into a lot of snags.

Already towns and ct'ties have been 
in major difficulties over the problem 
of leaf collection. A combination of wet 
weather and insufficient equipment put 
communities in an impossible situation. 
Southington earlier this month was allow­
ed a week-long moratorium oh the ban, 
courtesy of the health officer, so that 
its citizens could get rid of the leaves 
that the town couldn’t take care of. Plaln- 
■viUe residents were allowed a weekend 
to bum leaves with permission from the 
fire marshal, for the same reason.

Public and private waste collection 
agencies in the area so far have been 
able to keep up with the load of regular 
trash collection, including for the first 
time much material that was previously 
burned in outdoor incinerators by house­
holders themselves.

Additional protests can be expected 
as the cost of the increased collection 
becomes apparent and the bill, public 
and private, is passed on to the house­
holder.

Meanwhile, with the approach of the 
holiday week, other dangers threaten be­
sides those of air pollution. The enorm­
ous bulk of paper wrappings and boxes, 
bags and packaging, that the Christmas 
gift-giving entails has got to be gotten 
rid of somehow. With the holiday on a 
Wednesday, trash collection will be on 
a short work week. Mott people haven’t 
yet gotten adequate containers, with cov­
ers, for the additional warte that the 
burning ban has forced to the curbside, 
and the tremendous surge of Chrisitmas 
packing is going to exacerbate toe prob­
lem. ^

There is going to be a fire hazard, 
as the dry papers and boxes are piled 
in .the garage or the cellar to await 
the collection day. Alternatively or con­
currently. there’s going to be a major 
problem of litter and mess on the streets 
and curbs as people move their trash 
out for collection, and a tremendous over­
load on the collectors.

Under the circumstances, it would 
make sense for the health directors in 
Connecticut towns to declare -a morator­
ium on the burning ban for Xlhristmas 
iweek, fire conditions permitting', and to 
free those trusfy old incinerators' for 
one more work-out. — 'MERIDEN RE­
CORD.

WASHINGTON—Relations be­
tween the Pentagon’s Clark Clif­
ford and the State Department's 
Dean Rusk have now reached a 
point of bitterness unsurpassed 
in modem Cabinets, with no 
easy resolution in sight.

In the twilight days of the 
Johnson administration, the con­
trast between the Cabinet’s  two 
key figures is dramatic. While 
Secretary of Defense Clifford 
wheels and deals toward a 
Vietnam settlement. Secretary 
of State Rusk sits In the ^ ad - 
OWB—a lonely figure, brooding 
in Ms Foggy Bottom office.

As we reported one month 
ago, the basic reason for the 
split is Clifford’s Mgh-voltage 
campaign to start troop-with­
drawal talks with Hanoi imme­
diately ■without waiting to re­
solve endless protocM battles 
over the shape of the negotia­
tions table.

But beneath this surface as­
pect is a fundamental dispute 
about the Intentions of Hanoi. 
Clifford, strongly backed by 
Averell Harriman, believes Ha­
noi really wants to negotiate a 
start of mutual troop ■withdraw­
als.

Rusk and his allies, which in­
clude White House national 
security cMef Walt W. Rostow 
and the U.S. ambassador in 
Saigon, Ellsworth Bunker, arb 
far less certain. Moreover, they 
regard Clifford’s repeated criti­
cism of top Saigon politicos as 
highly destructive to U.S.-Sai- 
gon relations and to the stabil­
ity of the Saigon reg;lme.

The • fact that Rusk has said 
nothing publicly (as of this 
writing) to refute Clifford docs 
not mean he accepts his line. To 
the contrary. Rusk has exerted 
iron self-control to a point that 
has amazed his colleague.

He is taking a longer look 
down the road, ^reifuslng to do 
anything now that would jeop­
ardize the long-range goal: A 
stable Southeast Asia Immime 
from Communist expansion. To 
Rusk’s way of thinking. Clif­
ford’s public spanking of Sai­
gon la going to make that road 
infinitely harder.

Disdaining a public brawl 
with Clifford, Rusk has been 
quietly making his side of the 
case to President Johnson but 
with no public results. Despite 
Rusk’s presumed pre-eminence 
In foreign policy. Olfford’s vir­
tual takeover as the Adminis­
tration’s chief spokesman has 
brought no sign of a White 
House rebuke.

Some of 'Rusk’s Intimates 
hint that, if this situation con­
tinued much longer and if the

Administration were not in its 
twilight days. Rusk would have 
to resign. No such dramatic 
step is even contemplated, how­
ever, at this late stage.

Thus what the country Is wit­
nessing is the general disinte­
gration ("unravelling,”  as one 
official put it) of on Adminis­
tration in its sunset hours, with 
the established sources of au­
thority no longer under total di­
rection of the White House Oval 
Office. Making tMs inevitable 
process worse Is the fact that 
the new Administration will be 
Republican.

A Democratic FTesident-elect 
could settle the Rusk-Cllfford 
policy dispute In a way Presi­
dent Johnson, a lame duck, can­
not.

The President’s attitude to the 
Rusk-Cllfford dispute is viewed 
by top aides of Rusk snd CTif- 
Rusk men are certain Mr. John- 
Rusk men are certalnMr. John­
son Intends to hold to a hard 
line on the Paris talks, gl'ving 
Saigon every chance to agree 
to the shape of the negotiations 
table without undue pressure 
from WasMngton.

But Clifford men say the 
President wants nothing so 
much as quick agreement with

Hanoi on mutual troop with­
drawal, hopefully before he 
leaves office. The hint: Clifford 
would not dream of spar'klpng 
Saigon publicly without WMte 
House approval.

Indeed, CUfford holds the high 
political cards. It was notable, 
for example, that Sen. John 
Stennls, a hawk on Vietnam, 
privately Informed the U.S. 
negotiating team on a recent 
trip to Paris that, if Saigon 
tries to stall the talks and ham­
per progres.s. he would de­
nounce the TMeu government. 
The U.S., Stennls said, could 
not allow Itself to be wagged 
by the Saigon tall.

Thus far, not a single war- 
hawk has attacked Clifford pil')- 
llcly for Ms Dutch uncle lec­
tures to Saigon. Nor has there 
been the slightest indication 
that the incoming Nixon for­
eign policy team is unhappy 
about Clifford’s performance.

What tMs strongly suggests is 
that the politicians now read 
the nationM mood as fed up with 
the war and ready to take the 
quickest exit, almost any exit, 
that can be found. This is the 
mood CUfford has been ex­
ploiting and why he is winning 
his bitter battle against Rusk.

"These guys have a lot of 
pride,’ ’ said quarterback Daryle 
Lamonica of his Oakland team­
mates. "New York is tough and 
we’ll have to play our beat to 
win."

Lamonica hosted a cham­
pagne party for his teammates 
Monday and the Raiders only 
hope it was a prelude to an even 
bigger party after Sunday’s title 
game.

It was Lamonlca’s pinpoint 
passing to flanker Fred BUelni- 
koff that broke Sunday’s game 
against the Chiefs open. Blletni-

NEW  YORK (A P )— The 
Board of Health declared 
New York City in “a state 
of peril" Thursday and 
threatened to press crimi­
nal charges against anyone 
failing to cooperate in e f­
forts to get fuel oil deliver­
ed to unheated homes on an 
emergency list.

The city health commissioner 
said three deaths in the city 
were aittributaUe directly to  
lack of heat.

He directed that Health De­
partment personnel be stationed 
at each oil deport in the city to 
see that priorities are observed 
In getting fuel deUveied to 
buildings where heedth emep 
genclee exlri.

Last week, with many buUd- 
Ings heatleas and flu rampant In 
the city, the department de­
clared the city In "Imminent 
peril.”  Thursdayi, the peril was 
declatad no longer Imminent, 
but a  fact.

ElarUer, with thousands shiv­
ering in unheated apartments 
during the crideet weather of 
the flu-ridden winter. Mayor 
John V. Lindsay appealed to the 
fuel industry to give extraordi­
nary priority to  emergency de­
liveries.

Lindsay subsequently depart­
ed for Kennedy Airport, where 
he and his fam ily were booked 
cm a flight to the Bahamas for a 
brief vacation.

"Extraordinary, around-the- 
clock service is required to take 
care of the remaining serious si­
tuations aa long aa a threat ex­
ists to the personal health and 
weU-betng of any New York­
ers,’ ’ the mayor said.

The strike ended Sunday, but 
heavy back orders and the 
(Thristmas holiday have pre­
vented the companies from 
catching up on deliveries.

The city’s assistant health 
commissioner. Dr. Donald (Ton- 
well, estimated that 100,000 New 
Yorkers lived in unheated build­
ings (Thrlstmas Day and about 
10,000 of them were sick with 
flu.

The overnight low tempera­
ture in the city was 11 degrees 
above aero, and the reading at 6 
a.m. was 18.

Lindsay’s statement come aft­
er the mayor was urged by City 
Health Commissioner Edward 
O’Rourke to appeal to the oil in­
dustry to speed emergency fuel 
deliveries.

"Despite tile heavy number of 
calls received from seriously 111 
persons livkig in unhealted 
apartments," an O’Rourke 
spokesmem said, "lees than 25 
per cent of the required amount 
of emergency fuel oil deliveries 
were made during the day"— 
Wednesday.

Those affected by the fuel oil 
shortage resorted to a  variety of 
methods to try to keep warm.

Sam Spickler, 64, of the 
Bronx, said h e . was using an 
electric heater and "a  mllUon 
quilts."

WASHINGTON (A P ) — Be- 
Bides chemicals, sewage and 
trash something new Is threat­
ening the rivers and streams of 
the United States aful causing 
mounting concern among gov­
ernment offlclaki.

I t  la heat, simple heat In the 
h»rm of hot air or water. The 
problem tt causes is known as 
thermal poUution.

By killing fish outright or 
leaving them gasping for oxy­
gen, or by kiUing off their food 
supply or disrupting their life 
cy^es so ti»ey can’t reproduce, 
heat can ruin a stream as sure­
ly aa any Industrial poison or 
thohing plant growth. '

"Thia Is one of the few pollu- 
' tlon probieme that we have an 

opportunilty to stop before it 
ever starts," said Jacob I. Breg- 
man, deputy assistant secretary 
of the interior, In an Interview. 
"But I  doubt we could do much 
about it It we wait too long."

The heat comes mainly from

two sources: Nationwide, it’s In­
dustry; in the western states, ir­
rigation may be a local prob­
lem.

But the question of sun- 
warmed irrigation needs further 
study, said Bregmon. And Irri­
gation’s demands probably 
won’t grow very much, wrhile In­
dustry’s thirst seems unquench­
able.

The focus Is on Industry and 
the enemies of thermal pollution 
have zeroed in on atomic power 
plants.

No Industry dumps more heat 
than the oteam-powered riectrlc 
Utility, and no steam-elect)[lc 
system dumps more heat (Mr 
kilowatt than an atomic pl&nt.

By the year 2020, the Water 
Resources Oouncil predlcU, 
steam-electric plants will be 
heating up 411 billion gallons a 
day—more than the whole Mis­
sissippi R iver system, or half 
the water In all the rivers and 
streams of the 48 adjoining 
sboites.

Steam-electric generation 
needs water from any oonven- 
lent stream or lake. Bxceaa wa­
ter usually returns to its source 
10 to 20 degreea warmer.

A  cool-burning plant dumps 
more than half Ita heat back 
Into c(x>Ung water, while an 
atomic plant dumps almost 70 
per cent.

And the atomic plants are tak- 
ing over. There are only 14 In 
operation now, but another 88 
are on the way. By 1066, it  la es­
timated, atomic power w ill sur- 
piMs coal and other foatil fuele 
In electric output.

Technical tmprovemonU may 
increase efftclenoy, but at beat 
40 to 60 percent o f the beat must 
be dumped.
