The objective, smiys one de-
parting Democtat, Is to create
“plerty of momentum'' to pro-
pel the programs past possible
budget siashes in the ecarly
morths of Richard M. Nixon's
Republican administration.

The Intest example came this
week and involved one of the
Johneon administration’s favor-
fte urban programs—Model Cit-
jes, Offlctals disclosed that Seat-
tle, Wash., i3 receiving a $19
million bundle of federnl grants
to move Its Model Citles pro-
gram off the drawing boards
and into action.

and Highland Park, Mich,;

Himtoville, Aln.: Philadelphia;
Portland, Maine; Portland,
Ore.; Reading, Pa.; Bt Louis,
Mo.; Smithville-DeKalb, Tenn.;
Tampa, Fla.; and Waco, Tex.

Funds for preliminary plan-
ning of Model Citles projecta
were exhausted a month ago
when 22 eitles were added to the
125 communities already chart-
ing federally sporcored attacks
on urban blight,

While Great Soclety planners
say that surge of grants was
motivated by their bellef that
the Model Cities approach Ia the
best way to upgrade o'ty slums,
they concede it will have the ef-
fect of firmly entrenching the
program before the change in
administrations. They believe
Nixon and his leutenants will
feel compelled to continue allo-
cations under standards set by
the Democrats,

The momeatum theory Is
being applied to other Q‘eul So-

Take the Concentrated Em-
ployment Program. On Dec, 6,
Scer tary of Labor Willard
Wirtz ammounced that his de-
partment and the Pentagon had
agreed to expand this program
to train 65,600 hard.core jobless
for government jobs at defense
ietallations in 41 citiea.

75th Birthday

TOKYO (AP) — Vietnamese
Communist leaders congratulat-
ed Mao Tse-tung on his 76th
birthday today, but Peking Ra-
dio ignored the ococasion.

Though the chalrman of the
Chinese Communist party doea
nothing to diacourage a cult of
adulation, his party adheres to
the rule that a man's private
life—including his birthday—is
private, Barller this year Mao
sharply criticized some of his
assoclates who broke the rule to
celobrate thelr birthdays public-

The 8oviet Communist panrty
observes decennial birthdays,
beginning when a leading offi-
cinl 4s 50, 80 or 70, but it ignores
those in boetween.

Desapite the officlal blackout
in Peking, Hanol Radio reported
birthday ocongratulations from
North Vietnam's President Ho
Ol Minh and Nguyen Huou Tho,
head of South Vietnam's Nation-
al Libaration Front,

A brief letter trom Ho wishing

Mno ‘‘good health and a long -

lite'" waa front-paged In Hanol
dallies alongside a photo show-
ing the Vielnamese leader ahak-
ing hands with Mao, Hanol Ra-
dio sald.

Ho's message expressed
“profound gratitude for your
special concern for, and valu-
able support to the South Viet-
namese people’s fight against
the U.8. aggressors for national
salvation,”

Mao was born Dec. 20, 1808, to
moderately well-to-do peasants
in Hunan Province. He dates his
rebelliousness to the age of T3,
when he threatened sulcide to
escape punishment from his
father,

In 1940, having won a 28-year
struggle to  overthrow
Chinese government, he em-
barked on a staggering program
to remake the Chinese them-
velves,

His Great Proleterian Cultur-
al Revolution, began in 1666, is
the lutest phase of this struggle,
one he says may take 100 years
to complete,

Mno secls to create the new
Chinese in his own image, 8ens-
ing that this image had become
tarnished since 1989, when Liu
Shao-chi took over as president,
he set out to purge not only Liu
and his followers—about a third
of China's ruling elite—but their
political philosophy as well,

The sucoeas of his effort can.
not, be assossed yet, but one fact
seems unassailable:

He controls  the mainland's
major sources of propaganda
and communication and may
well be on the way to total dom-
ination of a reshuffled Commu-
nist party following the ninth
