Why Not Ratify? ^
U the so-called luiclear nonprolifeia- 

Ocn treaty la now becoming a poot-elec- 
tion political football, the loser of die 
game could be the people cf the world.

President Jdinaan had hoped, obvious­
ly, that the treaty would become pact of 
his own record of accompUdiment and 
laigTfne on the dUtlcidt road to touting 
world peace.

But In the last congreasloeial aeaelon 
Ms own Democratic leadeiahip put off 
a fomoal Senate vote of ratMlcattoa at 
the pact, signed last July by the Untted 
States, the United Kingdom, and the 
Soviet Union, though iv t yet ratified by 
any of diene miclear poware.

At that time, because of Rlcliard Nix- 
cnTs expreaeed oppoaitian to latlOeatiaa 
—apparenUy as a pundahmenf to the 
Soviet Ualon for Its August invaste of 
Ocechcolovakla —there was aerloua doubt 
aa to whether the treaty ooidd have mus­
tered the required votes in the Senate.

Now Mr. Nixon, as Preatdent-elsct, la 
BufteDlng Ms tone. He Is "neutral”  oa 
the issue itgfat now, and Ben. Dtaknen. 
the RepubUoan minority leader In the 
Senate, has passed the word that he wHl 
Iwve ru objection If President Jotanson 
tries to put a ratificatloa bill through in 
a (kamatto apectol aestoon before step­
ping down on Jan. 20.

The maneuver to betag iiderpreted gen­
erally aa a challenge to President John- 
son to try Ms luck now and go down to 
htotory as “ the man of non-proltferatton," 
or to leave this honor to Mr. Nixon aa an 
accident of history.

The Senate can, snd abould, ratify the 
treaty. Domestic poUtica have nothliig to 
do wltfa Its merits or faidte. Whether the 
treaty will work or not, as a device to 
make the world safer from nuclear war, 
to a  matter tor the ittptomel s and not 
the poUUctans. .

Glides say the treaty’s value Is M yp- 
ly reduced by the fact that neSher 
France nor Red Chtaa wlB ham any­
thing to do with It. But in view of the 
limited nature of the pact, this crkiclem
to not entirely valid. _______

The Idea to not to disarm the prevent 
nuclear powers, but to jaevent the spread 
of nucleer weapona to other countries 
that do not now poeseae them.

To erase the need for non-raadear i» -  
tions to acquire nuclear weapons fo r  
self-defense, the treaty obliges the U.8̂  
Russia and Britain to come to the aid of 
any euch nation that to attacked or Wack- 
mailed by a nuclear-armed aggresaor —
If the nation pledges never to develop 
Its own nuclear resources.

And to offset the edendflc dteadvan- 
tagea that a non-nuclear nation must 
suffer vis a vto the nuclear powers, the. 
Big Three promise to supply non-nucleer' 
nations with matertols, technology, and 
flicknetng lor the peaceful uses of atomic 
energy.

The main purpose of the treaty to to 
kiduoe such key nations as Wert Ger- 

, many, India, Israel and others wMch 
already have the capacity tor making 
nuclear weapons to refrain from doing 
so. If this abstention pledge can be ob- 
tatoed, it will not matter at all If China 
or France chooees to put nuclear ma- 
tertato on the International market. There 
will be no cutoomers.

The dlplomals must determine whether 
U.B. raUflcatlon of the treaty wUl bring 
the key non-nuclear powers around to 
tphtng the abstention pledge. The poU- 
tlcia'S have an easier problem. If they 
ratify the treaty, they may not be ac- 
comidlsWi* much. If they faU to ratify, 
they will be making the diplomats’ ca­
reers of world peace-meklrg infliAtely 
more dWlcuH.

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NEW T < »K  — If Daniel F. 
Mbynlhan has his way, the 
Nixon era is likely to be one of 
greet caution In the arena of 
social experimentation.

Moynihan, who is slated to 
become Nixon’s cMef adviser on 
urban affairs, gives some clues 
to his urban phUoeophy to a 
soon-to-be published book which 
adds up to a sweeping denuncla- 
Uon of the anU-poverty program 
uiKler the Johnson administra­
tion.

The book, enUUed "Maximum 
Feasible Mtounderttandlng," 
seems certain to Immerse Moy- 
niban In another swirl of con­
troversy for Its Indictment of 
ooiiununlty action — the phase 
of the anU-poverty program that 
involved organizing the poor to 
change social conditlone.

Mioynlhan, who served in the 
Kennedy - Johnson adminlttra- 
tlons from 1961 to 1966, was as­
sailed by Negro and white civil 
righU leaders three years ago 
for a study In \rtilch he theoriz­
ed that the absence of a soHd 
family structure accounted for 
many of the problems of the 
black minority.

In the present work, Moyni­
han, who was one of the de­

velopers of the anti-poverty pro­
gram, liot only challenges the 
community action concept, but 
Indicates that he favors a go- 
slow approach to social prob­
lems. ‘ ‘Wisdom surely bespeaks 
moderation In projeettons of the 
future, and restraint In Its 
promises for It,”  be concludea 
In hU final chapter.

While deploring the past, he 
offers no prescription on how to 
channel, neutralize or control 
the powerful forces unleattied 
by the unfulfilled promise of the 
anti-poverty program or the 
radlcallzaUon of the poor. Tbe 
deliberate, conservative cast of 
his ideas Is unlikely to endear 
him to the "freedom now” ad­
vocates.

For example, he singles out 
a recently begun, four-year ex­
periment of negative Income tax 
as the kind of approach gov­
ernment should be taking. But 
he does not suggest how an ad­
ministration would cope with 
the Instotenl demands for im­
mediate reform of the welfare 
system.

For the nation’s Impatient 
Black leadership, the Moynihan 
philosophy as expressed in the 
book could confirm fears raised 
during the election campaign, 
when Nixon seemed to be down-

When the Oeneral Assembly convenes, 

most legislatora tend to tfakttc to terms 
of passtag laws — but every once to 
awhlte they ttwuld thtak about un- 
p i—g««g a fow.

In­
deed, the able Harry Dent, 
South Carolina Republican state 
chairman and political lieuten­
ant to Sen. Strom Thurmond, 
has been named a White House 
counsel and will help coordtoate 
the Southern school problem.

That coordination Is expected 
to suddenly stop the tightening 
nooae of desegregation enforce­
ment fashioned by the 1967 Su­
preme Court decision against 
frecdom-of-choice plans. Feder­
al funds are now cut off tor 118 
Southern school dlstiicts, sim­
ilar action against another 118 
districts Is In the works, and 
another 346 school dirtrlcts 
which have not submitted ac­
ceptable desegregation plans 
are endangered.

This has created a painful 
dilemma for Southern school 
boards which have received 
HEW ultimatums ordering them 
either to draft acceptable de­
segregation {dans (blatairtiy un­
acceptable to Southern white 
voters who elect the s c h o o l  
boards) w  sacrifloe ttaslr Fed­
eral funds.

The Nixon admtolatratlon 
plans to end this dilemma. First 
It will suspend present disoipUn- 
ary action against non-comply­
ing school districts. It w i l l ,  
then, devise an equivalent to 
"freedom-of-cholce” resulting 
In oidy a mlitorlty of blocks at­
tending white echools and no 
whites at all in black sohools. 
Such token Integration is ob­
viously acceptable to the' South 
(for example. In South Carol­
ina segregattondsto have tormed 
the "Freedom of Choice Aaeo- 
ciation” ) perpetuating th e  
duol-echool syatem that the 
courts have outlawed.

The courts can be expected to 
strike back hard, U slowly, 
againrt the Nixon poUoy, In 
tact, they have been more se­
vere than even the Johnson ad­
ministration in damandlng In­
tegration.
