A t the C3UX of the polit ical light over 
the proposed foreign trade sane a t Madii- 
aapoft, ICatoe, Is the quesUon ot pro­
tecting domeetlc oO producers under a  
syalan  wliiidt liss notUng to do with 
how much oil New Kngiaad can oon- 
aome or hour much New Englanders 
bave to  pay for it.

Officials of K a te ,  and of other New 
Fkigtand States as  wefl, are  incensed 
over the faikme of the federal govern­
ment to act on an appUcatkxi for a  
fo t te n ' trade aone h i which a a  oU 
re f te ry  would be built.

House aa the great unknown. What be 
really thinks end wants continues to be 
a  rlddto, stnoe the moeb-talked-about 
“new NixesT' has so fa r eecoped  deflni- 
Uoli. He has become older, lost Mb oharp 
edges a n i acquired a  fleer, more affsdile 
manner. He la IntelHgeM enough aot to 
okwe Ms eyes to the tact th a t the Sev- 
enUeit Into widfii he wfll lead his coun­
try, no longer have much hi common 
with tbe world of the late Fifties he knew 
as Vice Prestdenk. His formmr ideas are 
os passe as the cUdte of "Tricky Dick.”
But how dose be look a t  today’s world?

His views OQ domestic policy can be 
eummed iq> rather easily. He will be 
guided by caution , place the accent on 
free enterprise, decentralise federal pow­
er, balance tbe budget, opt for unem­
ployment rather than hiflaktoo. stimulate 
“black capHnlism" os the sohttlon to tbe 
race problem. He vttn foQaw all these 
policies on tbe uoadlUua  that they work.
If they don’t  be wfll have no other choice 
than to abandon const rvatiem and resort 
to unoftfaodoK means .

His main tnterest, of eouiwe, is In 
foreign policy. It is, according to 
bhn, his “best suit.’* Tet nowhere is his 
lack of clarity ao gr eat .  A study of his 
foreign poUcy statem ent iwveals:

First, Nixon is only intereated tn ma­
jor problems, but be sdternates in giv­
ing top priority to Asia, NATT), relations 
with the Soviet Unton, o r the Middle 
Elaat. Thus he effiier has not thought 
these te u e s  through or has said to dif- 
fereitt publics wtaot each of them ex­
pected him to say.

Second. Nixon proclaime goals but does 
not e9q>laln by wbot meajm these goals 
are to be acMeved. This bolds true, 
above all, for emfing the w ar in "Viet­
nam. “I  gtv» you my won^’’ be says, 
“that the new leadership will end tbe 
w a r . . . "  How — he Iravea unoakl 

'Third, Us program is riddled with ooo- 
tradtettooe. He wants to keep the Uoft- 
ed Statee militarily strong and 
Sthnultaneoualy end the draft and lower 
taxes; he wants to arm  in order to at­
tain  a  pofitlon of strength from which 
he can discuss dlaarmament with the 
Ruasians; he wanta a reapproechmont 
with De Oaulle, but at the same time a 
“strengthening of the European Commu­
nity with Great Britain as a  member.”
He is seeking better rtiatioae with the 
allies, but also wants them to spend 
more on defense; he has hia mind set 
on reducing foreign aid, yet hopes for 
quicker progreae in imderdeveloped 
couUUte.

Squaring the circle may be all right 
as a campaign promise but tt w hardly 
suitabte as a  government program. At 
present there are few indications as to 
what NixoiTs foreign policy wili be;

Vietnam; BUU a  “hawk” Just a year 
ago, Nfacon lias turned into a  “dove.” 
He avoids saying this explicitly but there 
is hardly any doubt about H. The war 
must be ended hi one way or another 
before China beoomea an interconti­
nental atomic power. He expects this to 
take place In 1970.

Asia; “In the laK third of (he twentieth 
century Asia — not Europe or Latin 
America — will hMd the worst danger 
of a  ooettrontation tiiat could spiU over 
into World War m . ’’ After Vietnam the 
United States should not become direct­
ly entangled in F ar Eiastem affairs. 
Asian rqiional defense organizations 
should take over the t a ^  of containing 
China. The United States would then 
stand In the second line of defense and 
intervene only if the regional dams broke 
and the Asian countries requested help. 
Nixon’s slogan ia; "Asiatic soluUans for 
Asiatic proUems.” He wanta to build 
“buffers" euxl give the strengthening of 
Asia the same kind of priority the re- 
oonstruction of Europe had after World 
War n .

TheU.S. World Role: "One conse­
quence of the Vietnam war will certain­
ly be that the United States will hesitate 
to intervene in a  similar fastiioo again 
. . .  Other nations must understand that 
the role of the United States as the 
world policeman will be limited in the 
future."

Arms: Nixon complains about an al­
leged "aecurity gap.” If be really intends 
to qieed up the armaments program (a 
“tMck” anUmiori^ defense system and 
“nuclear auperiim y’’) he will then not 
have the funds with which to grapi^e 
with domestic problems. Prognosia: He 
will let the "aeeprity gap’’ sink out of 
sight Just as President Kennedy did with 
the “missile gap.”

Europe; “I t is time we preached to 
our European partners leas and listened 
to them more. NA’TO must be strengthen­
ed." On the other hand; " I t  ia time the 
other nations of the Free World carried 
their flair ahare of the burden of defense 
of freedom around the world. I do not 
want a  new ioolationism. I want a new 
internationalUm in which the United 
States recniita its allies for this cause 
in which they have as great an Interest 
as we do."

Germany: “Thq United Statee will 
form a  bliateral hhiance with the Fed­
eral Republic If that is required to keep 
West Germany firmly in the Western 
camp." Remember that in 1060 Nixon 
aa much aa recognized the Oder-Neisee 
boundary line.

“n ie  Soviet Union: Nixon wants to ne­
gotiate with the Kremlin as soon as 
posaibie, but, of course, not without first 
consulting the West Europeans. “World 
peace,” he still said after the Invasion 
of Czechoslovakia, “depends on an agree­
ment with the U.S.S.R.”

All of this does not add up to  a  thought- 
out program of action. Yet, one thing is 
certain: Nixon will not eimply return to 
Dulles. He will start with a compluto 
review of American foreign policy, then 
sound out the Allies, finally talk to the 
Soviets — os Kennedy did eight years 
ago. What positlan be will take on speci- 
flc issues he does not yet know; he la 
proud of hia “open mind." The Lazarus 
of American politics still doesn't know 
exactly how he will begin his resurrect­
ed life. — By -THEO SOMMER, DIB

•Wonders of the Universe-
Tools for Work in Space

By I.M. LEVITT, DIRECTOR 
’The Pels Planetarium

Of the Franklin Institute
New tools being developed to 

help astronauts work outside 
their spacecraft point to the 
time of assembling large struc­
tures In orbit. While the United 
States does not have a pressing 
need for this help in extravehic­
ular activity. It may well be 
that the Soviets must depend on 
special tooH to assemble the 
large spacecraft destined to 
place their men on the moon. 
This means that engineers and 
scientists in both countries are 
struggling with the task of im­
proving mtm’s capability in 
space to operate the next gen­
eration of spacccreft.

Peter N. Van Schaik, of the 
Air Force Aero Protxilslon Lao- 
oratory, has deccribed some of 
the aids develoned for th‘s pur­
pose. He maintains that launch­
er size limitations dictate ns- 
semblv in orbit. With this space 
assembly will arise problems 
whose details are only sketch­
ily known .at this time.

Current opinion insists that 
m «i must be able to work ef­
ficiently In the snace environ- 
ment under weightless condi­
tions. To assemble large struc­
tures some method of tying 
components together must be 
developed and some method 
must be found to anchor astro­
nauts to perform tasks under 
severe reeitralnts. Also methods 
must be developed to rescue 
an astronaut in trouble. 'Theae 
facets of the extravehicular 
problem have been studied 
and, while some testing has oc­
curred on earth, under a nor­
mal gravltv field and In an 
airplane flying a weightless 
trajectory, further testing In 
orbit is necessary to Insure the 
operational efficiency of the 
newly acquired tools.

Spacecraft or space stations 
can develop cracks due to metal 
fatigue. Impacts of meteoroids 
could create punctures which 
must be sealed. To effect theoe 
repairs, a set of space welders 
have been designed which can 
not only repair damage but also 
aid in the welding of Joints in 
assembling large space struc­
tures.

*1116 space welders ore of two 
types: One is a  ring welder; 
the other is used for straight 
line work. Both are self-con­
tained and use on electron beam 

-for- welding. The small welder 
can weld a  %-lnch diameter 
tube with only 2,000 volt*. In 
the handle of the welder is a 
small gas cylinder, with gas 
luider a  pressure 'of tOO pounds 
per square inch, which can 
provide 10 minutes of operation 
and make 20 welds.

If tile astronaut is to work in 
space he needs some means to  
tie himself to  the work to  per­

form his tasks. 'This foot was 
disoovered during the extra­
vehicular acHvltes of the 
Gemini program. 'There the as­
tronaut exerted himself to  the 
point of exhaustion in trying 
to  do useful work under weight­
less conditions. Scientists are 
certain that, provided a  qecure 
restraint and attachment, work 
can be performed effiedentiy in 
space. One such intriguing sys­
tem involves a variable flexi­
bility tether.

'This system has three com­
ponents. 'The first is the attadi- 
ment system which Is connected 
to the left hip of the operator 
to serve as a controller for the 
unit. The second component is 
the tether section and the last is 
an adhe^ve-pad and attachment 
which anchbrs the tether to a 
“stable’’ platform.

'The tether section consists of 
a series of integral ball-sccket 
links strung over a  central ten­
sioning cable. 'The links are ar­
ranged so that the ball of one 
link rests in the socket of the 
next. The end of this tensioning 
cable is in the body-mounted 
controller unit where teneimi 
can be applied by cranking a 
handle.

In this fashion the tether can 
be made as rigid as a piece of 
steel and formed in any shape 
the astronaut desires. 'The tether 
can then hold him in position to 
perform - an assigned task. A 
quick release is provided so that 
in an emergency the tether can 
go completely limp.

The third element in the sys­
tem is the “anchor." 'This con­
sists of an electroadhesive pad 
which will strongly adhere to 
any metal or any other electric­
ally conductive surface. 'The 
pads are shaped so that - they 
can be brought into intimate 
contact with the anchor surface. 
The power supply for the pad 
is about the size of a pack of 
cigarettes. Even with this small 
pack, adhesive forces *of about 
40 pounds per square inch are 
prisslble. Fortunately, these arc 
most efficient devices and have 
minimal weight. 'The initial goal 
is for a  pad two Inches by five 
inches with an adhesive force of 
about 10 pounds per square inch.

It appears that the most im­
mediate use for this system will 
be the erection of large com­
munications antennae for use 
with interplanetary probes and 
for low-cost communications be­
tween points on earth. Future 
requirements indicate the use of 
antennae between 100 and 160 
feet in diameter. Mr. Van Schaik 
believes these will be construct­
ed in space by launching.slight­
ly tapered panels roughly nine 
feet by nine feet into orbit and it 
will be the task of astronaut- 
workers to assemble them into 
large antennae.

For this asaembly the worker

will s ta rt writh a  circular cen­
tra l section whoee edge wrtll 
constitute a  track. The astro­
nau t wrill poettlon a  scaffold on 
this track and begin bringing- 
the 'panels Into poattion wrfaere 
they may be locked together 
mechanically or assembled end 
then welded into tbe  desired 
shcqie. 'The antenna wrill be as­
sembled one ring a t  a  time 
imtil the large cuitenna h a s . 
been completed.

The ability of man under 
weigdi'Uces oondltions to  per­
form this type of a  task  is be­
ing tested by using open struc­
tures* under water. FViUowIng 
one of these tests, the results 
were projected to  space and it 
was determined th a t the time 
required to  assemble the 150- 
foot antenna was 405 minutes 
which includes a  rest time of 
58 minutes.

Within the next three years 
many demands wrlU be made on 
astronauts in space and one of 
the ideal ways of anticipating 
their problems is to  develop 
and test tools and systems 
whidh they must use in space. 
These praliminary results rep­
resent a\fly ing  s ta r t and our 
space offmials can look to  space 
assembly \  in the future with 
oonfidcnce\

BOSTON (AP) — Bernard 
Goldfine, the Boston mlllVonalre 
industriaUrt ■who courted friends 
In lilgh places -with Uevish gifts 
—which In one case became a 
scandal In the Eisenhowfer ad­
ministration—died In debt and 
with possible llablllUes of more 
than $3 million.

A series of liens, including an 
Internal R e v e n u e  Service 
claim for $3.8 mllUon, have been 
filed against the estate, it was 
disclosed Friday in Suffolk Pro­
bate Court.

Goldfine left no will. When he 
died hla estate was esttonatod to 
consist of $10,000 in personal 
property.

Among the liens is one for 
$3,980 tor rent on the apartment 
where he ll'ved in his last years.

One of Goldfine’s friends was 
Adams, rr.fS.dlent 

Dwight D. Elsenhower's chief 
aastotant and a former governor 
of New Hampshire, where Gold- 
fine had textile and other lndu.s- 
trial Interests.

It was revealed in hearings 
before a congresslor.Bl subcom­
mittee that Adams had accepted 
a iricuna coat, and had used 
Goldfine’s hotel apartments in 
different places, during a period 
when the industrialist was hav­
ing difficulttes with the Federal 
Trade Oommission over labeling 
of some of Ws wool products.

Adams left Ida White House 
Post, Goldfine was convicted of 
tax evasion and was Jailed. In 
the meanwhile hds holdings in 
teoctlle mills and other proper- 
tleis were dissipated In costs of 
Utigation and settlement of 
some tax claims.

NEW YORK (AP) — The 
Grinch is taking his place along­
side such characters as Rudolph 
the Rednosed Reindeer and the 
Peanuts bunch as a perennial 
Christinas favorite on televi­
sion, and it all came about by 
accident, as did many Impor­
tant events In the life of the 
Grinch’s creator. Dr. Seuss.

“ I’m a great believer In acci­
dents,”  the tall, handsome -writ­
er and illustrator of rhymed 
children's books declared on a 
visit here.

Theodor Seuss Gelsel of La 
Jolla, Calif., became an author 
of Juveniles by chance, had his 
first book published by chance, 
acquired his pen name that 
way. And it waa by chance that 
he ■wrote "How the Grinrti Stole 
Christmas,”  which "was adapted 
into a half-hour TV show and 
had Its third annual TV air­
ing on Dec. 22.

“ I happened to draw the 
Grinch and the Whos, some 
characters I had used before, 
confronting each other,”  he ex­
plains. “ Tben I had to figure out 
why the Grinch was mad at the 
Whos and what the Whos could 
do to protect themselves.”

It all turns out well and the 
Whos get their Christmas back, 
but Gelsel admits for awhile he 
waa aiding with the Grinch 
“ who had a certain point about 
being soured on the commercial­
ization of Christmas.

A Grinch Is Green 
“ When we decided to make 

the cartoon from my story,”  he 
continues, “our first problem 
was to fligure out -udiat color a 
Grinch is, since the book was in 
black and white. Designers 
made him every possible color 
and we chose a ghastly green.” 

The screen version, tor which 
Gelsel was associate producer, 
expanded the 28 or so drawings 
of the original into 27,000 for the 
animation. Three songs, for 
which Gelsel ■wrote the lyrics, 
were added.

When he produces one of his 
fantasies, sometimes the draw­
ings of his imaginative brand of 
beasts come first and some­
times the story; sometimes they 
both progress together.

"The names are easy,” says 
the 64-year-oId author of 27 
books and creator of the 
Sneetches, Horton the elephant, 
Yertle the Turtle and the 
Oobleck, among others, “ I'll get 
an animal drawn and I’ll know 
what hla name is — it can’t be 
anything else."

Oeisel, who is president of Ete- 
ginner Books, a division of Ran­
dom House, never studied art 
but started drawing at an early 
age, eventually originating and

carrying on tor 17 years the 
“ Quick Henry the FUt”  advertis­
ing cartoons.

Getting into the Juvenile field 
was one of the many unforeseen 
happenings that have shaped his 
life. Returning from Sweden by 
boat on a 'voyage ao stormy that 
there was nothing else to do, lie 
sat listening to the ehip’s motors 
chum in rhythm and began 
writing words to match.

“ I had it about half written 
when we landed,”  he recalls. “ I 
couldn’t get the meter out of my 
head and for therapy I had to 
finish it.”  He added pictures 
and that became "And To THink 
That I Saw It on Mitiberry 
Street.”

SOtfa Time a C2iarm 
He was an author, but still an 

unpublished author. The book 
went to one publisher after an­
other and after being turned 
down by the 29th, he decided to 
take the manuscript home to 
bum it. On the way home—he 
bumped into a classmate frpm 
Dartmouth College who had Just 
become Juvenile editor of Van­
guard Press and who arranged 
for his firm to bring it out 

Gelsel took the name of Seuss, 
his mother’s maiden name, be­
cause he waa saving his real 
name for the great American 
novel he was going to write. His 
chUdren’B books became popu­
lar before he ever got that writ­
ten and the pen name Dr. Seuss 
stuck.

Now It’s official. He has two 
honorary doctorates—one from 
the American International Col­
lege In Springfield, Mass., and 
another from Dartmouth, his 
alma mater. “ They said I ’d 
been masquerading for so many 
decades that they wanted to 
make an honest man out of 
me," he laugiia.
