Ttie answer to Senator MeCtovem’e 
rhetorical queattons wxwld seem  to be, 
aa far as Seoretary Rusk is oonoemed, 
yes.

Such things seem to be, to Secretary 
Rusk, evidences o f our devoUen to what 
be calls “ collective security.”

But what Secretary Rusk thus con- 
shfara “ ooUective security”  Is not really 
oaHective security at all, but a  modem 
bread o f im perial security, o r  an oW- 
f®dkoned brand o f balanoe o f power 
poBtlcs security. When we really believe 
In otdIecUve security we believe In the 
United Nations, and when we really try 
to practioe coUecUve security we seek to 
bring the peace-threatening actions of 
aU naUdfis Into the jurisdiction of this 
United NIatiens of all the naUons, end 
we are wfillng to  have our own actions* 
EubnUtted to that JurisdicUon as weU.

If there are no longer any teal laola- 
Uonlsts am ong us, the nearest thing we 
have to an isolationist is som eone who 
beheves In having us go it big and alone 
out in the world, quite as If the Uidted 
Nations did not exist. As the Etecretary 
of State who has succeeded In Ignoring 
the existence o f the United Nations more 
than any of his predecessors, Mr. Rusk 
him srif perhaps represents the closest 
thing we have to an isolationist today.
It has been a curious twist of his going- , 
out-of-offloe defense of his own record 
that he should attem pt-to wrap himself 
in the mantle o f ooUective security, and 
present his own critics, who are- aimn«s 
universaHy the tnie intemationBliBto of 
the time, as tf they were the historical 
throwhecks.

Secretary Rusk's great distinguishing 
quahty as a Secretary o f State has been 

- his -  perfectly rigid, unswerving occi- 
siatency of aim and policy. M ore tosn 
any other individual in Am erican public 
life during this era, he has succeeded in 
hddinig fast to his own hard line. He 
has not, however, always been able to 
resist bringing a  touch of sophistry to 
his defense of hds jxwUion, as when, 
with bold subtlety, he would seek to ' 
identify Ms critica, o f all people, as 
naughty liolationtata.

Green Light On The Railsi
Oonnecticut and Southern New 

England can breath^ a  big tdgh o f re­
lief. The econom ic w elfare o f the area 
which has been in jeopardy has been 
assured continued healthy growto by the 
adtion of a  three-judge federal court in 
ordering the Penn Central Co. to take 
over the assets and operations of the 
banlcnq>t New Haven Railroad Wednes­
day. — ■

Penn Central had filed for a tast-ditch 
attempt to stave o ff the m erger set for 
New Y ear's Day. The court ruled there 
would b e . “ irreparable injury”  to the 
public if there were any delay. And toat, 
most assuredly, would have been the 
case.

The condition o f the New Haven ap­
proaches a crisis. It Is virtually out of 
operating carii. There have been threats 
toe railroad would suspend operations 
If (the m erger were not put into opera­
tion immediately.

Penn Cenltral is itself a  product o f a 
m erger of the Pennsylvania Railroad 
with toe New York Central. The two 
firm s were permitted to combine opera­
tions with toe stipulation that the New 
Haven would be a thi|d party to the 
reorganized rail line.

_A saving of $80 million a year is antici­
pated as a, result o f the m erger of the 
Pennsylvania and the New York tJentral. 
The Interstate Commerce Commission 
has ordered $115.6 million paid for the 
assets of the New Haven. The court 
held this is  a reasonable price for the 
consDlldated system to meet.

It Is hoped that Penn Central w ill Inj- 
'bue toe present management of the New 
Haven — that is, thqee on toe manage­
ment level, the poUcy-maklng level — 
with new vigor. Certainly the replace­
ment of the court^ppointed trustees who 
have been running the.N ew  Haven can­
not do other than help the morale of 
management personnel on the next , 
■lAvel. .

» . Penn Central will undoubtedly push 
aggressively to increase toe business of 
toe railroad.-Equipm ent is in great need 
of Improvement; certainly passenger 
equipment falls into toat category.

New Y ear's Day marks a  m ajor 
change in railroading, not just for this 
area. The l^uUman Co. is turning rUl 
of its sleeper service over to the rail­
roads at toat time. There are but 325 
Pullman porters now out of 2̂ 300 of past 
years.

Eour rail unions are merging on the 
_ first. They are toe Brotherhood of Rail­

road Traliunen, Brotherhood of Locom o­
tive Firemen, the Order o f Railway Con­
ductors and Brakemen and the Switch­
men’s Union of North Am erica.
