Informed sources told The As-
sociated Press that this will be
the primary thrust of the close-
ly-guarlled report on a two-year
study by a team of nongovern-
ment sclentists.

The sources sald the report
will not claim that the study
produced ,proof that UFO's are
not manned survelllance craft
from outer space. “You can't
prove & negative,’” the sources
said. -
Néither, they sald, will ¥
question the possibility that in-

telligent life exists beyond the
earth, Instead, it will emphasize
that the investigation uncovered
no scientific evidence to support
contentions by various Individu-
al scientists and private organi-
zations that flylng saucers are
visitors from a distant planet.
The satudy, financed by a
$500,000 grant from the Alr
Force, was made by a team of
sclentists under the direction of
Dr. Edward U. Condon of the
University of Colorado,

Tight security has been im-.

posed on the project from the
start, and authoritics are still
working hard to guard against
leaks,

The 1,000-page report has
been turned over, at the Air
Force's request, to & special ap-
praisal committee of the Nation.
al Academy of Sclences, which
refuses to divulge any informa-

Findings of the academy com-

‘report for simultaneous release

by the Alr Force, now tentative-
ly acheduled for Friday.

All-Purpose Apology

The Americans and the North Koreans

ingless. Having said this the Americans
proceed to apologize humbly and for
acts which the United States does not
admit were ever committed. The North
Koreans ignore the first statement and
iccept the second. Honour s satisfied.
The men are relegsed. The rejoleing is
general,

This was a rensible escape from a
silly situation. The North Koreans were
doing themselves no good by keeping
the Pueblo's crew. The United States
has do-e itself no harm by agree'ng 1o
the recent apologetic formula. Both sides
have now extricated themeelves from a
situation which neither can have sought
nor wanted. After a tirade of improbable
confessions, inzincere apologies, and
wildly conflicting statements (by people
who were not there) about the Pueblo's
position, North Korea and the United
States have resumed their original
posture of mutual but peaceful mistrust,

The truth about the Pueblo . incident
probably is that the North Koreans (or
a North Korean) made a misjudgment,
The capture of the Pueblo was not go-
ing to be worth the fuss that would
inevitably follow. The North Koreans
should have seen this. Perhaps the
Americans, for their part, should also
have forescen the possibility that the
North Koreans were likely to become
pissionate about territorial waters and
the accumcy of their Navy's navigation
Either way the uct of collecting electro-
nic intelligence should no longer. be al-
lowed to cause tension.

In practice the Pueblo was not doing
North Korea any special harm by lsten-
ing to North Korean radio traffic. Every
country must now assume that some
other country will collect electronic in-
telligence by one means or another, If
the Royal Navy was as touchy as the
Nonth Koreans, HM ships would be chas.
ing Russian trawlers perpetually, from
Gibraltar , to the Shetlands. The North
Korenns should have pealised that the
best.(and only) way to stop other people
listening to their radio traffic is to stop
using radio.

North Korew has gained several im-
phusible confessions and one small ship.
The United States has got her men back.

In Houston History Books

Coventry residents and his-
tory buffs, take heed! The
Houstonr (Texas) Post has un-
covered a story bound to fill
your hearts with alarm: Rev-
olutionary War hero Nathan
Hale of Coventry has been amit-
ted from new history books in
the city of Houston.

The president of the Texas
Parent Teacher - Association
made note of the discovery in
a speech to the Association, and
viewed the omission with alarm.
Quoting Hale's famous words
T regret that I have but one

life to give for my country,” .

Mrs, LL. Ledger sald, ‘‘We
need to bulld a patriotism that
will give every young American
a pride in his nation and com-
munity."

The Houston Post picked up
Mrs. Ledger's remarks, and
made a spot check of textbooks
in the city which showed that
Hale was Indeed not mentioned
at all in two American history
books, adopted by the city of
Houston™in 1062,

The Post immediately ran a
story entitled “For the Bepefit
of Houston Schoolchildren,” giv-
ing a brief history of Hale, who
was hanged as a spy by the
British on Sept. 22, 1776, after
carrying out a hazardous as-
signment for General George
Washington.

Such an omission in the his-
tory lessons of children in this
area is not likely to occur, how-
ever. Particularly in Coventry,
which claims Capt, Hale as its
own, since this Is where he was
born.

The Hale Homestead, on
South St,, is open to the pub-
lic several months a year, and
there i8 an annual ceremony
on, the anniversary of Capt.
