Watertown Negds Consolidation

Pity the poor residents of Watertown.
There are about 15,000 of them and it
sometimes appears they must do busl-
ness with more units of government than
there are ruming the United Stabes.

Normmuily, one would say there s at
the top the town government, But In
Watertown, the town government is not
necessarily at the top. That mis-named
entity known as the Watertown Fire Dis-
trict appears to' have more powers in
some instances than does the entire
town. If ever there was a case of the
tall wagging the dog, it is the Water
town Fire District. And finally, there
is the Oakville Fire District,

To understand what goes on in Water-
town, one must first explain that the
names ‘‘Watertown Fire District” and
“Oakville Fire District'" have virtually
nothing to do with fire protection. The
town provides the fire apparatus. The
so-called fire districts provide the water
mairs and fire hydrants. The two dis-
tricts also provide some sewer facilities,
but the Sewer and Water Commdission
of the entire town also provides some.
For example, the Sewer and Water Com-
mission provides ‘those facilities for the
industrial area off Straits Tpke. Just to
complicate matters, the town's commis-
gion geta its water for that area from
the Oakville Fire District which, in turn,
buys its water from the City of Water
bury. The Watertown Fire District has
it own water supply source.

Watertown has zondng. The Watertown
Fire District has zoning. They are
not identical. The Fire District zoning
lakes precedence over town zoning, That
is whatf the judge has just ruled. The
Fire District i{s an entity unto itself.

In these days when the push is on for
regional zoning so that one town camwot
build factortes on i{ts border
the residential area of its nelghbor, for
a small portion of 4 single town to be
able to zone without regard for the rest
of the town i irony of the first order.

There have been efforts in the past to
consolidate all the governments of the
town. This would eliminate both the
Watertown and Oakville Fire Districts
and have the town conduct all town
business—as it should. The Watertown
Fire. District voted this plan down previ:
ously,

Oakville Fire District, in its rela.
tively short life, has built far niore sew-
eérs than has the Watertown District.
There are Indlcations now that a move
will be under way to eliminate the Onk-
ville Fire District and jet the town take
over Ma duties. In that way, the entire
town (including residents of the Water-
town Fire District) will have to pay the
bill ‘for utilities and other improvements.

Hant success as Dallas County
chalrman, has milked the mid-
dle-clase suburban-type vote to
the fullest. But that vote is no
electoral majority. Over ten
years, all the Republicans real-
ly have won Is a net galn of
two Congressional seats and
the election of SBen. Tower twice
against. countritied Tory Dem-
ocrats opposed by minority
groups.

Republican-style conserv-
atism has displayed scant ap-
peal for rural Texans, who stil
prefer the Democrats, Mexican
and Negro minorities, vastly
more powerful since the aboll-
tion of the poll tax, are stead-
fastly Democratic except when
Democrats nominate a Dixie.
crat (as aguinst Tower in 1961
and 1008), Thus, the Republi-
cans  now eeem limited to
& country club party with bullt-
in status,

Specifically, critics complain
about the recent campaign's
strategy emphasizing Republl-
can support for the oll deple-
tion allowance and state con.
trol of tidelands oll (themes re-
iterated by Mr. Nixon himself
In Texas the last weekend of
the campaign). This appealed
only to the oll vote, which was
anti-Humphrey anyway.

As for minority voters, the
Republican  strategy was to
write off the Negroes and go
all-out for the Mexicans. On
that final weekend visi, Nixon
aldes were confidently assured
that one-third or better of the
Latin vote would be theirs. In
fact, Mr. Nixon won less than
8 per cent of both the Negro

and Mexican votes, worae than
his 1860 showing.

Nor can the 1988 disaster be
attributed to George Wallace's
strong showing In Texas. Wal-
lace’'s vote here came not pri-
marily at Mr. Nixon's expense
but from rural whites and ur-
ban white workers who habitu-
ally vote Democratic,

The remedy, to a few moder-
ate Texas Republicans, is to
move leftward on civil rights
just enough to attract some
minority votes while keeping
the country club vote. Thiz is
preciscly the oourse envisioned
by 34-year-old Sam Wyly, a self-
made Dallas multi-millionaire
who ran Texas Republican fund-
ralsing in 1968 (contributing
over £100,000 himself) and s
most ambitious politically.

But Wyly's day here may be
far off, and time seoms on the
aide of the Democrats. By bet-
ter geot-outdhe-vote techniques,
Demoucrata can still further ex-
ploit the minority vote. Libaral
Democratic Sen. Ralph Yar-
borough, a masdter at mainta‘n-
ing the rural wh'te-minority
group coalition, appears un-
beatable — even against Bush,
the state’s most marketable Re-
publican. Preston 8Smith, an un-
impre«sive winner for Gover-
nor against a Republican novice
Nov. 5, may be the last of the
countrvfied Tory Democrats
who surrender minority votes to
the Reopublicans,
