Then we sensed the requirement, pow
80 very urgent, to keep earth bright
and beautiful and not allow it to become
polluted and smogged and cement-
ridden. Many of us have suddenly realiz-
ed 'that nowhere else in the solar system
can one encounter these majestic forests,
these lomg swells of mighty ocean, these
smow-clad &slopes and rushing rivers,
these flocks of fowl and shoals of fish,
Mars harbors neither the monsters
pictured by H. G. Wells nor yet the
fabulous Princess Dejah Thorls, heroine
of the Edgar Rice Burroughs tales. Pro-
bably it is largely a windswept desert.
Verus ia a hothouse and the great outer
planets are utterly inhospitable.

Sometimes, then, there echoes the lorne-

ly remark of a famous physicist who
asked, ""Where is everybody?"” He knew
that other suns must have other habit-
able plamets, by the hundreds perhaps.
And some life undoubtedly has through
aeons of development reached that sliver
of time in which it has Become highly
civifized and able to send signals across
the woid of space. So we are probably
not alone; "“In my father's house are
many mansions," sald one who should
kaow.
But mankind finds no hospitable alter-
rative to eanth nearby, and so we look
homeward with renewed appreciation
and approve the sentiment of Robinson
Jetfers who declared: “It is only a little
planet . . . but how beautiful it 4s."" And
we ask ourselves whether our mastery
of our environment today is become too
devastating.

There was a time when mankind ac-
cepted Homer's Greek gods and every
tree, spring and hill had its guardian
spirit — a centaur, & faun, a dryad.
Christianity destroyed these pagan pro-
tectors of hills and forests, but It should
have wrought & new bhrotherhood, not
only among men but for the protection
of all lesser sdeas. Man's dominlon over
the earth Is not a license for ruthless
exploitation. This last year In America,
several more parks and unravaged areas
have been locked away from the des-
poliens,

There ls o larger awareness that per-
haps one cause of mankind'e present un-
easginess is that people have been pulling
away too sharply from the natural forces
which have shaped their environment.
Many are pleading for more preserva-
tion of wildemess areas, for no more
damming of wild rivers, for a halt to
the lumbering-of primeval redwoods, for
more careful husbanding of earth's pure
gtreams and unsmogged skies, This is
no simple objective, given mankind's
swift burning of the fossil fuels, the rush
to the citles, and the population explo-
on,

Yet Professor Rene Dubos, in his book
'S80 Human an Andmal' (Scribners) ex-
presses a faith ‘‘that westem culbture,
and especially western, sclence, can be
rededicated to values more lasting and
more significant than those heretofore
Identified with technological and econo-
mic growth." Thiy is the challenge put
to us all, as we view the earth from
200,000 miles away.

Bulleting, reminds us that the late Adlal
Stevenson once wrote: “We travel to-
gether, passengers on a little space ship,
dependent on its vuinerable reserves of
alr and soll; all commitied for our safe-
Lty to its security and peace; preserved
from anmihilation only by the care, the
work, and, T will gay, the love we give
our fragile crafl.,” — WILLIAM H.

WASHINGTON—No one could
have been more surprised than
Galo Plaza, the shrewd secre-
tary-general of the Organiza-
tion of American States (OAS8),
when Vice President-elect Spiro
Agnew telephoned him to ask
for a long Interview on Latin
Amertcan affairs,

The date was just before Ag-
new and Plasa made a joint
Dec. 9 appearance at the New
Orleans meeting of the National
League of Cities. Agnew's pro-
posal: Would Plasa ride back
to Washington in Agnew's plane
80 they could talk about Latin
Amenrica?

That was the first word that
Plaza or anybody else had
heard that President-elect Nixon
has assigned important respon-
sibilities in Latin American pol-
ey, long a stepchild of U.8. pol-
icy-makers, to his Vice Presi-
dent. But that is preclsely what
Mr, Nixon now intends,

The two-and-a-half hour air-
plane ride back to Washington
that day was Agnew's first reni-
ous expasure ever to what is go-
ing on south of the border. The
second exposure, also with Pla-
za, came last week when Ag-
new returned with more ques-
tiona,

Intimates of Plaza report that
the secretary-weneral, a veter-
an Ecuvadorean diplomat and
politician, was imvressed both
with Agnew’s qualities as a Us-
tener and the calfber of his
questions. Also Impressive to
Plaza was Aenew's repeated in-
sistence that Mr. Nixon intends
to pive Latin American affairs
a high billing in his Adminis-
tration.

Nevertheless, Latin American
diplomats here are shocked by
Mr. Nixon's private designation
of Agnew as one of hs Latin
American speciallsts and are
gkemtlcal on two counts—wheth.
er the Vice President really will
devota all that time and effort
to hemispheric affairs and
whether he really is capable of
handling the job. This skepti-
cism stems partly from Agnew’s
extraordinarily bad public rela-
tions during and since the Pres-
idertial campaion. and partly
from the fact that he Is an utter
novice in both Latin politics and
U.8. foreign policy.

Agnew's only known visit

south of the continental U.8.A.
came just after the election
when he took a vacation at Dor-
ado Bay in Puerto Rico. Asked
on arrival for his opinion about
statehood for Puerto Rico, Ag-
new spoke night up: He was
for it, he said,

This response flew in the face
of the traditional attitude by
mainland American politicians
to keep hands off the most dis-
ruptive Issue in Puerto Rico.
Atthough newly-elected Gov.
Lais Ferre favors ultimate
statehood for the Canibbean
Island, the defeated Populares
are sdamantly against it. Thus,
Agnew managed to alitnate at
least half the Island—and, er-
roneously, put the Nixon admin-
istration on record for state-
hood.

But Agnew's lack of  ex-
penience lsn't the ‘only reason
for unease among Latin diplo-
malts, What bothers them more
profoundly is the lack of any
s'gn of a Nixon plan for that
vital arena.

No top State Department ap-
pointee, starting with Secretary
of Stute-desigrate Willam P,
Rogers, has more than a mea-
ger speaking noquaintance with
Latin America. Even at this Iate
date, there has been nothing but
gossip about the identity of the
new Assistant Secretary of
State for Latin Affairs.

At one po'nt early in the
transition period Mr. Nixon was
considered Ukely to name his
old friend, Robert C. Hill, as
an Undersecretary of State,
Even though Hill was somewhat
controversial during tours as
Ambassador to Mexico, Costa
Rica, and El Salvador, some
Latin diplomats were ecstatic
at the prospect that ore top of-
ficial In the State Department
at least would know how many
countries there are in Latin
America. But Hill ruled himsait
out of a State Department job.

Moreover, Mr. Nixon has not
yel accepted advice that he pay
a courtesy call on Secrelary-
General Plaza. His only action
£0 far has been a private tele-
gram to ithe chairmaw of the
Inter-American Committee of
the Alllance for Progress, Dr,
Carlos Sanz de Santa Mania on
Nov. 7 promising to ‘‘strengthen
relationships and bulld stronger
bonds"” between the U.8. and
Latin America.
