A Ford officlal In chirge of the pro-
Jeet belleves that new exhaust-oddizing
engine attachments offer the best hope
for substantial pollution control in the
years ahead, Even if this proves to be
true, there is no reason why the ofl
companies should Ignore Middlston's in-
vitation to redouble their research on
development of gasoline that will burn
clean~r in the first place,

The commissioner’s polnted suggestion
and the joint project at Ford are
examples of challenge and response —
and cooperution, Middleton reminded the
ollmen, and  industry goneraily, that
they "have an opportunity to take the
inftiative. in an area that Is not as yet
explicitly regulated.” The waming was
polite but firm; no Industrialized nation
can expect to survive if it persists in
waging deadly chemical warfare on It-
pelf, — NEW YORK POST.

Space-Age Paradoxes|’

rendering the Space Age to the
Boviets whose economic struc-
ture, though stable, is consider-

for many eclaments play a role
In them. We know the space
program ia vitally affected by

- the distasteful war in Vietnam.

It is affected by our critical
urbap problems. It is affected
by the upsurge of nationalism
abroad, The attitude of the Con-
greas and, more significantly,
the President affects our spack
program. And no program can
enjoy robust health when so
many peripheral problems af-
fect it, However, even with this
explanation there exist para-
doxes which defy & rational
explanation.

Krafft A. Hhricke and Betty
A. Millef, of the Autonetics
Division of North American
Rockwall Corp., have formulat-
od four elements which high-
light the paradoxical nature of
our present attitude toward
space—an emotional disposi.
tlon toward a highly rational
endeavor,

They point out that in one
brief decade the U.S, space pro-
gram has been vigorously sup-
ported and then allowed to dis-
sipate on the eve of its greatest
achievement thus far: Manned
lunnr landing.

The second paradox involves
how far we go in pursuing the

space program. They Indicate
that manned lanar landings are

. thought of by many as a final

accomplishment of the space
program. Yet itas great potential
for markind through space ap-
plications and for exploring our
solar system makes it only the
beginning,

The third paradox deals with
Space Age by-products, Initial
space program spinoffs have
benefited not only sclence,
technology, management and
Industry, but education, med!-
clne, communications and many
other aspeects of the  American
economy, Despite this, it is
tragically and erroneously be-
lieved that space program ex-
penditures deny progress in the
latter four areas.

The final paradox involyes the
worth of ‘the space program,
Ehricke and Miss Miller claim
the biggest thing about the pro-
gram Is its demonstrated and
potential value — not its budget.
Considering the program's in-
novative impact upon mankind,
never has so much been ac-
complished w'th so few dollars,

To amplity these paradoxes it
Is apparent that never before
has such technological progress
been effected in so short a time,
While some may point to the
bullding of the A-bomb as &
fremendous feat in an  even
shorter time, this involyved a
single discipline, In the matur-
ing of the Space Age practically
every sclentific discipline has
been affected, for space ex-

ploration involves man and
there are few eclences which do
not Involve man,

The culmination of all our
Space Age efforts has been to
place 2 man on the moon. Now
that we are but one year away
from this pgoal, the monies
necessary to keep the space
sclences viable are curtailed, To
me it is like building n bridge
{0 a country wheré resides un-
told wealth but, once having
finlshed the bridge, we decide
a0t to enter that country,

It is most unfortunate that the
public has been spoonfed infor-
mation on the conquest of the
moon without being shown how
the moon Is the key to the ex-
ploration of the entire solar sys-
tem. While many fee! that land-
ing on the moon is the end goai,
scientists realize that what is
really important s the program
for getting to the moon.

Succgss in landing on the moon
must also indicate thmt the out-
er planets of the solar system

are also within reach. While it

would be foothardy to try to pro-
Ject what matenial and sclenti-
fle riches may evolve as a re-
sult of further planetary explo-
ration, the most hardened akep-
thc must concede that the evo-
lution of this technology has pro-
vided benefits which affect the
#ives of all mankind. The basic
technology and science uncover-
ed in our hmar quest has been
added to our sdlentific cupboard
to be available in the future for
the service of man.

The space program by-prod-
ucts or spinoffs thus far have
benefited those cultural areas
where progress fa difficult to
see. Normally, only over long
periods of time can this progress
be recognized. The space revo-
lution is, perhaps, the only one
in history in which those In-

volved in the revoution have
been aware that It is going on.

In education, mediocine, com-
mundcattons and in our eco-
nomic ife there have been both
subtle and marked changes, The
subtle ones are seen by those
whose business it fs to project
into the future. They are con-
sclous of Iimproved weather
forecasting, navigation, the re.
alignment of education and the
fmpact of space technology on
future business practices. We
can see ‘'‘real-time' tolecests
from other continents, commund.
cations of n global nature, use
of space medicine artifacts in
medical practices today and the

that aill of the funds al

space are snent here

and every one who reads this
has benefited through these ex-
penditures.

We have made tremendous
progress and spent a r-latively
small fract'on of our gross na.
tiona! product to achieve our
mace objectives., This points up
the critical factor In the argu-
ment as to whether we are
sprnding our money wisely. The
space program has clearly dem-
onstrated Its tremendous poten-
tial.

Therc I8 no one allve who can
predict what this earth will be
like in 1900 — fust two decades
away. The potential is so vast
that permanent committess
should sit in continuous session
trying to foresee our future in
light of the present: With a po-
tential and an ach'evem-~nt of
this magnitude it would be most
unfortunate if we permitted
budgelary problems to emas-
culate the spacs program. To
do so would be to forfeit our
position in the community of
nations and to dellberately des-
troy our future.

Hos this observer, after dec-
cades of watching and loving
legislatures and legislators, sud-
denly become the victim of
some pathologicul dislike for
them? Are we suddenly anti-
logislature?

The answer, we think, les

" not In us, but in the very mod-

ern development of certain ex-
cesses,

There s, for one thing, an
éxcess of high-pressure activ-
Ry, in which a cult within the
state has reached owt for the
support and help of “strong leg-
islatune'’ cults outside the state,
in favor of bullding up the Leg-
islature by such devices as an-'
nual sesslons and doubled legis-
lative salartes. These proposals
do not stir us ¢o positive en-
thustasm,

Other excesses have grown up
and muitiplied in recent ses.
slons and have taken place in
the conduct of the legilalators
themselves. And some of the
préposals the legislators them.
selves are now fecing in & con-
struotive mood, even though
they involve the loss of certain
legislative  vanity privileges,
find us very ehthusiastic.

There are a number of prac-
tices recent legislatures. have
fallen into not from any real {n-
tent on the part of any major-
ity of legislators, but because
there are always those who,
seeing an idtocy on the scene,
cannot refrain from metching it

with one of their own. There are
always those who, witnessing a
strategy which seems to reap a
little puoblicity, cannot refrain
from adopting it for them-
selves,

This Is why, even with fewer
members in the Legislature, the
number of bills being intro-
duced, each to some hoped-for
publicity mention, can keep go-
ing up.

This ls why there has been &
progreasive increase, In recent
seseions, in the number of spe-
clal resolutions, on eubjects
ranging from the sublime ¢o the
ridiculows, introduced to have
the Legislature memorialize
this or that individual or event.

This is why even the very
awareness that legislators were
monopolizing the time at publle
hearings supposed to be for the
purpose of giving the publle it-
self a chanoce to register its
opinions has led to longer, ra.
ther than shorter, lnes of leg-
islators at' every hearing they
think has appea! to some oal-
culable mass of voters,

In their own effort to give up
these vanities, the legisiators of
the 1009 seasion are dolng much
for their own standing, much
more for the prestige of their
the prospect of mors efficient
Legislature, and much more for
the prospect of more efficient
and responsible sessions, than
could ever be achieved by pay-
ing them twice as much for the
time they spend now, or four
times as much for spending
double the time.

The worst weakness of the
Commectiout Legialature is
nothing fundamental or struc-
tural, but merely the ‘modem
development of excess in petty
vanities, Th's sess'on, to its
credit, 18 obviously making a
very special effort to aker this
phase of Has conduct and #a
image.

The decision will come from
a thres-member tribunal which
presided st a State Labor Re-
lations Board hearing Nov. 27
where arguments were heard
from the CNA attorney that
nurees who work elght hours
or more a week should be al-
lowed to vote, while the hospi-
tal attorney held to the more
common 20%hour per week rule,

According to testimony of
Ronald Schmaltz, hospital di-
rector of personnel, of the al-
most 170 nurses, 41 of them
would be excluded from voting

if the 20-hour per week rule
were retained. .

CNA contends if the hospital
were a five-day-a-week busi-
ness, the 20-hour rule would
be ncceptable, but slnce a hos-
pital operates around the clock,
seven days a week, the 20-hour
rule is unacceptable,

The hearing was held as the
result of a petition filed Oct. 25,
signed by more than the requir-
ed number of nurses, asking for
permission to hold the election.
