The fact is, he bit off
more than he could chew sue-
cesefully. The adaptation he
finally made of Norse legends is
more involved than The Iliad,
and although Wagner was a
reasonably good poet who wrote
his own lbretti, he was no
Homer,

Originally he started out to
write an opera called ‘‘The
Death of Slegfried.” I'm sure
you've heard of Blegfried oven
though you may have him
mixed up with Achilles. Wagner
had the same doubts about his
audience, and he started this
opera with a scene In which
the Norw (or Fates in thelr
Greek counterparnts) tell what
has gone before. The scene ls
not successful and s sometimes

But even with the resume giv-

, &n by the Norns, Wagner felt

things weren't too clear, 80 he
prefaced “‘Slegfried’'s Death"
with another whole opera which
he called “Young Siegfried."
Even this didn't seem enough,
80 he wrote ‘‘Die Walkuere,"
explaining the antecedents of
Siegfried. About this time he
decided ¢to call “Young
Siegfried,” just '‘Siegfried," and
“Slegfried’'s Death, '‘Goatter-
daemmerung”’ or '‘Dusk of the
Gods."

8till he wasn't satisfied and
he prefaced the whole business
with still another opera, ‘‘Rhein-
gold," (having npthing to do
with the beer of that name),
in which he tries to explain
how the gods got themselves
into ¢the mess from which they
can't be extricated in three
more evenings. The whole thing
Is an immense tragedy, based
on legend.

Having written his text back-
wards, Wagner wrote the music
forward. He completed the work
In 1874, having started in 1848.
You haye to hand it to him
for dogged persistence,
this time It gradually dawned
on himx that this was np work
for the average opera house,
and he lald it aside to write
‘“Tristan” and ‘'Die Melster-
singer,” as well as to revise
but he never
completely lost  sight of hias
magnum opus, which finally
was produced completely In 1676
al Bayreuth, which is the only
place you can see the whole
thing with any regularity even
today.

“'Walkuere'' is thus in the
middle of the whole work, which
corresponds in large measure to
an immense symphony, in
which “Rheingold” is the first
movement, ‘‘Walkuere' {8 the
romantic wsecond movement,
“'Slegfried”’ turns out to be a
sort of scherzo or humourous
section, and ‘'Goetterdaem-
merung’' s the finale.

eries in the world, Britain's east
coast herring industry,

Once as many as 1,600 flshing
craft sailed from Lowestoft and
Great Yarmouth to scoop her
ring from the Nonth Bea. Before
World War I these drifters, as
they were called, each year
strung a 3,000 -mile curtain of
nets In the North Bea and
cought 14 billiory he . Lowes-
toft had 300 drifters s own
plus 344 visiting Scottish craft.

After the World War II this
armada had shrunk to only 58
boats with 58 Scoltish vessels,
Later ths once mighty Great
Yarmouth fleet disappeared,
and then last autumn the bot-
tom fell out of the market as
fishing ' compunies sent thelr
vessels farther and farther
afield to hunt down the elualve
herring.

Now the last Lowestoft her-
ring drifter is up for sale.

“Are you one of those NFL
writers?'" he askell each report-
er who approached him In the
Jets dressing room. ‘‘Well, Ha-
ten,"" he would say with a scowl,
“AFL is here to stay and you'd
better bedeove it.
