serupulous, but that too much concen.
tration on regulation and stricture can
pour cynicism and insult on the virtuous
who do happen to be among us, If there
are good men among the Nixon ap-
pointees, the process by which they have
been welcomed by the volunteer
moralists In the Senate has been one
based on the basic assumption that they
are potential crooks, This is not only an
infustice, in some instances we are sure,
to some of these particular individuals,
but i iz also o potential discouragement
to other good citizens who may be asked,
by one administration or another in our
future, to enter the field of public sery-
fce.

Among the scientists themselves, In
this age of powers nuclear and perhaps
worse, the debate is continual, and the
senme of guill often very strong.

“It is to hold the unknown
gevdus who discovered fire responsible
for arwon; to blame Gutenberg for the
Hes that appear in type; Gallleo for
siege guns; Einsteln for Hircshima."

The bill proposed by the Seymour
Water Co. (substitute Bridgeport Hy-
draulic as the owmer) does not mention
Quaker Farms, but the company would
have the power to condemn and take
that land.

The request for power made by the
water company is massive. The firm
can now sit back and magnanimously
offer to eliminate this little pond or
stream and that one and still come out
with controt of one of the state’s major
water sources for the future,

Any year now one almost expects
Bridgeporit Hydraulic to submit a bill
giving it control over the water resources
of the entire stute with the exception of
areas presently reserved by other firms,
When It will agree to elimimate Putnam
and East Haven and North Cansan and
Greenwich and as few other towns as it
can get away with,

The General Assembly should not give
away to any private firm the water re-
sources of this state. The time has come
for the state to maintain control over
the remaining water supply. The time
has come for the state to supervise the
distribution of this most important of
all matural resources. Individual cities
and individual companies cannol take
it upon themselves to grab these re-
sources, They are needed for ail of the
citizens of the state,

The General Assembly should reject
entirely the bid by the Seymour Water
Co. or substitute Bridgeport Hydraulic.)
Instead it should start developing a state-
wide commission with power to allocate
water in such a way that the best inter-
ests of all of the cltizens are preserved.
Care should also be taken to protect the
interests of the smaller communities
with large waber resources but no im-
mediate need for them ot this time.

This is & time for protection of re-
sources, not for giving them away to
any private concern interested In mak-

“ing o profit. Care must also be taken
lest any private firm set up an inter-
locking syatem which would end up with
Connecticut water being sold out of state
it a high profit.

WASHINGTON — To the pre-
dictable outrage of the anti-Com-
mumnist far right, their lone rep-
resentative on the White House
staf{—Dr. Richard V. Allen —
is being quietly submerged in
favor of solid, professional for-
cign policy speclalists,

Allen, 32, a right—wing pam-
phleteer and tough political in-
fighter, climbed aboard the Nix-
on bandwagon early In the cam-
paign and was named as deputy
to the highly nrespected Dr.
Henry Kissinger of Harvard in
one of the President-elect's first
announced appointments,

However, a decision has been
made at high levels of the new
administration to isolate him
from substantive duties, More-
over, Kiasinger has quletly’ as-
sembled a professional staff—
almost ‘entirely from present
Johnson administration officials
—that will not mollify Allen’s
colleagues on the right,

Included among the aides be-
ing selected for the Kissinger
staff, besldes the previously an-
nounced Dardel Davidson (pres-
ently assistant to Ambassador
Averell Harriman), are Morti-
mer Halperin (an arms control
expert) from the Pentagon and
Helmut Somnenfeldt (Soviet in-
telligence), Lawrence Eagle-
burger (Under Secretary Nich-
olas Katzenbach’s office), Rich-
ard Snelder (Japanese desk),
and Viron Vaky (Latin Amer-
ican affairs) from the State De-
partment. From outside the
government, Prof, Robert E.
Osgood of Johns Hopkins is a
top prospect to join the staff.

Allen's downgrading is an-
other sigh that President-elect
Nixon intends no radical depart-
ures In foreigh policy. It is also
evidence that pushy infighters,
corservative or liberal, don't
fare well tn the Nixon admin-
istration.
