Omdr, Liloyd M. Bucher, 
who earlier orlticloed the Navy 
tor deterring tils requests tor ar- 
mamsnto, (old a Navy court to 
inquiry he was not expeotiivthe 
type to attack which occurred.

Bucher, testifytag for the eec- 
ond day, added, however, that 
the Pueblo hod two tatoiTMOtero 
on board "who hod the task of 
monltortag the tactioei tonxflts 
to (he North Korean Navy to 
keep me apprloed to anytHfig; 
they Were planning to do to uo.”

He didn’t say if the tatorprat- 
era haU ploked up any Intorais- 
tion about the impending ottsusk, 
ta which one crewman was 
killed and the 83 othei* wore 
taken prisoners.

On Monday, Bucher eald the 
Navy didn’t provide reteHstory 
help or adequate guns, oomrou- 
ricatlons or 4xploslvee to de­
stroy secret material when llw 
slrtp was aelaed.

The Nixon Administration and 
the Federal Reserve authorities 
are acutely aware of the power 
of the expectation of inflation. 
They realize that the expecta­
tion Is strengthening and that. 
If it is lA  cooled down, a 
serious blowoff In the economy 
arid In financiail markets may 
be the inevitable outcome.

The primary objective of pub­
lic policy In the months ahead, 
therefore, ■will be the curbing 
of inflation. Determined efforts 
win ibe made to  brake the boom­
ing economy and to slow down 
the Increase of the price level. 
At the same time, however 
there is a  consensus in the Ad- 
mlndstratlon and in the Federal 
Reserve that the country can­
not afford a  serious recession 
and rising unemployment as the 
means tor restoring price sta­
bility. The objective will be to 
cool down inflation without caus­
ing more than a  moderate rise 
In unemployment — perhaps an 
Increase from the present very 
low 3.3 per cent unemployment 
rate to a  rate 'between 4 and 
4.6 per cent. ’The economy has 
been taking the inflationary 
drug for a  oonsldeiable time. 
The objective will be to with­
draw gradually from the in­
flation “kick” — to get the 
rate down 'from the 4.7 per 
cent increase In the cansumers 
price Iridex In 1968 to some­
thing like 3 .to 3.6 per cent this 
year.

'The hope da that by moving 
In this ddrectioh, a  blow can 
be dealt to the expectation of 
Inflation.

O’Leary predicted a slowdown 
In the economy for the first half 
of 1969 and an acceleration in 
the second half.

He listed severai reasons for 
the slowdown, ‘”Ihe Fed’s tight­
ening of credit; fiscal restraint, 
with the federal budget swing­
ing from a  $25 bUlion deficit in 
the fiscal year ending last June 
to a modest surplus in the fis­
cal' year ending next June; and 
a leveling off In the rate of na­
tional defense spending.”

'The acceleration in the second 
half will come because of less 
restrictive monetary and fiscal 
policies which will encourage a 
stronger rate of expansion, 
O’Leary said.

■ O’Leary called for a continua­
tion of toe 10 per cent surtax 
beyond June 30 in order to help 
curb Inflation. f

Oommenting on toe ' s t o c k  
market, O’Leary said, ". , .It 
has already begun to discount 
the effect of tighter credit and 
an expected slowing down In 
the rate of business expansion.”

"The slowing down In the rate 
of expansion wWoh we expect, 
and the determined tightening 
of credit, will probably lead to 
a further gradual downweud ad­
justment of the market In toe 
weeks ahead . . . ’The extent ot 
the downward adjustment in 'Uie 
m artet will depend upon the ex­
pectation which Investors have 
about how strongly the AdmitUs- 
tratlon and the Fed will act to 
curb inflation. If monetary and 
fiscal policies quickly turn ex­
pansionary, the ntarket will un­
doubtedly regain its strength 
quickly.”

Yet time, aa the adage runs, motee 
ag things. WHMn a  decade Herbert 
Hoover had been rehablhtatod, and by 
the time he died in 19U be had gained 
much pubHc sympathy tor hia embaUled 
years in the White Houee and a con- 
■klerable measure of reiq>eotabUity.

Harry Truman haa lived to see his 
quartela with music critics forgotten, as 
well as such temper tantrums as hia 
threat to draft rtiildng rail workem into 
the Army. Instead he's remembered tor 
Ms imagination in rebuilding war-tom 
Europe and hia stubbomneas In resisting 
Soviet encroartunent. He has even found 
hlmaelf listed by Mstoiiam among our 
"great” Presidenu.

So dlsgraoe. It seems, can be as fleet­
ing as glory. Peihapa It Is the mnern- 
brance of these turnabouts that have put 
caution into the judgments and muted 
the gunfire against LBJ that only a few 
months ago reverberated so loudly acrosB 
the land.

This caution has merit, and not Just 
as a way of hedging journalistic bets. 
The truth of the matter la that there la 
no Mmple way to judge Presidents, either 
as men or as national leaders — at least 
u-iUl hereafter. So reserved judgements 
are not only charitable but wise.

Because we know now how it turned 
out. It’s easy to forget that Mr. Tru­
man’s ikand a t BerBm might have been 
a disaster. Only today can the disaster 
of President Roosevelt's post-Wortd War 
n  plain be measured; at the time the 
country supported Ms poUclos. Bo it will 
be a  long time, both Dean Rusk end 
Senator Ful bright notwithstanding, be­
fore we will know surely whether Viet­
nam refs-eaenta Htateamanship or folly.

That uncertainty should deter no one 
from making his own best current judg­
ment on present policies, Vietnam oi* ahy- 
thl.Tg elm;, It ought, though, to suggest 
a wee bit of humility about absolute judg­
ments. And it ought to incline us to a 
Uttlo charity toward the man who, at any 
given moment, has to decide one way or 
another, be he uncertain or not.

One of our national characteristics 
seems to be the supposition that good 
men always do good, and bad men 111. 
So If what a man docs, especially a 
President, seems to us right, our praise 
goes not only to the deed but to the 
man himself. Conversely, If what he does 
seenu) to us bad, then we think he miwt 
1x5 a vlUuln.

But the connection is often tenuous. 
The fact that FDR was dead wrong about 
the Russians does not mean he conspired 
111 for hia country; nor will being right 
or wrong about Vietnam be the final 
measure of PreAdent Johnson as a man.

Ordinarily we would consider It a virtue 
for a President to do what he thought 
best In the face of political pressure; a 
personal virtue anyway, though no 
measure of hia wisdom. That much 
Lyndon Johnson has certainly done, and 
for that murti he deserves some respect 
whatever history may say about hia 
actions.

Perhaps some a w ^ n e ss  of this is re­
flected In these curious accMades com­
ing Ms way now that he la on his way. 
If so, you would have to put it down 
as an improvement In our treatment of 
unsuccessful Prealdcnts, which has been 
too often ahabby. That the country la 
weary of Lyndon • Johnson seems un­
deniable, and therefore It Is better that 
he should go. But surely it Is better too 
If wo cun dismiss old aervanto without 
sending them away Ini tatters. — VER­

WASHINGTON — The final 
■ chapter in one of the most 
Mzarre aspects of Hubert H. 
Humphrey’s presidential cam­
paign was finally written at last 
week’s Democratic National 
Conmltiee meeting, with 
aster averted only a t the 
second.

The disorter waa threatened 
by a letter signed by the Vice 
President himself. In a  star­
tling display of bod judgement, 
he actually pledged that "I do 
Intend to recommend” Delton 
Houtrf>eno, Democratic State 
Chairman of MUsourl, as Na­
tional Chairmen “when Law­
rence F. O’Brien leaves the 
position.”

Dated Sept. 2, juat after Hum­
phrey’s nomination a t Chicago, 
the letter waa sent to  Gov. War­
ren Heatnes of Miasouri as ev­
idence that Humphrey would 
keep a  veihal p led ^  to Heornes 
and Houtefaens made before the 
ejection of Missouri's delegates 
to the Chicago cwiventlon. Humr 
phrey got 66 of the state’s 60 
delegate-votes.

Just before be wrote that let­
ter, Humphrey had named 
O’Brien as interim’ National 
Chairman. But by the time 
O’Brien was getting ready to 
leave the National Oommittee 
two months later, Hearnes and 
Houtchens were In the Hum­
phrey doghouse for having fail­
ed to work their hardest for the 
Humphrey - Muskle ticket. In­
stead, they put all their mus­
cle Into Hearnos’s own race tor 
re-election; Hearnes waa over­
whelmingly elected while Hum­
phrey lost Missouri toy a  whis­
ker.

Thus, the first error by the 
Vice President’s staff was sign­
ing a written commitment to 
give Houtchens, a State Chair­
man unknown in national pol­
itics, the topmost job in a  party 
desperately In need of leader-
i4iip.

In fact, reconlzlng Hbutch- 
ens’s handicap, Humphrey’s 
Sept. 2 letter piroposed naming 
Houtdiena to “a algnlflcant pub­
lic position In Uie campaign so 
that he can begin to know the 
party structiu'e around - the 
country”,-̂  an appointment that 
nerver was made.

live second error was, per­
haps, even less understandable 
than the first. On Dec. 13, after 
party outrage at the prospect 
of Houtchens aa National Chair­
man had effectively ruled him 
out, Humphrey (obviously on 
the suggertlon of frlemta of 
Hearnes and Houtchens) wrote 
a second letter to the Governor.

In It, the Vice President hail­
ed Hearnes as "a singular po­
litical leader,” adding: There 
are many who have tried to 
Indicate In the press that the 
Governor of Miasouri did fiot 
do his utmost for the Demo­
cratic ticket. I know better."

This, thetv was the backdrop 
for last weel’a meeting of the 
National Oommittee to select

O’Brien’s replacement. Pre­
paring for that m eetli^, polit­
ical intimates of Hearnes and 
Houtchens ran  off several hun­
dred copies of Humphrey's high­
ly emhorraaslng Sept. 2 letter.

Miasouri politlcans told us- the 
plan waa to circulate the letters 
at the National Committee 
meeting in an effort to upeet 
Humphrey’s choice of Sen. Fred 
Harris of Oklahoma to succeed 
O’Brien. There was, of course, 
no hope of electing Houtchens 
But the Missourians, embarrass 
ed by Humphrey’s indiscreet 
brand of politics, were out to 
reciprocate.

But Houtchens would also be 
embarrassed. Intermedintes, ac­
cordingly, quickly moved In to 
persuade the Houtchens forces 
to forego their desperate, last- 
minute ptay.' Approocheid by 
these intermediates, Hearnes 
said It was eesenttaJ for Humph­
rey to give Mm and Houtch­
ens some kind of face-saver. 
Having been promised the na­
tional chaimuuishlp, they had 
to have some public exphina- 
ttem from Humphrey for the 
Vice President’s change 
heart.

Enter WllMam C o n n e l l ,  
Humphrey’s chlef-of-staff who 
had been In on all the previous, 
subterranean deals that had 
ended so badly between Humph­
rey and Hearnes.

Connell got on the telephone 
and offered this to Hearnes: A 
statement to major Missouri

newspapers. In the name of a 
“Humi^irey qiMcesman,” stat­
ing that (he Vice President hod 
made his pledge In utmost good 
faith but that Ms loss of the 
election had created an entirely 
new situation.

The Hearnes-HoiAchens forces 
quickly accepted (his face-saver, 
and the statement was promptly 
dictated to the newspapers.

Thus, a  public relations disas­
ter was averted at the last mo­
ment. The incriminating: letter 
was never circulated and the 
only vote againrt Harris In the 
National Oommittee came — In 
whispered tones and against her 
better judgment — from Mrs. 
Shirley Butters, the Nat'onal 
Commttteewomen from, 
course, Missouri.

But Harold D. Whitehead, a 
99-yeardd Negro 'who heads (be 
Seattle Oentzai Area Motivation 
Program, an antipoverty effort, 
said “Riautlrg” was sometimeB 
an effective method of making 
probiems  known.

Itie y  had obvious­
ly  oontrlbuted the key ptaaeans in  tbe 
Inaugural Address. They had Obviously 
helped create the mood In wWch (be 
BOW Pm aU ent aaBumed U a power. Higy 
had obviously shaped the commanding 
em phasis on the quest of peace, a s the 
fbe chief mandaite he accepted for his 
adm inlalration. And these better angels 
of our being and our day obviously had 
played Iheir p a rt when fbe iwIk^  In­
augural Addrees cam e out tota^y friend­
ly and affirm ative, and entered atiftneaa 
and cfaalenge to none.

Such a  dlsoourae aa if by angels won 
neceaaaiiiy phrased in  generalities r a f t­
e r than  in  apedfice.

But some of the generalities bad the 
cut end impact of realistic, down to 
earth common sense, as when) he said 
that because people want peace, and 
leaders have learned to fear war, fte 
truth may now be that the veoty “times 
are on the side of peace."

Nbwdiere, perhaps, did his cbotoe of 
the positive emphasis, to the neglect of 
the negative things obviously clamoring 
to be said, seem more d ear and heaitei^- 
Ing, arrd, we believe as well, strategi­
cally sound as wh«i he made his refer­
ence to fte  youth of today.

What he eaid of the youth of today was 
that he thought he knew them well and 
that we could be proud of ftem  because 
they are better educated, more commit­
ted, end more passlonateiy driven by 
oonsclenoe than any other generaHon in 
Watory.

If there was any sldghtly false note 
anywhere in the Inaugural ceremonies, 
it came not from Preaiident Nixon’s per­
formance, but from the cxoessful wWh- 
Ing of one of his own best and most 
enthusiastic friends. The evangelist of 
the occasion could not resist, we sup­
pose, wishing for the new President 
noftiiig less ftan  a “supenuutoral wis­
dom.”

That woidd not, we think, really be 
the wdeh of the miUtons who saw and 
listened to this occasion.

They would, we think, choose to keep 
Mr. Nixon as he was and is —a some­
what ordinary, batttowom, experlence- 
seiUK>ned product of f te  American politd- 
cal process who, if he ta to grow larger 
among us, wlU grow so by gradual Inches 
rather than by supernatural leaps, just 
as he himself, in this Address, chose to 
make Ms strongest points with softest 
speech, not by shouting at Ms audience.

And that possibility —that the notion 
wDuU prefer to keep Mr. Nixon as he 
showed himself on this first official oc 
oaaion, rather than try  to transCorm him 
into some superman —might also oirce 
have, been considerad, by all the ex­
perts, sometMng of an improbability.

For our port, we Hked President Rich­
ard Nixon just 08 he was. And to us 
the highest hope and prayer would be 
that, WMfaout igMoutlng supernatural 
powars of Ms own, be keep up his ob- 
v ioust’ good relatlonsM p w ith ak those 
better angels who made Monday auch 
a happy end auspicious day for f te  na­
tion.

WASHINOTON — Now la the tim e, or

to the a id  of Lyndon Johnson. Web, a l­
m ost everybody.

Anyway, here it is tb e  day of Ms de­
partu re a s  a  poUttcaSy diecredttied P resi­
dent who, by his own admlsston^ declined 
to  run again for the good of the ootsilry, 
and now all of a  sudden a  surprising 
num ber o f people—sosne of them  rath er 
surprising, too—e re  finding a  few ntcSi 
things to  say  about him . At least he 
won’t  leave here fHendleas and foclom.

The W hite House mcdl these la st few 
days has com forted him  w ith letters end 
telegram s not so much of condolence as 
good wtshee; some are  even from  srif- 
oenfessed Republicans who voted to r 
Rfidiard Nixon. G ovenunent bureoucrate, 
a  fait uncertain peihapa about f te  new 
men, a re  saying the old m an w asn’t  so 
bad a fte r edl. And around the Press 
Club bar it’s  possible to  find a  news­
paperm an or (two rising to his defense.

Nor is th is just a  local phenomenon. 
WltMn th e  lost fortnight the newspapers, 
m agoilnea journalM ic pundits and 
partisan  polUiclans have been paying 
their foreweUs to  LBJ by way of sum- 
m lng up Ms controversial years in  offioe, 
and it is  tn d y  astoMaUng how m any of 
those who once excoriated Mm find a t 
least a  few good words to  speak.

Whaitever you m ay fttn k  of Lyndon 
Joimaon’s  tenure, there should be som e­
thing heart-w anning about aU tWs, ftir it 
isn’t  alw a3rs thus when dethroned kings 
depart

With our m ost fam ous poUtioaUy dis­
credited President, i t  certehtly was 
otherw ise. On th a t fam ous Inaugura­
tion night, having turned the scep tre over 
to Franklin Roosevelt, H erbert Hoover 
ohnost slunk out of town. Unheralded, 
unnoticed and aU alone he went to fte  
railroad station and boarded a  tra in  to r 
New York. There w asn’t  ev e n 'a  Secret 
Service m an to see him. safely home.

H arry ’Truman w asn’t  quite ao forlorn. 
Nonetheleea, there w as much strain  on 
that long ride to  <fte Oapltol w ith Dwight 
iBisenliowier, n elfte r m an by th is tim e 
being very friendly w ith the other, end 
by and la iga tiie oeuntry w as then re ­
lieved to see him  go.

Yet time, as f te  adage runs, motes 
am things. WltMn a  decade Herbert 
Hoover had been rehablUtated, and by 
the time he died in 1964 he Mid gained 
much public sympathy for his embatUed 
years in the Wilte House and a con­
siderable measure of respeotabiiity.

Harry ’Truman has lived to see his 
quarrels with music critics forgotten, as 
well as such temper tantrums as Wa 
threat to draft striking redl workers into 
f te  Army. Instead he’s remembered for 
his imagination in rebuilding war-tom 
Europe and his stubbornness In resisting 
Soviet encroeirtiment. He has even found 
himself listed by Mstorlans among our 
“great” Prestdertts.

So disgraoe, it seems, can be aa fleet­
ing as glory. Perhaps it is the remem­
brance of these 'tiUTkabouts that have put 
caution into fte  judgments and muted 
the gunfire against LBJ that only a few 
months ago reverberated so loudly across 
the land.

This caution hao merit, and not just 
aa a way of hedging joumaldstic bets. 
The truth of fte  matter Is that there is 
no simple way to judge Presidents, either 
as men or as national' leaders — at least 
until hereafter. So reserved judgements 
are not only charitable but wise.

Because we know now how it turned 
out, It’s easy to forget that Mr. Tru­
man’s stand a t BerMm might have been 
a disaster. Only today can the disaster 
of President Roosevelt’s post-Worid War 
n  'pians be measured; at f te  time the 
country supported hds policies. So It will 
be a  long time, both Dean Rusk end 
Senator Pulbrlght notwithstanding, be­
fore -we ■will know surely whether Viet­
nam represents statesmanship or folly.

That uncertainty should deter no one 
from making his own best current judg­
ment on present policies, Vietnam or any- 
thi.ng else. It ought, though, to suggest 
a  wee bit of humility about absolute judg­
ments. And it ought to incline us to a 
little charity itoward the man who, a t any 
given moment, has to decide one way or 
anoifter, be he uncertain or not.

One of our national characteristics 
seems to be the supposition that good 
men always do good, and bad men ill. 
So if what a man does, especially a 
President, seems to us right, our praise 
goes not only to f te  deed but to the 
man Wmself. Conversely, if what he does 
seems to us bad, then we think he must 
be a villain.

But fte  conniection is often tenuous. 
The fact that FDR was dead wrong about 
the Russians does not mean he complred 
ill for his country; nor vrill being right 
or wrong about Vietnam be the final 
measure of President Johnson as a man.

Ordinarily we would consider It a  virtue 
for a President to do what he thought 
bert in the face of political jyressure; a 
personal virtue anyway, ftough no 
measure of his 'wisdom. Tliat much 
Lyndon JMmson has certainly done, and 
tor that much he deserves some respect 
whatever history may say about hla 
actions.

Perhaps some awareness ol this Is re­
flected in ftese curious accolades com­
ing Ms. way now that he is on his way. 
If so, you would have- to put it down 
as an improvement in our treaitment of 
unsuccessful Presidents, which has been 
too often shabby. That the country is 
weary of Lyndon Johnson seems un­
deniable. pnd therefore it is better that 
he ftould go. But surely It is better too 
if we can dismiss old servants without 
sending them away In tatters. — VH3R-

WASHINGTON — The final 
■ chapter in one of the most 
bizarre aspects of Hubert H. 
Humphrey’s presidential cam­
paign was finally written at last 
week’s Democratic National 
Committee meeting, with dte- 
aster a'verted only a t the last 
second.

The disaster -was threatened 
by a letter signed by the Vice 
President himself. In a  star­
tling display of bod judgement, 
he actually/pledgied that “I do 
intend to recommend” Delton 
Houtchens, Democratic State 
Chairman of MUsouri, as Na­
tional Chairmaii “when Law­
rence F. O’Brien leaves the 
position.’’

Dated Sept. 2, just after Hum­
phrey’s nomination a t CSvlcago, 
the letter was sent to Gov. War­
ren Hearnies of Missouri as ev­
idence that Humiphrey would 
keep a  'verbal pledge to Heames 
end Houtchens made before the 
selection of Missouri’s  delegates 
to the Chicago convention. Hunv- 
phrey got 56 of the state’s 60 
delegate-votes.

Just before he ■wrote that let­
ter, Humphrey had named 
O’Brien as interim' National 
Chairman. But by the time 
O’Brien was getting ready to 
leave fte  National Oommlttee 
two months later, Heames and 
Houtchens were in the Hum­
phrey doghouse for halting fail­
ed to work iheir hardest for the 
Humphrey - Muskle tickeit. In­
stead, t h ^  put all their mus­
cle into Heames's own race for 
re-election; Heames was over­
whelmingly elected ■while Hum­
phrey lost Missouri by a  whis­
ker.

Thus, the first error by tbe 
Vice Ftesident’s staff 'was sign­
ing a  written commitment to 
give Houtchens, a  State Chair­
man unknown in national pol­
itics, the topmost job in a  party 
desperately in need of leader- 
ftip.

In feet, recpnlzing Houtch- 
ens’s handicap, Hiunphrey’s 
Sept. 2 letter proposed naming 
Hc^chens to “a  significant pub­
lic position ^  the camx>aign so 
that he con begin to know the 
pdrty structure around - the 
country"—an appointment that 
never 'was made.

The second error was, per­
haps, even less understandable 
than the first. On Dec. 13, after 
party outrage at the prospect 
of Houtchens as National Chair­
man had effectively ruled him 
out, Humphrey (obviously cn 
the suggestion of friends of 
Hearnes and Houtchens) wrote 
a second letter to the Governor.

In it, the Vice Fhesident hail­
ed Htemes as “a  singular po­
litical leader,” adding; There 
are many who have tried to 
Indicate in the' press that the 
Governor of Missouri did not 
do his utmost tor the Demo­
cratic ticket. I know better."

TMs, then, w as the backdrop 
for last weel’s  m eeting of the 
National Oommlttee to select

O’Brien’s replacement. Pre­
paring for that meeting, polit­
ical intimates of Heames and 
Houtchens ran off several hun­
dred copies of Humphrey’s  high­
ly embarrassing Sept. 2 letter.

MOssouri pollticans told us. the 
plan was .to circulate the letters 
at f te  National Committee 
meeting in an effort to upset 
Humphrey’s choice of Sen. Fred . 
Harris of Oklahoma to succeed 
O’Brien. ’There was, of course, 
no hope of electing Houtchens 
But fte  Missourians, embarrass • 
e<L by Humphrey’s indiscreet 
brand of politics, were out to 
reciprocate.

But Houtchens would alao be 
embarrassed. Intermediates, ac­
cordingly, quickly moved In to 
persuade the Houtchens forces 
to forego fte ir desperate, last- 
minute play.

In fte  name of a 
“Humphrey spokesman,” stat­
ing that the Vice President hod 
made his pledge In utmost good 
faith but that iris loss of the 
election had created an entirely 
new situation.

The Heames-Houtchens forces 
quickly accepted ftls  face-saver, 
and the statement was promptly 
dictated to the newspapers.

The incriminating letter 
was never circulated and fte 
only ■vote against Harris in the 
National Oommlttee came — in 
whispered tones and against her 
better judgment — from Mrs.

Oit arising Saturday morning 
we had a smattering oi snow 
and some falling as we left the 
Nokea Manor Lodge, but an we 
descended from the hilltop we 
had a  few sprinkles. On the way 
to Stratton we had overcast 
sides and pulling into the park­
ing lot a sprinfde of rain.

On the lifts shortly after ttte 
start of operations itiie snow was 
good, the ^urtokle was annoy- 
iiV ; getting wret wMle on the 
chair. After several runs we de­
cided to go to the summit.

At the Snow Bowl lift there 
waa very little waiting. It waa 
here I met Mr. and Afrs. Ben 
Cheney, iboth efficient and ac-' 
compUshed skiers. About half 
way up the lift a fog rolled in. 
The rain turned to sleet and 
snow end the trails were in good 
condition and the skiliig here 
waa good. After a few runs on 
the upper part of the mountain 
we decided to go in for hmeh.

Shortly after I had a date with 
Karl Bauer. Bauer Is in charge 
of keeping Stratton skiable. So 
let us take a i>eek cuid see what 
Kail and his staff ere doing. 
The condltl<m of the atew tails 
the story. The e<]uipnieiit must 
be to good condition at all timee 
if possible. Bauer has five ano- 
oets, and toese ere used for 
eveythlng imaginable. Here ere 
a few Items, swdi as briiqjlng 
additional food to the summit 
house, slalom poles for raoM 
and toboggans tor the ski patrol 
to be dropped off at vartous 
areas.

RoUera of various sixes 8-10- 
12-14 feet are put to use being 
towed about by the snow cats. 
The sno-cats are a  must at all 
ski areas. On the upper part of 
the mountain, eight and 10 foot 
rollers are and on the low­
er where the mogols are not as 
rugged the 12 and 14 foot rollers 
are put to use. The ideal tyi>e 
Is the 10-fCoter for all around 
performance.

Here at Stratton there are two 
shifts around the clock. When 
the night men are wrorldng on a 
section of the mountain they are 
also responsible for the making 
of avow. They make a little over 
three Indies a  night on the Sun- 
tanner which is over 220 feet 
in width. If the sMer wUl re­
member a couple of weeks ago 
with all the loe we had itheee 
oats really had a work out. If 
the oat needs repair, such as a 
tread or roUer dienge, the driv­
er and assistant will try to re­
pair it like you would with your 
car. If not, in the garage It goes 
and no time is lost.

The sno-cat Is driven from 
70 to 100 m iles daBy. Coming 
back to the ice  section, on the 
Suntanner at Stratton they had 
to drag a 1,100 spiker to scuff 
the surface six to eight times 
to make the area shiahle, so 
you can see that these unsung 
heros, the cat operators end 
the maintainance men, mean to 
an area like this. Whrai work­
ing as team unit one wdll 
drag a spike rake, the next wlB 
use a rotary drag that ■will help 
even the mogols in the area, 
and the third one will use a 
carpet that was created by the 
staff at Stratton.

There are 36 trails and over 
42 miles of dd terrain; in a 
four inch snowfall it will take 
about 36 hours to pack and roll 
everything so there fellow ski­
ers don’t lose your cool if a 
trail is marke>d closed.

This has been the roughest 
winter in eight years to keep 
the area skiable. There are 
eight lifts here. Bauer Is also* 
known ee the Big T-T trou­
ble. All lifts are checked before 
the start of the day and are 
being, watched while they are 
being used by men at either 
end of the chair lift. They watch 
the posltian of each chair as 
it comes Into the wheel to the 
lock ixjsition.

Presi­
dent mxon said that "F or the 
first time, because the people of 
the world want peace and the 
leaders of the world are afraid 
of war, the times cue on the side 
of peace.”

"The greatest honor history 
can tostow Is ihe title of ))eaoe- 
maker," he aald without apeclfi- 
clally mentlcntng the Vietnam 
war he tnherlted. "This honor 
now , beckons America—the
chance to help lead ihe world at 
last out of tile vaUey of turmoil, 
arid onto that high ground of 
peace that man has dreamed of 
since ihe down of Mvillxation.’ ’

"Let us take as our goed: 
where 'peace Is unknown, make 
it welcome; 'where peace is 
fragile, make it strong; where 
peace is temporary, make it 
permanent.’ ’

An era of negotiation la dawn­
ing, Nixon said. "But," he add­
ed, “to all thoae who would be 
tempted <by weakness, let ua 
leave no doubt that we will be 
as strong as we need to be for 
as long as we need to be."

The President promised to 
press urgently forward at home 
for fidi smptoyment, better 
houaing, excellence In educa­
tion, rebuilding of cities and im­
proving rural areas. But, he 
cautioned, “we are reaching the 
limits of what government alone 
can do."

"What heq to to  done, has to 
to  done by government and peo­
ple together or it wM not be 
done at all," Nixon said. He 
called for unity, saying “ No 
man can to  fully free white his 
neighbor is not. To go forward 
at all is to go forward together. 
’Ihls means black and w l^  to- 
geiher, os one nation, not two.”

Spealdi^ in low tones Mmself, 
the President said one simple 
way to help restore national 
harmony would to  “ to lower our 
voices.”

"We cam ot learn from one 
another until we stop shouting 
at one anothei'—until we apeak 
quietiy enough so that our 
words can to  heard as well as 
our voices," he said. And he 
promised, “ for our part, govern­
ment wrlU listen. . .’ ’

’Diey were installed in Japan, 
Bucher said, a few weeks toford 
the Pueblo was to begin her in­
telligence miaaian off North Ko­
rea.

They had no safety stops, 
Bucher said. Moreover, he said, 
nobody on board was teained in 
using them.

"I sent my gunner’s mats to­
gether with os many people 
from the 'crew and research (in­
telligence) detachment to a Ma­
rine training range to Are the 
guns,”  he aald.

His men got more practice, 
Bucher said, by dumping empty 
barrels over the. aide of the 
Pueblo and sinldng them wtth 
macliine gun fire when no other 
ships were kwlcing.

Bucher said he was under or­
ders from Adm. Johnson to 
"em ploy (the guns) as a last re­
sort only in cases where threat 
to survival is obvious. . and not 
to practice the use of those guns 
or uncover them.ln the presence 
of foreign ships.”

Budier said this was to keep 
the intelligence ship from ap­
pearing aggressive.

He said the guns were "tem ­
peramental, dllflcult to keep ad­
justed find hard to prepare tor 
firing.

CAMBRIDGE, Maas. (AP) — 
A faculty oonunlttoe of Harvard 
Univeratty haa recomm ended 
eatabttalmmnt of a degree 
course in Afro-American atudiee 
on a par with the traditional 
majors U)ce phyalcs and Ebig- 
liah.

It ia expected (hat the reocm- 
mendation will be put into effect 
atarting wtth the next academic 
term in September.

BstabUahment of such courses 
haa been a main demand of Ne­
gro mUitanta on campuses from 
qpoat to coast ki rooent months. 
A number of schools have ac­
quiesced, and Harvard’s deci­
sion to act is considered likely 
to influence otiiera. Harvard haa 
approximately 178 Negroes in 
its student body of 4,778.

The recommendation was ihe 
fruit of nine months of study 
and consultation with black stu- 
dmt leadeni by a oommlttae 
headed by Prof. Henry Roaov- 
aky, a specialist in Japanese 
economics.

It has been approved by the 
university’s Oxninittee on Edu­
cational PoUcy. Franklin L. 
Ford, dean of arts and sclenoeo, 
indtoated the ocbool admlMatra- 
tion would put It into effect 
without delay. The fuU faculty 
wlU conoMer the reoommenda- 
Uon Itob. 11.

The course will be open to all 
students.

The committee was appointed

soon after the araamlnatlon c f 
Dr. Martin LUther King, Jr., 
last April.

Its report aald:
"Block students fm l a ltw isd  

from, even neglected 'wtthin. 
Harvard; but ao, as we hnow, 
do many wMtea.

“What tba btack student 
wants is an opporiuidly to study 
the black expertanee and to am- 
ploy the Intrileotual rasourooi 
of Harvard in cirking aohillana 
to the proMems of the blaefc 
oommunity—so that be wfll ba 
bettor prepared to osatst t iM  
oommunity in aafvtng iheea 
probtema.’*

In addition to the dagrea 
course in Af ro-Ameriean otudlea 
the oommtttae recommended:

1. An Afro-Amertoon graduate 
program and research canter.
. 2. Appottutment by SeptemtMT 
of at laart 10 opaotaUata In Ne­
gro Matoey, sociology, govern- 
nwnt, eoQoomy, Ktarature and 
art.

8. A Negro social-cultural can­
ter.

4. A student exchange pro­
gram with btack Southern col- 
legM.

8. "An IntenM effort" to la- 
crease (he number c f Negro otii- 
denta In the Graduate School c f 
Arts and Hclencas.

"We are dealing," (he com­
mittee report said, “wtth 26 mil­
lion of our own people with a 
special Mfltory, culture and 
range of proUems.”
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
