course in Afro-American atudiee 
on a par with the traditional 
majors U)ce phyalcs and Ebig- 
liah.

It ia expected (hat the reocm- 
mendation will be put into effect 
atarting wtth the next academic 
term in September.

BstabUahment of such courses 
haa been a main demand of Ne­
gro mUitanta on campuses from 
qpoat to coast ki rooent months. 
A number of schools have ac­
quiesced, and Harvard’s deci­
sion to act is considered likely 
to influence otiiera. Harvard haa 
approximately 178 Negroes in 
its student body of 4,778.

The recommendation was ihe 
fruit of nine months of study 
and consultation with black stu- 
dmt leadeni by a oommlttae 
headed by Prof. Henry Roaov- 
aky, a specialist in Japanese 
economics.

It has been approved by the 
university’s Oxninittee on Edu­
cational PoUcy. Franklin L. 
Ford, dean of arts and sclenoeo, 
indtoated the ocbool admlMatra- 
tion would put It into effect 
without delay. The fuU faculty 
wlU conoMer the reoommenda- 
Uon Itob. 11.

The course will be open to all 
students.

The committee was appointed

soon after the araamlnatlon c f 
Dr. Martin LUther King, Jr., 
last April.

Its report aald:

“What tba btack student

Cosmonauts 
Welcomed by 

Muscovites
MOSCOW (A P ) — Several 

hundred enthiislasUo, flag-wav­
ing Russians braved bitter cold 
today to give the four new So­
viet cosmonauts a  rousing efr- 
port welcome.

In 1 1 -below cold, the crowd 
burst into screams and cheers 
as a turboinop Hyuriiin 18 land­
ed with the spacemen.

The cosmonauts marched 
down a red carpet, mounted a 
platform and announced to the 
assembled Soviet leaders that 
Soyuz 4 and Soyuz 5 had suc­
cessfully completed their mis­
sions.

Prem ier Alexei N. Kosygin 
was not in sight, lending cre­
dence to rumors that he has 
been ill. But Communist party 
general secretary Leonid I. 
Bre^uiev and President Nikolai 
V. Podgomy gave the cosmo­
nauts warm handshakes and 
kissed each of them three times 
on the cheek.

Cosmonauts Vladimir Shata- 
lov and Boris Vol)mov made 
brief s{>eeGhes. Volynov stum­
bled b ^ y  oyer his lines but 
continued gamely with a  big 
grin.

The other two cosmonauts, 
Boris Khrunov and Alexei Yeli­
seyev, made no s{>eechee. Sha- 
talov, Volynov €ind Khrunov 
were promoted from lieutenant 
colonel to colonel for their feat, 
which included man’s first or­
bital crew transfer. Yeliseyev is 
a civilian.

After the aiiport reception, 
limousines carried the cosmo- 
naiits and the officials into Mos­
cow tor a triumphal parade 
through the city.

Huong Says Communists 
May Stall Paris Talks

SAIGON (A P ) — Premier 
Tran Van Huong said tonight he 
fears that "Oommuntot stub­
bornness” may stall the Paris 
peace talks.

Eventual success of the 
conference in bringing peaco to 
South Vietnam will hinge on the 
internal situation here, he add­
ed.

Huong spoke in answer to 
questions at an impromptu news 
conference at a diplomatic re­
ception.

He was asked what he thought 
of the chances of success for the 
enlarged Paris talks o{>ening 
Saturday.

’’When you sit down eit a 
conference table you always 
hope the negotkaUans wlU end in 
success,” he replied, "but we 
have to leam  lessons from the 
past, among them Korea. The 
Communists, mostly the Com­
munists In the North and thetr 
auxiliaries (Viet Cong) have 
been stubborn In prolonging the 
negotiations. Our hope (for suc­
cess) to lessened by this stub­
bornness.”

W ien a newsman asked If he 
would predict whether the talks 
would be successful or unsuc­
cessful, Huong said :; “It is su- 
{>erfluous to talk about success 
or unsuccess of the conference 
in Paris. Everything de]>end3 on

Huong replied that he does not 
know Nixxxi and that he there­
fore could not give an answer.

Johnson or Nixon, 
the President’a main concern 
was the Interests of die United 
States. He said everyone win be 
watching how seriously Nixon 
also serves the interests of the 
noivOommuntot world.

Even if a  bouse is small, it 
may be too expendve to  operate 
on limited retirem ent income.

Such situattoas caU for a  to­
tally new environment, but the 
great wrench Is parting with the 
house and comnMmity.

What to  doT
If you are a decade or so 

away from retirement, begin 
thinking about it. Plan vaca- 
tkms with retirement spots in 
mind. If you find a good one, 
plan subsequent vacations 
therre, so that you will begin to  
grow accustomed in the commu­

nity. If you can afford it, buy a 
house and ren t H until you can 
afford to take it over.

If you are  ready for retire­
ment, you can rent oUt your 
preaent home for a  few y ea n  
and buy or rent a  house f o r  a n ­
other oommtmity. It may take 
awhito to find one that Is just 
right, peo{)ie-wlae am) health- 
wise.

Your experiment has paid off 
when you decide you can port 
with your bouse.

If you are not sura, rm t a  place 
in the area, untU you decide 
that you Mke It well enough so 
that you’re not homesick.

It  seemed to be ahnost in a plea 
agalnrt any such development that Rus­
sia’s dove-oriented present leadership ia- 
aued, on the very eve o f the Inai^ural, 
Ita special notloe that it was ready tor 
talks wfth the United States to try to 
Hmit our mutual rivelry in the rnUssUe 
Oetd.

It would 'be alily to oonclude that Pres­
ident Nixon made any last minute al- 
toration ki the mood or language of hte 
Addrees because ho. hadf become aware 
of how it would be listened to In Rus­
sian pcriicy-malcing circles.

Prertdent Nixon’s own conclusion that 
the phase of c o n f r o n t a t i o n now 
yIeM to a time for negotlnticKi had been 
formulated and pronounced well in ad- 
vanoe of this Inaugunal.

And when, in addition to pointing to 
that opening, Preeddent Nixon so care­
fully refrained from any of the cold war 
tonguage of tlie past, any mention or 
use. If that can 'be believed, of the word 
"Oommunlsm”  or "Communist", then 
President Nixon was shaping this por­
tion of the Inaugural as a definite in­
strument of policy.

He was dealing with the problem of 
our relattonahlp with Russia, not only 
by the general mood of his Address, but 
by specific oratorical signals which sus­
tained the doves and disappointed the 
hawks in the Kremlin.

So how do we proceed, how does Pree- 
Went Nixon proceed, into the specific 
reaHttes of policy, without blasting or 
destroying the reassuring spell of the 
Inaugural Address?

ObvlouBly, wie proceed cautiously, care­
fully, slowly, and, one hopes, secreUy, 
Into the posedbillttes of understanding 
and agreement ■with Russia on the spe­
cific question of how far ■we are going 
to go in buUdlng mutual missiles over­
kill againrt one another. ■— .

And one can hope for much mora, and 
tor more Important things, beyond poe- 
rtble relief from the financial* burden 
and the meptal burden of building our- 
ael'ves a lot of armament which will do 
neither of us any relalUve good.

One can hope that, from any possible 
mccew In suchi s j^ lflcs , w ^ j^  Rus- 
ala can eventually turn toward the full 
algniflcance o f certain generaUUes, such 
aa ttie generality President Nixon, 
^leaWng to "m y fellow citizens of the 
world community," honored when he 
aald "man’s destiny on earth Is not 
dtvisttle.’ ’

The Burning Issue Again

The (tedosure that five o f Meriden’s 
public schools are In violation of the 
state’s open burning ban focuses atten­
tion anew on problems arising out of 
the state’s program to end air poUution.

The need of eliminating air pollution 
Is acknowledged; only the means aie 
In dispute. One reason for this Is the 

of acceptable alternate means of 
waste disposal. Another Is the contradic­
tion and miEunderstandinga arising out 
of the provlsdons of -the burning bSn itself.

To accommodate the publtc and to meet 
special local needs, area health officers 
have on'occasion granted permission for 
open bumdrg. Meriden’s health officer, 
for Instance, has consented to allow the 
fi-ve EKhools to continue to burn their 
waste paper until a system of trarti col­
lection, either by city garbage trucks or 
by pri-vate contractor, can be establish: 
ed. During the Christmas holidays, health 
officers In Wallingford and Meriden waiv­
ed the ontd-buming rule for three days 
In order to allow householders Uihe to 
dispose of Christmas wrappings, an ob­
vious fire hazard.

The unauthorized burning of debris 
from trees removed In the path of high­
way 66 through Meriden led to the arreElt 
one day last week of two men, one a 
highway sub-contractor, on seversd 
charges Including arson. It Is common 
prauitlce tor contractors to bum ui>- 
salvable part of trees; state and local 
highway departments have done this as 
a matter of routine. Now they ore for­
bidden under the air pollution regula­
tions. A test case arising out of the ar­
rest of the two men for alleged illegal 
burning is in prospect.

At present schools and oUier buildings 
equipped with inside Inctaera-tors may 
continue to bum, but soon use of these 
devices will be forbidden unless they 
meet certain standards. Similarly, the 
burning of waste basket trash by house­
holders is also forbidden, even though 
the amount of , air pollution contributed 
by a quick, hot, relatively smokeless fire 
is minor. Backyard rubbish tiros which 
ore allowed to smoke and smoulder un­
attended, on the other hand, are a sub­
stantial sou i^  of air pollution. The 
answer Ides in restricting the type of 
rubbish to be burned, and in developing 
an efficient and economical backyard In- 
cineraitor which w ill take care of the 
householder's needs without fouling the 
air.

Whether requiring certain types of 
trash to be brought to the m i^cipal 
dump to be bunted there fulfills the 
objectives of the anU-poUutlcn laws Is 
debatable. True, such a practice concen­
trates the burning In a single area, under 
controlled conditions, but whether Ihe re­
sulting air pollution Is substantiaUy less 
la not so clear.

The entire subject of waste disposal 
needs re-exomlnation. It is one of the 
primary technological-social problems of 
our expanding society. As the population -* 
grows and industry and commerce ex­
pand, the amount of . trash discarded by 
an affluent society increases rapidly. How 
to dispose of this trash without fouling 
the air, the water, or the Icmd 1s a prob­
lem calling for urgent oolutton. —

WASHINGTON—In the long, 
difficult negotiations over the 
continuation of the 10 per cent 
Income tax surcha-rge between 
Johnson and Nixon lieutenants 
the past two weeks, the clash 
of economic j^eallty Eigalhst 
political preference became ob­
vious in the President-elect’s 
camp.

Economic reality was the 
dominant factor at working- 
level negotiations behind White 
House doors. President John­
son’s ■ economic triad—Secre­
tary of die Treasury Joseph 
Barr, chief economic ad-visor 
Arthur Okun, Budget Director 
Chsrles Zwick—^were adamant 
In Dressing to keen the tax an­
other vear. Thev described It as 
essential both to slow down gal- 
loDlng inflatlpn and prevent a 
huge budget deficit.

They received no aigumeints 
in thepe discussions ^ m  the 
three men who wiH hold the 
h'g three economic lobs In the 
Nixon administration: Da-vld 
Kennedy (Treasury), Paul Mc- 
Hracken (Council of EJconomlc 
Advlfera), Robert Mayo (Budg­
et). Mavo was particularly 
enxious to avoid a budget def­
icit for the next fiscal year 
which. Ic the absence of a sur­
charge reuewel, could find 
President Nixon asking to raise 
the debt celling a whopping $10 
billion.

But when the Nixon economic 
triad would return to New York 
to .sfek aporoval from the new 
Administration’s high command 
in Manhattan’s Hotel Pierre, 
something would go wtrong 
every time. TJie Kennedy-Mc- 
Oracken-Mayo triad would re­
turn to Washington emptyhand- 
ed.

The reason was thqt economic 
reality was being eclipse^ by 
the lure of political advantage. 
The President-elect’s political

advisors, remembering Mr. 
Nixon’s campaign promise to 
eliminate the surtax cuid anti­
cipating the deadly time-bomb 
that would -explode on the 
White House occupant at the 
April 18 tax time just three 
months from now, were not 
prepared to go along with Mr. 
Johnson.

Thus, on impasse developed 
which became the major focal 
point of Johnson-Nixon con-ver- 
satlons during the transition 
and provided a last opportunity 
for President Johnson to prac- 
tloe the art ot poHtlool manip­
ulation.

Mr. Johnson was not about to 
leave office -with a tax exten­
sion proposal that would be 
merely a politically unpopular 
gesture unless Mr. Nixon 
agreed. R«p. Wilbur Mills, 
chairman of the House Ways 
and Means Committee, had put 
the situation In focus. While per­
sonally favoring a year’s exten­
sion of the surtax. M ills made 
clear to Mr. Nlxam that he 
would not try to extend the sur­
tax—and, indeed, could not If 
he did try—unless he had the 
new President’s backing.

To win Mr. Nixon-’s backing 
despite the reluctance of his po­
litical lieutenants, Mr. Johnson 
sought any number ot people 
with ties to twith camps — In­
cluding such notables as Sen. 
Everett McKinley Dlrksfen — to 
remonstrate with Mr. Nixon 
(adding, of course, the usual 
Johnsonian admnnititm for 
maintalnlnig utmost secrecy).

But the Nixon agreement waa 
not really pinned down until the 
outgoing President made direct 
contact with the Incoming Pres­
ident. In a telephone conversa- 
Uon with Mr. Nixon in New York 
last -weekend, Mr, Johnson 
pleaded his case and finally won 
very nearly full endorsement 
for keeping the surtax.

Actually, there 1s no sign that 
the early objections to the sur-

tax extension came from Mr. 
Nixon himself. Rather, it seema 
that the President-elect, who 
gerjerally has rtayed aloof from 
the nf fty-grltty of the transition, 
did not come Into intimate con­
tact with the Question of backing 
Mr. Johnson’s surcharge until 
last Weekend.

The entire episode reflects the 
vl-vld contrast between the 
seemimgly llmitliesB horizora 
viewed In pxditloal campalgnlag 
and the constricted porsibllitlee 
of actual power. Hence, the 
clash inside the Nixon camp be­
tween the veterans of the cam­
paign and new appoiritees more 
concerned -with the future than 
redemption- of pxilUical prom­

ises.
Beyond that, Mr. Nixon’s 

necessary acceptaivoe of the re­
newal typ'fles the s o b e r i n g  
mood of the John90t^Nlxon tran­
sition. For all of the campaign 
promises of changes galore, Mr.

Ralph MoOUl’s View 

To the Editor,
b i recent days there has been 

much aald and written, pro and 
con, about the Mld-Ekist, and 
particularly Israel’s beha-vlor.

The dtstlngulsbed editor and 
JouiTMdlst, Ralph McGill, recent­
ly  wrote; “ No more transparent 
mixture of̂  hypocrisy and weak- 
neea has :been paraded on the 
International s ta ^  ttan die plea 
of Jordan and Egypt for peace 
Ml tte  Middle East.

“ It  13 hypiocrlsy because, even 
as the talk goes on, Nasser, 
In particular, is building and 
training his re-supplied army 
and air force for a  ‘ ‘get-wven’ ’ 
war against Israel. To a lesser 
extent, this is true of Jordan, 
Algeria and fiyrla. They want 
peace—Dor a -while— “ Give us 
peace.. . we are not quite ready 
for war — elmoet, but not 
quite.”

Their plea is a  confession of 
weakness, because It is an- ad- 
mUaion that they, first of all, 
do not themselives -wish to halt 
the commando raids on Israel 
And, they are saying that even 
If they did desire to say "stop" 
to the commando - guerrlUas, 
they could not enforce order 
because of pohtloal repercus­
sions.

In Ihe -weeks after the hu- 
mlltatton of the Arab military 
failure last year, IfusaeMv Nas­
ser and others encoWaged com­
mando actions. That they had 
financed them and seen to It 
-that these guerrlUas had a share 
of toe arms provided by the 
So-vieta to replace those lost Is 
not denied. Arab governments 
cannot now give orders to these 
groups. They would not dare 
send m lUta^ forces to crush 
them, because they— the Hba- 
selns and Nasser — consistently 
have encouiagcd and assisted 
siK^ raids. T te  Arab peoples, 
glorying Mt these crumbs of 
violm ce, would rise In wrath­
ful street protests If ttieir own 
government were publicly to put 
down commando units.
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“ It is precisely this poUUoel 
Impotence -ahd hypocrisy o f Ite  
Arab countries that has rosde 
Israel’s program of retaliation 
necessary and InsivttaMe.

“ Lebanon oeitabily knew of 
the commando group operating 
from te r  territory. It would be 
most surprising If there Is not 
direct oommunlcatlcln betereen 
the army o f Lebanon end tte  
guerrilla staff. This also would 
be true of sim ilar clandestine 
fighters operating from Bgypt, 
Jordan and other ‘neighbonf’ of 
Israel. One Is reminded of a 
bit o f humor that dretdates In 
Czechoslovakia;

Israel Is a lucky country.
Why is she lucky?
She Is entirely surrounded by 

enemies rather than friends.
“ And so she Is. There was, 

in Tetrospect, a little too much’ 
of holding up of protesting 
hands and too much of piety In 
the comments fottowing tem el’s 
raid at Lebanonfs airport,

"Arab terrorists, sumed and 
given sanctuary by Lebanon, 
had attached an Israeli alr- 
Vmier, IdlUng one person and 
wounding others.

"Where, then, should Israpl 
have turned?

"To the U.N.?
"To Russia, Britain, France, 

the United States, or any other 
nation? Let’s not ftirther pursue 
so paMifuI a line o f questlon- 
big. The U.N. Is Impotent to 
act in such matters. The world’s 
organization tor preventing ag­
gression Is Impulssant becaiMe 
the powera themsehrea keep It 
so.

"So much of the deploring 
was lacking Mi the essential 
quality of providing undentsnd- 
Ing. Israel is surrounded by 
enemies — not friends. Her 
friends are caught In the great 
gEunc of power pollUcS.

"So, the candor o f reality 
makes It necessary to admit 
that If Israel is not to be nib­
bled to death by raids and tei^ 
rorists acts, she must retaUata 
strongly and well.

"And, until the world powers 
attain moral puissance, let us 
quit belhg so pious.”

I  thought this was a point of 
view worth bringkig to thb at­
tention of your readers and 
would appreciate the opportun­
ity to do so through this col­
umn.

A ll fiv e  members o f the fam­
ily  and a  neighbor boy claim  
at least one experience o f psy­
chic phenomena in the house, 

i The AntoneUl home, a large 
white, clapboarded house with 
Greek Revival type o f archi­
tecture sets on a MU o ff Fox- 
town Road.

The Antonellis have virtually 
completed the task of restoring 
the house to resemble- its ap­
pearance when it was built 
about 1830.

In keeping with its mysterious 
reputation, the structure Is lo­
cated within the confines o f 
D evil’s Hopyard State Park. 
But, the cheery, weU-kept in­
terior hardly fits the popular 
conception o f a  haunted house.

A cem etery Is located near­
by. The nearest gravestone to 
the house is  that o f W illiam  A.

McOarthy’s youthful legions 
have scattered acroas the na­
tion, m ost o f them to resume ac­
adem ic careers J o y o u s l y  
dropped last year fo r The 
Cause. I f  'bttterneas and dlsillu- 
sionment, toward man or sys­
tem, have supplcusted in many 
the high h op^  that sustained 
them during seven in c r^ b le  
months, countlesB ofoera stlU 
flaunt like batUo soars their fad­
ed blue and white detsdes, their 
tattered bumper rUckera.

One message described the 
approach of the submarine 
chaser and its threat to open 
fire.

Another, he said told of North 
Korecui torpetio 'boats rushing 
up, two Communist MIGS flying 
overhead and one of the patrol 
boots "backing toward my 
bow*’ with an armed 'boarding 
party.

"I raised the precedence (on 
the messages) from flash to 
critU:,’’ Bucher said, a  Navy 
Driority rating that meant they 
went “Immediately and straight 
to the White House." He said he 
old his radiomen to keep the 

channels open.
Bucher, describing the open­

ing shots fired a t his vessel, 
l aid the sub chaser began firing 
"at 1,500 to 2,000 yards."

"On the bridge were myself. 
Signalman l.C Wendell G. 
Leach, Quartermaster l.C 
Charles B. Law and Commu­
nications Tech. 3.C. Steven J. 
Robin.

"Robin and Leach and I re­
ceived shrapnel wounds."

W'hen the subchaser -was first 
spo tty , Bucher said, he -went to 
the 'wardroom and looked a t It 
through binoculars.

"There were 10 to 12 people 
on the bridge, most of them 
with binoculars trained on us 
and watching us. I suspected 
this 'was nothing more than rou­
tine surveillance."

But Bucher said he also no­
ticed that the vessel’s  guns were 
manned and polnteU at hiim, so 
he ordered all hands to stay be­
low deck to avoid showing how 
many men he had on board.

He reported raising flags to 
show the Pueblo was taking hy­
drographic tests.

"What nationality?" the sub 
chaser asked.

“I was not particularly appre­
hensive,” Bucher said but add­
ed that lie ordered the engines 
prepared to maneuver and 
emergency message blanks 
broken out.

■’There was a  great deal of 
artlvily on the bridge indicating 
to me that they might have been 
surprised that we were a U.S. 
rfUp,” Bucher said.

Then, he said, CWO Gene 
Howard Lacy “reported .sight­
ing three toipedo beats headed 
in our direction; operating from 
the same location (Wonsan Har­
bor) as the sub chaser.

The sub chaser then tioisted 
flags demanding "heave to or I

will fire,” Bucher bbjW. “I wbb 
momwAarily confused' as to Just 
what he m eant by that message 
since I 'was deaH in ifae water."

Bucher said he aignaled, “I 
am in international 'watera.”

As the torpedo boats ap­
proached, Bucher said Quarter­
m aster Law fixed the PueblO’s 
location a t 15.8 miles from near­
est land. Bucher said this was 
confirmed by Navigator Ed­
ward Murphy Jr. and “I myseH 
went down to the 'Wheelhouse 
and manned the radar . . . and 
comflrmeU It.”

A junior officer asked about 
scuttling the Pueblo, but Bucher 
said it wouidd have taken more 
than hours and the vessel 
was in only 30 fathoms of water.

“Also the water temperature 
was freezing,” Bucher said. “A 
man cannot survive but very 
few min'utes In that kind of wa­
ter—perhaps less than fl've min­
utes."

At this point, Bucher said he 
ordered his .men to prepare to 
destroy the classified material. 
"At about the same time, two 
MIG aircraft, I believe they 
were MIG21s, passed directly 
over the ship. ’FWar Tuck (the 
nickname for the oceanogra­
pher) get that damn gear up 
here,' B udier said he shouted. 
"I'm  lea-vlng!’ I said on the 
bridge, ’I’ll be ’damned if they 
are going to get away with 
that.’ So I got under 'way out to 
sea.

"I ordered a  modified general 
quarters and hoisted the flag 
signals, hoping to confuse the 
sub chaser. ’Thank you tor your 
consideration,’ ’’ Bucher said he 
messaged, “ ‘I am departing.’ “ 

■"they started playing por­
poise, crossing my l»w at 10 
yards, and keeping all guns 
aimed' a t me. I did not feel at 
any time, though, that there 
was 'hny point 4n going to war.

Skies 'were generally dry, ex­
cept for scattered showers, but 
more re in  'was a  ponslbUity 
Thursday. For the first time In 
history, the weather bureau 
said, all OaUfomla stations re­
ported rain on Tuesday.

Responding to requests from 
cltiies swamped by flood waters, 
Gov. Ronald Reagan declared a  
state ol emergency, permitting 
the State to  issue relief funds 
and seek federal money.

In the Los Angeles suburb of 
Glendora, a  cloudburst sent wa­
ter, carrying boulders and mud, 
surging 'through a de'velopment 
of about 100 homes. Some resi­
dents evacuated and others took 
refuge on rooftops. Half a dozen 
homes 'were reported badly 
damaged.

Downpours up to 16 taches hit 
the San Luts Obispo area of 
west- central California, causing 
havoc In the town. And near the 
Ventura County mountain com- 
mimity of OJal, where rain was 
almost as  heavy, the lo vanr 
ished.

Six boys on an outing, their 
aduK leader and three men 
trying to rescue them were tom 
one by one from a  bulldozer aft­
er It stalled in rising floodwa- 
ters of Scape Creek.

A survivor, John Eckeraley, 
28, an Ojal teacher 'who had 
joined up with Uie youth group 
while hiking alone, said he 
reached a  bank and colla,psed 
after being washed off the vrfii- 
cle.

A helicopter rescued him 
Tuesday.

He sa id» the bulldozer was 
heading downstream, ■with res­
cuers including a sheriff’s depu­
ty. navj- chief petty officer and 
a U.S. Forest Ranger when the 
engine quit.

“Wafer was rising up over 
us.” Eckersley said a t  a  hospi­
tal where he was treated and re­
leased. “One by one we got 
numb from the cold and just 
slipped away. The chief was 
first to gx>. Finally, there were 
just two of us. the sheriff and 
me."

He said they were, standing on 
the tractor in water up to their 
necks.

He fell back on me end I 
went down a few tim es and hit 
my head but managed finally to 
get to the river ba-nk,” the 
teacher said.

Helicopters and ground par­
ties combed the area in brush 
te-ountains northwest of Los An­
geles, looking tor survivors.
