Vote 50-42 Against Change

Filibuster Rule
Loses in Senalte

WASHINGTON (AP) — Back-
ers of a change In Senate rules
to make it easier to choke off
filibusters lost on a key vote to-
day.

For the second time in less Y

than two weeks, they falled to
muster a two-thirds majority to
cut off debate In a fight that
broke out shortly after Congress
convened.

The vote was 50 for ending the
debate and 42 against, This was
12 short of the necessary two-
thirds margin.

The outcomeé was expacted (o
lead to the abandonment at this
time of the drive for a new rule
to permit (fillbusters to be
snuffed out by a three-fifths ma-
Jority of senators voting.

Before the vote, Democratic
Loader Mike Mansfield, of Mon-
tana, sald efforts to change the
Senate's filibuster rule sre
bound to succeed, but apparent-
Iy not in this session of Con-

gross,

The session's first vote on cut-
ting off the debate was taken
Jan, 16. The count was 51 to 47,
16 short of a two-thirds majori-

Hubert H. Humphrey, then
presiding over the Senate as
vice president, ruled that only a
simple majority was necessary
to end the debate, But on an ap-
peal the Senate overrode him,
B3 to 485,

The Senate's refusal to sus-
tain his ruling shattered the
hopes of the bipartisan group
pressing for a stronger anttfill.
buster rule.

Sen. Spessard L, Holland, D-
Fla., floor leader for southern
detenders of the two-thirds rule,
sald the 1ssue should be referred
to the Rules Committee for
study.

He sald that if this were done,
leaders could continue to try to
negotiate a compromise agree-
ment,

Coupled with reactions of
outrage was an
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Goldberg, the president of the
American, Jewish Committee,
expressed ‘‘shock and outrage'
and urged the United Btates and
the United Nations to '‘join with
us -in condemning what has oc-
curred."”

TIowa Legislature Asked.
To Veto Sex Education

DES MOINES, Iowa (AP) —
The same leégislature whose low-
er house voted in favor of minl-
skirts on its secrelaries now is
being asked to veto sex educa-

tion in Towa public schools,

“A free-lance evangellst and a
group of women affiliated with
the Towa American Independent
Party say they find the use of
medical terma for human sex
organs and drawings of human
bodies offensive.

The Rev. Virgil Waters, a 48-
year-old Pentacostal evangellst,
sald he partioularly objects to
such “filthy language' as
"sperm, uterus, fertilize, preg-
nant and reproduce’” used In
sex education courses,

“I don't even think such
words should ever be used in
mixed company of adults,' he
said. Mrs. Robert Dilley of
Des Moines showed legislators
two books she sald were used by
students In sex education
courses, One described the sex
act in clinical terms, and the
other contained line drawings of
nude humans,

“Would you w ant your eight-
year-old daughter to know
that?'" asked Mra. Dilley.

They want the Towa Legisia-
ture to pass a resolution deny-
ing state financlal ald to any
school which offers sex educa-
tion clanses.

A resolution circulated by the
group says that since 'the Holy
Bible has been removed from
the clagsroom,'’ there is no mor-
al standard in achool, and sex
could only be taught in an “ani-
malistic sense.”

gkirt, In an informal vote in the
House of Representatives, law-
makers backed the right of sec-
retarvies to wear minis, after a
supervisor had suggestod secre-
taries not do so “for their own
‘protection.”

NO MONEY DOWN
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The First Press Conference

In his first press conference President
Nixon displayed poise, extensive and
complicated knowledge of any field of
policy he was asked to discuss, and n
mmmmuqu
saying just what he intended to say and
no more,

The questions he had to field were
sharp, Vet &t had to be, In view of the
fact that he had been in the Presidency
only a week, that he had few sharp, de-
finitive answers ready to give. In almost
every questioning instance, the policy in-
volved is still under its first discussion
and conalderation by the personnel of
the new administration.

From the news angle, then, the yleld
of this first press conference had to be
light. There was, in fact, only one dis-
closure which left viewers with an addi-
tionad question they would lke to ask.
The President referred to new tactics in

the peace negotiations at Paris, That
aroused some interest and curiosity.

Spot news salde, the main interest of
the new President's firat press confer-
ence reverted back to the man himsel,
and to how he revealed himpelf.

It was obvious that he handled himself
well, not merely in his akillful welghing
of alternatives and options, where he felt
privileged to sketoh these in some parti-
cular situation, but in his display of on
the spot analysis of question angles which
fovolved his own native intelligence. The
new President is not only an informed
man, as exceptionally informed as per-
haps he should be after eight years as
a Vice President and two candidacies for
the Presidency, but he s skilled and able
in the business of thinking on his fest
and transiating his thoughts into ef-
fective, coherent language.

All this means he should have no dif-
ficulty with the press conference; as some
of hin predecessors are supposed to have
done, and that it should be, for him, an
asset rather than something to be fear-
ed.

This verdict is reinforced when one
notices that, even in this first effort,
certain grace notes began to make their
appearance. One can suspect he planned
to treat himself to a simulated pun when,
at one stage in his conference, he thought
it now time '“to turn to the left'' for
questioners., But his friendly references
to the liberal columnist, Mary McGrory,
and to the New York Times, which any-
body who remeémbered the campalgn
would expect him never to read sgain,
were spontaneous touches indicating that
the Nixon press conference is going to
have some life and humor and gentle
irony in it, along with skilled blunting of
questions that are oo sharp.

There was & curious note in the press
conference performance — in the gentle
humor cited as well as in the appearance
of the phrase ‘‘we will make a determina-
tion" — which, llke some flitting mo-
ments in the Inaugural Address, seemed
possibly an echo of the language and
mamner of another President, the one
who won the time this one lost. With
John ¥, Kemnedy, it was, as we re-
member i1, “we will make a judgment.”
But the subtle play with the personalities
and ideologies of the media, which ripen-
ed so well with Kennedy, seems almost
the beginning of a duplication. After the
good and earnest Johnson is it like it
was after the good and earmest Eisen-
hower — back to some sophistication?

To Lower Our Voices

Nixon, ‘‘America has suffered from a
fever of words; from inflated rhetoric
that promises more tham it can deliver;
from angry rhetoric that fans discontents
into lmtreds; from bombastic rhetoric
that postures instead of persuades.” The
new President suggests, “'To lower gur
volces would be & simple thing."

Not so simple, perhaps, but a good
thing, Recent years have seen un explo-
sion of words, many of them the expect-
ed product of political speech writers,
others the shouted obscenities of the
“Alienated” — few of them really get-
tirg to the heart of what is wrong with
the country and what can be done to
set It right. Mr. Nixon himself has made
a contribution or two, most notably in
hie campaign vow to name “a new At-
torney General'' — as if the restoration
of respect for civil order were that
simple.

But there is a reason for this rellance
on bombast, and the President touched
on it when he recalled Franklin Roose-
velt's summation of the nation's troubles
in the early 1930s: “They concern, thank
God, only material things.' Noted Mr.
Nixon: “Our crisis today is in reverse.”
When the nation's troubles are spiritual
rather than material, there is great
temptation to shout, to exhort, to use
words where money and legisiation would
obviously be inadequate.

There is a danger, though, In putting
too much blame on ‘‘Inflated rhetoric™
that promises and then disappoints. The
“revolution of rising éxpectations,” as it
has come to be called, springs from more
than words, There has been progreas
toward racial justice, and there has been
a remarkable dispersion of the nation's
wealth. A greater portion of the popula-
tion has access to education, good health
care, and good housing than at any other
time, And this progress is quite vizible
to those who do not share in-it; or who
don't share as fully as they think they
ahould.

The alternative — promising nothing,
deliver nothing — might in a while éx-
tinguish those troublesome ‘‘rising ex-
pectations.” It s an unacceptable alter-
native, as Mr. Nixon obyiously sees: ‘‘In
pursuing our goals of full employment,
better housing, excellence in education;
In improving our cities and Improving
our rural areas; in protecting our en-
vironment, enhancing the quality of life
— in all these and more, we will and
must press wgently forward.”

How does Mr, Nixon say the nation
should press forward? He doesn't get
specific, but he plainly sees a limited
role for the Goverrnment he will be lead-
Ing. He wants not only to deflate the
rhetoric, but to deflate the sense of omni-
potence with which Washington has come
to regard itself. The nation must not
lower s sights, the new President seemu
to be sying, but the Federal Government
must lower its sights,

There Is no comradiotion here, Respon-
albility must again be spread beyond the
nation’s capital. But there will be many
who will see a contradiction, and, des-
pite Mr, Nixon's plea, they will not lower
their volees, The new Prealdent will simp-
ly have to Ignore the shouts, and work
instead to prove what his inaugural ad-
dress sought 1o comvey in words — that
an Administration attempting less may,
in the end, accomplish more. — THE
NATIONAL OBSHRVER.

WASHINGTON — Sen.
Fulbright, chairman of the
Senate Foreign, Relations Com-
mittee, is not the same man who
one year ago flatly refused to
take testimony behind closed
doors from Secrelary of State
Dean Rusk, insisting on public
testimeny or none at all.

When Rusk’'s Republican suc-
cessor, Wiliam P. Rogers, came
to Capitol Hill for routine ques-
tioning on his confirmation, Ful-
bright actually offered a closed-
door session to spare him
any possible embarrassment,

This Is just one plece of
evidence to show how aharp-
ly the view of the State Depart-
ment has changed as seen from
Fulbright's musty, elegant old
Foreign Relations Committee
room in the Capitol. There are
many other pieces,

Shortly after the election, for
example, Richard M, Nixon tele-
phoned Fulbright, just elected
10 his fifth Senate term from
Arkansas, for mutual congratu-
lations, But the exchange was
pregmant with innuendo about
the relationship between Ful-
bright, whose sharp criticism
contributed to President John-
son's fall, and the new Ad-
ministration. ,

That wasn't their last private
talk, After making his early
December surprise declsion to
name Rogers Seqretary of State,
Mr. Nixon discussed that—and
other appointments—in detadl
with Fulbright,

Since then, the relationship
has sweetened, creating a mood
of clvility and cooperation be-
tween Fulbright and the State
Department dramatically dif-
ferent from the last three years
of acrimony.

Ong reason for this unususi—
atmosphere is Fulbright's high
estimate of both Roger's abllity
and his power in the Administra-
tion. Rogers has more influence
with Mr, Nixon over the control
of top-level appointments than
any other Cabinet member, Con-
fides o White House aide: “Biil
Rogers put a hands-off sign at
the State Department, and the
politiclans lnow he can enforce
i

Thus, Mr, Nixon's campaign
pledge to clean out the depart-
ment from top to bottom Is &
dead letter, and Fulbright givea
Rogers much of the credit,

Far more important, Ful-
bright Is convinced that Roger's
view of the war in Vietnam
(which destroyed his relation-
ship with Rusk) is close to his
own. Having spent the last three
years in limbo far outside the
perimeter of the Johnson ad-
ministration, Fulbright s now
doing some highly unusual
things to0 make life easier for
Republican Rogers and his Ad-
ministration.

For instance, Fulbright is

Jacobs took his idea to MGM,
which did own "‘Chips," having
filmed the memorable 1939 ver-
sion with Robert Donat and
Greer Garson. The company's
executives were enthused about
Jacobs' ldea and agreed to go
along with him. The producer
asgigned British playwright Ter.
ence Rattigan (“Separate Ta-
bles') to write the script.

‘“We made some changes in
the story.'” said Jacobs., "“The
book and the first film ended in
4 coMemporary tUme, and so
does our version—it concludes
in 1970, Hence we cover World
War 11 Instead of World War 1,
In the book and film, Mrs, Chips

The Labor Departmemt's com-
sumer price index ended the
year at 128.7, meaning it cost
$12.37/]ast month for every $10
worth of typleal family pur-
chases in the 1957-50 period on
which the index is based.

The Bureau of Labor Statis-
ties, which supplied the figures,
also reported that the average
weekly sarnings of soms 4 mil-
lion rank-and-file workers rose
5.6 per cent last year but “ine
creases In  consumer prices
eroded most of this gain.”

Already the Naval Court of
Inguiry here has junked the
code of conduct for millitary
prisoners by deciding it doea
not apply to the Pueblo crew-
men since they were ‘'lllegal
detalnees' in North Korea rather
than prisoners of war,

More changes must come as
the words on the books are
tested against the military real-
ities In an era when wars are
fought but not declared, when
the UB. is involved In places
where the Geneva Convention
has no standing.
