Oil Slick Spreading, 
No Cure in Sight

SANTA BARBARA, OaHf. 
(AP) — A slugiah giant oil stick 
rtretched out over a 200 square 
mile area of the Pacific Ocean 
today and ofncials still had no 
idea how to clean iq> the mess.

Dead sea birds began washing 
up on Ventura County beaches 
Friday as (he growing oil stick 
—lied by an undersea oil well 
leading at the rate of 21,000 gal­
lons a day—tiirust toe film 
shoreward.

Winds purired oil toward 
beaches, toen away again, but a 
thin film of oil had washed 
ashore along 14 miles of shore­
line Just south ot Santa Bar­
bara.

The tiilok central part of the 
sUok, about a mile across, wal­
lowed near the well’s  oeban 
drllttog rig six miles offahora 
end otticlals aald it showed no 
signs cf moving onto the beach­
es.

A program was set iq> by the 
Csdifornla FIrti cuid Game De­
partment to pick up and save 
oll-soaJced Mrda along the 
beach. Some dead birds were 
reported and the *)epartment 
said dozens of grebes and sea­
gulls had become so oil-soaked 
their Uvea were endangered 
also.

Damage to shellfiah and other 
marine life was not yet deter­
mined, toe department said. 
Tho Coast Guard stdd the stick 
covered 200 square miles but 
was ralativriy UsUeas and direc­
tionless.

Officials aald the UMon OU 
Co. of California, whose well 
fining the leak Tueeday, was 
still assuming full responslbUity 
for c lu in g  up the stick. The 
Coart Guard aald, however, that 
state and federal agencleB 
might take over the cleanup op­
eration If the situatidin does hot 
Improve. -

Spraying of detergents on the 
stick continued Friday from a 
boat, but the solvent seemed to 
have tittle effect, toe Coast 
Guard said.

Debris from last week’s 
storms was helping to prevent 
some of toe oil from reaching 
shore.

A Union Oil Co. spokesman 
said there were indications that 
the flow from- the leak was slow­
ing slightly. The oil was said to 
come from the well's 3,000-foot 
level to the 200-foot level, where 
pressure from natural gas 
forced it to the surface.

Catholic Council 
Hitg Easing of 
Abortion Laws

HARTFORD, Conn. (AP) — 
The Rev. Randall Blackall, 
family life director of the Ro­
man Catholic Archdiocese of 
Hartford, issued a  strong state­
ment Friday against any liberal­
isation of the sta te’s abortion 
laws.

The statement, issued by Fa­
ther Blackall aiid the Family 
Life Council, indirectly attacked 
a  bill filed by State Rep. Jean 
Thornton, R-Qlastonbury, which 
would liberalise tlie present law 
allowing abortions only when the 
life of the mother is endangered 
by continued pregnancy.

Father Blackall said even this 
one exception is cause for un­
easiness.

“Abortion to not simjdy a 
'medical question,’’ he said. A 
physician “is not the msurter of 
life. He does not create it. He 
must not terminate it.’’

The Roman Catholic state­
ment opposed abortion for any 
reason—to preserve the mental 
health of the mother, to pre­
vent the birth of a  deformed 
baby, or to terminate a pre­
gnancy caused by rape or in­
cest.

“We agonise with many of 
our fellow citixens of good will 
who want to help solve our so­
ciety’s problems,” said Father 
Blackall, “but we do not be­
lieve, nor do we see that abor­
tion to the answer.”

Mrs. Thornton wants a public 
hearing on her bill, but she may 
not be able to force one if the 
Judiciary Committee reports the 
bill before next Tuesday night.

Mrs. Thornton filed a similar 
measure last session which was 
defeated by the House and never 
came up for action in the Sen­
ate.

"Ttius,” Dr. Rathjens continued, 
"further increases in strategic force lev- 
ela are not likely to offer either country 
new political options. . .

"Despite some uncertainty about the 
ahaolute levels of damage that each side 
might experience emd about the recuper­
ative ability ot such damaged societies, 
there seems little reason to doubt that 
In a full-scale nuclear exdiajnge at this 
time, the United States and the Soviet 
Union woidd suffer about equally and 

^grievously.
"The foundations of society In each 

country would certainly be destroyed.” 
■nils sounds to us as If we had our 

share of toe sufficiency President Nixon 
was naming to be our goal.

And we hope it leads, with his admln- 
iMration, to €in abandonment of the 
campaign-promised effort to close some 
Wnd of nuclear "gap” or another wWIch 
la Ji»t as iqieedy an abandonment as toat 
the Kennedy administration made eight 
years ago, when, after campaigning 
agaiiut a missile gap, it took office and 
made a factual audit and dlacoverod 
Itiepe waa no such thing.

Mercury Missions

A planetary probe of modeet 

cost but of tremendous national 
prestige could be undertaken in 
1973 if NASA decides on a”fly- 
by” part the planet Mercury. 
Within the past few weeks the 
1973 Mars spacecraft were au­
thorized and this Mercury mis­
sion would comi>lement that to 
take advantage of celestial con­
figurations which ■will not be 
duplicated until the 1980s.

'The spacecraft designated by 
flie June 1968, study of the Space 
Science Board Is the PToneer — 
a low-cost spacecraft which has 
repeatedly proved its reliabil­
ity. Pioneers can be launched 
by modest-sized launchers, thus 
making the total cost quite 
modest. With this combination 
the flight to Mercury can be 
aimed at Venus for a  gravita­
tional acceleration or boost by 
that planet to take it past Mer­
cury. Without Venus being avail­
able, a  prohibitively expensive 
large booster would ha-ve to be 
used. 1716 position of Venus In 
1973 makes this planetary ex­
ploration mission a most at­
tractive one. -

There are excellent reasons 
for a  close look a t Mercury. It 
to the closest planet to the rtm. 
The mass is known to no bet­
ter than 5 per cent and' radius 
to about 10 per cent, which 
means the density can vary be­
tween 3.6 and 6.6. TTiis latter 
value would make It th e  
densest planet in the solar sys­
tem —a position the earth cur­
rently occupies.

It has been scrutinized thor­
oughly and until quite recently 
the period of rotation —the day 
—was determined as 88 earth 
days. However, recent r a d a r  
data Indicated that the day is 
about 57 earth-days — about 
two-thirds of its’ 88-day period 
of revolution. ’This value, though 
still not definitive, came as a 
surprise to artronomers w h o  
relied on observatior.s by eagle- 
eyed stargazers of the latter 
part of the 19th century. Why 
this spin should be coupled to 
its orbital motion In a reson­
ance state intrigues astronom­
ers.

Astronomers have seen sur­
face markings on the planef 
and surface maps have been 
drawn. However, figures for the 
new period of rotation make 
the previous markings suspect. 
Yeit these surface markings ore 
of especial interest to astron­
omers.

The radar and light reflec­
tions from Mercury Indicate 
that the surface might resem­
ble the dark seas or maria on 
the moon. Also Its proximity to 
the sun may Induce an unusual 
and perhaps unstable balance 
between the planet’s surface 
and interior. ’ThAx) may be 
some interaction or activity 
which could be manifest by 
some form of surface topog­
raphy. All of these speculations 
stress the opinion that it would 
be highly desirable to obtain 
high-resolution surface pictures i 
of the planet. Flybys could 
photograph the planet and then 
letouroly telemeter surface pic- 
'tures back to  earth in great 
detail

Preliminary computations in­
dicate that a flyby could pass 
close enough to the planet so 
that the resolution would be 
leas than two mllea That means

we 'would be able to see two- 
mlle objects on the surface. The 
photographs would also per­
mit determining the precise 
orientation of the planet. These 
pictures combined with others 
taken a t  later flybys would pro- 
■vide the precise direction of the 
spin axis to show astronomers 
precisely where its north pole 
to pointing.

In addition to cameras, a 
magnetometer -would be Includ­
ed to  search for a  planetary 
magnetic field. There to a  feel­
ing that a  magnetic field 
around a  planet to linked to its 
speed of rotation. Thus the 
earth has a  magnetic field re­
lated to its 24-bour period of 
rotation. Jupiter to found to 
have an Intense magnetic field 
because it rotates mudi more 
rsqii^y—onoe in slightly less 
than 10 hours.

If Venus has a magnetic field 
it  must be very weak, because 
the planet rotates once in 243 
earth-daya If Mercury should, 
indeed, rotate once in S7 days, 
then its magnetic field should 
also be extremely weak. It 
would be intriguing to dtooover 
whether this correlation holds 
for a  planet with a  high den­
sity, indicating that it prob­
ably has an iron core.

If the Bjiacecraft is precisely 
g^uided to be occulted or hidden 
from the earth by the planet, 
then radio signals from the 
spacecraft must pass through 
the atmosphere around Mer­
cury, if indeed it has one. The 
occultation could then provide 
detailed atmosphere inforina- 
tion as it did In the case of the 
Mariners which flew by Venus 
and Mars.

Mercury should also be emit­
ting other forms of electromag­
netic radiations because of its 
proximity to the sun. A pho­
tometer on the sjiaoecraft could 
check Its reflectance or albedo 
and also radiations in other 
parts of the electromagnetic 
spectrum. An emission line pho­
tometer is another device the 
flyby could use to determine 
the presence of an atmosphere.

When our launchers become 
more efficient, other spacecraft 
could be launched to Mercury, 
perhaps without the use of Ve­
nus. It an orblter could be guid­
ed around Mercury it might be 
r"'s!ble to determine ita gravl- 
tat<onal field in great detail—
In much the same manner as 
the lunar gratritational field 
was' determined using Lunar 
Orbiters.

Even further downstream to 
a Mercury lander. If this could 
be effected, a setoometer could 
be landed on the surface to 
monitor seismic or quake ac- 
’•vltv and give a definitive idea 
as to  the planet’s internal 
rtructure. ’

The Space Science Board has 
e"tr..bll3hed priorities in launch­
ing probes to planets, and Mer­
cury ranks behind Mars, Venus 
and Jupiter. However, it may 
well be that the scientific i re­
wards resulting from a Mer­
cury flyby could startle the 
scientific community because 
of the way In which the results 
arc linked to broad questions, 
of magnetic fields, radiation 
belli and internal structure.

Craftsmen Earn More 

TV> the Eklitor,
In response to Inquiries on 

teachers’ sahuiles by a  con­
cerned taxpayer on Jan. 39, I 
would like to say that 1 am 
happy to see that someone be­
sides teachers and their temll- 
tes are even remotely con­
cerned writh what to going on 
in this area.

Let us look at the average 
area storting salary, which, ex­
cluding Hartford, presently ap­
proximates 16,200.00. On an 
hourly basis tor an eight hour 
day and the 180 'working days, 
called tor by most local cmi- 
'tracls, this is but a mere $4.30 
per hour. This is for working 
time only —̂ no paid holidaya — 
no paid vacations —no allow­
ance tor home preparation — 
Just working time. ’This $4.80 
does not compare too favorably 
with area craftsmen —rsuch as 
electricians, plumbers, tilers, 
carpenters, etc. —all vriw start 
at ani hourly wage in excess of 
$6.00 according to latest union 
figures. Even if negotiations 
throughout the area are suc­
cessful in bringing salary scales 
on a  par with Harttord’s, which 
is presently the most advanced 
In the area, the starting wage, 
on the same working-time basis, 
would still be less than $B.OO 
per hour.

When ominous rumblings ara 
heard that raise requests are 
too high, they are usually dis­
guised as "total costa’'; It must 
be realized thaf when broken 
down to individual raises, they 
are usually reasc^able, o r more 
often than not —unfavorable to 
the teacher —the individual, or 
mother, or head of the house­
hold, who is charged with the 
responsibUlty of attempting to 
place some values 'within the 
nation’s future.

I feel I can safely say that 
most teachers do feel as pro­
fessional as doctors and law­
yers. Educational requirements 
and responsdbllUies are similar, 
only the circumstances —not be­
ing In business for himself — 
not being able to charge his 
own fee —hairing to negotiate 
with local governments tor his 
pay —necessitate his un-”pro- 
fesslqnal” bargaining practices.

As tor summers being avail­
able for additional emrloyment, 
may I point out that the state 
board of education requires that 
a teacher continue hto educa­
tion for a  fifth year, and sum­
mers are the most convenient 
time to undertake such studies. 
As tor using summers tor gain­
ful employment. It to most dif­
ficult to secure jobs that are 
commensurate with the teach­
er’s background' and education 
for such a brief period.

Atoo, it should be added that 
few. If arty, area school systems 
besides Kfarttord, reimburse the 
teacher the tuition for these ad­
ditional courses which, depend­
ing on the coUe;^, rune ony-

But ft to hard to Marne an 
embattied section of people 
when they use every weapon

tion because be didn’t know how 
to UM them.

Morey to beat known for 
"Oentia Ben,” the poignant rto- 
ly  of a  faroivm bear; which has 
been made into a  teievtolon 
show and a  movie. Beth "Ortitle 
Ben” and hto recently published 
“Kavik the WoU Dog” ere wln- 
neira of the Dutton Junior Ani­
mal Book Award.

Morey was bent Feb. 8, 1907, 
in HtoqUtoni, Wash. Hto educa­
tion had a  late atiuft because he 
was sickly as a  child, and be­
cause hto family moved to the 
country, where schools 'were 
poor. He started grade srtiool 
wfMn he was 6, 'but learned Ut- 
tie.

Three years later the family 
returned to Hoquiam, 'where he 
presented a  problem to the 
srtwols—"What to do with tMs 
8-yeor-old who can 't read” T

Tttot year, ikii third grade, he 
met a little girl named Roaa- 
Und, now Mrs. WeUt Morey. He 
did not pay much attention to 
her then, but they met again lat­
er, and aha helped him scrape 
through hlah school.

The famUy inioved to Montana 
and a  change occurred.

He 'oame home cne day when 
he was 18 and found "Chip of 
The Flying U,” Charles Rus- 
seU's life story, on the kltrtien 
table. The famous cowboy artiift 
li'ved next 'door to the Moreys at 
that time.

Morey avoided the book for a 
month, then began struggling 
through. He said he does not 
know how he kept going. “It 
was an  a'wful battle.”

But a t about page 40, “imagi­
nation took over, and I was off 
and tuyiinS- I’6 discovered a 
brand-new 'world 'with lUito read­
ing thing.”

Mhrey remisinbers eocactiy 
when he wanted to  write him­
self.

It happened one night about 2 
a.m. when he was lying in bed 
havkig Just flUilzhed raading 
Zone Grey’s "The Vanishing 
American.” It had a  tragio end­
ing aiMl Morey did n»t like ft.

I t ftmild be happy, he 
tiio t:^ . So he lay there iukI 
worked put a  substitute ending, 
them Juinped up,’ got paper and 
pencil, and winote it out In about 
890 words.

The next day he started hto 
first npvei—a  story about a saW- 
nftU, Uke the one in wMch he 
then was 'working. He wrote it 
out in loaghand—128,000 words, 
unbroken by period or para-, 
graph, because he did not know 
how to ttoe them.

He worked on the novel 10 
years, rewriting it 18 Umee; 
then he felt ready to show hto 
novel to a  publisher, ^ la t  was 
1967.

About that time, Morey met 
Jo in  Hawklna, now story editor 
of teievtolon’s  ”Bonan»."- He 
(Old HwwUiis about hto novel

and HawMns said, "Anybody 
who 'would ^lend that long must 
have something.”

HawklnB enooursged him to 
try writing something leas mon- 
umenbal—a  short story for a 
pulp magazine. Morey tiiought 
thto a  bit beneath him, but 
worked out “The Hell Mai^” a 
story about a  prize fighter, and 
took ft to show Hawkins.

“He read the first page, one 
from the middle, and the last 
page,” Morey said, "then tossed 
it over on ithe d e ^  in front of 
me end said, 'My God, does it 
stink!’ ”

But together they reworked 
the story, and it was sold to 
"KnpekoUt” Magazine for a 
penny a  'word.

In the next few years Morey 
wrote about KX> sports stories 
tor the pulp magazines and sedd 
two €Wlult novels.

And the Way Individuals Reoef
Scientists Learn Disease 
May Be Caused by Stress

EDITOR’S NOTE—Sdentizto 
are learning that diseasa is 
caused not only by gernia but 
alzft-by strasia.aad-an Individu­
al’s perzonal rlsdcAon to Ufa. 
Following is the second of two 
articles on paychosmnatlc medi­
cine.

"The daya ahead will be 
troubled. . .Unless you are very 
careful you will experlenoe alck- 
nisss, accidents or both.. . ”

Dotes this sound Uke the spiel 
of a fortune teUer? Not necea- 
aartly—it could be wise counsel 
from your physician.

Careful studies of the life his- 
torles of thousands of widely dif­
fering people have persuaded 
competent scientists that tits 
probability of “health changes” 
—sickness, accident, even preg­
nancy—can be pre^cted.

TUs finding is one of many 
results of current research in 
psychosomatic medicine—the 
study of the relatioitehip be­
tween the mind and tiie body 
and how each affects the other.

Scientists are learning that 
(Useaae is not necessarily 
caused by genns—all persems 
have germs but only a  few be­
come Ul. Inftead, Oie cause of 
disease^ is closely linked with 
the way Individuals react to life.

At a  recent seminar at the 
Oklahoma University Medical 
Center sponsored by the Ameri­
can College of Physiciane, inter­
nists from over the nation were 
told of new vistas opening in the 
practice of medicine as a  result 
of psychosomatic research.

Dr. Thonuui Holmes, profes­
sor of psychiatry at the Univer­
sity of Washington, Seattle, said 
statistical studies show that 
some people are far mora Ukely 
than others to become Ul or get 
in an aocldent—and that there 
are ways of help(ng them defy 
their apparent destiny.

Holmes said there la a  “pow­
erful relatlonrtUp” between 
stressful events in life and later 
changes in health.

He included among "healtii 
changes” infectious diseases 
such as tuberculosis, surgery, 
accidents, even pregnancy. 
They are related, he said, to 
such “life change” events as 
going away to school, getting a 
job, losing a Job, promotions, 
maiTiages, divoroes, deaths of 
loved ones. Jail sentencea and 
traffic ticketa.

”In a  study of tuberculosis pe- 
Uents,” he said, "we found a 
significant buUdup or clustering 
of Ufe-change events within two 
years prior to their sMlmission to 
the sanitarium.”

Studies of other patients 
showed a  similar clustering of 
events prior to heart trouble, 
akin cUsease, hernia, surgery, 
pregnancy and automoMle acicl- 
deifts, Hrtmea said.

“Of 400 penons we watchsd 
cdosely in Seattle, w» foend SB 
per cent had serious hsaUh 
changes foUowing clustsi* of 
life changes,” he sahL

The Unk between life 
and health changes seems to be 
assocUatd -with the body’s  im­
munity system, which maksa 
antibodies to fight foreign mate­
rial and germs. Situatlcms wUch 
arouse fear also suppress many 
body functions and they n a y  
suppress antibody production as 
well.

Stressful situatkzin may also 
upset production of hormones, 
which have a role in emotional 
balance. A person with dis­
turbed emotions is more liksljr 
to have aceddenU.

Schools, armed servicee and 
Insurance companies are begin­
ning t o  cMnrtder life-change ta- 
blea in accepting or rejecting 
applicants. Holmes said.

Holmes said a small percent­
age of the population has mort 
(ft the health changes and that 
most of these high-risk persons 
tend to be unstable, mobile «nd 
ambitious. The stable individual 
who seldom changes residences 
or Jobs is usually a  low rjsk.

For the higji-rizk people, espe- 
(dally those -with clusters of Ufa 
changes in their recent Mrtory, 
he advised <»utioR in undertake 
l i ^  such as new business -ven­
tures or long -trips—anything 
that might be affected seriously 
by illness or accident.

Careful treatment and under­
standing of such patients was 
uraed by Dr. Morton D. Bogdan- 
pfL professor of medldiie s t  
DeJee University Medical Cen­
ter, Durham, N.C.

“The doctor’s own emotional 
atate at the time of the orltleal 
first interview can have a  bear­
ing on (he emotional state of (hs 
patent,” he said. "The doctor 
can be an Important atUnuIua in 
the patient’s environment if iM 
is aware of this.”

torney-lobbyist representing 
the Roman Catholic Church 
at the state capital an­
nounced a  legislative pro­
posal that would provide $180 
annually to  parents with a 
chUd in non-public schools.

Navy’s Trieste 
W ill Investigate 

Scorpian Sinking

the Scorpion hull.
The court o f inquiry ruled out 

two possible causes o f the loss 
of the Scorpion, worst subma­
rine disaster since the Tlu'esher 
was crushed after a piping fail­
ure off New England in 1963. 
The Tlilrealier carried 129 men 
fo  their deaths.

The Scorpion did not hit a  sea­
mount, or underwater ridge, 
"since there is none in the area 
where the submarine went to 
the bottom," the Navy neported.

The imcliear reactor plant also 
waa dismissed as a possible 
cause of the lose.

The court also downgraded 
such potential causes as a  colli­
sion with a foreign ship, sabo-, 
tago by a  crewman or faulty 
safety procedures.

There has been some specula­
tion that there may hav« been 
an explosion in a  toipedo tube. 
The Navy said the court probed 
this posaiibiUty even though uho- 
tographa gave no IndicaUon 
such an explosion) occurred.

The Scorpion fired torpedos 
on practice missions before her 
springtime asalgnmejit in the 
Mediterranean, and the Navy 
cited testimony that her torpe­
domen "were well trniaied”  In 
handling ordnance in accord- 
anci with established safety 
precautions.

Navy spokesmen said the 
Trieste n will work with the 
Ooating dry dock White Sands 
and die tug Apache when winter 
sea conditions ease.

The Trieste n, a  Navy-owned 
submersible which carries a 
two-man crew and an observer, 
is certified for operating at 
12,000 feet although it was ac­
tually designed for 20,000 feet.

As a result of modlflcatlona, 
she will be able to retrieve ob­
jects weighing around 250 
pounds but not major sections 
such as hull or sail com,ponents.

Equipped with powerful spot­
lights, the Trieste is expected to 
provide far better on-the-soene 
visual reports and clearer pho­
tographs than were taken ear­
lier by towed underwater cam­
eras of the submersible Mlzar.

Nine of the Mlzar's pictures 
were cleared for public distritu- 
tion Friday.

They showed the Scorpion hull 
lying in two major portions, 
with the sail or conning tower 
se.parated and resting on its 
^de. Debris which had settled 
on the gray, flat Atlantic floor 
was estimated to be a few hun­
dred feet away.

Biggest chunk was the stem 
or rear section which was over 
100 feet long.

Sections of the hull appear to 
be dented, but the Navy said 
these were little pitea of sand or 
slit. The bow was partially sunk 
in the sand.

The Navy said the ship’s nu­
clear reactor, which provided 
the power for its propuloinn, 
was not photographed during 
last year’s  search operation.

The Navy said so far as tt 
knows the Soviet Union has no 
means of retrieving the nuclear 
plant.

The shelling coincided with the 
first anniversary of tin en^my 
assault which triggered a 26-day 
battle for the city during laat 
year’s Tet offensive.

Thieu said today he agrees 
"in principle”  -to a lunar cease­
fire period this year begfinnlng 
Feb. 17, but he added: ‘ ‘That 
depends on, the situation be­
tween now and Tet.”  He also 
told newsmen he would have to 
consult with the U.S. Command 
and other allied forces before 
announcing his decision.

Earlier this week the Viet 
Cong announced a unilateral 
seven-day Tet cease-fire from 7 
a.m. Feb. 18 until 7 a.m. Feb. 
22. But the announcement was 
greeted cautiously by the allies 
—last year the Viet Cong shat­
tered a cease-fire pledge with 
one of the biggest offensives of 
the war.

Officials said there would be 
no U.S. cease-fire this year, and 
if there was a South Vietnamese 
cease-fire, it would not be "full- 
scale.”

Thieu spoke to newsmen at 
Ban Me Thuot after a ceremony 
in which 5,800 Mofitagnard 
tribesmen pledged their alle­
giance to the Saigon regime in 
return for an agreement recog­

nizing "in  principle”  their de­
mands for semi-autonomy.

Some observers saw thl's as a 
significant propaganda coup for 
the Thieu government, which 
now would be less vulnerable to 
enemy charges at the Paris 
peace talks thait the Saigon re­
gime oppresses minorities.

South Vietnam’s official news 
agency also reported today that 
Po Ngoc Cu,»chalrman of the in­
terior committee of the House of 
Representatives, ‘has asked the 
government to release about 
34,000 prisoners of war in South 
Vietnamese jails.

The agency quoted Cu as say­
ing Tet would be an ideal time 
for the “ clemency gesture.’ ’ Cu 
andfanother legislator. Ho Hgoc 
Nhuan, also claimed BOO prison­
ers on Con Son Island are elig;i- 
ble for release but are still in 
prison because they have no 
transportation to the mainland 
or are too old and sick to leave.

In another development the 
U.S. Navy today turned over 26 
gunboats to the Vietnamese 
navy in the latest American 
move to build up government 
forces for an eventual U.S. with­
drawal.

"It was the largest single 
turnover of U.S. Navy gunboats 
to dote, and represents a major 
step forward for the Vietnamese 
navy’s riverine fleet," a. Navy 
spokesman said. He estimated 
the value of the gun boats at 
$7.7 million.

The spokesman’said the turn­
over freed about 200 U.S. sailors 
for reassigmnent elsewhere, 
and raised to 84 the number of 
Navy craft dona/ted to toe Vlet- 

' namese.
"Most of them wlU lesid ex­

panding training programs for 
Vietnamese sailors, while others 
will be reassigned to other Navy 
irnlta in Vietnam," the spokes­
man said.
