Darwin Gets Life, 
Forgives* Sweeney

Roy F. Darwin was sen- 
to life Imprisonment today for 
the second Ume in the 1968 mur­
d e r 'o f Hope RothweU of Bol­
ton. Darwin was quiet dining 
the brief sentencing in Tolland 
County Superior Court In Rock­
ville, but as be was led to the 
ground Boor and outside he 
spotted Sheriff Paul Sweeney, a 
key state witness, and shouted 
that he was fotglvlng him.

“ They tried to bribe me lor 
manslaughter," he continued 
alwutlng. “ A  year out of my 
life . . . They tried to bribe 
me,”  he shouted over and over. 
■A silent crowd of spectators 
gathered at the top at the stair­
well to listen. No one tried to 
stop barwin.

Hickel Views 
Oil Pollution^ 
Drillings Shut

SANTA BARBARA, Calif. 
(A P ) — With one exception, off­
shore oil drillings were shut 
down today in the Santa Bar­
bara channel as oil continued to 
bubble up at 21,000 gallons a 
day from a runaway well 3,800 
feet under the ocean floor.

The rig atill running was drill­
ing a second well that experts 
hoped would relieve under­
ground pressure forcing the oil 
through a crack in the sea floor.

An oil allck from the nmaway 
covered about 200 square miles 
of the Pacific off the Southern 
California coast. Secretary of 
Interior Walter J. Hickel, after 
a flight over the slick, said “ the 
pollutioh la more severe than I  
antlclpajted.”

So far, strong wifids from the 
east have kept moat of the slick 
away from beaches except at a 
few points. However, conserva- 
tloniats express fears for ma­
rine and bird life.

Congreaalonal concern over 
the pollution threat resulted in 
the Senate Public Works Com­
mittee sending a team of inves- 
tlgatora from Washington to the 
scene.

The Investigators will report 
their findings Wednesday to a 
public works subcommittee cur­
rently holding hearings on a bill 
that proposes tinea of up to $18 
mlUlon in cases of proven negll- 
g e i^  In oil apillagSB.

Hickel, aftem his inapectlon, 
asked for suspension of drilling 
on a temporary voluntary ba- 
ala. Humble, Phillips, Quif, Tex­
aco and Mobil oil companies 
quickly agreed. Union Oil Co., 
owner of the well that began 
spewing oil eight days ago, had 
ceased operations at Ita offshore 
sites shortly after the seepage 
was discovered. The shutdown 
did not Involve a Union well 
being drilled to relieve preasure 
from the runaway

Hickel said the atiapenalon 
"will afford a breathing spell 
until it can be determined if cor­
rective measures are neces­
sary."

Darwin tou ted  he was also 
forgiving Bernard Ackerman, 
the former coroner of Tolland 
County, who took part in the 
investl^tion of the murder. 
Darwin ended his outburst as 
he came out into the street.

Eterher, Darwin’a counsel, 
Atty. John P. Shea of Man­
chester, said Darwin would de­
finitely appeal again and ex- 
I>eeted papers would be filed 
with the court rteik rihprtly. 
The appeal wlU be made to the 
State Supreme Court.

Darwin, who Is 82 years oM 
and rile father of tour children, 
was first oomvioted In the slay­
ing of the Bolton girl In 1964. 
He was found guilty by a jury 
of second degree murder and 
sentenced to life Imprisonment.

The conviction was overturn­
ed last year by tiw United 
States Supreme Court which 
ruled that confessions Darwin 
made were involuntary. The 
new trial last month lasted less 
than two weeks and produced, 
stunning testimony by Sweeney, 
the sheriff of ToUand County, 
that Darwin told him five years 
ago he killed Miss Rothwell.

By his own choice, Darwin 
was tried by 'three judges in­
stead of a  jury cmd today faced 
the three for the sentencing. 
Judge WllUem Bfuber presided 
and asked Darwin if he had 
anything to say. ^

U.S.-Peking Relations

WASHINGTON (A P ) — De­
spite the hard line he laid down 
qn Red China policy last week. 
President Nixon plana to start a 
new diplomatic probe later this 
month into the possibility of im­
proving U.S.-Peking relations.

Nixon is considering propos­
ing to the Chinese regime that 
as a first step the two countries 
relax travel and communica­
tions barriers somewhat. Eas­
ing of the U.S. embargo on 
trade with the Chinese mainland 
might follow eventually.

Some State department offi­

cials believe there la an outside 
chance the Peking regime may 
be shifting its policy from a 
high degree of isolation to a 
more flexible position.

The very limited hope held by 
some experts is based on tKe 
(act thait Communlat China it­
self proposed last November 
that the liext round of diplomat­
ic talks with the United States 
should be held Feb. 20—a month 
after the Nixon administration 
took office.

port on H released Jan. 20. R 
concerns the town’s growth and 
the struggles to meet Its wdtor 
needs. Tomorrow'a article will 
concern the $4.2 milUons worth 
of suggested answers and the 
next two will deal with the pos- 
a(ble purchase of the Manches­
ter Water Oo. and the way the 
report WM made.)

Manchester is in the midst of 
a growth which began about 
1940 when the town had 2S,obo 
people and which planning 
agencies claim wSI level o f f  
about Um  year 2b00 at betvraen 
74,000 and 98,000.

The water needs of these peo­
ple has already helped prompt 
the Mencheeter Water Oo. to 
build four excellent weBs and 
the Town Water Department to 
build five average wells a n d  
attempt several more.

After the State Department of 
Health in 1907 warned the town 
that it' faces a water deficit by 
1970, the Board of Directors 
okayed a $7,000 study of t h e  
whole town’s water.

Griswold Engineering of Main 
St. started on the study Ji9y 24 
writh plans to give a report back 
to the town by Nov. 21. WiUter 
Fuss, former town public works 
director and the Oiiowbld en­
gineer In charge of the study, 
said the job turned out to be 
much bigger than they planned 
and they handed in their inch- 
thick report Jan. 20.

The report begins with the 
history of town water systems.

An 1889 North End fire which 
burned down Rose's Drug Store 
and other buildings prompted 
the formation of the Manclies- 
ter Water Cb. A bucket brigade 
was the best the North End 
could do to handle the fire.

Will Childs, a North End feed 
and grain salesman, was the 
main company promoter. Fire 
hydrant service to the town was

what they wanted moat. Many 
people said they could not see 
how water could taste decent 
after traveling through miles of 
pipe.

The system steadily grew and 
now serves about 13,(XX) people 
in the North End. Until the 
early 1960s, Its main water 
sources were two very small 
reservoirs holding a total of 25 
mlllicn gallons off Lydall Rd. 
Risley Reservoir at the Vernon- 
Manchester-Bolton town lines Is 
still Its holding reservoir with 
62.8 mllHon gallons.

Construction in Bolton caused 
slit to enter the company's 
waters in 1989 and the com­
pany was forced to find more 
water sources. It has since built 
seven wells which have quad­
rupled the company's potential 
dally draft. Only a few of the 
wells are used and the reservoir 
water la added to soften It.

The Griswold report said It 
will not need more sources un­
til after toe year 2(XX>. But they

peUtive bids, oil companies paid 
more than |600 million last Feb­
ruary for the drilling righU.

"long, courageous and effective 
editorial leadership.”

He was awarded the Medal of 
Freedom In 1964, for w hat P res­
ident Johnson described 4us 
making "m an’s world safe, his 
idiysloal body more durable, his 
mind broader tuid his dignity 
ImpoitanL"

McGill, bora 10 miles from 
the little farm  community of 
Soddy, Term., began his newspa­
per career in 1922 as a  spoits 
w riter and reporter for the 
Nashville Banner. He joined the 
Oonetltution as sports editor, in 
1929.

He was named executive edi­
to r in 1986 and became editor in 
1942.

In a front page editorial in to­
day’s edition, toe Constitution 
said: "lU lph McGill was toe 
Ckmotitutlan. And the Oonetltu- 
tlon Is Ralph MoGUl.. .

"Ralph McGill spoke as the 
home-bred considence of the 
South in an era of toe emanolpa- 
tlon of toe spirit; the final un- 
shaoUing, the paying of toe fi­
nal judgmenf-

"All mankind Indeed was his 
fam ily .. .

"We and our South and our 
nation are far richer for his life 
and -poorer for his passing."

MjoQill become widely known 
. through his syxvdlcated column. 

In which he championed civil 
rights.

His last column before his 
death, appearing aa always 
down the first column of the 
Constitution's front page today, 
was typical of Ms long-time 
stand against segregation and to 
support of Negroes In toe South.

McOUl wrote an  open le tter to 
new Welfare Secretary Robert 
H. Finch, beginning: "Secretary 
FlniA . . .  if you have just a  mo­
ment, sir, p le u e  lend an ear."

MoGUl spolce agsilnst the free- 
domtof-idioice plan In school de­
segregation and said, "There all 
too often Is no freedom in toe 
Iraedom-of-oholce' plan.

He urged Finch not to  bow to 
pressure from Southamata op­
posed to school desegregation.

McGill made his first m ark os

His editorials argued against 
Ku Klux Klan-type violence and 
tor freedom' of equality for oU 
man.

expressed deep regret a t Mc- 
GtU's death.

He was a  man "loved by his 
friends and respected by his en­
emies,” said Eugene Patterson, 
who succeeded McGill as Con- 
sUbutlon editor inn I960, when 
MicGill was named publisher,

Patterson, now managing edi­
tor of toe Washington Post said: 
"this m a n ‘was m y brother. I  
loved him. I respected him and 
he taught me what a  m an ought 
to be. He was loved by  his 
friends and respected by his en­
emies because a Southerner al­
ways recognizes that a  m an who 
said what he thought was tight 
and stuck by I t was a  m an you 
had to  respect. TTiere will never 
be another one like him ."

Atlanta Mayor Ivon -AUen 
said; “McGill has been toe 
voice and toe conscience of ttie 
South.

Goild Reserves 
In Britain Up 
By $12 MiUion

LONDON (AP) — Britain's 
ailing economy got a  boost to­
day with an announcement that 
gol<  ̂ and. foreign currency re­
serves rose by *12  mlUion in 
January, checking a three- 
month drain. ^

The treasury said the re­
serves rose to *2.43 bUUon last 
month after loan repayments to­
taling *64.8 million.

The increase ended a  run of 
falls during which toe -vital re­
serves dropped in three months 
from *2.71 billion to *2.42 bUllon.

The Increase .last month had 
been expected in Britain’s  finan­
cial’ world. E-ven before the fig­
ures were announced the pound 
sterlding readied its best level 
In the foreign exchange maritete 
since the days before last No­
vember’s  currency crlsts.

From an overnight level of 
*2.3910, toe pound's rate moved 
up to ^.3917.

The treasury said the loan re­
payments Included *42.2 million 
to the Export-Import Bank aris­
ing from Britains’ cancellation 
of an agreement to purchase toe 
American F i l l  swing-wing 
fighter-bomber.

The: other *21.6 million in loan 
'repayments went to toe Bonk of 
International Settteiments as the 
eighth of 12 monthly instaU>- 
ments repaying credit gl-ven 
when Britain de-valued the 
pound in November, 1967.

By its payment to the Export- 
Import Bank, Britain cleared off 
all debts outstanding on the can­
celed F i l l  agreement.

January's Increase in .the  re­
serves was particularly gratify­
ing to toe Brltidi. In December 
the reserves had dropped by 
*88.8 million.

The oondittona and ataitottoa which 
atimulalie auth a  aearob have been dto- 
rimwiil in thia apace many U m «. Juat 
the other day w« noted atattetlcs which 
aaid that 627 out of S.4TB drilnquento 
oaae ntudtod in the city of PhUadeiphia 
committed 5,806, or more than half, of 
the 10,214 offenaes credtted to the whole 
group.

We have aaid the aam e situation db- 
taina abnoat everywhere, with both po- 
Hoe and oomts knowing who ttM chronic 
repeat offendere are^ but unable to  atop 
them.

Now a  Senate adboommittee and Prea- 
ident Nixon have both taken tg> a  propoa- 
ed remedy. Preeident Nfaeon suggeeted 
It as he was addressing MmseH to his 
own prospective crusade against crim e 
in Washington. The Senate subcommittee 
has been ootisideriiig it in the course 
of hearings in which one of the sample 
stories i t  heard to that of one individual 
who has been arrested 10 tbnes since 
1967 on charges ranging from bank 
robbery to aaaaidt with a  board, who 
was released o tte r each suoceosive a r­
rest, and who has y ^  to be convicted of 
anything.

The proposal both the Preeident and 
ttid committee are now considering would 
be to have such criminals held in 
“preventive detention” so they can’t com­
mit a  new crime at least until they have 
been brought to trial for their old one.

A federal judge tofld the Senate sub­
committee this: '

"We must face pragmatioally the 
prospect of deciding whether to confine 
a potentially dangerous defendant with­
out bond for a substantial period of time 
(amounting to months and possibly years 
before he comes to trial) or aitematively 
releasing him to the community where 
in many instances he will commit further 
depredations upon society.”

President Nixon's statement on the 
aame issue read as follows;

"Increasing numbers of crimes are 
being committed by persons already In­
dicted for earlier crimes, but free on 
pretrial release.

"Many are now being arrested two, 
three, even seven Umes for new offenaes 
while awaiUng trial.

‘"Ihis requires that a  new provision be 
made in the law, whereby dangerous 
hardcore recidivists could be held in pre­
trial detention when they have been 
charged with crimes and when their con­
tinued pre-trial release presents a clear 
danger to the community.”

Later, an anonymous White House of­
ficial expended on UUs a little:

■'Given due process,” he said, “given 
also reasonable standards, what we are 
doing here is endorsing in a general way 
the cmicept of detention of hard-core 
types who might use the times between 
arrests and trial to commit what amounts 
to ’free’ crimes — because when they 
come in again all they do is serve con­
current sentences."

There it is, then, one proposal to deal 
with the probiem of the chronic offender 
who seema responsible for a t least hall 
our crime.

Unfortunately, it is a proposal which 
seems to involve an almost inevitable 
c la^  with the supposedly fundamental 
principle of American law that no man 
is guilty until convicted of the crime he 
has committed. Under that principle, It 
might prove rather difficult to hold him 
guilty for the crime he may or may not 
be about to commit. Rather than press 
for such' a questionable dipnge In the 
law and in the practice of Justice, Pres­
ident Nixon and the Senate OommHtee 
might better press to see that haibltual 
criminals are really given one of the 
rights they are supposed to have — that 
to a speedy trial. That would be the non- 
controverslal, the clearly legal way to 
cut down on the amount of time avaU- 
aWe for "free crimes.” Providing, of 
course, the courts oonviot somebody now 
tuid then.

This to,.of course, a  description of tow 
and dqBoraMe Hving oondltlans, which 
the agency with which toe psydtologlat 
is affiliated to dotog something to cure, 
by bringing in medlaal care, supplying 
nutrition, and teaching people how to 
sew or knit a  dress.

But something else comes to  mind. 
I t is the poseiliillty that there are some 
women in the world, able to afford hand­
some fees to psychiatrists who try  to 
help them discover Just why they are 
unhappy, who might find it alm ost a 
relief to know, Hke' the impoveriAed 
women of the Mtoatoslppi DeUsj, some 
specific cause of their misery. Between 
toe poverty of things and the poverty of 
spirit which may be accompanied by a  
surfeit of things, which is to  choose?

WASHINOTOk — Robert 
FTnch, Secretary of Health, 
Education and Welfare (HE7W),' 
to moving toward mandatory 
school desegregation in the 
South, and hence a massive con­
frontation between him and Sen. 
Strom Ttiunnoind of South 
Carolina in the Nixon adminis­
tration’s ffirst^Memal crisis.

FTnA clothix^hto order of last 
Wednesday (Jan. 29), withdraw­
ing Federal funds from five 
segregated Southern school dis­
tricts, with facie-savlng gim­
micks for Thurmond. But faulty 
press inteo:pretatlon of these 
gimmicks ea outrlgM surrender 
to the South ell but obscures 
the fact that FTnA, ‘while speak­
ing more softly than tbe John­
son administration, is ready to 
use toe big dtlck of Federal pow­
er to compel school desegrega­
tion.

Thus, a critical struggle In­
side the Nixon administration 
loams between FTnch and other 
Nixon intimates who believe Ihe 
President made a commitment 
to relax enforcement. The out­
come is stUl uncertain but Finch 
was the clear winner last w e ^  
In the first major battle inside 
■the new Admlnistiation.

That this battle took place so 
soon after Mr. Nixon’s inaugura­
tion to due largely to Finch’s 
Democratic predecessor as Sec­
retary, Wilbur Cohen—a cool 
and ■wily operative in the 
bureaucracy. Instead of settling 
the five cases before he left of­
fice, Cohen bequeathed them as 
a political time bomb to the 
Republicans with action requir­
ed by Jan. 29.

Moreover, all these cases were 
so uncomplicated that none of 
the "freedom of rtiolce” plans 
.presented by the five local 
school boards could be de­
fended as real, desegregation. 
Elach contained the familiar new 
pattern of Southern segre­
gation — the old Negro schools 
continuing as all-black and the 
old white schools as all-white 
except for a  smattering of Negro 
students for the facade of 
desegregatlan.

What acutely heightened the 
political tension of Finch’s de­
cision was the location of two of 
these districts to the home state 
of Thurmond, the President’s 
most valuable ally in carrying 
the Soutl)-

Throughout the campaign. 
Southerners assumed that Mr. 
Nixon would stop withholding 
Federal school money. Nothing 
said privately by White House 
aides during the interregnum 
ebanged that impression.

But Finch wants to bring Ne­
groes into the Republican party 
and to a strong civil rights ad­
vocate. AcUng as Finch’s chief 
deputy without portfolio is Cal­
ifornia State Assemblyman 
John Veneman (likely to end up 
as Under Secretary), e v e n  
stronger on civil rights. T h e  
staffer handling the school ques­
tion is Leon Panetta, formerly 
an aide to defeated liberal Sen. 
Thomas Kuchel of Callforrta.

In general, Finch’s aides 
urged him to cut off funds to 
the five districts without qual­
ification. But strong pressure 
for a  stall came both f r o m  
Congressional Southertiers , a 
White House aides.

Feeling the heat from Thur-’’ 
raond, F)inch called moderate'x 
Republican Senators to quest of

advice and was urged to stand 
firm. Finally, he compromised, 
but Strongly on the side of de- 
desegregation —cutting off aid 
but adding this gimmick: If the 
school dtotrldts reach agree­
ment with teams of HEW ne­
gotiators ■within 60 days, t h e  
money lost for that period ■will 
be returned. Tbe deitaion was 
approved over the telephone by 
Mr. Nixxxi, but It was EHneh’s 
decision, not the President’s.

Making the best of bitter dis­
appointment, Thurmond pub­
licly expressed satisfaction. In 
private, however. Southern Re- 
pniblicans are appalled and fear­
ful that Finch’s order paves the 
way for a  Democratic come­
back In the South. The veteran 
Rep. Charles Jonas of N o r t h  
Carolina was furious, storming 
to both House Republican col­
leagues and over the phone lines 
to HEW.

Finch Aowed in bther ways 
last week that the millenium 
did not arrive for the South with 
Mr. Nixon’s election. Finch re­
fused ito see a schoolboard dele­
gation from West Palm Beach, 
Fla. (a hotbed of Nixon sup­
port), which is figbiinF, deseg­
regation, and insisted that the 
Floridians go through regular 
enforcement channels.

More significantly. Finch last 
week sought — though unsuc­
cessfully —to retain Ruby Mar­
tin, a militant Negro lawyer, 
as director of HEW’s Office of 
Civil Rights, offering her high­
er pay and direct respon^bll- 
ity to the Secretary.

The Finch team plans more 
emphasis on negotiation and 
conciliation to resolving deeeg- 
regation disputes than in the 
LBJ era. Finch may also lower 
Standards defining what consti­
tutes acceptable desegregation. 
But the events last week showed 
that Finch will not tolerate tok­
en desegregation masquerading 
as “freedom of choice” — un­
less, of course, Thurmond per-

Roy Darwin 
Gets L ife 
In Murder

Darwin, who was wearing a 
blank suit, appeared tense and 
replied, "N o.”

Judge Barber told Atty. Shea 
he -was granting a motion filed 
two weeks ago asking the court 
to cover ithe cort of an appeal 
because Darwin has no money 
to pay for one. Shea is Dar­
win's court-appointed counsel.

During the -proceedings, Mrs. 
Darwin sat quietly in the specta­
tors' section. Mrs. Darwin was 
at the trial dally, as were toe 
parents of the slain girl. Dar­
win, who at the time was free 
on 550,000 bond, drove with lbs 
wife from their Hebron home 
each day.

The 560,000 bond was revoked 
when Darwin was found guilty, 
and he has been held Since at 
the Connecticut Correctional 
Center in Hartford. He will now 
be transferred to the state 
prison In Somers.

A life sentence means Darwin 
would serve about 20 years, but 
the nearly five years Darwin 
has already served may be tak­
en Into account when a parole 
board considers the case.

The appeal to the State Su­
preme Court Is expected to take 
up the issue of Sweeney's testi­
mony. Sweeney testified that he 
did not warn Darwin of hls 
rights when he spoke to him but 
said Darwin sought the conver­
sation and was not coerced. The 
appeal on the state level may 
take several years.
