Dental Xrays are es-
sential to . For ex-
ample, X-ray plotures can re-
veal the beginning of decay,
which cannot be seen by the
dentist's eye; they can detect
such as unerupted or mal-pod-
tioned teeth; they can expose
such abnormalities as tumors or
cysls.

The American Dental Associa-
tion recently conducted a survey
of dentists' average life-spans.
The survey found that the
average dentist lives longer than
non-dentirt males in the popula-
tion. The average age at death
of all dentists was found to be
71.2 years, while the avearge
male lMe-span was 68.5 years.

Interestingly enough, the sur-
vey included many older
dentists, men who were using
X-ray machines when the pro-
cedure was still somewhat new
and when the equipment was

‘not nearly as safe as it is today. °
For example, older X-ray equip-

ment often took exposures of
from five to seven seconds in-
stead of the one-tenth to three-
tenths of a second for exposures
today. And certainly the dentist
runs a greater exposure risk
than the Individual patient,

As far as pregnant women are
concernad, the ADA recom-
mends that these patients be
provided with lead aprons ns
an extra safely precaution. But
the greatest patient protection
is still the use of modern
equipment and fast speed film.

You must remember that your
family dentist has received In-
struction in the use of X-rays.
He is trained to operate the
equipment and to consider all
hazards to his patients. You can,
be certain that your dentist will
not recommend the taking of
X-rays unless he thinks that they
are necessary for diagnosis and
subsequent {reatmend,

The best attitude you can take
js to let your dentist make the
decision, He is the person most
acquainted with you and your
oral and general health and he
knows whether you will need
X-rays to help him decide upon
his course of treatment.

Now the beaf
“Telephone’ by
Teletypewriter

NEW YORK (AP) — A wom-
an in New York exchanged re-
cipes with a friend in Baltimore.
A California man discussed the
warm weather there with a
shivering New Yorker,

Neither conversatiol wan
earth-shaking, but for the peo-
ple, all deaf and all using a tele-
phone for the first time, they
opened new worlds,

“What a thrill," exclaimed
Judith Bernsein, Queens, N.Y.
“For the first time you feel like
you don't have o depend on
people.”’

Mrs. Bernstein, 42, made her
call on a teletypewriter—a com-
bination of a teletype machine,
much llke those used to send
telegrams, and an ordinary tele-
phone,

Both machines have existed
for years, but it was only three

-
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years ago that a deaf Stanford
University physicist, Robert
Weitbecht, Invented a Nitle
black box that couples the func-
tions of the two.

To use #t a deaf person need
only place his telephone recelv-
er in the coupler, dial the num-
ber and begin typing when the
party answers. The conversa-
ton on both ends is typed on a
roll of paper which can be
clipped and saved when the talk
Is concluded.

A quick{lashing light on the
coupler signals a busy line, a
continuous slow flash indicates
no one {8 answering. Similarly,
a flashing light indicates to the
person being called that his
phone is ringing. Users pay nor-
mal telephone rates.

H was Mrs, Bermstein's hus-
band, Willam, also deaf and a
tencher of the deaf; who first
reconditioned several old tsle-
type machines and made the
firat teletype calls along with
two other men and Weltbrecht.

Since then, Weitbrecht, the
American 'l’elephw\e and Tele-

graph Co. and Western Unilon
bave reconditioned 200 outdated
machines and donated them to
doaf persons, '

Completely new and more
modern versions of the ma-
chines are avallable put are
very expensive.

For the small group that owns
{ﬁ igletype and phone couplers

world has become a brigh-
ter, more convenlent place o
live,

“It brings warmth into the
house,"”” said ‘‘Bernstein. '"We
have a feeling that we have
more people around us 80 we
feel closer to what's golng on In
the world.”

Al Bernstein's insistence, his
wife calls a friend in BaMimore
once a week to gossip, exchange
recipes and cheer each other
up.

Bernstein never compiains
about the bill—"It's better than
therapy,' he sald—and he never
looks over her shoulder. After
the conversation the two, lke
schoolgirls, tear the converaa-
tion records into small bits.

As might have been expected, Ex-
President Lyndon B. Johnson has de-
voted his first formidable appearance
in public print to a defense of his policy
in Vietnam.
And an might have been expected, he
still does not prove capable of recogniz-
ing or choose o recognize —ithe real
issue.
The real {ssue was not intervention
In Vietnam. We were, indeed, doing
that before Mr. Johnson became Pres-
fdent.
The crucial thing sas the nature and
the extent and the how of our interven-
tion.
Ex-President Jolmson now, as before,
srgues that we had ‘“no acceptable op-
tion but to intensify our effort when the
enemy mounted an all-out drive to take
South Vietnam and unhinge all of Asia.”
The whole point of the Vietnam story
and issue {5 that Mr. Johnson, as Pres-
ident, migit have followed the option
au he describes itand have done so with-
part of the controversy
engulfed him and the issue if he
had omitted ¢rom his “Intensification’
of our effort the stretegy in which we
from our relatively pure and
Justifiable role of resistance to aggres-
sion and undentook to bomb North Viet-
nam into submission.
Thizs was the act by which, instead of

national sanction for our military policy
in Boutheast Asian, It was the act which
raised the temperature of opposition and
criticism of our behavior, “both at home
and abroad.

It is an ironic footnobe that our deci-
sion {o carry the war to North Vietnam,
by bomb and shell, which cost us so
heavily in the world mind, hms not yet
been rated as a decision which was real-
ly worth while even from the practical
military point of view. Certainly It did
not accomplish what was promised for
when it was begun. It was then sup-
posed io bring North Vietnam to its
knees in a matler of a few weeks, But
the final miltary appraisal may judge
that the war itself would have gone just
as well for us if President Johnson had
never Inaugurated, on Feb. 7, 1985, the
bombing which lasted for the next three
years,

The possibility which ought to be con-
wmidered by future analysts of the Viet-
nam !ssue is that, if the bombing had
never heen begun, we might have man-
aged a defensive holding action in South
Vietnam quite as successful as the one
we have achieved, at much less cost in
manpower, dollars, and controversy.

Why did we not give more considera-
tion to such a possibility of repelling and
contalning aggression without broaden-
ing and intensifying our own risk and
controversy?

The answer may not lie in any simple
anadysis of military strategiles. In al-
most every important pronouncement by
either President Johnson or Secretary
Rusk during the years of the Vietnam
issue there was a purely American
theme accompanying the usual theme of
defense of South Vietnam's political in-
dopendence. It was the theme that the
future demanded an American presence,
& power position, on the mainland of
Asia, that, indeed, we had some kind of
duty and obligation to ourselves to be
there, In some part of our policy in-
stinet, then, the defense of South Viet-
nam was merely the incidental in what
our policy makers regarded 'as our vital
national interest of asserting our own
power, and showing our flag, on the
mainland of Asin. X

The wisdom and necessity of that, too,
will be a subject for futurs judgment by
historians, even though, like the bomb-
ing ilself, it is not something our Ex-
President chooses to concede any spe-
cial attention or Importance.

country in the world where service is
clean, efficient, and adequate.

One In Each New Administration

poses to momentary Mght a certain
number of brave and beawtiful common
sense dreams,

the plous hope of one of President Nix-
on's economic advisers, as expressed be-
fore the Senate Banking Committee the
other day.

He would hope, Dr, Hendrik 8, Hout-
hakker said, that present farm price
support programs would be ended with-
in three years.

“A price level that T would Hie,” he
toM! the Committee, ‘‘is one that would
approximate equilibrium between supply
and demand.”

Every new administration, we imagine,
for the last 30 years, hmas had some
rare soul somewhere in it who dreamed
of the posaibility of freeing the farmer
and freeing the consumer and freeing
the taxpayer from the round of artificial
management which makes the taxpay-
er and the consumer pay higher taxes
and higher prices in order to guarantee
to the farmer, providing he allows the
government to tell him how much to
plant and grow, an income handsomer
than anybody ever guarantees any con-
sumer or tsxpayer,

Looking Again At Annual Sessions

A legislative press corps poll of State
serators and representatives has dis-
closed the predominant sentiment is in
favor of ammual sessions for Connecti-
cut's General Assembly,

This wouldn't be the first time our
lawmakers have been discovered traips-
ing merrily down an unknown and un-
marked roadway. .

It would appear that the majority of
legislators are embracing annual ses-
sions ns the answer to the problem of
imprpving legislative performance. The
idea annual sessions has become one
of 'the doctrinaire ‘''‘reforms” auto-
matically linked to any modemization of
the General Assembly.

The izsue seems to have reached a
stage of urgency this year as a result
of several factors, but we sense chiefly
because of the catalytic impetus of re-
form minded groups such as the Oiti-
zens Conference on State Legislatures,
Headquanters in Kansas City, Mo., this
national organization draws its prin-
cipal support from some of the major
private foundations.

We're not about to challenge the as-
sistance the Citizens Conference offers
to state groups whose mission is legisla-
tive reform, In Connecticut, for In-
stance, it has underwritten half the $30,-
000 cost of the study of our State legis-
lature by the Eagleton Institute of Pol-
ities of Rutgers University., The ques-
tion remains, however, to what extent
does the Citizens Conference impose its
own concepls and policies on the state
groups which make use of its resources?

The advocacy of annunl sessions for
state legislutures has been a slow-paced
movement for a number of years. Only
in recent times has there been any seri-
ous attempt to accelerate the action. Aa
of our last count, the legislatures of 21
states are now meeting every year. Thus,
o of the arguments in favor is that
this 4s the '‘lrend of the times.'

Whether by coincidence or not, the
Eagleton report has reflected this trend
by assigning a ‘‘top priority"’ rating to
the adoption of anmmi sessions in this
state,

No ome can quarrel with the owver-all
concern for ridding the General Assem.
bly of ineptness, carelessness, self-serv-
ing dnterests and o tendency to disre-
gard public good for partisan advantage.
And the legislature has other faults and
defects of a mechanical nature.

No one ean quarrel with the wish to
transform the Genersal Assembly Into a
responsible and responsive lawmaking
body, one whose leglslative husbandry
I8 charactenized by intelligence, ef-
ficlency, care and concern.

‘It s essenllal that state legislatures
be equipped to deal with a great range
of domestic problems,’” says the Citl.
zens Conference on State Legistotures —
and to thiy we say, “Amen.'

But when the first plece of equipment
being demunded (s annual sessions, we
have to look twice at the demand. We
fail completely to see how the institu-
tion of ammual sessions, whereby inef-
ficleney and confusion nre repeated ev-

ery year instead of biennially, in any-

way "equips' lanwmakers to handle the
great problems of ‘the day.

Sometime, somewhere, we hope, some-
one will properly conclude that the right
wiy to improve the State legisiature is
to begin with the way the lawmakers
perform when they meet —not with how
often they meet.

The law which created the
department also specifies that
the state's towns, to be eligible
for state grants, must submit
applications for funds for a
CDAP study,

The department has placed a
$200,000 ceiling on the amount
it would grant to any one town.
That was the sum granted to
Hartford, New Haven and
Bridgeport, and that (s the sum
asked for Manchester by Welse,

And, that is the sum which
was the target of most of the
objections last night to Man-
chester's participation in CDAP.
The objections were on the
basis that, with the state facing
a $158 milllon deficlt, the em-
phasis should be on economy,
not spending.

The second objection volced
by most of those opposing the
plan, was the fear that Man-
chester would be abdicating #a
amonomy to regional govern-
ment,

Formal! opposition to CDAP
was filed on behalf of the Man-
chester Young Republican (YR)

(MPOPA.)

Vince Awaits
ew Decision

NEW YORK (AP) — Venerable Vince Lombardi,
caught between National Football League cities after

an uncharacteristic fumble,

hopes to run to daylight—

and Washington—tonight with the Green Bay Packers’

reluctant blessing.

Lombardi, who sald Monday -

he was besiving the Packers aft-
er 10 super seasons to become
general manager, cooach and
part-owner of the Redakins—
only to discover Green Bay had
not sanctioned the defection, ar-
rived in neutral New
York Tuesiay night to await the
resolution of his dilemma,

The general manager, and
former coach, of five NFL
champlonship teams at Green
Bay will attend an awards ban-
quet here tonight while the
Packers' board of directors
meets (o decide whether o let
him out of a contract due to run
through Jan. 31, 1674,

The Green Bay directors are
expected to tum him hose, with
the provision that he not take
any Packer assistant coaches
with him this year. Lombardi,
meanwhile, appears anxious to
begin the job of rebullding the
Skins—but willing to ride out
the storm, whichever way it
turng, )

"I would hope they will re-
lease me, of course,' he said at
New York's LaGuardia Alrport.
‘“If they don't, then I'll be back
In Gréen Bay next year."

Lombardi turned over the
Packer coaching reins last win-
ter to Phil Bengtson, his long-
time aide, saying he had no in-
tention of coaching again. He
changed his mind, efter being
courted by half a dozen pro
clubs, when Washington offered
him substantial stock in the club
as well as the opportunity to al-
ter the Redskins' image as los-

September

SAIGON (AP) — Denpite dai-
ly communiques reporting only
fight, schttered fighting, the
number of Viet Cong and North
Vietnamese troops killed last
week exceeded 8,000 for the first
time in four and & half months,
according to the weekly casual-
ty report from the U.8, and
South Vietnamese commuands,

spokeaman inslated
that the total of 3,100 enemy sol-
diora reported killed last week
was tabulated from body counts
by troops In the fleld. It was the
highest ehemy toll since the
week of Sept. 185-21, when 3,380
were reported killed.

The spokesman's explanation
of the seeming inconsistency
was ong the U8, Command has
made ¢ There ure
hundreds of small clashes In
which amall numbers of enemy
soldiers are killed, but these are
not considered significant
enough “to report in the dally

In addition, some reports are
delayed; for example, it enemy
troops are killed in an air strike
but their bodies are not found
for ssverul weeks, they are in.

the talks were bogged down into
a solid deadlock, sealed by vi-
olent attacks on the government
of South Vietnam.

The third session of the full.
scale talks opened with an NLF
blast declaring peace impossi-
ble 80 long aa the present South
Vietnamese government re
mains in power and the Ameri-
oans refuse to negotiate directly
with the fromt.

This, plus a Nortly Vietnamese
statement echolng the senti-
ments, suggested a dstinct
hardening of positions.
