Ahel Takes 
Big Lead in 
Steel Vote

PirrSBU RO H  (AP) —I. w. 
Abel, who climbed from the mill 
floor to the top of organized la­
bor, took a commanding lead to­
day in his battle to retain the 
presidency of the powerful Unit­
ed Steelworkers Union.

Supporters of Abel said they 
were confident he was well on 
his way to a substantial victory 
over challenger Emil Narick, a  
relatively unknown union law­
yer.

But a Narick spokesman said, 
“We think that their confidence 
is premature. At this point 
we’re looking for a concession 
statement from Mr. Abel."

Abel campaign aids said Abel 
was leading by an almost two- 
to-one margto based on returns 
from three-fourths of the union’s 
3,600 locals. It said 289,000 votes 
were cast, but refused to give a 
breakdown on the figures. Aa  
Abel report just before the last 
statement gave Abel a lead of 
129,866 to 66,431 over Narick. It 
included 2,228 locals.

An Independent Associated 
Press survey had Abel leading 
Narick 128,966 to 73,486 with 
1,701 locals reporting.

The latest statement Issued by 
the Narick caunp said Narick 
had captured 70 per cent of the 
vo$e. n a y  said the parosntaga 
was baaed on a count ot BO,0N 
■rstuHnaiti votes. .

The voting won’t  be official 
until all the ballots are certified 
by union tellers.

Northeast 
Storm Toll 
Over 100
NEW YORK (AP) — The 

Northeast was still shaking off 
the effects of its surprise snow­
storm today with commuters, 
school children and cleanup 
crews continuing to meet occa­
sional ctoifts cf resiztence.

TTie death ton attributed to 
the Sunday storm had climbed 
past 100 for the stricken New 
Jersey-to-Malne area. Most of 
the victims were felled by heart 
attacks while shoveling snow.

Airline traffic was still cur­
tailed Tuesday but oftlciais at 
metropolitan New York’s Ken­
nedy, LaOuardia and Newark 
airports expected flight opera­
tion to be “at or near normal” 
by this morning.

Prom Boston to New York the 
story was much the same for 
commuters ’Tuesday—buses end 
trains crept along and. trips 
usually measured in minutes 
were prolonged into hours.

The outlook for today was bet­
ter in most cases but the long-

LOS ANGELES (AP)— The 
possIbUlty arose today that 
Sirtum Bishara Strhan may 
change his innocent plea to 
guilty in the gunshot assassi­
nation of Sen. Robert F . Ken­
nedy. "Such a possibility Is al­
ways discussed In any rase," 
defense attorney RiMsell E.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Police 
ineptness and a hard-line policy 
against Negroes were major 
contributors to the riot that 
erupted in Miami during the 
1968 Republican National Con­
vention, a report to the National 
Commission on Violence says.

Four persons died In the loot­
ing, burning, and gunfire that 
broke out while the GOP met to 
nominate a presidential candl-. 
datê  in neighboring Miami 
Beach the flrat week in August.

But the commission’s, task 
force on Miami, headed by 
prominent Florida attorneys, 
Louis J .  Hector and Paul L. E. 
Ifolliweil, also reported that 
there was little connection be- 
.Jween the convention and the 
"cause of the riots.

Instead; the report said, the 
violence came a t ^ t  from con­
ditions typical in oUiea Mg ur- 
jn n  ureas also struck by racial 
disorders—"The usual pattern

of unemployment and under-em­
ployment, poor <schools, early 
school termination, high rent for 
poor housing, poor health condl- 
tins and high incidence of 
crime."

And these conditions were ag- 
grravated by a number of fac­
tors, the investigators reported:

—Miami's late police Chief 
W'a i t e r  Headley's celebrated 
"get-tough” news conference of 
December 1967, resulting in dou­
ble police patrols and displays 
of shotguns and fierce dogs in 
the black neighborhoods. "When 
the looting starts, the shooting 
starts,” Headley was quoted as 
saying. /

—Failure of the white busi­
ness community to live up to 
promises of summer jobs tor 
black youths, and the Iom of 
jobs by blacks to Chiben refu­
gees.

—AUempte by civic officials 
to woo the Democratic conven­
tion away from Chicago to Mi­
ami with assurances that the

disorders anticipated for Chica­
go could not happen, or could be 
easily controlled, In the Florida 
tourist resort.

“Some black leaders,” the re­
port said, "had come to feel 
that this wide advertisement of 
their purported passivity, for 
the purpose of promoting local 
hotel and tourist facilities, was 
demeaning to the local Mack 
community" and "falsely Im­
plied that the Mack commimity 
was content with its economic 
and social circumstances.”

While sharply critical of the 
Miami Police Department and 
Chief Headley, the Miami inves­
tigators came nowhere near the 
severe criticism of the' police 
that characterized the contro­
versial Walker report on the 
Chicago riots during the Demo­
cratic convention.

Attorney Daniel Walker ana­
lysed the bloody fightirg in Chi­
cago as a police riot.

The Miami report, while find­
ing fault with the Miami police, 
had high praise for the Dade 
County Sheriff’s Department. It 
was credited, along with the Na­
tional Guard, with controlling 
the riot when the city police had 
failed.

In Miami. E . Wilson Purdy, 
director bf the Dade County 
Public Safety Department said 
“it is a fair, objective and use­
ful report. I think it clearly 
states the value and the abso­
lute need for approaching the 
problem—from the police view­
point 'WKh an Intensive com­
munity relations program, cou­
pled with a lair but strict en­
forcement policy,” Purdy said.

Cubans Film Industry 
Becomes Political Tool

HAVANA (AP) — Ten yeara 
at Castro government have 
wiped out Cuba’s image as a 
leading producer of dirty mov­
ies and replaced it with a  boom­
ing "revolutionary" film Indus­
try.

An occasional nude shot still 
pops tip in Cuban movies today 
but it carries quite a different 
message than it did 10 years 
ago. It also plays to a  vastly dif­
ferent audience.

FUdel Castro began his sweep­
ing' cleanup of Cuban movies 
less than three months Eitter 
talcing power in January 1969 by 
establishing the Cuban Institute 
of Cinema Art. It is an impor­
tant .political arm of the govern­
ment.

"Our movie ind i^ry  has, 
within its capacity signifi­
cance, become an' Integral part 
at the Cuban revolution In, ful­
fillment of its revolutionary du­
ties,” said the Communist organ 
Oranma.

.?The result of 10 years of 
movie production makes it clear 
that the Cuban cinema, bom 
with the revolution, has served 
not ordy as a narrator of the 
revolution but also as a protag­
onist."

Hie institute has produced 44 
full or medium-lengto films, 204 
documentaries, 77 educational 
films, 94 technical films, 49 ani­
mated cartoons and 436 news­
reels. It also makes sure the 
films get distributed and shown.

With mobile projection trucks 
—81 in operation at the end of 
i508—it has brought films to re­
mote areas of Cuba where 
screenings were unavailable be­
fore.

The mobile units make 26-day 
tours, showing educational and 
documentary films by day and 
entertainment by night. To date 
they have given more than 
383,000 showings, the institute 
says.

In urban areas it repairs and 
constructs movie houses to in­
crease audiences. It has built 44 
movie houses, repaired 69 oth­
ers euid has 14 under contsruc- 
tloot with repairs under way on 
22 others. Wtlh little other enter­
tainment avEOlable, mo-vie 
queues are still long,

The expansion of the film in­
dustry has given jobs to dozesns 
of young dlrectotp, cameramen, 
writers, editors and composers 
feeling their way into the busi­
ness.

Nearly all the films are of a 
propaganda ben* but there 
seems to be no -Umit on experi­
mentation or technique as lorrg 
as the message comes across.

Some of the documentartes 
bristle with hate tor the U.S. 
system. Some teach the proper 
care of farm machinery.

The range is wide: "This 
Land of Ours," "Housing," 
"Death to the Invader,” "and I 
Became a  Teacher,” "Every 
Factory a School,” “The For­
gotten War” or "Fighting in the 
Jungle.” The last two refer res­
pectively to Laos and Colombia.

"Ever Onward to Victory,” 
based on the life of Ernesto Che 
Guevara, is currently consid­
ered the epitome of the revolu­
tionary documentary. Institute 
spokesmen say It would be 
.pointless to produce a film with­
out a revolutionary message.

"It cannot be forgotten tlw,t 
every shot, every sequence, ev­
ery short subject, every docu­
mentary, every newsreel has 
but a single theme: the Cuban 
revolution," Graruna adds.

Ill feature films, however, the 
yoiing moviemakers manage to 
give the audience plenty of ac­
tion and entertainment.

A recent exception to the 
heavy-handed frontal assault Is 
the film vendon of writer Ed- 
mundo Desnoes’ book about a

bourgeois Cuban who has trbu- 
ble finding his pisuse in the revo­
lution. Titled "Mieanorles of Un­
derdevelopment," its low-key 
approach bee left some Cubans 
wondering if Desnoes found the 
answer.

More popidar fit the boicoffioe 
is a new spectacidar called "Lu­
cia," which was released last 
fall ahead at the lOtti anitiversa- 
ry of the Cuban revolution and 
already has passed (he 000,000 
atiendance iiuu-k. It Is about 
three women Eituned Lucia end 
how they made revohiUon In 
their time.

Some older Cubans have been 
mildly siiocked—but not a  man 
who used to wiftch blue movies 
at Havana’s notorloiM 9hanghai 
Theater, before Oastro tore it 
down.

"Work crews now are making 
X-ray checks to see if the repair 
welding is inoper. We want to 
make sure the weld holds," said 
Cmdr. Samuel B. L an ^^er, the 
carrier's public affaiis^itficer.

The initial explosion was 
caused by a starter Jet cart on 
the flight deck.

f Seven Killed 
In Crash of 
Navy Bomber

EL TORO, OsUf. (AP) — A 
Navy patrol bomber cgadied 
Tuesday night in the rugged 
Santa Ana Mountalae near the 
El Toro Marine Air Station, kUl- 
Ing all seven persons aboard.

Ihe vtctlms, not immediately 
Idmtlfled, were naval reservists 
from the MbmeapoUs-St. Paul 
area on two weeks of active 
duty training at Lios Alamltoe 
Naval Air Station near Long 
Beach, the Navy said.

Ihe plane, a  Nephine SP3E 
antisubmarine patrol bomber 
owned by the Minnesota* reserve 
unK, was being used to praotice 
ground- control iqiproacfaes at 
the El Toro base when it 
slammed into a  mountain peak, 
spreading wreckage over a  
quarter of a'mile area.

MaJ. Robert Booher, a  Navy 
spokesman at the scene,’ said 
more than 00 searchers from 
Los Alamltoe, BH Toro and the 
Orainge County sherlfTs office 
were combing the area 7H 
miles northeast of the El Toro 
station.

Heavy fog hampered thq ini­
tial rescue efforts, he said..

He said three bodies were re­
covered intact within a  few 
hours of the crash and that, as 
dawn broke, parts of bodies of 
the remaining crewmen were

being recovered In the dense 
hillside brurii.

The largest section of the 
plane found at the site, t,000 
feet above the MOdJeska Canyon 
floor, was a  20-foot portlan of 
the fuselage and one wing, sold 
MaJ.

* WASHINOIXIN (AP) — Lady 
Bird Johnson has applied for the 
transfer of SIS shares of Tbxas 
Broadcast Ciorp. to herself from 
a trust set up when her husband 
was President.

The Mock represenU 82.8 per 
cent of th i firm which controls 
four broadcasting stations in 
Texas, Oklahoma and Louisiana 
and holds substantial interest in 
two others.

The Federal C onununicatlons 
Commission said it had no esti­
mate of the value of the stock. 
Mrs. Johnson’s two daughters 
own 18.45 per cent each of Tex­
as Broadcasting.

Based on the conveyance tax 
of $88.00, the land was sold for 
$80,000 or about $1,470 per acre.

Potter said he thought there 
would be objection to the park 
from homeowners on Tolland 
Tpke. He said the objections 
could be reduced if a screen 
of trees was left aloqg the Tol­
land ’Tpke. frontage. Develop-  ̂
ment of the property would be 
allowed behind the tree screen. 
Potter said if the 84-acre tract 
were jdanned in the nature of 
a true industrial park, (he says 
the term is used loosMy by 
some) the land oould be used 
without objection.

Potter envisions an exit and

BANGKOK (AP) — Thai­
land’s government party had a 
substantial lead—but no majori­
ty—today in the naUonal elec- 
Uon for the House of Repreeeht- 
ativee.

With ofdy 14 seats still unde­
cided, the Interior Ministry said 
the government’s United Peo­
ple’s party had wqn 72 of the 
House’s 219 seats, the opposlUon 
Democratic party 47, independ­
ents 64 and smaller parties 12.

N®W YORK (A P ) — When 
asked the extent of securities 
thefts in the financial dlstriot 
here, a member of an industry 
committee formed to study the 
problem repUed: "There Just 
aren't any reliable figures.”

And another, in eutswer to the 
same quesUon, stated: " It  is 
definitely a problem hut we 
don't know the scope and 
depth." Unofficial estimates, 
however, place the total in the 
milllona of dollars.

The inablUty of Industry offi­
cials to give reliable esUmates 
U closely tied to the problem. 
No agency of the industry com­
piles complete statistics on 
thefts. In fact, little coordinated 
effort was given to the matter 
until recently.

Late last year the New York 
State Joint Legislative Oonunlt- 
tee on Crime set up offices In 
the financial district. And 
big firms that Insure hr
against losses began to r e l___
having to pay out so much mon­
ey.

■EarUer this month the indus­
try committee was formed "to 
study the Incidence of securities 
thefts and other crimes against 
financial insUtutlcns." But It 
must work from scratch; very 
little data is available.

IniormaUon on securities 
thefts Is gathered by {ioUce 
agencies, but generally It la un­
available to others. Brokers or 
their representatives cannot see 
the criminal records of the New 
York police or the Federal Bu­
reau of InvesUgioticn.

The head of a company that 
InvesUgates the backgrounds of 
hundreds of, nevriy hired broker­
age house employes, a former 
FBI man, commented:. "There 
Is no legal way to obtain crimi­
nal records. "They must be Ob­
tained subterraneously." -

Nor Is there any central agen­
cy for listing the names and 
backgrounds of brokerage house 
employes who have been dis­
missed on suspicion of embes- 
slement or for breaches of ac­
ceptable behavior.

A diamiased employe may 
move to a similar job with an­
other broker, perluips in anoth-

. ------ .j.-

er city. In these days of clerical 
shortages aome brokers eagerly 
put an experienced hand to 
work immedlateliy, with few 
questions asked.

Because of the chaotic condi­
tion of records in some broker  ̂
age offices, the new employe 
might find himself in a position 
to walk off with securitlea and 
not even be suspected of theft 
for many months.

Some brokers foel that if re­
cords of dismissed employes 
were maintained by on Industry 
agency, and the records mode 
avallaMe to all, the hiring of po- 
tenUal thieves would tM greatly 
lessened.

Also needed, they say, is a 
central records system tor sto­
len securities. If missing stocks 
and bonds are to be recognised 
as such; they contend, then all 
brokers must contribute infor­
mation to the system and draw 
on tt as well.

In a sense, thete shortcom­
ings, which may be contributiiig 
to a dangerous loss of confi­
dence by the investing pubUc, 
are Just more evidence of em in­
dustry badly in need of modw- 
nlsing.

The brokerage _ business has 
generally been one of indlvidu-

ols or partnerMUps. until re­
cently U hod little of the formal 
structure that characterised the 
corporations whose shares It 
traded.

In most houses the emphasis 
has been inmost solely on sales. 
Humdrum matters, such os 
record keeping, although they 
might have been meticulously 
attended to, were seldom the fo­
cus of the bora’ efforts. Sales, 
not records, made money.

Reflecting this, front offices 
often were sumptuous, even ov- 
Crstuffed, but bkek offices were 
barren.

Perhaps It was that deep, cavernous

He came into the position 
of comipander-in-<dUef in the bloodiest 
war yet known to man. He had to win 
on the battlefield a  war that cotdd not 
really be won, but only lost, on a battle­
field. Ehren could he have Eved, be 
might not have been able to bind up the 
wounds he deplored even as, position- 
bound, he helped infUct them.

But one thing he could do In which 
there was no divl^ve thrust. He could 
take Into himself, and experienoe, and 
therefore symbolize, and even exorcise, 
to some degree, tlib shaf|> but general 
national sorrow over which he was 
presiding.

His face looked the way his nation 
felt. His eyes interchanged with theirs 

I their mutual sorrow. By taking so much 
of it into himself, he mcule the common 
tragedy more bearable. By remaining 
sensitive and gentle, he helped preserve 
sensitivity from the brutat ordeal. R 
was more important for him to be what 
he was than for him to do whet he did.

Coffin Gicts In The White House
It is to be noted that, at no apparent 

cost to anybody — nd to no i apparent 
actual influence on '' policy either—
the Nixon administration has been able 
to accord courteo ; treatment to rep­
resentatives of the organization calling 
itself "energy and Laymen Concerned 
About Vietnam." Ihls organization ap­
peared in Washington, the other day, 
.with people like Mrs. Martin Luther 
King Jr. and the Rev. WilUam Sloane 
Coffln_Jr,, the controversial chaplain of 
Yale University, as its spokesmen.

What the organization sought was 
something it had failed to obtain during 

' the administration of President Johnson 
—an opportunity to present Its views to 
the White House. What it asked for was 
audience with the President himself, and 
this it did not get.

What It did get was a meeting a t the 
White House with Dr. Henry A. Kissin­
ger, the President's famous adviser on 
national security natters.

Afterward, Mr. Coffin said "we are 
very grateful for a very respectful hear­
ing from Mr. Kissinger.”

During the meeting with Dr. Kissin­
ger, the clergymen advanced a proposal 
(or postwar Presidential amnesty to the 
reslsters of the draft for Vietnam, and 
gave Dr. Kissinger some other ideas of 
the kind of policy they would like to have 
him recommending to the new Presi- 
denl. V

The Johnson admlnlstratian apparent­
ly feared it would siily the White House 
if it even admitted such dubious char­
acters os these clergymen who believe 
a little too strongly In peace in a situa­
tion where their own country Is at war. 
The Nixon administration not only ad­
mits the group, but assigns an important 
figure to the taak of giving it audience, 
and possible answers.

I don't expect the school drop out that 
I am trying to help through my involve­
ment in the war on poverty to come 
around to my shop and offer to sweep 
the floor or wash the windows.

What I want is that boy from the 
YMCA Summer Camp, who got in free 
so far as he was concerned, and the 
high sdMXd drop out who got a  second 
chance under the War on Poverty pro­
gram, and the unwed mother whose 
burden in part was accepted by the 
Satvatlon Army, to look around and say, 

"Thank Odd for America.’’
I don't want them to thank me, and I 

don’t want them to do anything for me.
I  do want them to take a  good hard 
kKrir, and to reaUM that, underpiivllege- 
ed they may be; unfortunate they may 
be; abused they may be; lame-the-leee, 
no other mdlon under the face of the sun 
has tried to rectify wrongs as has this 
one. No other nation has poured out Its 
heart and soul in the doctrine of the 

' second diance as have we. No'^ither na­
tion has given so much and asked so 
little in return.

And only one thing makes this possible. 
You.

You, the uiqier dog.
You the privileged.
You the fortunate.
You who worked 16 hours a  day when 

It was necessary and gamMed yOur life 
and your earnings that you could be 
sucoen.

You, who accepted the burden of the - 
community and on top of every other 
obligation that vfao piled on your should­
ers, willingly took on one more. You, 
ttw upper dog. I’m for you.

I was deeply distraught and still am 
at the godless, senseless, brutal slaying 
of Dr. Martin Luther King. I am ir­
revocably opposed to these men, white 
or Mack, who think problems can be 
solved by threats, by reprisals, by 
TiiVTder, by revenge.

Whether or not I agree with Martin 
lAiUier King Is no consequence. He 
had a*e right to life, liberty,, and the 
pursuit, not of happiness, but of an In- 
,>pired goal. The fool who cut him down 
deserves no mercy from society.

But with all of this goes a corollary.
I am fed up to. the gills with the pub­
licity giver, 'le H. Rap Browns, the 
Leroy Jones, Oie Adaln Clayton Powells, 
the draft card burners, the acid heeds 
and alt their ilk, be they green, blue, 
black, white, or Just plain yellow.

I am sick of the false aura of grandeur 
that we have permitted these people to 
assume through the medium of excess 
publicity.

n i  be a whole lot more impreesed 
with their civil liberties .when I see them 
being more civil and taking fewer 
liberties.

Every time one of these public bleed­
ers climbs up on his soap box and berates 
the United States, our laws, our courts, 
our enforcement, our economy, he is 
doing It with my money.

My .taxes make It possible for him to 
exist without visible means of support.

My obedience to the law makes it 
possible for him to flaunt It.

The willingness of others to serve un­
der arms makes this country safe for 
him to point with scorn and bum his 
draft card.

I hold no brief for wrong in high places.
I subscribe wholeheartedly to the doc­
trine of change. I know that growth is 
one of the InexoraUe laws of life. Grow 
or die.

But, I do not subscribe for one mo­
ment to the theory that every cockeyed 
nut, confused In economics, bewildered 
In politics, and pinked by "pie in the 
sky” has the right to tear down the gov­
ernment under which we live by what­
ever means he may see fit.

I don’t believe that the man who nev­
er met a payroll can tell me how to 
meet mine. I have a growing suspicion 
that, in all too many instances, the pro­
verbial under dog is content and happy 
with his lot. He willingly assumes the 
title "inferior” as an easy escape from 
responsibility. He capitalizes on "under 
dog” to his benefit and your detriment. 
I'm for the upp6r dog.

I have no quarrel with the wild-eyed 
as such. Society neeite them. Much of 
progfress is the result of men who can-' 
not stay within conventional bounds. 
What in one generation is anarchy, in 
the next is looked back upon as the first 
stirrings of advance. Pine. I buy all of 
that.

What I do not buy Is making a  hero 
out of every stumble bum that comes 
down the pike waving his own' particular 
flag and to hell with everything else.

So I'm middle class, I’m bourgeois, 
one of the uneidightened. Pine. Just quit 
using my money. You make your way 
on your own and let me do the same. 
You be for the under dog.

As for me, I ’m for the upper dog. 
Whether privileged or under privileg­

ed, each of us must be Judged on what 
he does with what he has.

This nation was founded In Justice, in 
tolerance, in honesty, in utxlerstandlng, 
in faith, in work. We live by law, or 
we die for lack of it.

WASHINGTON — The collapse 
of a routine rebuilding effort by 
the shattered California Demo­
cratic party indicates that the 
destructive fires of party faction­
alism there still burn fiercely.

The continuing strife aborted a 
mission to Washington of Cali­
fornia Democratic politicians to 
plan for the critical 1970 elec­
tion. That, in itself, is no irrevo­
cable failiu'e. But it shows that 
California Democrats remember 
only their ancient enmities and 
conveniently forget their auc- 
oesslon of disastrous defeats.

What makes the prospect of 
another defeat so critical is that 
California will gain at least four 
Congressional seats in the 1970 
census. If the State Legislature 
again goes Republican in 1970, 
it will- re-map the state’s Con­
gressional districts to Republi­
can advantage and a possible 
12-seat gain.

Consequently, worried Demo­
crats in the rival wings of the 
party, one associated with state 
Rep. Jesse Unruh and the other 
Witt former Gov. Edmund G. 
Brown, began an unusual collab­
oration to prepare for 1970, 
Their program, called "Project 
70,” was to begin with a scout­
ing mission to Washington.i

Bernard Teltlebaum, a polit­
ical pro associated with the 
Brown ■wing, assembled a 10- 
man delegation of legislative 
leaders and party proa whth a 
varied representation of faction­
al and geographical interests. 
Unruh gave hts blessing. Ap- 
[lolntments were arranged in 
Washington for Jan. 29 with Sen. 
Fred Harris of Oklahoma, the 
new Democratic chairman. Sen. 
Alan Cranston of California, and 
California’s Democratic Con­
gressmen.

But, inexplicably, Teltlebaum 
failed to contact Carmen War- 
schaw, California’s fiery Demo­
cratic N a t i o n a l  Committee- 
woman. When she got wind of 
the trip, Mrs. Worschaw tele­
phoned state Rep. George Zeno- 
vlch, a state legislative leader 
and a sponsor of “Project 70.” 

While expressing support for 
"Project 70,” Mrs. Warschaw 
was furious that neither she nor 
National Committeeman Steve 
Relnhard had been Informed. 
She specifically objected that 
one df her arch - enemies — 
Charles Wltmer, a political pro 
in the Brown wing of the party 
— was making the Washington 
trip.

To appease Mrs. Warschaw, 
Teltlebaum on Jan. 25 canceled 
the meeting with Harris so that 
she would not suspect an end 
run was be*ng made around her 
to the National Chairman. But 
Mrs. Warschaw was not ap- 
peaseable. So on Jan. 27, TeiUe- 
baum called off the whoU-trip. 

“Project 70” has not been

abandoned. But now there Is 
talk of splitting the effort—̂ wlth 
the State Democratic Commit­
tee, allied with Mrs. Warschaw, 
and the state legislative leaders 
making separate efforts. Thus 
continues the fragmentation so 
disastrous to the party In recent 
years.

The first reaction at the 
august Smithsonian Institution 
when the loss of one of its prized 
paintings was discovered was 
both anguish and anger.

The painting, a pretty little 
bauble entitled “Landscape” by 
Eddie Rosenfield, was out on 
loan to W. Marvin Watson, Jr. 
It first hung in his office in the 
White House, then traveled with 
him to the Postmaster General’s 
office when Watson joined the 
Johnson Cabinet. All In all, four 
paintings from the Smithsonian’s 
National Collection of Fine Arts 
were routinely loaned to Wateon. 
Three were routinely returned.

The disappearance of the Ros­
enfield landscape triggered an 
immediate high - level inquiry. 
Further compounding the mys­
tery was the discovery by the 
General Services Administration 
(GSA) that $2,000 worth of 
government-owned filing cabi­
nets had also disappeared from 
the Postmaster General’s office.

Watson aides scurried around 
In obvious embarrassment to

solve the mystery. They discov­
ered that the moving company 
hired by Watson to transfer his 
personal belongings from Wash­
ington to his home in Texas In­
advertently picked up both the 
filing cabinets and the painting.

GSA a g e n t s  immediately 
entered negotiations to recover 
the cabinets and finally agreed 
to accept a $2,000 check from 
Watson Instead of waiting for 
the loaded filing cabinets to be 
emptied and returned.

As for the painting, the direc­
tor of the office of headquarters 
services in the Post Office De­
partment has now wrltteti the 
Smithsonian that, as soon as 
Watson’s belongings arrive in 
Texas, the painting will be 
returned.

’The court of inquiry investi­
gating the Pueblo incident 
stopped' taking testimony today 
to determine whether to shift Its 
focus from the Intelligence 
ship's capture to the imprison­
ment of Its crew.

■nie summary issued Tuesday 
said Kell and a senior chief 
communications technician, 
Ralph D. Bouden of Washington, 
D.C. testified the day before 
that instructions for emergency

deriructlon of classified docu­
ments and equipment were not 
posted until after (he first North 
Korean gunboat appeared.

'I^ere was no explanation as 
to why the instructions had not 
been posted earlier or who final­
ly posted them, the Navy 
spokesman gald.

Bouden said "not all of toe 
personnel were fam iliar wlto 
the ship’s destruction bill in­
struction and that he has never 
at any time during his 14 years 
Of naval service been through a 
destruction drill,”  the summary 
said. "Th is included his <time on 
the PueWo.”

The Navy said Kell instructed 
Marine Sgt. Robert J. Ham­
mond to throw classified gear 
through a porthole "but Ham­
mond was unable to get toe 
porthole open.

"Another attempt by one of 
Kell’s men, Communications 
Technician 2. C. Peter Langen- 
beig, resulted in a  neck wound 
for him as he stepped out 
through a  hatch.

Harris was not present In the 
closed court when Kell and Bou­
den testified, the Navy said, 
adding that prior witnesses are 
not usually present to hear oth­
ers testify unless they are par­
ties to toe court, Harris Is not.

The Pueblo’s skipper, Cmdr. 
U oyd M. Bucher, Is a party to 
the court and has been warned 
he is suspected of breaking reg­
ulations in surrendering his 
ship. The Navy said Harris re­
ceived no such warning.

In public testimony last week, 
Harris said his staff didn’t de­
stroy all secret documents be­
cause gunfire kept them from

Judge Bordeli, a^j^ointed tef- 
<eree hi caae by the Hart­
ford County Suiierior Court, jwc- 
ceeds the original referra, for­
mer Supreme Court Judge 
Thomas J. MoUoy, who died 
last year.

The town's chief defense wit­
ness, former Town Manager 
Richard Martin, ^died In late 
1967.

The suit stems from a Sept. 
1, 1969 to Aug. 81, 1961 contract 
held by Connecticut Carting, op­
erated by Charles Mlano and 
hia family. Martin, on Feb. 15, 
1961, had fired the oompiuiy, 
claiming it had not fuUtlled' the 
contract terms.

He and bOano then held sev­
eral discussions and they ne­
gotiated a new contract, to run 
from Feb. 16 through Aug. 81 
of 1961, with Connecticut Cart­
ing continuing to use town- 
owned trucks, as originally con­
tracted.

Last night, the Board of Di­
rectors gave its informal ap­
proval to a request by Town 
(tounsri John F. Shea for re­
taining outside counsel in the 
suit. Shea, in his request, stat­
ed that the trial may take two 
or more weeks and will be too 
much for him to handle. If the 
town’s other, pending legal

commitments are to be con­
summated.

Consideration of an alfocation 
for the outside counsel will be 
considered at the board’s March 
4 meeting.

Connecticut Carting is being 
represeabed in the action by 
Atty. John tttSSMCMfn ot Man- 
otMuttar, whorl has bis cttlce in 
Hartford.

Connecticut Carting’s com- 
Idainte a n  three-fold:

Its first is that,- under the 
terms of the contract. It was to 
pick up garbage only and that 
homeewnera were mixing trash 
wftfa the garbage.

As a result. It contends it was 
forced to pay out money for 
overtime help and, as a  conse­
quence, lost money on the con­
tract.

tts second complaint is that 
the town did not adhere to a 
second term of the contract, to 
store the town-owned trucks in 
heated garages and to keep 
them in good condition.

It claims that, as a resUtt, the 
company and the men lost much 
time trying to get the trucks 
started in the mornings, again 
resulting in overtime pay and 
In the loss of money.

And, its third complaint Is 
that, when a new contract was 
being negotiated In early 1961, It 
was led to beUeve that it would 
be awarded the contract as of 
Etept. 1, 1961. It did not get the 
centradt, a new contractor was 
hired, and the town-owned trucks 
were sold t o  him.

Connecticut Carting claims

that it was assured of the new 
contract on the basis that in­
come from it would help it re­
coup its losses, Incurred by tiia 
overtime pay for the 1969-1961 
oonttract.

The town Is trying to prove

to lim it the use o f open apace 
to reoreetioh, watershed pro­
tection, wildlife management

Also, - t o  make Judicious use 
of greenbelts and multi-purpose 
open space to help define con­
centrations of popidation; to 
preveiit the utiUzaiUon o f flood

Based on the Oapitol Region 
standards and the population 
projection, Hebron will have 4,-

bron will require at least 360 
acres of open space to meet 
townwide and neighborhood 
needs.

At presertt, the town owns 25 
acres of land in open space, 
with 11 acres needed to stay 
within the formula. By I960, 
61.6 acres will be needed.

The commlsslan is of the 
opinion that the town should 
seek to acquire op>en space 
through purchase, gifts and oth­
er means to assure adequate 
open space to meet current and 
future needs. Prim ary consid­
eration should be given to areas 
that offer potential develop­
ment o f swimming and other 
water-orientated form s of rec­
reation. It is possible, suggests 
the report, that some open 
space needs could be met In ac­
quisition o f future school sites.

The report states that due to 
residents relying on wells for 
water supply now and in the fu­
ture, it is equally important to 
maintain an unpolluted ground 
water supply. This necessitates 
careful d e s i^  and maintenance 
of private sewage disposal fa­
cilities.

Because of the Importance of 
surface waters for recreation­
al resources, it is important to

keep them unpolluted and it la 
desirable that septic tanka a^d 
drainage fields be kept away 
Troni these waters, the report 
said.

31 New School Jobs 
Given Top Priority

Dr. Raymond RamsdeU, su­
perintendent of schools was giv­
en the go-ahead by the Board 
of Education last night to start 
interviewing for 31 additional 
staff members.

Dr. RamsdeU presented a 
reconunendation t<fr 61 addi­
tional fuU-time staff members 
and a half-time clerk for the 
guidance department.

In giving priority to the 31, 
the board made it clear it was 
not at present rejecting any of 
the other requested positions, 
but giving consideration to this 
number in oi^er to give the 
supeHntendent the Jump on in­
terviewing teachers.

The total request includes 
some staff members who are 
now half-time and may be put 
on fuU-time. A motion to in­
clude in the priority list an ad­
ministrative assistant .was de­
feated with the suggestion that 
it be taken up at a special meet­
ing scheduled for next Monday 
when it can be discussed more 
fully.

Dr. RamsdeU said he’ had Al­
bert Kerkin in mind for the po­
sition. Kerkln has been involved 
in work on special education for 
some time. He is presently as­
sistant principal at the middle 
schbol.

David Parker, principal of the 
middle school, has requested an­
other assistant principal. The 
motion to include this request 
on the priority list was also de­
feated until given further study. 
If Kerkin is approved for the 
administrative assistant's post, 
then it would mean two more 
assistant principals would be 
needed.

Approved for all the schools 
were: Two teachers for emo­
tionally disturbed and one for 
the perceptually handicapped.

For the Center Road School 
(scheduled to be ready for use 
in November): Two physical ed­
ucation teachers; 14 classroom 
teaches, and one reading teach­
er.

Middle School: One teacher 
for language arts and reading;
1 for developmental reading itnd 
1 guidance counselor.

Skinner Road: One principal, 
Joseph Novak, now principal of 
Skinnci- Rd., will take over du- 
tle.s as principal of the new Cen­
ter Road School,

Sykes: One reading teacher, 
and special education, one 
teacher each for pre-school, in­
termediate trainable, advanced 
trainable arid intermediate ed- 
ucable.

High school; One teacher each 
for English. History Spanish 
and Math and Science.

Teachers in special areas, 
sul'h as speech and hearing, 
remcuial reading, guidance, .sd- 
clal worker, made pleas for 
more help in the various areas.

It WHS noted that the school 
sy.stem will be .soon respon­

sible for pre-sohool "every­
thing”  and this will require 
more teaching staff. The public 
school system Is now also re­
sponsible for special education, 
of children in the parochial 
schools.

Dr. RamsdeU explained that 
the new Center Road School 
wlU have 39 rooms, 33 of which 
will be self-contained class­
rooms. He said he is only ask­
ing for 14 new teachers as the 
combining of some of the 
grader and the transferring of 
some teachers makes this pos­
sible.

The ultimate pupil population 
for the new school will be 1,- 
000. Dr. RamsdeU' said it will 
probably have some 825 stu­
dents when it opens.

Novak, said he feels he should 
have an assistant. He explained 
that It is virtually impossible 
for one person to take care of 
such a large number of stu­
dents.

Novak further said the Skin­
ner Road school, where he is 
now pricipal, also should have 
an aissistant. This school la 
presently the largest elementa­
ry school In town. It has 26 
classrooms and about 620 stu­
dents. The M ddle School has 
1,500 students.

Anthony Maggliocco, super­
visor of special education, said 
more staff is now needed at the 
Talcottville School which also 
takes students from sbme other 
area towns. He said he could 
get along with one teacher aid 
for the rest of this year. Four 
more rooms are being added 
to the school.

The growing student popula­
tion and the many requirements 
of the state concerning special 
education, were given as the 
principal reasons for the addi­
tional staff needs.

Citing the need for Immediate 
action. Superintendent of Schools 
Robert Brairton la seeking a 
town meeting next week to 
authorize the building commit­
tee to apply for state grants for 
the school, to approve funds for 
the preparation of w o r k i n g  
drawings by the architect and 
for approval to submit the plans 
to bid, by March 10.

The plans are the same aa 
those used for the existing eight- 
room addition on the Meadow­
brook School. Minor alterations 
have been made. Including cov­
ering the courtyard to make two 
small special purpose rooms 
and other adaptations to make 
the other new rooms more suit­
able for use as kindergarten 
classrooms.

With the Board of Selectmen 
not meeting until next Tuesday, 
the town meeting will likely ^  
delayed until the start of the 
following week, however, due to 
legal requirements for advertis­
ing the meeting.

Once the sealed 'bids for the 
construction have been receiv­
ed and opened the building com­
mittee will have to again come 
to the finance board for ap­
proval before they can be
av.aided to the low bidder.

State Tax Hike 
On Corporations 

Is C onsider^
HARTFORD, Conn. (A P)—An 

increase in the state’s tax on 
earnings of corporations from 
5(4 per cent to 6% or 7 per 
cent is reportedly under con­
sideration by the admlnistra- 
tlon’s budget makera.

Such an increase in the cor­
porate tax rate would add at 
least $50 million additional rev­
enue to state coffers!

The governor’s budget, sched­
uled for presentation to the Gen- 
eeral Assembly this coming 
Tuesday, is expected- to advo­
cate Increasing the sales tax 
to 5 per cent, from the present 
3 Ml per cent.

This Increase, along with 
elimination of some exemptions 
for the sales tax, would raise 
an additional $200 million.

The state, now facing a budg­
et deficit In excess of $163 mil­
lion, need at least $550 mil­
lion additional revenue for the 
next two-year period, experts 
say.

Corporations have argued 
against an Increased corpora­
tions tax on the basis that cor­
porations already pay 20 per 
cent of the state’s sales tax re­
ceipts through purchase of 
go<^8 and equipment from oth­
er Connecticut businesses.

The 
market was swqgnped, and 
prices on other Vatican stamps 
even dropped.

Only issues put out during 
Pope Paul's reign are being de­
stroyed thus for. Stamps Issued 
by earlier Popes are considered 
no .threat to the market prices 
since they were printed in com ­
paratively sm all quantities.

At present, only a few series 
ot Stamps are sold at the two 
sm all windows in the Vatican 
poat office in St. Peter’s Square. 
Among them are air mall 
stamps printed In 1967 and 1968 
and a recent serfea dedicated to 
"The Baby Jesus of Prague,”  a 
Catholic devotion.

The series marking Pope 
Paul’s trip to Ooloipbla last Au­
gust la no longer available com ­
plete. The highest value stamps 
in toe aeries are sold out.

As a postscript, two reports 
are floaUng around in Roman 
stam p circles; That the VaUcan 
m ay soon decide to  tell the 
world how many stamps It Is­
sues for each Impression; that 
on M arch 6 the Vatican will la- 
fOb a aeries dedicated to East­
er, toe flret in 40 years.

Secretary Robert H. Finch 
of the Department . of 
Health, Education and Wel­
fare cut off federal funds 
to three southern school 
districts today for faimre 
to comply with federal 
school desegregation stand­
ards.

Finch Identified the districts 
as Greenwood Cotmty School 
District No. 63 In South Caro­
lina, Emmet School District No. 
18 in Arkansas, and Cheater 
County in Tennessee.

Finch said the funds tanrohrsd 
would not be held to eecraw lor 
the districts. He said the dia- 
triots could becoRM Mlglble for 
federal financial aid once they 
present an acceptable deoegre- 
gation plan. , .

The terminatlonB become ef­
fective March 16.

Earlier, on Jan. 39, Flneh cut 
off funds to five other southern 
school districts. However, in 
their case he gave each of them 
a  60-day grace period In whidi 
to work out an aoeejttable .de­
segregation plan. Uiere was no 
grace period announoed today.

Secretary Finch also stir 
nounced today Clover SdsMii 
Dlatrict No. 3 in South Carolina 
had submitted an acceptable 
plan for ecbool desegregatton.

Allies K ill 131 
In Fights Near

SAIGON (AP) — With 
the Viet Cong’s lunar new 
year cease-fire only two 
days away, the U.S. Com­
mand today reported 131 
North Vietnamese killed in 
two battles northwest of 
Saigon, three U.S. helicop­
ters lost and three dam­
aged.

Allied personnel casualtlee in 
the two acUons Wednesday were 
seven killed and 16 wounded. 
Five of the dead and 13 of the 
wounded were Americans.«

The U,8 .-Command also re­
ported slight decreases In the 
total number of Americans and 
South Vietnamese killed in acr 
tion last week, and a considera­
ble decrease in the number of 
Viet Cong and North Viet­
namese killed.

The weekly casualty report 
said 183 Americans, 233 South 
Vietnamese and 2,264 of the ene­
my were killed in action, com­
pared with 198 Americans. 242

South Vietnamese and 3,190 ene 
my the week before.

A total of 1,315 Americans 
were reported wounded last 
week, with 641 of them hospital­
ized. The report increased the 
total American casualties for 
the w ar‘ to 31,662 killed and 
109,689 wounded.

One of the battles reported to­
day was triggered by a scout 
helicopter from the U.S. 1st Air 
Cavalry Division. As the chop­
per flew low along a treeline 
Wednesday to check a man 
moving on the ground, sudden 
heavy fire from the treeline 
brought it down, A second scout 
helicopter landed despite the 
heavy fire, and the crew chief 
found three dead crewmen and 
one wounded survivor. The crew 
chief carried the wounded man 
to his own helicopter but was 
wounded three times himself as 
he made the rescue.

The second helicopter was hit 
as it took off. It flew several 
liundred yards, then made a 
crash landing. Another helicop­

ter cams in and took the men 
out.

Meanwhile, an Infantry pla-y 
toon was lifted into the area to 
determine the size of the enemy 
force. The 30 American ground 
troops estimated they were up 
against as many as 600 North 
Vietnamese; helicopters quickly 
pulled the outnumbered Gla out 
of the area, and artillery, gun- 
ship helicopters and fighter- 
bombers went into action.

One gunship covering the 
ground troops and three of the 
helicopters ferrying them in and 
out were hit by the heavy ene­
my ground fire, but they were 
able to make It back to their 
base for repairs....... -

The two helicopters that were 
lost brought the U.S. total for 
the war to 2,359 destroyed by 
enemy action or other causer.

The North Vietnamese troops 
reportedly pulled back to one of 
their bases to, the northwest 
near the Cambodlah border 11 
miles away. Sixty-four enemy

WASHINGTON t-  A federal 
grand Jury in New York City 
is investigating the uclivitles of 
Americans and foreign nationals 
who buy goods and services for 
the niultl-blllion-dollar military 

'exchange systems. It was 
learned Wednesday.

A pentagon spokesman, who 
refused to discuss details of the 
inquiry, said the grand Jury in 
the southern district of New 
York was "presently In the 
process of cnlllng more wit­
nesses . , . and reviewing the 
results of earlier testimony."

There was speculation among 
government sources that hidden 
income, kickbacks and bribes 
may' be involved.

Last December, a federal 
grand Jury in New York CKy 
Indicted two men for allegedly

attempting to evade federal in­
come taxes. According to Rob­
ert Morgenthau. U.S. attorney in 
New York, the two allegedly 
aad hidden Income totaling $3 
m i l l i o n  which represented 
"commissions averaging about 
six per cent on nil sales made 
by them to military exchanges."

Morgenthau's office, which is 
'jonduoling the current investi­
gation, refused to comment 
Wedne.sday on the matter.

At the same time, an official 
of the General Accounting Qlr 
fice, which acts us watchdog 
over federal spending, said 
Wednesday the GAO has repeat­
edly been barred from making 
1 full-scale invertigation of the 
Military Exchange Systems.

Though the exchanges exist 
for tl\f benefit of the milltarys 
they operate with non-appropri-

ated funds (funds generated by 
PX sales I. For this reason, 
neither the GAO nor congres­
sional appropriations commit­
tees are legally authorized to 
review th'eir activities. Both the 
exchange services and the 
House Armed Services Oommit- 
tee-which over the years has 
exercised paternal control—have 
been quick to head off recent at­
tempts to investigate the PX 
systems.

In 1967, for example. Rep. 
Emmanuel Celler (D-N.Y.i 
asked the GAO to study the ec­
onomics of the Army and Air 
Force Exchange Service Head­
quarters move from New York 
City to Dallas. The Exchange 
Service, according to GAO of­
ficials. refused to turn over the 
]4Me8sary~lnformatlon on the
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
