SAIGON (AP) — With 
the Viet Cong’s lunar new 
year cease-fire only two 
days away, the U.S. Com­
mand today reported 131 
North Vietnamese killed in 
two battles northwest of 
Saigon, three U.S. helicop­
ters lost and three dam­
aged.

Allied personnel casualtlee in 
the two acUons Wednesday were 
seven killed and 16 wounded. 
Five of the dead and 13 of the 
wounded were Americans.«

The U,8 .-Command also re­
ported slight decreases In the 
total number of Americans and 
South Vietnamese killed in acr 
tion last week, and a considera­
ble decrease in the number of 
Viet Cong and North Viet­
namese killed.

The weekly casualty report 
said 183 Americans, 233 South 
Vietnamese and 2,264 of the ene­
my were killed in action, com­
pared with 198 Americans. 242

South Vietnamese and 3,190 ene 
my the week before.

A total of 1,315 Americans 
were reported wounded last 
week, with 641 of them hospital­
ized. The report increased the 
total American casualties for 
the w ar‘ to 31,662 killed and 
109,689 wounded.

One of the battles reported to­
day was triggered by a scout 
helicopter from the U.S. 1st Air 
Cavalry Division. As the chop­
per flew low along a treeline 
Wednesday to check a man 
moving on the ground, sudden 
heavy fire from the treeline 
brought it down, A second scout 
helicopter landed despite the 
heavy fire, and the crew chief 
found three dead crewmen and 
one wounded survivor. The crew 
chief carried the wounded man 
to his own helicopter but was 
wounded three times himself as 
he made the rescue.

The second helicopter was hit 
as it took off. It flew several 
liundred yards, then made a 
crash landing. Another helicop­

ter cams in and took the men 
out.

Meanwhile, an Infantry pla-y 
toon was lifted into the area to 
determine the size of the enemy 
force. The 30 American ground 
troops estimated they were up 
against as many as 600 North 
Vietnamese; helicopters quickly 
pulled the outnumbered Gla out 
of the area, and artillery, gun- 
ship helicopters and fighter- 
bombers went into action.

One gunship covering the 
ground troops and three of the 
helicopters ferrying them in and 
out were hit by the heavy ene­
my ground fire, but they were 
able to make It back to their

The two helicopters that were 
lost brought the U.S. total for 
the war to 2,359 destroyed by 
enemy action or other causer.

The North Vietnamese troops 
reportedly pulled back to one of 
their bases to, the northwest 
near the Cambodlah border 11 
miles away.

WASHINGTON t-  A federal 
grand Jury in New York City 
is investigating the uclivitles of 
Americans and foreign nationals 
who buy goods and services for 
the niultl-blllion-dollar military 

'exchange systems. It was 
learned Wednesday.

A pentagon spokesman, who 
refused to discuss details of the 
inquiry, said the grand Jury in 
the southern district of New 
York was "presently In the 
process of cnlllng more wit­
nesses . , . and reviewing the 
results of earlier testimony."

There was speculation among 
government sources that hidden 
income, kickbacks and bribes 
may' be involved.

Last December, a federal 
grand Jury in New York CKy 
Indicted two men for allegedly

attempting to evade federal in­
come taxes. According to Rob­
ert Morgenthau. U.S. attorney in 
New York, the two allegedly 
aad hidden Income totaling $3 
m i l l i o n  which represented 
"commissions averaging about 
six per cent on nil sales made 
by them to military exchanges."

Morgenthau's office, which is 
'jonduoling the current investi­
gation, refused to comment 
Wedne.sday on the matter.

At the same time, an official 
of the General Accounting Qlr 
fice, which acts us watchdog 
over federal spending, said 
Wednesday the GAO has repeat­
edly been barred from making 
1 full-scale invertigation of the 
Military Exchange Systems.

Though the exchanges exist 
for tl\f benefit of the milltarys 
they operate with non-appropri-

ated funds (funds generated by 
PX sales I. For this reason, 
neither the GAO nor congres­
sional appropriations commit­
tees are legally authorized to 
review th'eir activities. Both the 
exchange services and the 
House Armed Services Oommit- 
tee-which over the years has 
exercised paternal control—have 
been quick to head off recent at­
tempts to investigate the PX 
systems.

Emil Gilels 
Gets Otation 
At Bushnell

BmU OUris, f a m e d  Soviet 

pianist making his first appear­
ance here, provided the high­
light o f the evening last night as 
the H artford Symphony offered 
another of its subscription con­
certs et the Bushnell. In fact, 
Mr. G ilels provided the highlight 
of the symidianlc season, offer­
ing the Second Piano Cksiceito 
by Johannea Brahma in a most 
definitive way.

The audience was enthraUed 
with his placing and tendered 
him a  standing ovation at the 
close o f Ms perform ance, wMch 
was definitely Brahmsian every 
minute o f the tim e. He played 
with a  very large tone and a 
dellhetate tem po that was ad­
m irably suited to the work.

WUhelm Backhaus used to 
play the work alm oet as deliber- 
ately, but I had to search my 
m em ory aU the way back to 1933 
to find a truly sim ilar perform ­
ance; this was by Gabrilowitsch 
and the Boston Symphony. Mr. 
Gilels made subsequent per­
form ances (except for Baok- 
haus) appear pale and wan by 
comparison, and this Includes 
the highly touted Artur Schna­
bel, who made a specialty of 
Brahms.

There were. It is true, occa­
sional wrong notes by the solo­
ist, but the conception o f the 
work was m agnificent In its 
artistry and understanding, as 
weU as in tonal qualities.

Unfortunately, the orchestra 
could not match Mr. GUela’ im ­
pressive tone, and the cello solo 
at the start o f the third m ove­
ment sounded almost inconse­
quential as played by Jonathan 
M iller, principal cellist o f the 
group this year. Further, his 
conception was stiff and un­
bending, which might bq said 
generally of the orchestral por­
tions of the entire work.

Some years back the Hart­
ford Smyphony offered the con­
certo and didn’t sound inade­
quate, but the soloist on that 
occasion was nothing like as im ­
pressive as the one last night.

The snowstorm had interfer­
ed with rehearsals, as It inter­
fered with everything else, 
which may have accounted for 
some o f the difficulties noticed 
last evening. Actually, It was a 
fortunate circum stance that Mr. 
Gilels was on hand, for the re­
mainder of the concert sound­
ed mediocre.

Haydn’s B-maJor Symphony, 
previously heard on a Sunday 
afternoon, was drafted into 
service again to help out in 
the em ergency, but it was not 
played to the effect of Its first 
perform ance. It verged on the 
romantic in conception, instead 
of the classic style wMch was 
well maintained on the previ­
ous perform ance.

As for Bartok’s “ Concerto for 
Orchestra,”  neither Mr. Wino- 
grad nor the orchestra seem ­
ed to know what it was about, 
and it ended up quite ineffec-, 
lively. This Is a work for vir­
tuoso orchestra, and the Hart­
ford group was definitely not 
in virtuoso shape last evening.

They negotiated the notes, but 
that was about all that could 
be said. Tone, phrasing, nuance, 
conception, balance, and ar­
ticulation were all words that 
seem ed totally alien to anyone 
on the stage. True, It wasn’t a 
fiasco, but It was nothing to 
cheer about, either.

Bow about a comer cup­
board? Pome people apend a 
hfetirae yearning for a comer 

to diapiay their what- 
nola, bibelota, faric-a-brao or 
what have you. If you cant af­
ford to buy, build something 
that wOl do tte Job until you cah 
awing that deaigner piece.

A modem comer cupboard 
can be built of ahallow ahelvea 
about a foot wide with little par- 
titlana. Two aeta of these 
ahelvea can be placed on two 
walls so they meet in the comer 
of the room.

Make the shelf units aa tall as 
you like. If walls are dark, paint 
them white. If walls are white, 
paint them dark, green-black or 
Uue-black or paint them in the 
color of the walla. Or put mir­
rors in the shelves. Shelves can 
be siaed to suit your collection 
of things so they can be made 
as high or low or as wide or aa 
narrow as you like.

A draped taUe is another idea 
that la a good winter project. A 
20-inch [dywood top that can be 
ipade in a lumberyard for a few 
dollars may be fastened to a 
base that is a conventional 
height—about 27 Inches. You 
can put the top on any sturdy 
base. A favorite base of do-it- 
yourselfers is the old sewing 
machine base—Just about the 
right height. You can fasten the 
plywood top to the base with a 
couple of flat-topped screws.

A draped table should wear a 
lavish fabric, says Michael 
Greer in his book "Inside De­
sign.”  He likes brocade, but ob­
serves that felt is a good cover 
for a draped table. He suggests 
five yards of 60-lnch fabric to 
bring the cover to the floor. If 
the home seamstress can’t fig­
ure how to cut this fabric to get 
a beautiful drape to the floor, 
she should use a pattern or con­
sult a sewing expert. She’ll need 
eight yards of braid or ball 
fringe for one tier auvund the 
bottom of the fabric. Some peo­
ple like two or three tiers.

Another venture that is fun in 
winter is antiquing unpalnted 
furniture. You can use one of 
the antique kits to do this Job in 
a Jiffy. Dining room chairs may 
be antiqued in lovely pale 
greens or brushed whites. An 
old secretary or bureau may 
take on new beauty with an an­
tique treatment.

Young people are making 
armoires out of packing cases 
bought at lumberyards. They

equip them wNh fa brie-framed 
doon, and sometimee add an 
aicli (also bought at a hunber- 
yatd) to add dlstlnctian to the 
piece. Armolrea may be a great 
addition to a teenHSgo bedroom, 
an Ideal place ‘ for clothing, 
books, storage, all sorts of 
things.

Another yputhful decorating 
adventure can be adapted to 
any room in the house, but is 
ideal far a teen-age room.-̂

Take a set of bookshelves— 
about three feet aride—and place 
them on an unpainted cheat of 
the-same width. Put a set of 
doors—fabric framed or not—on 
the bookshelves and use it aa a 
storage closet or as a place For 
the television set. You may 
have to remove one shelf to use 
it for that purpose. If you use 
fabric in the door frames, you 
may want to match it to the 
bedspread. ■

If you do not have enough 
chairs in your living room, buUd 
a bench, and put a handsome 
cushion on it.

You may want to build a new 
standing screen to while away 
winter. Vito one of the gold 
spray paints on the frame. Cov­
er the screen with a ricH fabric, 
such as red brocade. An avant- 
garde material might be used, 
if an op or pop moUf is used, 
the frame of the screen should 
be painted to harmonize.

In building such accessories, 
remember that frames and 
bases may be inexpensive, if 
you are going to decorate them 
or hide them, but what ever 
shows—gilding, fabric, paint- 
should be of good quality and 
well done.

Every do-it-yourselfer who 
works on projects that raise 
dust should equip himself with a 
mask. The least expensive ones 
are practical, particularly those 
with throw-away paper filters 
which are discarded after use.

"Project Sanguine" to congress­
men carry the clippings 
stamped "Secret”  In their fo­
lios.

Most details of the project 
have been in Wisconsin newspa­
pers, the spokeenmn said, and 
congressmen have discussed the 
project publicly. 'The plan is to 
bury a maze of lines under the 
northern third of the state and 
use the facllitlea to conununi- 
ciate with submarines anywhere 
in the world.

The current phase of the pro­
ject consists of stringing a few 
lines to a station near Park 
Falls, but the final cost of "Pro­
ject Sanguine" could run over- 
22 billion.

Navy spokesmen contacted 
about the project said they 
knew nothing about the claaslfi- 
calion.

"the Navy feels it’s one thing 
for the papers to publish the in­
formation and another thing for 
the Navy to reproduce it and 
distribute it."

Subject of Genovesi Bill

city'of 360,000 on Lake Hamana 
Is Japaui's piano and organ 
manufacturing center. It was 
here that the country’s first 
organ was made to 1892 and 
the first piano in 1899. Today 
there are about 90 piano makers 
here.

State Rep. Donald Genovesi 
of Manchester has a bill In the 
State Legislature calling for a 
$1.2 million appropriation for 
v'iJening and reconstructing a 
portion of Oakland St. (Rt. 83.)

The State Highway Depart­
ment already has plans for re­
constructing Oakland St., north 
from Gleason St. The state 
plans coincide with the widen­
ing of 1-84 and the construc­
tion of a new overpass at the 
intersection of Rts. 30 and 83.

Genovesi’s bill, if enacted, 
would provide funds for widen­
ing and reconstructing Oakland 
St. from N. Mato St. to Glea­
son St.

Genovesi said today that, 
with the planned construction of 
more than 400 apartments on 
Oakland St., with 1-84 to be­
come a 10-lane highway, and 
with plans for an interchange 
in the area, "Oakland St. will

be much too narrow and much 
too crowded to provide safe 
traffic flow.”

He said that he Is particular­
ly concerned "because of the 
number of children who will use 
the street for getting to school, 
and because of increase in pe­
destrian traffic which will re­
sult when the apartments are 
completed.”

A public hearing will be con­
ducted Feb. 26 at 10 a.m. in 
Room 418 of the State Capitol 
on a bill to establish a branch 
of the Motor Vehicle Depart­
ment in Manchester.

The bill is co-sponsored by 
Manchester’s three state repre­
sentatives, Genovesi, Francis 
Mahoney and N. Charles Bog- 
gini. The three have urged in­
terested Manchester people to 
attend the’ hearing and to speak 
out on the need for the local 
branch office.

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The Berlin Factor
It Is obviously groing- to take some care-7; 

fill handling and atepping, both on the 
part of ourselves and on that of Russia, 
to keep whatl was intended to be the 
most innocent kind of Presidential 
Journey to Europe from developing into 
the kind of confrontation neither nation 
wants.

In tMs Und of world, a  President can’t 
even plan a cheerful, get-acquainted visit 
to Ms known friends in Ehirope without 
encountering coniplications.

The complication lies in Berlin. Going 
to Western Europe, an American Pres­
ident almost has to go to Beriin, or else 
stand suspect of a soft attitude toward 
the maintenance of the Western presence 
In that dty.

This American President, going to 
Western Europe, and therefore going to 
Berlin, is making his visit there J i^  
at a moment when Russia and 
Germany are making Berlin the scene 
of a pressure game they are playing 
with West Germany. In the travel regula­
tions East Germany is promulgating in 
the eftort to keep West Germany from 
staging a  show-boat election ceremony 
in Berlin, there is apparently no violation 
of Allied rights in the city of Berlin. 
There is no indication that Russia has 
had the slightest intention of welcoming 
this new President to office with threats 
of a Berlin crisis, whidi was the way 
Khrushchev welcomed Kennedy in 1961.

Had the President’s journey been set 
10 days later, this particular Berlin 
fracas, between the two Germanics, 
might have been over, and of no con­
sequence in his visit.

But his actual timing takes him to 
Berlin before the showdown, and there­
fore threatens to make him part of the 
pressure on the side of West Germany. 
This, in turn, threatens to raise the 
stakes in the confrontation until, instead 
of being something that might be sluffed 
off inconclusively between the two Ger- 
manies, it becomes an unwanted ..test of 
wills between Russia and the United 
States.

The indication is that both the United 
States and Russia will be trying to man­
age things so that this does not happen. 
Both have given good evidence of being 
more interested in negotiating on various 
issues and on varloas levels than in 
reviving some old impasse.

But what is illustrated, meanwliile, is 
the terrible, relentless complexity which 
surrounds the office and llte symbolism 
of power. The President of the United 
States can’t even travel without running 
the risk that everything will be on the 
line wherever his foot may be set down 
next. The trip to Weslem Europe never 
could have been just a trip to Europe,

Odds On A Tet Offen.sive
Anybody who called the Jets victory 

over the Colts in the Super Bowl and 
who wants to embellish his reputation 
further might lake himself out on a limb 
and predict that there will be no ” Tet 
offensive” by the Vietcong and the 
North Vietnamese this year.

To predict no such offensive would be 
to fly In the face of the odds. 'Ihese have 
been established as heayj^not only by 
reports of troop movements and concen­
trations, and by the di-scoveiy of various 
stores of arms, but by the capture of 
enemy documents or prisoners confirm­
ing that the new attack has been ordered 
and is on the way.

Noneilieless, the long sliol gam'ble has 
certain attractions. FX>r one thing, thero 
were no captured enemy documents a 
year ago, when the real Tet offensive 
did actually arrive and catcli evefybody 
completely surprise. Instead of ad­
vertising its pottKssion of secret 
evidence of the impending attack, oui’ 
Intelligence was speclaliizing, at the 
moment the Tet offensive began, in pro- 

— Aildlng convincing proof that our military 
—(Victory in Vietnam hud begun to be so 

complete tlMJ enemy had lost all initia­
tive.

Am a Washington news chirpatch recall­
ed Juat the other day, Walt Roatow and 
hla Maff were actually busy briefing
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Washington'TMtKamen on the optimistic 
military sttuotion in Vietnam when the 
first urgent messages from Vietnam ar­
rived to inform Roatow that the enemy 
was in Saigon and Hue.

’This year, to the contrary, we wUl 
not be surprised if the enemy launches 
a Tet offensive. We won’t be surprised, 
but our bet is he will be suiprised if 
he haunches it.

One additional reason for making such 
a bet: those captured enemy documents 
have never forecast anything accuratety 
vet.

With The Wind, A 54 Inch Fall
We have all been familiar, for several 

seasons now, with the wlnd-<^lU factor 
in.how coid It can be. Given a certain 
temperature, say 20 degrees, you per­
form some mathematical calculation 
based on the number of miles per hour 
the wind Is blowing, and you get a new 
temperature, perhaps 20 below, which 
tells you how cold It really is to your 
skin and blood, not merely on the ther. 
mometer.

*rhere is also, sUU to be determined 
scientifically, some coefficient whldi ex­
presses the relationship of the wind to 
the fall of snow.

’Thus, as the experience of the last 
several days would indicate, cm 16 inch 
fall of snow which is subject to the 
forces of a 30 mile an hour wind has 
to be recalculated into at iecmt a 36 
inch and perhaps a B4 inch tall of snow, 
since the higher number will represent 
the number of inches they may accumu­
late in some particular drift or the 
number of Inches that may have to be 
hoveled out of the same spot in the 
driveway.

Averaging the Manchester experience 
as we have received it by word of mouth, 
by report of recurrent drifts in the same 
section of road, by news of snow plows 
trapped in their own dead ends, and by 
the blue vapors rising from driveway 
entrances being ^loveled for the third 
time, the wind-snow fall here in Man­
chester did amount to approximately 64 
inches.

This is how deep it really was, to those 
who had to work with It.

Student Reform Or Revolution?
Students are not alone in being disen­

chanted with our society. The estab­
lished order rteither fulfils people’s as­
pirations nor is sensitive to their griev-. 
ances. ’The political parties are unpop­
ular; government is seen to be slow, 
clumsy, and secretive: and Parliament 
itself has come to be distrusted. In that 
light it is a mlstiake to belittle student 
unrest even though the unresit comes 
from a minority. ’The articulate In poli­
tics are always a minority. Here, how­
ever, the minority has been trying to 
take matters into its own hands by force. 
Are these students Justified In doing so? 
May they not defeat their own ends?

Much of what the revolutionary stu­
dents claim to’ stand for deserves sym­
pathy. In rejecting the materialist 
values of 'the consumer society (whether 
capitalist or Commundst), in resisting 
bureaucracy (capitalist or Communist), 
in condemning the hypocrisy of the so­
cial structure (capitalist or Communist), 
they speak with idealism, Indeed w i t h  
moral fervour. Their appeal ostensibly 
is to total freedom. One London student 
slogan last week read: ” It is forbidden 
to forbid. Everything is permitted.”  Of 
course that is naive, utopian, romantic, 
but it is also inspiring.

Unhappily the students’ methods have 
repelled the sympathy they might have 
attracted. 'The absurdity, not to say ob­
scurity, of some of their ideology (at 
any rate on the Maoist-Anarchist fringe) 
has created impatience; but their meth­
ods call for something stronger than im­
patience, for they are unacceptable. The 
militants reject the recognised processes 
of discussion and negotiation, and seek 
instead'what they call ’ ’confrontation.” 
They look for violent clashes with author­
ity as the only way they can make an 
impact. Hence political opponents are 
to t)e shouted down, and subjected to 
abuse and even to personal violence; to 
make a point property is to be occupied 
and taken, over. ’The exponents of the 
technique are autocratic, arrogant, and 
bullying. To those who remember their 
history, this looks all too like the road 
to totalitarianism. ’The student move­
ment carries too little weight for this 
to be a Mrious threat at present, but it 
is d.ingerous because it could be counter­
productive in the opposite sense —the 
exces.ses of relatively small s t u d e n t  
demonstrations, such as the LSE affair, 
tend to feed the forces of Right-wing 
nulhoritarianism. Even student revolu­
tionaries should be judged by results, 
and when that is the result they should 
think again about the wisdom of their 
tactics.

It is more than a chance paradox that 
in Czechoslovakia, students (by th e  
thousand rather than by the hundred) 
have been demonstrating for just those 
tilings that the revolutionary students of 
democratic Europe and North America 
:iffect to despise —for freedom of speech 
and opinion, and for democracy. That is 
what the students of Spain are struggling 
for, too. Freedom, of course, is never 
absolute, and democracy is always im­
perfect, but a society in which freedom 
of speech and opinions is respected, in 
which the will of the democracy c a n  
excess itself, and in which the rights of 
the individual are upheld by a system 
of law, is a .society greatly envied by 
those who liave the misfortune to live 
under totalitarian’ Governments and in 
one-party States.

To build a liberal democracy has tak­
en centuries. To destroy it could be a 
matter of months. We must beware of 
undeiYaluing parllamen'tary democracy 
merely because of Its 'imperfections. The 
students are impatient, and they have 
■some things to be impatient about. But 
the most Immediate of these concern 
iinlver.Hity affairs, and most of them are 
now beginnl.ng to be put right. These 
grievances are not so intolerable that 
they justify u total assault on the sys­
tem itself. It, too, is being reformed. 
Reform is a dirty word to the dedicated 
revolutionary, but it is the better and 
more civilised course. —MANCHESTER

WASHINGTON — Sen. Hugh 
Scott, the assistant Republican 
leader in the Senate, has quiet­
ly advised the White House that 
the failure of the Nixon admin­
istration to bring a single Penn­
sylvania Republican Into the 
new Administration could badly 
damage his reelection chances 
next year.

Scott’s grievance, politely de­
livered to top White House 
lobbyist Bryce Harlow, is symp­
tomatic, and not all the com­
plaints are that polite.

’The truth is that Republican 
politicians are beginning to 
wake up to the fact that, far 
from the top-to-bottom house­
cleaning promised by candidate 
Nixon, President Nixon has or­
dered department chiefs to go 
slow in weeding out Democratic 
holdovers and replacing them 
with Republic^m, party faithful— 
an unprecendented reversal of 
custom.

Moreover, Republicans in 
congress have also been bitter­
ly complaining to .the White 
House about the lack of poli­
tical clearance procedures for 
Johnson administration hold­
overs. For example, Post­
master Gen. Winton H. (Red) 
Blount decided to retain, several 
Assistant Postmasters Gener^ll. 
But their names were sent rou­
tinely to the Senate without the 
customary—and, to the Senate, 

tfihandatoiV-^ " requests for ap­
proval from Republican Senators 
in their home states.

Republican Senators have now, 
belatedly, been assured that 
Johnson holdovers needing 
Senate confirmation will be put 
through the same clearance mill 
for new appointees.

Nevertheless, Sen. Karl 
Mundt of South Dakota was so 
aroused by the number of hold­
over appointments and the slip­
shod clearance methods that he 
pri^tely warned the White 
House he will object to confir­
mation if the job is in any de­
partment under the jubsdlc- 
tion of any of Mundt’s Appro­
priations subcommittees.
Mundt wants these jobs filled 
with Republicans.

Thus the Nixon administra­
tion, which has made a smooth 
start in moat other areas, is 
running badly afoul of its own 
party over jobs and patronage. 
Some such trouble is inevitable 
in any new Administration, but 
what sets the Nixon adminis­
tration apart is the unprece­
dented decision not to clean 
house.

One week before the election, 
(or example, a top Nixon po- 
lUical manager told us that a 
major housecleaning would get 
top priority if Mr. Nixon was 
elected. 'Ibis housecleaning 
would descend to the second 
und third level of Federal 
bureaucrats— to the “ memo- 
writers,”  as he put it, whose 
memoranda on new policy ques­
tions so often establish policy.

Precisely the opposite has oc- 
curr^. In Atty. Gen. John 
Mitchell’s huge Justice Depart­
ment, (or example, most first 
and second level assistants to 
the new Assistant Attorneys 
General are being retained. 
This means that scores of gov­
ernment lawyers hired by John 
Kennedy and Lyndon Johnson 
are staying on.

Moreover, top-rank Justice 
Department .job-holders—the di­
rectors of Prisons; Immigra­
tion, and Narcotics Enforce­
ment—now ane slated to stay.

though none has clvlL service 
protection.

It was partly to complain 
about this lack of change that 
about half the Republican Sen­
ators attended a closed-door 
grievance session 'with Harlow 
on Feb. 6—a meeting revealing 
the depth of party unhappiness 
over patronage policies.

The meeting was origilnally 
called at the request of ad­
ministrative assistants to com­
plain to Harlow that they 
couldn’t get him on the tele­
phone to discuss legislative 
problems. When Sen. Hlran 
Fong of Hawaii and other Sen­
ators heard Harlow had agreed 
to the session, they- were boil­
ing over because Mr. Nixon had 
just declared postal workers out 
of politics without first discuss­
ing it with Republican Senators. 
The meeting quickly changed 
from a routine session with ad­
ministrative assistants to a ma­
jor gripe session with the Sen­
ators themselves.

Out of it oatne clearance pro­
cedures for new Nixon appoint­
ments, as well as a pledge from 
Harlow that communications be­
tween Senators and malor de­
partments of government would 
imorove. But there was no as­
surance from the highl.v-respect- 
ed Harlow that more iobs would 
open up for Republicans.

To the contrary, Repubjlcan 
politicians are convinced that 
Mr. Nixon is so concerned 
about getting along with the 
Demoprats, who still control 
Congress, that the promised 
bureaucratic house-cleaning Is 
indefinitely postponed.

That may help Mr. Nixon 
with the Democrats. But it Is 
a far cry from the party-build­
ing operation Republicans were 
absolutely certain Mr. Nixon 
would put Into sweeping effect 
if he ever entered the White 
House.

But such occaslonalUy sharp 
llum'lhatlons of the heart and 
gut issues really involved were 
very infrequent during the 
afternoon.

SAIGON (AP) — American 
B52 tim bers laid a carpet of 
nearly 6,006 bombs along a  huge 
arc northwest to northeast of 
Saigon In a secoivl day of heavy 
blows at Viet <3ong and North 
Vietnamese bases threatening 
the capital, mlll'tary spokesmen 
reported today.

Anticipating that the Commu­
nist command might try to piill 
off a spectacular attack to coin­
cide with the Tet celebration of 
the luiiar new year Monday, the 
U.S. Command gave top priority 
to the Saigon approaches. More 
than 1,200 tons of bombs were 
dropped on base camps, troop 
concentrations and supply de­
pots, spokesmen said.

The targets ranged from 28 
miles northeast of Saigon to 75 
miles northwest of the capital. 
The heaviest concentration of 
bombs crashed down along the 
Jungled corridors leading from 
the Cambodian frontier. Some 
of the strikes were only six 
miles from the border.

MONTREAL (AP) — ’The 
Montreal and Canadian stock 
exchanges reopened today with 
clerks using blackboards and 
chalk in place of electronic quo­
tation boards torn up by a time 
bomb that wrecked the trading 
floor and Injured 27 persons.

Charles Neapole, president of 
the Montreal Stock Exchange, 
had announced after the explo­
sion Thursday that business 
would not resume until Monday.

The bomb exploded over the 
trading floor In a corner of the 
visitors’ gallery, scattering de­
bris over SO visitors and 300 per­
sons on the floor below. Five of 
the 27 injured suffered severe 
cuts and remained in a hospital 
overnight, fr 

Several minutes before the ex­

It was the third explosion in 
Montreal this week and the 
eighth thla year.
