‘You Can Make It, ’  

Bushoy Told RFK
LOB ANGELES (AP) — In 

the traumatic moment after 
Sen. Robert F. Kennedy was 
shot, a  young bueboy cradled 
the eenator’s bloody head in hU 
arms, whispered encourage­
ment and placed a  rosary In Ms 
hande.

"I said the first thing toat 
came to my mind,’’ Juan Rome­
ro said Friday to the Jury that is 
trying SUhan Bishara Slrhan for 
Kennedy’s death. "I said, ‘Come 
on Senator, you can make It.’ 
Then his head dropped back.”

Emile Zola Berman, one of 
Slrhan’B three defenders, said In 
Ms opening statement ttiat 
“there is no doubt . . . that he 
(Slrhan) did, in fact, fire (he 
shot that killed Sen. Kennedy.’’ 
But, Berman said, the defense 
will present psychiatric testimo­
ny that “at the actual moment 
of the shooting he was out of 
contact with reality, in a 
trance."

The state is trying to prove 
Slrhan killed Kennedy, June 6, 
1968 with malice and premedita­
tion—the elements of first de­
gree murder. The defense hopes 
to show the killing was Impul- 
slw, without premeditation or 
maUoe. As Berman put it: “to­
tally «  product of a  sick, ob­
sessed mind and personality.’’

The pale, 24-year<4d Jorda­
nian rose from his chair in pro­
test as Berman deooHbed him 
thus. He was obviously agitated, 
murmuring “No, no.” A court 
inspector leaned over the chair 
of defense Investigator Michael 
McGowan and said, “Talk to 
Mm, Mike.’’

McCowan puehed Slrhan back 
into his chair and whkqiered to 
Mm for several minutes. There 
were no further Incidents and 
Slrhan smiled broaxHy a  number 
of times during the day.

The first day’s testlmwiy also 
revealed that a last minute 
change in plans brought Kenne­
dy to Ms deadly encounter with 
Slrhan—In a pcmtry off the Am­
bassador Hotel ballroom where 
the senator had Just claimed 
victory in California’s presiden­
tial primary.

Romero had gone to the ball­
room to hear Keiusedy speak

and preceded Mm to the pantry 
hrea. Shortly after midnight 
Romero saw someone coming 
toward Kennedy.

"I thought it was a person 
who couldn’t wait to shake his 
hand,” Romero said with Ms 
heavy Spanish accent. “I seen 
the guy put a  hand a t the sena­
tor’s head. And then I saw a 
gun.

“Then I saw Sen. Kennedy 
streU^ied out In front of me. I 
leaned down and picked up his 
head.’’

Romero said he talked to Ken­
nedy when "somebody, a  priest 
or somebody,’’ gave a rosary to 
him’’ and I  put It in Ms hand.’’

At tMs point, state’s attorneys 
produced a picture showing 
Romero with the senator. The 
picture was passed to toe Jurws 
utoo studied It intently, some of 
them frowning.

On cross-examination, defense 
aittomey Russell E. Parsons 
asked if Kennedy—who died 26 
hours later—said anything,

"He said, ‘Is everybody all 
right? Is everybody okay’?’’ 
Romero answered.

Wisconsin’s (Chancellor H. Ed­
win Young had earlier with­
drawn the 1,900 National 
Guardsmen from the campus 
and promised they would re­
main on standby “imless stu­
dents renew campus disturb- 
anoes.’’

Police acted alone agaftist the 
marchers who were headed for 
the State Capitol for the third 
time in 24 hours. Leaders cau­
tioned against clashes with po­
lice but used the term provoca­
tion when marchers sat down in 
a ' street intersection. There 
were four arrests.

Protesters received support 
from Negro athletes and other 
groups in pressing toeir 13 de­
mands including establishment 
of a black studies center.

At toe University of Chicago, 
student rebels who had occupied 
the administration building for 
16 days walked out and admit­
ted' they had been wasting their 
time.

A faculty commit­
tee appointed before toe sit-in 
recommended a one-year con­

Allies Ignore Tet Truce
SAK30N (AP) — ADied forces 

ignored toe start of a  Viet Cong 
cease-fire today and oontinued 
air strikes and 60 offensive op­
erations of battalion size or 
larger.

The enemy stand-down for 
Tet, toe lunar new year holiday 
that begins Monday, is sched­
uled to last until Feb. 22. A 
South Vietnamese government 
source sedd Saigon would an­
nounce a  riiort allied truce for 
Monday.

But he said toe govem m ^t 
woiild not announce details of 
toe cease-fire until 11 p.m. Sai­
gon time (10 a.m. EST), be­
cause It feared toe enemy might 
break their own cease-fire 
pledge as they did last year, 
when they hit Saigon and 120 
towns and cities in their biggest 
offensive of the war.

“They’ve been trying all toe 
time to .attack us,” said toe 
source. "Hie Communists are 
liars. They’re violating their 
oivn truce. They’re Just liars.”

U.S. intelligence sources said 
three major North Vietnamese

divisions, the 1st, 7th and 9th, 
are in border areas near Cam­
bodia €ind riot in position right 
now to attack Saigon. They said 
elements of the North Viet­
namese 6th Division do pose a 
threat in War 2Sone D, about SO 
miles north of the capital.

“They’re not in position to 
launch a  significant attack on 
Saigon right now,” said one 
source, “but that certainly 
doesn’t preclude Isolated terror­
ist attacks and small-scale as- 
sauKs.”

In Bln Hoa province etust of 
Saigon, a man wearing the 
robes of a  Buddhist monk 
poured gasoline over himself, 
lighted a match and burned to 
death, South Vietnamese au­
thorities reported.

They said toe incident oc­
curred In front of a pagoda. No 
notes were found and no reason 
was determined for the action.

As the Viet Cong truce began 
some terrorist activity was re­
ported but there was no major 
ground fighting.

Two terorists in black paja­

mas killed a  hamlet cMef and a 
Vietnamese militiaman in a 
hamlet near Bong 8<»i, 280 miles 
northeast of Saigon.

Three allied guard posts on 
the.Mutoem edge of Saigon re­
ce iv e  machine gun fire, but no 
casualties were report^. Ter- 
roristis set off a  bomb near a  na­
tional police guard post in Cho- 
lon, the Chinese se^on  of Sai­
gon, wounding one poloemen.

U.S. B52 bontbers kept up 
toeir attacks along an arc north 
of Saigon aimed to prevent ene­
my troops from massing for an 
offensive. Since noon Frtday 36 
‘bombeta dropped 1,060 tons of 
explosives on suspected enemy 
bases, troop concentrations and 
bunker complexes

The U.S. Conunand said 222 
bunkers were smashed and toe 
bombs touched off 31 secondary 
explosions, indicating Mte on 
munitions.

Headquarters announced the 
loss of a helicopter and a light 
observation plane over South 
Vietnam, raising to 2,368 toe

Nixon Said 
Wooing Top 
Labor Units
MIAMI BEACH, Fla, (AP) — 

President Nixon, spumed by or­
ganized latxM- in Ms election 
campaign, appears to be quietly 
trying to woo major union ele­
ments with some results.

Leaders of two major groups 
of the 13.6 million member 
AFlrCIO already have stated 
that they see more to be gained 
under Nixon than labor won In 
return for its almost total politi­
cal support of former President 
Lyndon B. Johnson. <

"They really laM down heavy 
barrages on us,” said President 
Paul Hall of the 89-unlon Mari­
time Trades Department In crit­
icising Democratic refusal to 
accept labor proposals to 
strengthen the nation’s dwin­
dling merchant fleet.

“If Nixon does anytMng for 
maritime, he'll win a  lot of 
friends In toe labor movement," 
Hall said in an interview. Nixon 
sent Hall a  telegram pledging 
action to strengthen the U.S. 
Merchant Marine industry.

Earlier, President C. J. Hag- 
gery of the IT-unlon Building 
and Const ruction Trades De­
partment criticized the Johnson 
administration, saying it treated 
Ms group as “a  black ogre” In 
fights over wages and charges 
of racial discrimination in Job 
training.

Vatican Denounces 
‘Illicit* Experiments
VATICAN CITY (AP)— A 

spokesman for toe Vatican 
today denounced as “im­
moral acts and absolutely Il­
licit’’ experiments In Britain 
In fertilizing human eggs re­
moved from women volun­
teers.

The Rt. Rev. Msgr. Fausto 
Vallainc issued the condem­
nation in response to a  query 
by a reporiar. '

A British research team 
claimed Friday that seven of 
68 eggs taken from women 
volunteers were successfully 
fertilized in toe laboratory 
and had begun to produce 
living tissue.

The Vatican took a similar 
stand In January 1981 when 
Dr. Daniels Petniccl of Italy, 
exoerimentlng wMi fertiliza­
tion. claimed he had kept a 
human egg alive for 29 days. 
Petniccl said he destroyed 
toe egg because It had be­
come “deformed and enlarg­
ed—a monstrosity.”

The Vatican newspaper 
L’Osservatore Romano ap­
pealed then to Petrucol to 
stop such experiments, for 
moral reasons, and he com­
piled.

LONDON — The first success­
ful fertilization of living human 
eggs by sperms in a test tube 
was reported Friday In the 
magazine “Nature” by Cam­
bridge University scientists.

Test tube babies are not Just. 
around the comer as a result. 
But cleariy the experiments of 
Dra. Robert O. Edwards, B. D. 
Bavlster and P.C. Steptoe have 
brought significantly nearer 
that day vriien a baby could be 
"born” without ever having 
been In a womb of Us ’’mother.” 

This work, and the research 
that undoubtedly will follow, 
promise 'to be ethically contro­
versial aa well as medically ex- 
olUng. ,

For toe Engllm phyislologista 
have done nothing leas then 
start human development — 
some would say, human life — 
In a laboratory, and then stop 
It after a few hours to study 
the results.

Fifty-six human eggs were 
taken from ovaries that had 
been removed from a number 
of women for medical reasons. 
The eggs were steeped In the 
fluid from the follicles of the 
ovaries, a key step for tols pro­
moted maturation, or ripening, 
of the egg as it normally oc­
curs in toe oviduct during the 
egg's pasooge from ovary to 
uturus.

The eggs then were mixed 
with ejaculated sperm. Over 
periods ranging from six to 31 
hours after Insemination, the 
eggs were, in effect, kUled and 
examined under a microecope. 
(Dramatic i^iotographa of 
sperm penetrating eggs to vari­
ous depths are shown In the 
magazine.)

Thirty-four of the eggs had 
matured (undergone first cell 
division). Of these, 18 were 
penetrated by sperm. And at 
leart seven had been fertilized.

Tile sperm inside the fertiliz­
ed eggs, wMch can be called

embryos, were all broken up 
in various ways. All had loat 
toeir tails, for example, which, 
with other visible changes, is 
evidence of the beginning of 
human development.

None of the embryos could 
have survived in the test tubes 
more than three or four days. 
In any case. By that time, as 
so-called blastocysts, they have 
undergone a series of cell di­
visions and grown to about one 
hundredth of an inch In diame­
ter, and they need the nourish­
ment of placental fluid for 
further development.

The influential magazine, edi­
torializing on the report, said 
"There should be nothing to 
prevent the culture of human 
embryos in vitro up to the 
blastocyst stage, and maybe 
further with some more refine­
ments of technique.”

Dr. Edwards is mainly Inter­
ested In blastocysts in order to 
scrutinize very early embryolo- 
gical processes, such aa the

time when enzymes begin to 
work.

He suggested In hia report 
that toe research might also 
help in treating some kinds of 
infertility, by implanting fer­
tilized embryos In otherwise in­
fertile women or In older wom­
en who tend to produce abnor­
mal embryos. Mice have been 
successfully bom In this man­
ner.

Tile magazine went out of Its 
way to support the research, 
calling it "praiseworthy” and 
”a laudable enterprise.”

"The fact that the techniques 
might one day be developed to 
make it possible to produce a 
full grovm human embryo ex­
tra  utero (outside toe uterus) 
should not be a reatralnt to 
progress,” it said.

‘These are not perverted men 
in white coats doing nasty ex­
periments on human beings, but 
reasonable sclenlists carrying 
out perfectly JuatUlable re­
search,” It added.

Finally reaching the age of 21 
brings the vote. But that may 
be the least of the new reaponel'- 
blllties.

”No doubt you often wished 
for more independence,” author 
Sidney Margollus says In ad­
dressing this “New Adult,” Just 
21. “Now,” he td ls him, "you 
not only have the opportunity to 
be more self-directed but you 
are going to have to be.”

An expert on financial man­
agement, Margollus has written 
an important new book, "The 
NEW ADULT Guide to Inde­
pendent Living.” It is such a 
valuable, common-sense discus­
sion In the interest of young 
adults, teen-agers about to 
teach 21 and their parents, that 
this newspaper will carry a se­

Margollus reviews the situa­
tion of the Just-tunved-21 this 
way:

"No longer is your ‘responsi­
bility’ merely confined to get­
ting home when you said you 
would, or turning in your his­
tory term paper on time as at 
iarller stages In maturing.

Margollus is an expert on fi- 
loncial matters and has writ­
ten many books and articles re­
lating to consumers and con­
sumer finances.

"To run your own attairs wHh 
both thspatch end effective­
ness,” the author tells Gds 
young adult, "you need to know 
more than any generation be­
fore you. tXher generatlns did 
not have the kind of money 
problems you have.

"You, as toe child of an af­
fluent. society, have many de­
cisions to maice stemming from 
that very affluence, and may 
need to make toose decisiens 
earlier.

"As well as responsibilities, 
you have new freedoms. . . . 
Without doubt toe first objective 
Is to know your own values; to 
establish yur life style as soon 
after 21 as you can. Your 
knowledge of your own values 
will be toe source of your 
strength against which you will 
test the personal decisions you 
will have to make.

"That’s a way of coming of 
age too.”

Town Plow And Private Driveway
There la no greBiter example of c ro n  

purposes in all dvttlaaltton than (hat of 
the snow pk>w driver Intent on widening 
the streets hi his territory and that of 
the househoUer intent on keeping his 
own driveway open.

Hie plow mis the driveway, as an in­
cidental nesidt of tta plowing the street

The householder diga out the driva- 
way, because it is  the main task he 
must accomplish before he can go to 
work or get back in Ms own yard after 
work.

The plow ia big. The householder is 
small and weak.

In every confrontation, the pknv wins.
It is an unreasonable, maddening Mtua- 

thm, for which there seems m> potential 
answer.

Yet, it may be ixiinteid out, the or­
dinary househoUer does not begin his 
adjustment to any new snow storm in 
an unreasonable frame of mind. Birst, 
he is, of course, grateful to see a  s iow  
plow coming his way, tieoause it is his 
.promise .that, onoe he does get out of 
ids own driveway, he can go wherever 
he pleases.

Second, he recognizes, in the early 
stages of a storm situation, that the 
plow has to be in a hurry to keep ahead 
of the storm over its long txHite.

When the householder shovels out his 
driveway mouth for the first time, he 
is willingly taking his gamble with the 
plow. He knows It will be coming back 
again; he hopes it will deposit only a 
light load fai his driveway; but he shovels 
out with a good will.

Nor does the householder’s  blood pres­
sure rise if he fineb himBelf forced to a  
little shoveling a third time. He knows 
the street needs to be widened.

It is after the third time, with the 
fourth, and fifth, and sixth, and seventh 
times that the householder begins to go 
mentally mad, that be h€is that desperate 
instinct to oppose his weak twist of flesh 
to the brute threat of the plow, that he 
begins visualizing the character sitting 
up behind that high wheel as a  personal 
enemy, that he begins to curse, and 
that, having failed to stop the plow by 
brandishing his shovel, he hopes to gain 
some vengeance by shoveling the plow’s 
latest gift straight back out Into the mid­
dle of the road again.

We are with him. We can think of no 
philosophical comfort to offer him. We 
cannot even think of any real good rea- 
.son why he should be expected to put 
up with such treatment.

There ought to be some relief—not 
from the first or second or third filling 
up of his driveway — but from the times 
lifter thjit, when the plow, obviously, 
is no longer ininning against a storm 
emergency, but merely trying to dress 
up and widen the original job.

When the plow is on this kind of run 
either it should have an operator train­
ed and authorized and instructed to halt 
and back and take a sideward lunge to 
repair the worst of the new fill-in 
diimuge he may have done. Or It should 
be followed by a smaller town plow, 
which could, usually with a single curv­
ing .swoop into the mouth of the drive­
way, reopt'n the driveway so the owner 
doesn't have to shovel that one more 
mo.st exasperating time. How about mak­
ing it town policy that every household­
er is expected to shovel out his drive­
way the first three times, but that, for 
fill-ins after that, the town takes re- 
sjuinsibilily?

Maps Always Ready
Pacifists may come and pacifists may 

go, leagues and treaties and simula­
tions of world law may get themselves 
established, but war departments are 
unperturbed. They have their jobs to 
do, year in and year out, no matter 
what the mood of the fickle public, no 
matter how many proclamations may 
be Issued saying that war is dead, war 
has become Impossible.

One of the beauU(ul things about any 
war department ks that its duty is clear 
and changeless. It is Us responsibility 
to be able to plan to conduct a war in

Along auch lliwa, it hats now been re­
vealed that one of the great American 
priaw In World War n  waa the sucoeea- 
hil capture of the famous map IttM of 
the German General Staff, and that one 
of the great priaea wMMn thia priae was 
foe special maps ot TVbet, foe Impasa- 
able border land in Central Asta, t h e  
German General Staff had prepared 
with the aid of a Swedish explorer.

Having this reliable map of Tibet filled 
In a  vacancy in map fUea of the Ameri­
can War Department. Recently, how­
ever, we have been able (o  check on the 
.accuracy of the German maps, and im­
prove on them, by means of aerial pho­
tographs taken by our sateflites or our 
astronauts.

That IncHcates that now, thanks to 
space travel, our War Department Is 
pretty well set, map-wise, for any even­
tuality anywhere, end, with today’s  wea­
ponry, somewhat more capable of wag­
ing war In or on Tibet than was foe Ger­
man General Staff when It took s u c h  
pains to twive foe map, at least, ready 
for Hitler.

One never knows, one says to one’s 
self If one is in a war department. It 
would be fooUMi to say one would never 
need to fight In Tibet, wouldn’t It?

No Lunch, No Siesta
The crusade to Introduce foe siesta to 

American living continues to Hose ground.
Not only Is the aiiesta being ousted 

from its customary contribution to 
graceful living In such countries as 
^>eln and Its one-tlrae colonics In South 
America.

While the ste^B abroad is being as­
saulted by foe  exports of American ideas 
of busineaB and commercial efficiency, 
we here at home are dieting ourselves 
away from the very foundation ground­
work tor a  siesta—foe noon fone meal.

The percentage of Americans of all 
ages who now go without lunch has ris­
en as high as 14. But in the age group 
which is just coming into full poiiucipa- 
tkm in the nstionail life —constating of 
people from 18 to 24—the abetentlcn 
from lundieon has grown eqiecially 
heavy. There ore now 22 out of every 
100 males, and 18 out of every 100 ladtee, 
in this age group, who have no lunch­
eon at all.

The proper siesta, which takes senal- 
hie people out of the hurty-burly tor a 
maximum of one hour In gracefully re­
clining position:, does not accomplish It­
self wen on an empty, yawning stomach. 
The particular kind of deep sudden sleep 
from which one wakes naturally by the 
inner timer of one's being magnlfloentliy 
refreMied is a  sleep that arrives most 
dependably on top of a moderate noon 
repast.

But if, as the statistics indicate, we 
are developing a national tempo In 
which we will not even take time to 
eat, whet chance is there we can sell 
our t i ^ ,  work-worshii^xing PurMan con- 
sriences foe pagan idea of actually tak­
ing time off just to tiesta?

Such a trend, coming at the v  er y 
moment in our ^tionali life when we 
all know we are facing toward a real 
problem of what to do with our leisure 
time, is not a very encouraging augury. 
The one thing we ore not going to do 
with our leisure time ta, obviously, just 
be leisurely with it. We will make a 
special production of it, and oiganize it, 
and probably end up working harder at 
leisure than we do ait work itself.

For Census, Counting* Is Enough
The conMltutlonal purpose of foe U.S. 

Census is to count foe population 
periodically so that repiresentation in the 
House of Representatives will be a  fairly 
accurate reflection of the number ot 
people In each state.

To do this, does the Census Bureau 
need to know whether you have a TV 
set?

Of course not. But foe Census now is 
becoming not only a count of heads but 
a catalogue of housing; not only a basis 
for apportionment, but a  llsiUng of 
a variety of information supposedly to 
help government determine where 
federal aid programs ought to be direct­
ed, but whose extraneous quality makes 
even that purpose suspect.

So the 1970 Census Is scheduled to ask 
about your education, your Income, your 
purchasing habits, foe plumbing in your 
home, and a lot of other things that 
some members of Congress don’t believe 
are necessarily foe Census Bureau’s busi­
ness.

The proposed 1970 Census questionnaire 
is aggravatingly long, with more than 
20 questions. Many who partook in New 
Haven’s test Census two years ago com­
plained bitterly of the Ume foe form 
took. Congressman Thomas J. Meskill 
(R-Conn.) is among those who feel foe 
list constitutes an intrusion into matters 
of a sensitive and personal nature.

Maybe a “ Big-Brother-ls-watchlng-you” 
element already is sneaking into Ameri­
can life through such procedures as 
credit investigations and computerized 
processing of charge accounts. But people 
get involved with fois kind of sharing 
of their personal economic secrets In 
their free-choice role os private con­
sumers. Nobody requires them to apply 
for a credit card.

But with Uncle Sam's Census, you have 
no choice at all. There’s a penalty of a 
1100 fine or 60 days In Jail for refusing 
to answer the questions. This is what 
Meskill and some others In Congress 
want to change this year.

Meskill is co-sponsor of a bill which 
recognizes that a census of needs can 
be helpful — if it’s properly, handled. 
The measure provides for foe collection 
of supplementary data but on a volun­
tary basis only. Also, it eliminates the 
jail sentence altogether, and makes foe 
fine applicable only to six essential ques­
tions: name and address, relationship'to 
head of household, sex, date of birth, 
marital status, and visitors In foe home 
at foe time of foe census.

This is a sensible proposition - NEW 
HAVEN REGISTER.

•Wonders of the Universe-

New Space Age Era
By DB. I. M. LEVITT, Director

The dramatic Apollo 8 flight 
brought us close to the end of 
one era and foe beginning of 
another in foe Space Age. With 
foe successful flight around foe 
moon, the path to  mamiied plane­
tary exploration suddenly open­
ed. The ease with which foe 
Apollo astronauts accomplished 
their historic mission means 
that the departure from foe 
earth to fly by or orbit the 
planets is not nearly as forbid­
ding as once imagined.

The Space Age today has 
reached foe second of three 
plateaus on foe way toward 
manned landings on foe planets. 
The first plateau was achieved 
hi 1957 with the successful 
launching of Sputnik 1. Others— 
both Russian and American — 
followed swiftly.

Later, foe Russians startled 
foe world with their first 
manned space flight. With this 
flight another milestone was 
passed, for man had success­
fully risen above the atmosphere 
to orbit foe earth.

In 1959 foe Russians once 
more pulled a coup: They not 
only succeeded In hitting foe 
moOn but launched a lunar 
spacecraft which circled foe 
moon to relay to earth the first 
plctimes of foe moon’s hidden 
side.

More and more satellites were 
launched, and, finally, success­
ful Mariner spacecraft were 
launched to Venus and Mars by 
the United States and the Rus­
sians launched their Venera 4.

Thus, by 1967, when the first 
plateau ended, we had acquired 
significant Information about 

(environment of foe earth, the 
moon and some of foe planets.

Plateau 2 began not In 1967 
but, rather, in 1959 when the 
Russians landed a probe on the 
lunar surface. The United States 
belatedly inaugurated a lunar 
project which failed dismally In 
its early stages, but, with time, 
instrumental sophistication of 
the first magnitude was"̂  achiev­
ed an J the lunar assault began 
in earnest with magnificent re­
sults.

The United States achieved 
spectacular success in the hard 
landings of the Ranger probes 
which relayed back to the earth 
television pictures of detail 
never imagined by the 
scientists. These were followefl 
by the soft-landing Surveyors.

Now we could assess the lunar 
surface to see whether it was 
covered with a deep layer of 
dust and whether man could 
walk on the moon. Even the 
composition of the top . layers 
was determined by delicate 
se.'.sors for comparison with the 
composition of the earth’s 
surface. Curious surface mark­
ings were indicated to be of 
recent origin.

The incredible successful 
I.unar Orblters were launched 
to relay to earth high-resolution 
surface pictures which trigger­
ed considerable controversy as 
to the mechanism which gave 
rise to some lunar features.

In 1968 the Russians launched 
an unmanned probe which circl­
ed the moon and returned to 
earth' to be recovered In foe

Indian Ocean. This was follow­
ed by the still-discussed Apollo 
8 which marked the first meui- 
ned circumlunar flight. This 
year — 1969 — will mark the 
landing of astronauts to return 
lunar surface samples and relay 
television pictures from the sur­
face. With the success of the 
Apollo project the second 
plateau will have been reached, j '

Curiously, the second plateau 
has also taken 10 years, but 
the two plateaus have over­
lapped. 'While the first plateau 
has cost the United States about 
$20 billion, the second will have 
cost us about $25 billion. Thus,, 
to date, our space expenditures 
have been approximately $46 
billion.

The third plateau will begin 
this year when we launch a 
planetary flyby past Mars. This 
will be followed in 1971 by a 
Mars Orbiter and, finally. In 
1973 by the Viking Project — 
that of putting an Orbiter 
around Mars and having a soft- 
lander descend to the surface.

While these planetary flybys 
are underway, we will not Ig­
nore the moon, which wa.s won 
so costly. In 1972 lunar explora­
tion will begin in earnest and, I 
expect to see a permanent set­
tlement on the moon by 1980.

The permanent settlement on 
the moon, established at a cost 
of about $15 billion, will be able 
to “ live off”  the moon by that 
year. They will use the water 
from subsurface sources, or the 
rocks to pro’vdde not only water 
but oxygen and hydrogen. The 
oxygen will be used as an at­
mosphere and foe hydrogen can 
be used for fuel. Hydroponic 
gardens and algae ponds may 
provide some of the food for the 
lunar pioneers and the neces­
sary materials, such as medi­
cines, plastics, rubber, deter­
gents and so forth, may be syn­
thesized from foe basic ele­

ments. 'The moon settlement 
may be self-suatainlng by 1980.

In terms of planetary flybys, 
1973 may also see flights to 
Venus and Mercury and a year 
later a flyby past Jupiter. As 
these unmanned probes travel 
through foe solar system, man 
will acquire a facility for mov­
ing about in space—and before 
1980 there may be manned fly­
bys of the planets. Following 
the manned flybys there will be 
manned orblters of the nearest 
planets.

We will then be but a step 
away from a manned landing on 
planets, with the first one to be 
on Mars. Some scientists ex­
pect this will take place before 
the end of 1990. After a success­
ful manned landing on Mara, 
the planetary exploration coats 
will have mounted to about $50 
billion. Thus, before the end of 
the century the space ventures 
will have coat this country over 
$100 billion.

This may seem an inordinate 
and impossible sum of money; 
however, If we divide $100 bil­
lion by the 200 million people In 
the United States, we find that 
every man, woman and child 
pays only about $500 as his 
share of the space program. 
Truly this is a nominal sum for 
the benefits we will derive 
from ou* voyage into space.

This will be a significant year 
In the history of space, for In 
1969 man is finally accepting 
the challenge of the exploration 
of the solar system. Some optl- 
miats -and I am one of these— 
believe that by the year 2000 
man will be reaching for Pluto, 
the outermost member of the 
solar system. Success In this 
venture will mark the second 
half of the 20th centry as the 
Golden Age of Science and Ex­
ploration.

In which not even the keenest 
reportarial ear can be oerialn 
who to voting yes or no or vot­
ing at idl. Sinoe the presiding 
officer i!s always a’wore o f how 
foe issue has really gone in foe 
secret caucus, he is never under 
any difficulty 'In ruUng how the 
public mumble has gone.

When the system works per­
fectly, no indl'vidual senator is 
ever on record, publicly, on any 
issue, unless he himself diooses 
to have H that way.

The Democratic majority, to 
particular, has special reason to 
want to keep the system work­
ing foot way, for several of its 
members experienced, during 
the 'lest 'polltioal campaign, a 
taste of the embarrassment 
which can come from even a  lit­
tle putting of votes on the rec­
ord. It happened this wa.y; Dur­
ing foe 1967 session the Repub­
licans of foe Senate, perhaps 
with 1968 campaign strategy al­
ready in mind, made a  point of 
obtaining roll call votes on 
various Republican . amend­
ments which, sinoe they ■were 
automatt'oally doomed to defeat, 
could afford to be generous to 
various state InsOtutlans and 
programs. Then, in foe  1968 
oampaigjil Republicans pubU'- 
dzed foe recorded votes incum­
bent Democratic Benators had 
cast against such benettcial 
propositions. The Republican's 
then pretended that this was foe 
only vote the Democratic Sena­
tor to question had oast on foe 
Issue. Thanks to foe  Senate cus­
tom of using the inaudible ■voice 
vote for final passage o f most 
measures, it often was Indeed 
the only vote formally on' foe 
record.

This Republican campaign 
gimmick was so clever and 
tricky It probably had Uttle ef­
fect on foe voters, except to 
:onfuse them, but it did cause 
foe Democrats a  lot of anguish­
ed campaign effort, oa they 
tried to explain ■why foe vote 
that happened to be on the rec­
ord was meaningless, while (he 
secret vote to caucus or the in­
audible vote to foe Senate had 
been foe real thing. No wonder, 
waking to find themselves let­
ting foe newsmen poll (hem in 
this session, they p a c k e d  baric 
toward the safety of never ■vot­
ing on anything If they osn 
help tt.

"He kept hla cool," a highly 
placed AFTi-dO source said of 
Nixon’s  handling of the dock 
strike, which he Inherited from 
the Johnson administration.

One major reservation in la­
bor’s cautious optimism toward 
the GOP administration is Nix­
on’s proposal for "new ap­
proaches" in federal labor law 
tor dealing with national emer­
gency strikes. The only weapon 
in flie present Taft-Hartley Act 
is an 80-day cooling off Inijuno- 
tlon to halt a strike which the 
government consl^rs endan­
gers the national health or acrfe- 
ty.

The dock strike resumed after 
an 80-day “cool-off” period In­
junction invoked by Johnson.

Most union chiefs here don’t  
see any stiff new antistiike law 
in the cards, but they are wait­
ing to cross examine Secretary 
of Labor George P. ShuUs on 
what Nixim has in mind.

ShuH* will appear before the 
AFlrCaD exdutiye council next 
week.

Nixon eased on fear of labor 
by promising not to try  to im­
pose any white house guideline 
llmHa on wage hikes to curb ris­
ing prices, a tactic which John­
son used unsuccessfully and had 
the tabor movemenlt up In arms 
about it two years.

Craig, a former Dallas County 
deputy sheriff, said he saw a 
muscular, Latln-looklng man 
whisk Oswald away from the 
scene after the assassination.

Testimony by Craig was 
roug'hly the same account he 
gave the Warren Commission— 
which decided "tt could not ac­
cept important elements of 
Craig's testimony.’’

In Washington, general ses­
sions court Judge C.W. Halleck. 
ruled that Garrison could obtain 
the rifle used In the assassina­
tion—but rejected a request for 
some items sought in the 
subpoena hearing.

Garrison had asked for Xrays 
and photographs made at the 
Kennedy autopsy, contending 
they would corroborate other 
evidence In showing the Presi­
dent was hdt by cross-fire.

The judge ruled that If the 
federal government gives Dr.
