at ground level as required by 
the state statutes and ordi­
nances of the former city of 
Rockville”

It ia also proposed a section 
be substKuted for the pn^Msed 
rescinded one which will re­
quire ervery tenement house oc­
cupied by more than two fam­
ilies to have two remote means 
of egress.

Eltush story above the first 
story must have two such 
means of egreas either by stair­
ways on the inside of fire es­
capes on the outside.

Another section, dealing with 
enciosures, is proposed as an 
addition to the present 
ordinance.

The additionai section pro­
poses that except in one or two- 
family dweillnc^ or as specifi­
cally required for Industrial fur­
naces and accessory equipment 
or for high hasard use, all heat­
ing boilers must be located in 
a separate room or compart­
ment completely enclosed by 
floors, walls and ceilings of re­
quired fire resistant material.

Re-ailfirmatloR of all other 
sectiona of the oode, as 
previously approved, will also 
be asked.

FWlowlng the hearing, t h e  
board will hold its regular bus­
iness meeting with several 
items of old and new business 
on the agenda.

Dairy Farming 
In Transition

(This la Oie first of a  aerlea 
of arUdea on the obangoo in 
dairy fum ing In the Mancihee- 
ter area.)

The dairy bustneas atarted In 

Babylon at least 5,000 years 
before the U rth of Christ and 
H has slowly evtdved to the 20th 
century without quick, radical 
changes.

Today state dairy farmere are 
la the middle of a revolution In 
oyatems and Uie retail maricet- 
Ing pictare has tkavs a  turna­
bout.

’The key words to aU Uiis are 
free stall loafing bams a n d  
dairy stores.

Bhee stall Is the term farm­
ers use to describe the system 
whidi is cheaper and easier 
than anything ever used before. 
Including the stanchion bams, 
according to Dr. Lynn Brown, 
professor of animal industries 
at the University of OonneoUcut.
.Dairy farmers with herds of 

20, 80 or more have been keep­
ing them in stanchions, loose 
collars of wood and now metal 
which allow the cow to move 
her head up and down and side­
ways but prevents her from 
backing out of the stall. Tears 
ago, the herds were kept In the 
ManoMons all winter and let out

in ttie spring. Many herds to­
day stay In the standiions all 
the time.

Stanchions allowed fanners to 
keep their herds In one place 
for fending, milking and clean­
ing.

A dwaper Idea was called 
"kXMe housing.” ‘ITie cows are 
uU looM in an open bam. At 
milking time, they go to a 
"mUklng partor" which handles 
a certain number at a  time till 
they are all milked.

The only real i«oblem with 
loose housing was the loose ma­
nure.

Tills meant not only that the 
cows had to be cleaned fre­
quency, but that the hay 
bedding had to be replaced al­
most constantly to keep it clean. 
F’ew Connecticut farmers tried 
it. In England In the late 1960'8, 
a  farmer made stalls for his 
cows which they could leave 
when they wished and he also 
had a  separate milking parlor 
and feedliig trough. TTie stall 
was Just the right size so the 
manure dropped Into the 
passageway between the stalls. 
Most of the cows stayed clean, 
he fed them In one place and 
milked -them In another. With 
a scooping truck, he could drive

Mor­
ton was Nixon’s floor manager 
during the 1968 GOP National 
Convention.

Bliss’ letter, dated Feb. 17, 
said, "I have given it much 
thought and have concluded that 
I will retire as chairman in 
April and return to my private 
business.”

Bliss operates an insurance 
concern In Akron, Ohio.

Ziegler refused to discuss the 
reasons for Bliss’ impending de­
parture.

Rogers Asks Senate 
To Ratify N-Treaty

WASHINGTON (AP) — Secre­
tary of State William P. Rogers 
urged the Senate today to ratify 
promptly the nuclear nonproli­
feration - treaty to prevent "the 
awesome Insecurity that coidd 
restdt fromi ithe spread of nu­
clear weapons.”

“There is no ettort of greater 
importance than the endeavor 
to prevent such an eventuality,” 
Rogers told the Senate Foreign 
Relations Committee In a brief 
statement as 'the first witness at 
hearings on the pact.

In his first appearance on 
Capitol Hill as secretary of 
state, Rogers made d ear the 
Nixon administration agrees 
with its predecessor that the 
pact should be ratified swiftly, 
that It will not "adversely affect 
our existing defense alliances,” 
and that It does not create any 
new security commitment by 
the United States.

Calling it a ’’carefully drafted 
and carefully batanced” inter­

national agreement, Rogers 
quoted FT’erident Nixon’s Feb. 6 
statement which stressed that 
ratification now “Would ad­
vance this administration’s poU­
cy of ncgotlsftlon ra tm r thlm 
confrontation with the USSR.” 

Although the administration 
has called tor prompt ratirica- 
tion, the Senate Armed Services 
Committee announced plans 
Monday for hearings on mili­
tary aspects of the pact.

Chairman John Stennis, D- 
Miss., indicated the' hearings 
would start after the Foreign 
Relations Committee winds up 
Hs own inquiry. The additional 
hearings could further delay, the 
pact’s ratification.

At the outset of his statement 
Rogers emphasized the treaty Is 
the "culmination of many years 
of effort in both Republican end 
Democratic administrations.” 

Since Immediately after 
World War n , the secretary re­
called, the United States “haus 
searched for ways to curb the 
spread of nuclear weapons.” 

During the campaign last fall 
Nixon opposed immediate Sen­
ate action on the treaty because

Nixon Paring 
OEO by Half

WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi­
dent Nixon is preparing to pare 
away roughly half of the Office 
of Economic Opportunity in a 
major realignment of the war 
on poverty.

The Job Corps, Head Start 
and slum health centers are to 
be shifted to other federal agen­
cies, Informed sources said to­
day.

But one of the most controver­
sial of the antipoverty efforts, 
the community action pro­
grams, will be left in OEO, they 
said, will VISTA, the domes­
tic peace corps.

The White House Is expected 
to make the formal announce­
ment today or Wednesday.

Head Start, the widely praised 
^preschool program for disad­
vantaged chUdren, ia OEO’s 
largest single program with a 
$318 million budget. It is slated 
to go to the Department of 
Health, Eklucatipn and Welfare.

Job Corps, the second largest 
at $280 million, is to be trans­
ferred to the Labor Department.

HEW will also get the Com­
prehensive Health Services pro­
gram of slum medical clinics.

The war. on poverty, launched 
by President Johnson tour years 
ago, has come under Increasing 
criticism in the past-year amid 
accusations of scandal and spot­
ty performance.

Congress began the breakup 
last fall by voting to move Up­
ward Bound, a college program 
for school dropouts, to HEW’a 
Office of Elducatlon this sum-

BERLIN (AP) — The East 
German army plans to start at 
the edge of West Berlin Wednes­
day a blasting Job that wlU still 
be under way when President 
Nixon arrives here Feb. 27, po­
lice reported today.

The project is the destruction 
of a Soviet tank stand at the 
mouth of the autobahn between 
West Germany and West Berlin, 
a road on which heavy snow and 
recent Communist restrictions 
have combined to slow traffic.

A T34 tank that stood atop the 
stand as a memorial for the en­
trance of Soviet forces Into Ber­
lin In 1945 was removed last 
week. The base looks as If It 
could be demolished In one ses­
sion, but the schedule calls for 
five days of blasting—Feb. 19 
21, 25, 27 and March 4.

The final effort would come 
on the eve of the Communist-op­
posed gathering of West Ger­
many’s National Assembly in 
West Berlin to elect a new presi­
dent of West Germany to suc­
ceed Heinrich Luebke, who is 
retiring.

The East Germans apparently 
plan to reroute the autobahn en­
trance. West Berlin authorities 
expressed concern at a possibili­
ty they might shut down the en­
trance during the schedule 
blasting periods.

East German border guards 
halted traffic there for two 
hours today and then began let­
ting cars through again.

Traffic through other check­
points on the roads between 
West Berlin and West Germany 
was delayed, with long lines of 
cars and trucks piling up. But It 
was not stopped.

There was a possibility that

snow conditions were responsi­
ble for the two-hoim halt in traf­
fic through the Babelsberg 
oheckpoint. West Berlin’s main 
entrance to tbe express highway 
to West Germany.

As long lines of cars built up 
earlier at Babelsberg, travelers 
said the East German guards 
explained the delay was caused 
by heavy snow. They said the 
border guards repented they 
were holding traffic to one auto- 
bcdin lane, were keeping one 
lane free tor emergencies, and 
said the third was still blocked 
by snow.

Traffic on the autobahns has 
been delayed since Feb. 16, 
when the East Germans Im­
posed new restrictions on the 
surface routes to West Berlin In 
retaliation for the West German, 
government’s plan to hold itii 
presldentUal election In Wesi; 
Berlin March 6.

The new regulations ban thu 
more than 1,000 members of th e 
electorEil assembly from usin g 
the surface routes, along with 
other persons concerned with 
the election and all members of 
the West German armed foreex. 
Since then the East Germa n 
guards have been carefully 
checking all cars and truc ks 
making the 110-mile trip to the 
Communist-surrounded city, os­
tensibly to enforce the new r<jg- 
ulations.

Long lines of cars piled up at 
all checkpoints today, but It 
could not be determined now 
much of the delay was due to 
the new regulations and how 
much to the snow on the high­
ways.

Smaller Budget Surplus Seen

Administration Backing 
Another Year o f  Surtax

WASHINGTON (AP) Presi­

dent Nixon’s budget director 
told Congress today the admin­
istration will support a one-year 
extension of the 10 per cent sur­
tax. Nevertheless, he said, It 
foresees a shrinkage to this 
year’s budget surplus and possi­
bly next year’s.

Robert P. Mayo, testifying be­
fore the Senate-House Economic 
Committee, promised ”a cMi- 
gent effort to reduce outlays” to 
a review of former President 
Lyndon B. Jolmson’s $196.3 bil­

lion fiscal 1970 budget now un­
derway.

”I am realistic enough, how­
ever, to appreciate that ovor-all 
savings are not likely to be dra­
matic either for the few remain­
ing months of 1969 or for 1970,” 
the budget director said.

In the clearest declaration yet 
of the Nixon administration’s 
position on whether to let the 10 
per cent surcharge on Individual 
and corporation income taxes 
expire as scheduled on June 30, 
the budget chief told the law­
makers :

”Our administration's current, 
position Is to support the pro-

{losed extension of the sur­
charge and the excise taxes.”

The seven per cent automo­
bile excise tax and the 10 per 
cent telephone excise are schd- 
uled to drop to five per cent 
next Jan. 1. President Johnson 
recommended an extension, and 
Mayo’s testimony disclosed that 
the Nixon administration sees 
equal need for the fiscal re­
straint.

The need for a surplus, how­
ever modest, to fiscal 1969 Is 
clear, Mayo said to his prepared 
testimony.

have to have the monks on your 
side."

He meant that I  iuddhiist 
monks in this northwest* 3tn part 
of the Mekong Delta pla y a key 
role In the struggle for ;peopIb’s 
loyalty which has been waged 
for years between the South 
Vietnamese government lUid the 
Viet Cong.

In Kandal, which is th e seat 
the chief monk for Tri T on dis­
trict, the Viet Cong apiieai* to 
have made a major blun:der. A 
raiding party one night two 
months ago killed a mon.k near 
the pagoda around which this 
tiny hamlot is built.

The monks, Includini; the 
leader, 75-.year-old (Thum Soun, 
appealed to the Americains for 
protection. Now a tight fence 
surrounds tlie hamlet and guns 
have been d istributed to a self- 
defense unit.

The district senior advisor, 
Maj. WUllam R. Fields J;r., of 
Bossier City, i'.a., and his cllvll- 
lan deputy, L.ewls R. Matcliar- 
lane of Seattle, Wash., visit 
Kandal and are warmly re­
ceived by Soun.

Monks from ne.lghboring hiam- 
lets soon flock aneund and fo:rm 
a mass of yellow aind orange 
with their flowing robes—these 
are the monks of tlie Theravacia 
sect, predominating" here and in 
neighboring Cambotlla.

On a visit to a nearby village.

Benches were brought out and 
traditional tea was offered.

"You wouldn’t have recog­
nized this village when we 
moved In several months ago," 
said Macfarlane. "The mess left 
behind by the Viet Cong was 
terrible.”

Now the hard-packed earth 
area around the pagoda and the 
thatched huts was swept clean. 
Slit trenches zig-zag through the 
hamlet and a company of (Cam­
bodian irregulars in mercenary 
service guard the hamlet and Its 
outlying area of rich riceland 
and coconut and banana palms.

In the background, small- 
arms fire crackled as the Viet 
Cong and the government troops 
skirmished on Mt. Goto, a Viet 
Cking stronghld.

To the monks—key leaders in 
this strategically Important 
area—the war is very much a 
local affair. The deep causes of 
it escape them as they do many 
rural folk In much of the coun­
try.

Reporters questioned several 
leading monks about the Bauds 
peace talks and about the cen­
tral government In Saigon. 
Their faces were a blamk when 
the pehce tailks were brought 
up. They haid never heard of 
them and had no Idea of the 
delegations taking part in the 
conference.

"A ll I know is that 12 years 
ago there was peace here amd 
now there is strife,”  said one 
prominent monk.

Asked who the leaders of the 
South Vietnamese government 
I are, Soun pondered for a long 
moment, then said "K y ,” mean­

Summer School 
Planned by Board

A summer school program 
was adopted by the Board of 
Education last night with tire 
hope that it will be expanded in 
the future.

The presentation was made by 
Assistant Superintendent Allen 
Dresser who explained that the 
summer school is de.signed to 
serve three basic purposes

It Is set up for secondary 
or middle school students to 
earn academic credit for re­
quired courses they failed dur­
ing the school year; for ele­
mentary school students in need 
of remedial work in subject 
areas where they are deficient 
and for students Interested in 
taking courses for enrichment 
purposes.

The sessions at the elemen­
tary and middle school levels 
will be held five daya a week 
for a alx-week period with each 
period to be one hour long.

At the elementary level the 
summer session will be five 
days a week for five weeks with 
76-mlnute periods. A minimum 
of 10 pupils Is necessary to 
guarantee the offering of a par­
ticular subject or course.

The tuMlon will be $20 a 
course and $30 tor driver educa­
tion for Vernon students. For 
out-of-town students, a charge 
of an additional $10 for sach 
win be made.

The board will furnish all of 
the textbooks and instructional 
suoplles and pay the staff. All 
tuition or Income from the sum­
mer school will revert to the 
general fund of the town.

Dresser also recommended to 
the board that a director be ap­

pointed as soon as possible to 
publicize and cemrdinate the 
program. Students must ar­
range for their own transporta­
tion. The details of registration 
and regulation will be left to 
the administration.

The total cost for the high 
school and elementary classes 
would be $7,140 and the rev­
enue estimate made by business 
manager Charles Brisson, is 
$3,500. This would be from tui­
tion fees.

The program as it now stands 
is not one emphasizing enrich­
ment courses but the board 
hopes It will expEuid in that di­
rection.

Math for Math Teachers 
Proposed to School Panel

An In-service program f o r  
mathematics teachers was pro­
posed by mathematics coordin­
ator Lynn W. Anderson to the 
Board of Education last night.

Last night’s curriculum meet­
ing of the board Included a 
presentation of the math cur­
riculum for k i n d e r g a r -  
ten through Grade 12 by Ander­
son, Mrs. Kay Mills and Walter 
Neff.

Anderson explained to th e  
board that he would like to see 
more stress put Into the pro­
gram as to the whys of doing 
the math as well as developing 
the skills. He said he feels the 
concept Is more Important.

Mrs. Mills, who t e a c h e s  
math In the seventh and eighth 
grades, said the students come 
to her with a wide range of 
abilities. She said some of them 
do not even know the b a s i c  
facts.

Neff, who teaches high school 
math, said he would like to see 
a sequence of four math courses 
for non-college high school stu­
dents with non-college geometry 
to follow Math HI. He explained 
this wuld not replace senior 
math.

Anderson said he would like 
to see new math textbooks for 
some of the grades where the 
content of the books hasn’t been 
recently changed. He also said 
there is a trend toward using 
manipulative materials and 
nudto-visual materials.

In connection with this, An­
derson said he would like to sec 
overhead projectors and per­
manently mounted screens In 
each of the rooms.

In proposing the in-service 
program, Anderson said It would 
be offered for a maximum of 60 
elementary school teachers dur­
ing the fall and early winter of 
1969-1970.

The board will have to take 
action on this suggestion soon 
ns It would have to be Included 
In the budget now being prepar­
ed.

Participation in the program, 
Anderson noted, would be volun­
tary. Upon successful comple­
tion of the requirements of the 
course, the Board of Eclpcation 
would grant three . credits 
toward a salary increment for 
credits beyond the BA degree.

In essence the program would 
be designed to get teachers to

use the new techniques in teach­
ing. It would Increase their un­
derstanding of the basic areas 
of math, enable him to evaluate 
the new methods and present 
more meaningful and Interest­
ing lessons to his class.

It is also the hope that the 
teacher would become less de­
pendent upon a textbook In de­
signing lessons so that a text­
book will become one of the 
many teaching tools available.

If -there should be more teach­
ers Interested, Anderson said, 
then teachers of Grades K 
through 3 would be given pH- 
ori'ty since these grades arc 
those in which Initial cur­
riculum revision 'is anticipated.

The program , as proposed, 
would cost about $1,115. List­
ing ns advantages of the course 
to the board, Anderson said Us 
employes will receive a course 
designed to Increase their com- 
pcteiicies; teachers will be ex­
posed to new ideas in math 
education and will be better 
prepared to assist In future re­
visions of curriculum.

The third week Involved emer- 
genoy situations, mouth to 
mouto resuscitation, stopping 
simple bleeding, -bandaging and 
stertiislng Inatrumente.

Children werq the suBrJect of 
the fourth session. How to dia­
per and feed a baby, handling 
of trays, and correct telephone 
procedure were discussed.

The final week will aquaint 
girls with the functions of phy­
sical therapy and X-ray depart­
ments.

This (xiurse plus 100 hours of 
service will be the new require­
ment for a pinky to receive her 
cap.

Mrs. Dormer has always been 
in -nursing education from the 
time she graduated as an RN 
and went to Cooley Dickinson 
Hospital in North Hampton as 
an Instructor of Nursing Pro­
cedures.

She has recently ccxirdlnated 
a refresher program for nurses 
sponsored by the Hospital Coun­
cil of Greater Hartford. The 
Council is composed of 13 hos­
pitals, of which Manchester is 
one.

Mrs. Dormer Is currently the 
head of the Auxiliary’s Lobby 
Receptionists.

The next session will start 
Mar. 9, and will continue with 
groups of about 10 girls, Mrs. 
Dormer said.

Rogers Asks Senate 
Ratify N-Treaty

(Continued from Page One)

of the Soviet invasion of Czecho­
slovakia.

Obviously anticipating ques­
tions by senators on why the 
President changed his mind, 
Rogers referred to Nixon’s Feh. 
e news conference in which the 
President said; " I  did not gloss 
over the fact that we still very 
strongly disapprove of what the 
Soviet Union had done in Czech­
oslovakia and what it still Is 
doing.”

"But on t>alance,’’ Nixon add­
ed, " I  considered that this was 
the time to move forward on the 
treaty.”

The InvMlon of Czechoslova­
kia, however, was not the sole 
cause of concern to tho Presi­
dent, the secretary explained. 
Nixon, he said, "also wanted an 
'opportunity to address the con­
cerns of our allies, with whom 
we expect to have further dis­
cussions next week."

Nixon meets next week with 
•Kurt Georg Kleslnger, the West 
^German chancellor whoee gov­
ernment has many reservations 
against the treaty.

At his last press conference 
Nixon said he will attempt to 
persuade the Germans to sign 
the pact but added, " I  will not, 
certainly, attempt to use any

blackmail or arm twisting.”
Rogers said that the Nixon ad­

ministration is in "complete 
concurrence” with the expltma- 
tions the Johnson administra­
tion gave to certain NATO allies 
who had grave reservations 
against the treaty.

"We stand by them and will 
continue to do so,” he said.

Some senators have expressed 
concern the pact’s clause prom­
ising assistance to nonnuclear 
notions against nuclear black­
mail would create new defense 
commitments for the United 
States.

But Rogers said, " I  wish to 
make clear that the nonprolifer­
ation treaty does not create imy 
new security commitment by 
the United States abroad and 
that it does not broaden or mod­
ify any existing security com­
mitments abroad."

Foreign Relations, which held 
heEirlngs last year on the treaty 
that would bon the spread of nu­
clear arms. Is expected' to give 
It prompt approve.

But while that committee haj 
long been in favor of the treaty, 
the move by Armed Services 
could provide a  forum or ral­
lying point for critics unhappy 
with inspection procedures and 
other provUions.

Target Ftor Today
In Peru, a  military Junta, which we 

have accepted diplomatically In spdte of 
the fact that it overthrew a consti­
tutionally elected government, end a 
type of junta which, generally speaking, 
chooses to play boH with the United 
States, has decided tt can have more 
fun tmd create more domestic support 
for Itself by tweaking Uncle Sam's nose.

Aocordingly, the military government 
seizes an American oil enterprise, and 
refuses, which is even worse, to offer 
any compensation in return. And, when 
the United States seems not exalctly en­
thusiastic about this kind of treatment 
at United States capital, Peru begins 
harassing Americfui tuna boots some 60 
miles off its shore.

What is happening to us at the hands 
of Peru is the work of a military junta. 
Whether or not H has valid reasons to 
think that belting Uncle Sam is the best 
route to popularity and power in its own 
country remains to be seen.

What is happening to us over in TXirkey 
seems to be not the work or policy of 
any government, but some kind of ex­
pression of sentiment among a motion 
of the Turkish people. This anti-Ameri­
can sentiment seems to be strongest, 
sometimes, among students in the very 
colleges to which American financing 
and American staffing has been most 
important.

The anti-American sentiment in 
Turkey makes the current visdit of the 
American Sixth Fleet a target, just as 
it resents the presence and the living 
standards of American military person­
nel in Turkey under NATO amange- 
ments. But in Turkey, unlike in Peru, 
the government .,1s with the United 
States. We and our potential unpopulari­
ty are being used as weapons against 
the popularity of the government, where­
as. in Peru, the government is trying 
to ally itself with anti-Americaniam.

What has the United States done to 
deserve su<^ exploitation of its presum­
ed unpopularity in other countries to 
whom it has played only the friend?

Well, any answer has to include the 
fact that we are not perfect — that our 
dollar interests in Latin American coun­
tries have not been entirely sdfless and 
occasionally have been ruthless — that 
our military interests in Turkey hayp 
perhaps pretended we meant more to 
Turkey than Turkey meant to us.

But the answer also has to include 
the possibility that, even should our con­
duct in relation to other nations be per­
fect, we would still be finding ourselves 
used as the number one international 
whipping boy.

We are big and fat and powerful and 
rich, and there is aJways going to be 
somebody who is going to think it will 
be popular to direct insult and abuse 
our way.

We cannot expect to escape this oc­
casional kind of treatment just because 
we may actually be a little more decent, 
a little more modest, a little less over­
bearing, a little less dictatorial, than the 
normal Individual or nation possessed of 
equal wealth and power. Great nations 
are rewarded for their greatness not 
while they hold power, but after they 
have fallen from it. Then, and then 
alone, do their comparative virtues get 
due notice.

That being said, let’s get back to our 
own continuing study of our own faults 
and weaknesses. Probably no great na­
tion in history has been more introspec­
tive and self-critical than we are. That, 
loo. will be said of us, some day, long 
efter our contemporaries have reaped 
their gains or losses from their strategy 
of bullyragging us.

Genius Only For Subsidies
The As.sociatlon of American Railroads 

has now formulated a neat proposal un­
der wheh the federal government would 
subsidize the railroads for the losses 
on all passenger trains the government 
decides ought to be continued for the 
service of the piibllc.

Passenger trains that make money 
wouldn't be affected. But for passen­
ger trains operating at a loss, the In­
terstate Commerce Commission would 
calculate the deficit, which the govern­
ment would then pay to the railroad in 
quisrtlon es a subsidy.

In odditlon td this, the Association is 
also suggesting that the government’s 
Transportation Department undertake to 
purchase, and then rent to the railroads, 
new equipment for carrying passengers.

As In every proposal by the rallioods 
which concerns lUie lowly passenger, one

Ihkit Is missing. What Is mfsalng to any 
recognition, on the Jlart o f the railroads, 
ctMit they originally got titeir franchise, 
their track, their Itoa i^  to oparatej for 
A general operation which included both 
passenger and freight.

And there is, o f course, never any sug­
gestion that, if the public to to be ex­
pected to pick up whatever loesea may 
be incurred in providing passenger serv­
ice, it might also be entitled to a special 
share of the profits being realised on die 
freight side of the operation.

Not even the railroads themselves have 
yet had the imaginative effrontery to 
carry their philosophy oUt to Ita ultimate 
conclusicn and begin a division of toieir 
freight operatians into two categories, 
the one profitable, for the benefit of the 
railroads, and the other unprofitable, to 
be sUbsidlaed by the pubUc. Reduced 
to the ridiculous, this would have the 
Interstate Commerce Commission ruling 
on each individual freight run, as to 
whether it Should be classified as pro­
fitable private enterprise, or operated 
only with a goverrunent subsidy.

Yet this is essentially what the rail­
roads do ask for their passenger busi­
ness — that they be guaranteed either 
profit or subsidy on every individual 
run they make.

Admittedly, this Is the psychology of an 
enterprise which is perhaps over its 
peak, and on the downgrade. There was 
a time when these same railroads fought 
for new passenger lines, no matter how 
slim the immediate profit might seem 
likely to be, because they were betting 
on future expansion. Today, by contrast, 
they are frightened of their own future, 
and they have neither the will r »r  the 
ingenuity to shape and develop their 
own assets Into effective competiitioii 
with the plane and the euitomobile. Uteir 
present day genius concentrates on run­
ning to government for subsidy for run­
ning.

Precisely because the real i^jportunity 
open to them ought to be something 
better and higher than that, we believe 
in the poasibllity of new leadership ris­
ing for the railroads. But unless they do 
begin to show some dynamism of their 
own, the taxpayers and the travelers of 
the country are going to have to demand, 
sooner or later, the right of manage­
ment of an enterprise their dollars are 
supporting.

Who Doesn’t Want A “ “Bomoh?”
■niepe is a legislator over in Malaysta 

who deserves credit for a  certain tjegree 
of perhaps unconscious honesty.

He is the mermber at Parilament who 
Is agitating to have the Malaysian Gov­
ernment appoint itself an official naitlonal 
“ witch doctor.”

He himself comes from a  section of 
Malaysia where the witch doctor, or 
"bomoh,”  is highly re*ipected for his 
ability to keep flood rains away, cure 
diseases, drive away evil spirits, and 
bring good luck to  everybody.

But, from his particular bcickground, 
this member of Parliament is merely 
proposing openly whet all kinds of 
citizens and voters in many districts and 
many countries Secretly yearn ftor.

We here, In this moat modern and 
sophisticated of countries, would like to 
be able to vote for a  national witch 
doctor when we go to the polls, and It 
was primarily the lack of such a choice 
at the head of either major party ticket 
which helped channel 10,000,000 votes to 
a third party candidate who did qualify 
with many of the potentialities of a full- 
fledged “ bomoh.”

We think the people of France think, 
every elecUcm day at least, that CSiarles 
de Gaulle is a grand Idnd of national 
witch doctor.

Anyway, the point is that all of us, 
no matter how sophisticated and civiliz­
ed and practiced in the ways of denv>- 
cracy we think ourselves to be, really 
have an ineradicable Instinct to try to 
reach for a national witch doctor — some­
body capable of a  miraculous solution to 
problems beyond the reach of ordinary 
mortals — to be our leader.

The gentleman over in Malaysia really 
speaks for us all.

He staved off Wolinsky with 
lawyer-like evasions, asserting 
the Georgia decision had been 
made before he became Nation­
al Chairman and that any re­
opening of the matter would be 
up to the National Commiittee's 
general counsel. That left the

NE>C delegation in a state of 
apoplexy.

Nor did Harris display great 
sensitivity by having as his ad­
visor a Texan named George 
Bristol, a protege of LBJ aide 
Walter Jenkins and Hubert 
Humphrey’s envoy last year to 
the South’s white party regu­
lars. To the symbol-minded In­
surgents, Bristol's presence 
seemed proof that the reform- 
minded Harris was really Intent 
on perpetuating the Johnson- 
Humphrey era.

But even if Harris had yield­
ed to the NDC by naming 
Hughes, they would not have 
been appeased. The insurgents 
are interested not In party pol­
itics but in Insurgency. Thus the 
outrage of the Democratic left 
caused by Harris’s  selection of 
Sen. George McGovern of South 
Dakota Instead of Hughes has 
little to do with Hughes as such 
and much to do with the tactics 
of protest.

Hughes has become a rallying 
point for the insurgents mainly 
because the Humphreyites, who 
felt he did less than his best for 
the national ticket while being 
elected from Iowa laAt year.

Our advice to leglsleutors is 
that they should give three 
cheers for the raise given the 
Univeraity President during the 
very period when he was ^tap­
ing Connecticut’s well-modulat­
ed answer to its share of the 
lation-'wide campus revolution.

Another thought and reaction- 
provoking stktistlo whleh has 
just arrived on the scene says 
that the members of the faculty 
of the Univeraity of Connecticut 
are now the Mgbest paid state 
toUege teachers in the entire 
country, even outranking those 
In the supposedly lush state of 
CaUfomia.

Our recommendation to Con­
necticut legislators, who may be 
wandering how this startUr^ 
news should affect their think­
ing about the University of Con­
necticut €ind its future oppropri- 
ationa is that they should indeed 
be excited about the new statis­
tics, and very proud of them, 
too.

Another statisUe is, we sup­
pose, part of the same story. It 
tslls o f the annual growth in 
the num'ber of applications for 
admisston at the University of 
Oonnecticut—an Increase which 
now makes it the hard task of 
UnlveTsity admissions authonl- 
tles to turn down more than 
10,000 appUoatlons a  year.

In order to get into 
the mood we are recommending 
to our state legislators, it could 
be helpfid to be able to go back 
a quarter century or so.

■^ere was then a state col­
lege just recently emerged from 
Its original agrtoultural special­
ization, with only a nucleus of 
non-agricultural distinction In 
Its faculty. Instead of being an 
Institution which now finds It- 
jelf forced to reject many thou­
sands of applicants every year, 
it was then the place Connecti­
cut students went more or leas 
automatically if tiiey were re­
jected every place else.

St. Mary’s Episcopal Church 
went on recofd last night as 
favoring the easing of the pre­
sent Connecticut law regarding 
abortion.

The vestry of St. Mary’s 
Church, at the proposal of the 
rector, the Reverand George 
Nostrand, unanimously passed a 
resolution with regard to 
present legislation sponsored by 
Rep. Jean T. Thornton of Glas­
tonbury, favoring the legisla­
tion.

"This change is humanitarian 
and follows the teaching of the 
Church," said the rector. "We 
took this action without hesita­
tion."

He was referring to the vestry 
resolution, which reads in part: 
"The spor^ors of this bill seek 
to heal a real social problem. 
Basically, such a bill would le­
galize abortion In cases of for­
cible rape, statutory rape, in­
cest, and pregnancies, which en­
danger the physical or mental 
health of either mother or 
child."

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Look at the Atheneum

The little old lady of down­
town Hartford has undergone a 
ravishing face-Hfting. Today the 
hardy 125-year-old showed her 
rejuvenation to the public. It 
took more than three years, but 
It was worth it.

To put it more sedately in 
keeping with the elderly dame’s 
dignity, the new and refurbished 
parts of the Wadsworth Athene­
um were opened for the first 
time since die museum closed 
completely on March 10, 1968.

Mrs. James Lippincott Good­
win. widow of an Atheneum ben­
efactor and president from 1954 
to 1997, cut the ribbon at noon 
today, officially opening an 11- 
day period of open house tours. 
Four days of special previews 
and an inaugural dinner pre­
ceded today’s opening. The 
festivities will dlimax with an 
Inaugural ball on March 1.

All buildings in the Atheneum 
complex will be open from 2 
to 5 p.m. Tuesday through Sat­
urday, and 1 to 6 p.m. on Sun­
day. ’They will be closed on 
Monday.

’The activities being held over 
the opening fortnight wdl cul­
minate a $4.7 million five-year 
development, three-year build­
ing program that has given 
Atheneum Square on the east 
side of Hartford’s  Main St. a 
new look.

The Goodwin Building is the 
one new structure in the city’s 
art center. It is east of the 
original 1842 neo-Gothic Athen­
eum building, on the site of the 
former' Watklnson Library 
(18C4). The Watklnson was tom 
down when the board of trus­
tees, in planning the Atheneum 
renewal program, decided it 
lacked the architectural char- 
4Cter to warrant its preserva- 
;lon. It had earlier been de- 
dared unsafe.

The 1842 structure and Colt 
wing (1906) were included in the 
gigantic revamping project, so 
there is an almost unnoticehble 
break in the harmony of inter­
iors as one passes from them 
to the galleries of the Goodwin 
Building. Remodeling of the 
Avory (1934) and Morgan Me­
morials (1908) awaits the fu­
ture—and the generosity of 
benefactors.

Spaciousness, simplicity, and 
light are aptly descriptive words 
for the new Goodwin and reno­
vated Atheneum and Colt inter­
iors. One is suddenly aware of 
all three upon stepping into the 
A. Everett Austin Jr. Gallery 
of Goodwin from the lobby of 
the Gothic building.

The gallery is named in mem­
ory of the dynamic, imaginative 
director of the museum in the 
period from 1927 to 1945. He 
was an innovator, possessing a 
flair for the dramatic that in 
the 1930s made Hartford the 
"place where the art action is."

"Chick”  Austin was, on sev­
eral occasions, years ahead of 
movements in the arts. Because 
of his efforts, ' Hartford wit­
nessed two world premleres-- 
Gertrude Stein’s opera, "Four 
Saints in Three Acts,”  music 
by Virgil ’Thomson; and the 
School of American Ballet, with 
throe new ballets by George 
Balanchine.

In the gallery are the Athene­
um’s l a t e s t  acquisitions — 
“ Woman With a Plumed Hat” 
(1918) by Henri Matisse, and 
"Portrait of a Child”  (1883-84) 
by Paul Cezanne. In the Matisse, 
a portrait of his sister, she is 
shown with the ever-present 
high collar, which conceals a 
scar about which she was very 
sensitive.

Both are hung interestingly 
from steel wires running from 
top to bottom of a tripod steel 
frame. ’This enables the browser 
to step within the frame for a 
close viewing. Matisse’s son 
Pierre donated several costume 
designs^created by his father for

the ballet, “ Rouge et Nolr.”
On the gallery’s east wall are 

a number of water color and 
gouache on paper ot evening 
dress designs by the Russian 
artist Erte (Romain de Tlrtoff). 
The Austin Gallery, which will 
be used for changing exhibi­
tions, also currently houses the 
museum’s most recent acquisi­
tions, among them Moxfield 
Parrish’s "Study for Old Glen 
Mill,”  and "Portrait ot a Gentle­
man on Horseback”  by Philips 
Wouwerman.

To the east of the Austin 
Gallery is the Avery Court. The 
focal statue in this collection of 
neo-classical sculpture is Pierre 
FranchevlUe’s Venus. But one 
piece breaks with this style, 
having been sculpted along lines 
that were later to be the hall­
mark of Aubrey Beardsley’s 
drawings. The afflclonado should 
look for it.

A few -steps from the Avery 
and looking out on the Gengras 
Sculpture Court is the new 
restaurant which will accommo­
date 70 people.

Immediately west of the sculp­
ture court and fronting on Main 
St. is a room devoted to early 
Americana. Here are the Colt 
pistol; wrought iron hardware 
and household utensils from the 
Wallace Nutting (Collection, the 
gift of J. P. Morgan; and 19th 
century enamelware and Indian 
artifacts on display in glass.

pyramid-shaped cases.
On another floor of the Good­

win Building is the Susan Morse 
Hllles Gallery, devoted to the 
many facets of contemporary 
art.

Another innovation in the 
three-year building, remodeling 
program is the climatically con­
trolled Conservation Gallery in 
the Colt Memorial. The system 
was made necessary because of 
the wood-paneled Renaissance 
paintings on exhibition.

Adjacent to the gallery is a 
room given o-ver to a collection 
of religious statuary, principal­
ly of the 16th century.

One of three galleries in the 
1842 building contains an in­
stallation of 17th century furni­
ture from the Wallace Nutting 
Collection.

To the 103,183 square feet of 
existing facilities have been 
added 89,387 square feet. In die 
added space are 15 new gal­
leries, offices, graphics and pho- 
tograpljy laboratory, conserva­
tion studio, library, sculpture 
court, balconies and terraces, 
art and book shop, mechanical 
rooms, storage, and work space.

The change in the more than 
century-old lady is a warm one, 
but only an indi-vidual’s leisure­
ly stroll through the new and 
renovated buildings can do jus­
tice to them and the works of 
art.

If you are going Into servloe 
it is useful to give "power of 
attorney”  to a  parent or other 
dose relative, or to your wife 
or husband if you are married. 
This will enable them to handle 
any business or flnandal trans­
actions on your behalf. Any 
lawyer will prepare this sim­
ple document for you, or the 
post legal services officer does 
this for many servicemen and 
women.

Certain legal aids also are 
available to you:

Premium Postponements. If 
you have private Insurance but 
are not able financially to pay 
the premiums, the government 
will guarantee payment while 
you are on active duty. When 
you are separated from serv­
ice you have two years In which 
to arrange with the insurance 
company to pay the accumulat­
ed bock premiums and interest. 
The insurance guarantee Is ad­
ministered by the Veterans Ad­

ministration, and appHeatton 
must be made for thto nitof.

Itoltof 
Act and the laws of many 
statea, any legal iiroraaillnga 
against you can be suqMOd- 
ed If your military service lii- 
terferes with your ability to de­
fend youraelf agalnat such ac­
tion. If you are unaUie to meet 
payments on debts because of 
your service, these laws protect 
you agalnat repoo aeeelon ot 
goods bought on InstallmeRt 
contracts, and against exces­
sive Interest charges on such 
debts while you are in aervloe. 
Your dependents also are pro- 
teoted agalnat dtopoaeeasloo by 
a landlord or forecloaure of 
goods In storage.

Usually reputable lendera and 
sellers will work out a new 
payment plan with you. If not, 
the determination of what your 
creditor can or cannot do must ’  
be made by a  court. For ex­
ample, your car coidd not be 
repossessed without a  court or­
der. If you have a problem of 
debts incurred before entering 
service, or a legal action to 
pending against you, consult a  
lawyer, or If already In service, 
the legal services officer at your 
post to  make sure you get the 
relief you are entitled to.

This relief, however, does not 
apply to debts you coiitract af­
ter entering service. But do con­
sult your legal servicee offlew  
on how to deal with your cred­
itors and the forms of relief 
avaUlable to you, including debt 
extension plans.

Re-employment Rights. Note 
also your right to get your Job 
back after service.

Alcindor’s selection by the

Alclndor, however, reportedly 
wants to play in his native New 
York, if he decides to play in ei­
ther professional league.

ieague. A specific price has not 
been set.

"We don’t know what’ he is 
asking,”  Mikan said in a recent 
interview. “ We agreed this man 
is valuable.

Mikan, a former NBA great, 
predicts a no-holds barred war 
between the leagues for the na­
tion's top college players and 
says ABA owmers are prepared 
to pay for them.

The commissioner said the 
ABA has bid a lot of money in 
the past two drafts but “ we 
were beaten. And I don’t choose 
to be beaten again. Our trustees 
don’t choose to be beaten.” 

Mikan has said that his league 
will not begin talking to cqiiege 
players until they have complet­
ed their eligibility.

The NCAA finals are sched­
uled March 20-22 at Louisville, 
Ky., although many collegians 
will have completed their ca­
reers by then.

WASHINGTON (A P ) —  
President Nixon told Con­
gress today he is stripping 
the Office of Economic 
portunity of two major 
programs— Head Start and 
the Job Corps —  and dele­
gating their work else­
where.

In a apeoinl meonge, how«iv- 
er, Nixon pnonitoed to htiwp OEO 
alllva os on “ Inoufeator" for ex- 
parimentol progn̂ Bom beartog 
on the aiai|)oveity canTpalgn.

And he called for a  naiOanal 
oommitment aimed at "pravid- 
Jng aU Amertnan chBdim on op­
portunity for healthful and sUm- 
utatifig xtovalapinent duitog the 
flint Ove yean  of Kte.”

During hia campaign for the 
ptwaMeney, Nbeon deoctibed 
HeEkd Btait aa “ one of the pro- 
gmma that deaervea continuing, 
and could even be acoeleioted.”  
But he aaid (he Job Oorpa 
ohould Ite eanrinabed, dedaiing, 
"Thia la one program that has 
been a  tenure.”

Effective July 1, the poputar 
Head Start program, to ofler 
zummar time preachoollng to 
deprived youngatera, wlU be del- 
eg«tod to the Department of 
Health, Education and Welfare.

On the same day, reeponsIbUi- 
ty for the Job Corps which 
seeks to train sdtool dropouts 
and unsklUed joUess yxniths for 
gainful employment, wUl be del­
egated to the Labor Depart­
ment.

Nixoh chose to delegate these 
programs elaewhere, beoouse 
he ha^ power to do ao by admin­
istrative aotkm. Had ha trans­
ferred them outright, he would 
have had to seek ^rectal legisla­
tion.

Nixon also said he has direct­
ed that preparations be made 
for the shift from OEO to the 
Department of HecUth, Educa­

tion and Welfare of two emaller, 
but popular, OEO projects.

These are Compreheiuilve 
Health Centers, which provide 
health service to the residents 
of poor neighborhoods, and the 
Foster Grandparents program.

The President proposed no 
new leglsIaUon In his message 
but promised that before June 
30 " I  wUi tond Congress a com­
prehensive proposal for the fu­
ture of the poverty program, in­
cluding recommendatione for 
revising and extending the act 
Itself beyond its schedided 1970 
ejqpl ration.”

He said he would ask Cbn- 
gress to also extend for one 
year authorization for anti-pov­
erty appropriations (hat run out 
on Jime 80.

The Nixon administration is 
reported mulling over the pros­
pect of special tax breaks for 
both big business and the aver­
age housewife to ehUst them as 
volunteers In the war on pavtr- 
ty.

Nixon, while critical of some 
aspects of administration of 
poverty fundsi said OEO has 
proven "the value of having In 
the federal government an 
agency whose speclEU concern is 
the poor.”

While describing it as "a  valu­
able fount of ideas and enthu- 
siEism,”  he said one of his aims 
le to free the agency of responsi­
bility for carrying out regular­
ized programs so It can place 
“ greater concentration of its en­
ergies on its innovative role.”

Summarizing his philosophy 
toward experimentation in ef­
forts to alleviate poverty, Nixon 
said;

“ The men and women who 
^wUl be valued moat In this ad­
ministration will be those who 
underetEUrd that not every ex­
periment succeeds, who do not 
cover up fadlure but rather lay
