Laird for ABM System

As Defense Measure

WASHINGTON (AP)—
Secretary of Defense Mel-
vin R. Laird said today he
personally tends to approve
construction of an antibal-
listic missile system to de-
fenq the United States
against missile attacks,

But he emphasized he s not
prejudging the review he has or
dered an the controversial Senti-
nel sysbam.

And he sald he would want to
be free, in the event an ABM
system ls approved, to depioy
missllen if he felt them neoes-
sary even if disarmament talks
were going on with the Soviet
Union.

Laird cied increased Soviet
and Red Chinese misalle capa-
bilities in stating this position.

“I'm not trying to prejudge
the review that 48 now under
way," the defense chief told the
Senate Foreign Relations Com-
mittee, “but 1 want to be frank
with this committee. I personal-
ly lean toward going forward
with (an IBM) system. It might
very well be needed."’

Ladrd reported the Soviet Un-
lon i going forward with tests
on a4 “‘sophisicated new antibal-
listic missile system'' and this
will weigh heavily in the U.S.

decision on o missile ateld,

Laird toid the Benate Foreign
Relations Commitiee the United
Stales might want to go aheand
with 1ts suspended $5.5 hillion
Senmtinel system even if the two
major muclenr powers agree to
begin talks on strategic nurms
Hmitations,

"I would not want to say we
would not go forward with thin
particular system ., ." Laird
said. "“These talka could take a
long period of time."

He stressed that no decision
has been made on whether to go
ahead with deployment of the
controversial ABM system,

But speaking {n support of the
nuclear nonproliferation treaty
under consideration by the com-
mittee, Laird was preesed by
Chaitman J. W. Fulbright as to
whether he would engage
immediately #n disnrmament
talks once the treaty ta ratifled,

It was at this point Laind re-
vealed the Soviet Unfon not only
has gome forward with its own
ABM system, but “It is testing
8 sophisticated new ABM sys-
tem, on the basis of the best in-
formation available to me."

NEW YORK (AP)—Teams of
surgeons removed six organs
from a single donor Wednesday
night and early today, The
heart, dHver and both kidneys
were tramsplanted to four reci-
plents and wo comens were
being held for use,

The four reciplents were re-
ported dotng well at midday by
the two hospitals where the ser-
fes of operations were per-
formed, .

The two New York hospitals
said the operations involved the
largest number of organs ever
removed from one person for
mmedinte use. Some of them
were carried a city block from
one hospital to the other.

One cornea was scheduled for
implantation later today, o
spokesmury madd, but 4 was un-
certain when the second would
be used. The hospitals had sald
earter all six organs were used
immediately, bt a recheck
showed that the cormeas were
being held for recipients,

Corneas, unlike the other or
gans, can be frozen apd stored
Indefinttely for later use.

Prof. Roach
Seeks Appeal
To Court Ban

Prof. Jack L. Roach of the
Unéversity of Connecticut yester-
day petitioned the chief jusice
of the State Supreme Court for
the right to appeal o temporary
injunction issued against him
Feb. 6 in Tolland County Supe-
réor Court,

Roach was enjoined by Supe-
rior Court Judge Wilam Bar-
ber from taking part “‘in any
activity which might impair
or prevent the accomplishment
of any lawful activity, process,
or function of the University of
Donnecticut, including the dis.
ruption of placement interviews
and’ undawful entry into or upon
the bulldings of the univensity.'

Roach Is one of four profes-
sors who have been active in
protests against job recruiting
at UComn. A compiaint was
filed aguinst him Jan. 81 by the
university, asking that he be en-
jolned  from  disruptive activi-
thes,

A temporary injunction noe-
mally cannot be appealbed, but
Roach's attomey Thomas J.
Groark Jr,, of Hartford has dis
covered a lttle-known atatute
which may offer an opportunity
for appeal.

The statube (52-208a) of the
Connecticut General Statutes,
nequires the petitioner to show
that the case is of substantial
public interest, and that a delay
may work & substantial injus.
tice to the righta of the de-
fendant,

The main advantage of the
statute is its speed. Chief Jus-
tice John Hamildton King is re-
quired to deécide whether he will
allow an appeal to be heard
within ome week after the filing
of the petition.

The petition offered several
reasons showing why the case
has substantial public interest.

Seven Iraqis
Executed As
Israeli Spies

DAMASCUS, S8yria (AP) —
Irnq executed seven young men
today as sples for Israel, them
put their bodles on display.
There were no Jews among
them.

Israel was expected to lssue o
denlal of any complicity, but it
seemed unlikely there would be
another storm of foreign pro-
tests such as followed the execu-
tion and public display last
month of nine Iragi Jews and
Five other Iraqis as sples for
the Jewish nation,

Baghdad Radio canceled reg-
ular programs this morning and
broadcast repeated anhounce-
ments of the executions in what
appeared to be an invitation to
crowds to go to the capital's 1ib-
eration Squmre, where the bod-
ies were hanging.

The seven Iragi Moslems, all
between 19 and 24 years of age,
were condemned after a three-
week trial before Irag's revolu-
tionary court. The government
radio said two were soldiers,
and they were shot by firing
squads, while tive civillans were
panged at Baghdad's central
prison.

A third soldier also woas sen-
tenced to death, the broadcast
said, but his sentence was com-
muted to life imprisonment by
President Ahmed Hassan al

Hickel Calls Off Sale
Of Offshore Leases

WABHINGTON (AP) — Secre:
tary of the Interior Walter J,
Hickel, in his third action of the
week almed at preventing an-
other “Santa Barbara tragedy,'
today called off the sale of off-
shore oil and gns leases,

The sale of 27 Guifconst tracts
that could have brought the gov-
ernment milllons of dollars, was
scheduled for next Tuesday and
was the only sich sale of feder
al offshore leases imminent.

Hickel said the sale would be
postponed ‘‘until we are positive
we have regulations which will
prevent pollution such as the
Santa Barbara tragedy.”

He referred to the 11.day leak
of a Unlon Oll Co. well which
spread an 800-square-mile allck
ncross the Santa Barbara chan-
nel off California before It was
plugged Feb, 8.

U.S. Wounded
Past 200,000

HARTFORD, Conn. (AP)
—The General Assembly's
public hearing on contro-
versial bills to grant state
funds to parents of children
in parochial schools was
transferred from the State
Capitol to a nearby audi-
torium today because of an
overflow number of inter-
ested persons,

An estimated 2,000 persons
jammed the Hall of the House
and nearby corridors in the Cap-
itol before the seasion was
moved to the Bushnell Auditori-
um a half-bock away. Legis.
lative hearings have been held
in the 3,300-capacity Bushnell
in the past, but not in recent
years.

Early testimony before the
hearing recessed concerned the
constitutionnlity of proposals to
pay parents an amount equal to
what the state paya local public
school systems for each pupll.
Currently the rate is about $155
per pupll in public schools, and
Gov. John Dempeey has recom-
mended an increase to §200 per
pupil.

An attorney representing the
Roman Catholie Archdiocese of
Hartford sald such action would
meet constitutional tests, and he
urged the legislature to leave
such questions to the courts, Jo-
seph Cooney added that “the
cry of church and state is too
often raised,

“Practically every inatitution
of highef education in the Unit-
ed B8tates, whether under the
ausplices of the Methodists, Bap-
tists, Lutherans or Catholica, is
now recelving grants for msecu-
lar educationsal facilities,"
Cooney sald,

"The poverty program and
Ald to the Disadvantaged on
the state and federal level have
drawn no religious lines, nor
have the federal and state schol-
arship progrums,’” Cooney add-
ed.

A Connectiout Civil Liberties
Unlon spokeaman, Paul W. Orth,
called the proposals backed by
the Roman Catholic church In
Connecticut, a *“threat to our
cheriahed public school system."
He sald in prepared remarks
it would- "“accelernte the frag-
mentation of our soclety and
increase religious conflicta.”

Orth sald the proposed grants
would be in clear violation of
the state and federal constitu-
tlons, Despite the fact that the
grants would go to parents, not
the non-public and parochinl
schools, he sald, the ''parents
are n mere conduit of funds to
church schools’ under the bill
in question,

“The institution, not the child
or parent or the publie, is pri-
marily benefitted, and the pa-
rochial schools would thus be.
come supported by public tax
funds as If they were public *
schools open to all regardiess
of religion,”” Orth declared.

From Your Neigh bor’s Kitchen

When the early Romans con-

quered Magna Graccla, they
found the Greek culture vastly

» superior to their own to the

extent that Greek manners, cus-
toms, Mterature, philosophy,
etc. became ‘the fashion. One
might even say that the captive
took possession of the conquer.
or.

Prior to the year 588 (by the
Roman calendar), there was no
great cuisine among the Ro-
mans, In fact, they ate very
simply, and the kitchen work
could be accomplished by the
lowest of alaves. A complete
change took place following the
return of a special delegation
which had been sent to Athens
to study Greek Art and Letters,
This group returned with cooks
as well, The once lowly cook
now took on a new position In
the household. Although slaves
stll worked in the kitchens, the
cook was considered a person-
age of great Importance, above
the role of slave, in a special
hierarchy; a position he had
held in Athens,

The Greeks surely suffered
despite their great cultural in-
fluence. It Is an historical fact
that after the Turks conquered
Constantinople in 1453 (the city
was then called Bymntium),
Greek cooks were forced to re-
fer to their dishes in the Turk-
Ish language and it is uafor-
tunate that some of the fine
Greek cuisine s still being dis-
gulsed with Turkish names, I
read recently that the tourist
trade to the Greek islands has
increased immeasurably since
Jackie Kennedy's marriage to
Aristotle Onassis. Maybe we'll
be seeing more Greek dishes
from now on. It wouldn't be the
first time that a love match
played an important role in his-
tory.,

If you are a friend of Georgi-
anna Smith of 607 Woodbridge
St.,, you can enjoy fine Greek
cooking right here In Manches.
ter. Georgie's father was born in
Greece, 8ince her mother was
Irish, her dad would sometimes
cook one of his native dishes, In
1867, the Smiths celebrated their
25th wedding anniversary with a
trip to Europe and the Greek
Isles. During this voyage, Geor-
gle plcked up several more
recipes, particularly those using
fish. 8he and her husband, Earl
A, 8mith, are great fishermen.
They own a 24-fool cruiser from
which Earl caught the bluefish
you see in the picture, Here's the
recipe; a good one for Lent
which began yesterday (Ash
Wednesday) :

Baked Fish a Ia Spotune Istand

One large sliced fish

Salt

Lemon julce
L cup oil
2-3 tablespoons tomato sauce
1 cup chopped parsiey
1 glass white wine
2.3 garlic cloves

Salt and pepper

Fine, dry bread crumbs, pre-

ferably flavored

Wash fish. Sprinkle with salt
and lemon juice, Mix the oil,
tomato sauce, parsley, wine,
garlic, salt and pepper to taste,
Spread’ some oil in baking dish
and sprinkle with bread crumbs,
Place fish in pan and pour on
sauce, Sprinkle with more bread
crumbs. Bake at 350 degrees for
46-45 minutes (until! golden
brown).

Georgie serves a mixed green
salad with the fish, Instend of
oil and vinegur for dressing, she
uses oil and the julce of a fresh
lemon, adding a touch of ore-
gano for variatlon. The Greek
peoples are great users of lemon,
literally using it from soup to
dessert. They grow a native
lemon which is as large as a
grapefruit.

Much of the criticlsm comes
from a public that has grown
much more aware of marketing
practices through congressional
investigations and Ralph Nader
and their own unhappy experi-
ences with products with better
imnages than performance.

What makes the ad people
especiully uncomfortable §s that
they share in the eriticlsm of
uny industry, because it is they
who publicize the products and
to a degree maintain the image,

«The present criticism, howev-
er, seems o be more dircet.
Rather than being hurt by fall-
out from attacks on other in-
dustries, the advertisers now
seem o feel lthey, themselves,
ure under attack.

But it was
his explanation of the growing
criticism that revealed the in-
dustry's fallure.

many, to teach.

“The Role of Advertising” has
been the subject of many
speeches in the past few years,
but some of the remarks con-
tained therein express the frus-
tration of telling the story ade-
quately.

NEW YORK (AP)—The
major league players' boy-
cott shows some signs of
cracking, but not enough to
keep their representatives
from rejecting another
pension offer from the club

owners.

A number of mme players,
such as Pat Jarvis, Tom Seav-
er, Jerry Grote and
Scott, sald Wednesday they
would report to spring training.

And owner Fronols Dale- of
the Cincinmati Reds says that's
just the beginning.

‘“The real test of the players
hasn't come yet," Dale said in
Gincinnati, “I can tell you there
are a lot of players signed and
lot more ready to, We really
haven't tested (Marvin) Miller's
control of his men."

That brought a response from
Miller, the executive director of
the Major League Players Asso-
ciation, "This proves it Is all a
stalling tactic to try to break
the Association wide open,”
Miller sald in New York.

Earller in the day the player
represenfatives had overwhelm-
Ingly turned down the latest
proposal by the owners to hike
the: pension $1.2 milllon to $5.

To Increase Sewer Charges

Town Manager Robert Waeiss
sald today that he is not anticl-
puling a reduction in the town's
sewer rates when a new sched-
tle for increased water ra in
effecled,

Increased wuter rates would
automatically produce Increas-
ed sewer revenue, (f the 75 per
cert rewer rate remained.

Sewer rates are assessed on
the formuin of 75 per cent of
water bills, The 75 per cemt
sewer rate has been in effect
since May 1861. It had been 00
per cent before then, dutlhg
back to May 1955, and had been
30 per cent before then, dating
back to 1929, The rates before
1929 were nol on & uniform
standard.

Welss, on, Tuesday night, was
instructed by the Board of Di-
rectors to draw up a proposal
for increased water rates, to
finance proposed improvements
to the town's water system.

The improvements, possibly
to be financed by bonds in a
capital improvement program,
were recommended in a report
by the Griswold Engineering
Co.
Projecting the town's water
needs to 1880 and beyond, Gris-
wold Engineering has estimat-
ed that the necessary improve-
ments would cost approximate-

" Columbia

ly $4.2 million, based on cur-
rent prices,

Welss sald today that the
present sewer rate (75 per cent
of the water bill) produces only
enough revenue for ‘‘the break
even poind.”

He sald that the present in-
come Is Insufficient to cover
anticipated, additional expenscs
for the planned Secondary
Treatment Plant and the North-
east Interceptor.

The anticipated expenses, he
said, must cover Interest and
princ'pal payments for a bond
Issue for the project, plus sal-
aries for added personnel, plus
increased costs for operation.

Weiss said that he will riot
know what the added costs for
the bond issue, the personnel
and the operating costs will be.
What he does know, he said,
is that the present income to
the sewer department is inade-
quate to cover them.

e sald that only a study
will reveal whether the 75 per
cent sewer rate, even based on
Incrensed water rates, will cov-
er them,

He declined to predict an in-
crease in the sewer rate. He
would only say, “I am not an-
ticipating now that the 75 per
cent sewer rate will be re-
duced when the new water
rates take effect.'

About 200 parents and school
persommel gathered Tuesday
night at Porter School gym o
discuss ‘'serious charges' re-
cently leveled at school admin-
istration policies.

Some of the problems arose
from the alleged gsharing of
books, the poor conditign of
many books when they are al-
lotted in the beginning of the
year, behavior problems in ¢lass
and on the bus and problems
with the French and math pro-
grams. Other ‘‘charges” in-
cluded one that Principal
George Patros ‘‘intimidated"
parents, did not greet teachers
in the morning and teachers
needed ‘‘appointments' to see
Paltros,

The latter charges angered
Patros who said, “Whit parent
has ever been intimidated? All
your questions have always
been answered and the idea that
aryone has not had definite sat-
isfaction is unbelievable to the
staff. This really hurts. The
staff 1s more than dedicated.”

Putros admitted there wus
some sharing of books in the
science und social studies areas
and added that it ‘‘should and
would be rectified.”

Mrs. Nancy Beck, referring to
the guestion of why the children
were not allowed to write in
workbooks if the books were
new, asked, "why Is this? Are
they so expensive?”

Behavior Problems

Patros said that they were ex-
pensive, they cost 46 cents each
and each child would huve to he
supplied with one or more de-
pending on the subject,

Some of Lthe behavior prob-
lems in class or lunchroom
which bothered some parents
seemed ludicrous to others. One
Involved the throwing of empty
milk cartons In the lunchroom.
One  parent remarked later,
“What kid hasn't thrown an
emply milk carton during his
school yeuars just out of sheer
exuberance or just deviltry?"

Misconduct in the classrooms,
snid Potros, gets its just des-
serts, Flrst there Is o wirning
to the student from the admin-
isttat'on, then detention, then
detention and o warning to the
purent, then suspension 1!
there is no cooperation from
the parent, and, noted Patros,
this Is not unusual, the offender
is expelled.

Tao the churge that bus behav-
ior problems hid to be at the
“kedlam®™  level before being
controlled, Patroa said It was
the full responsibility of the bus
driver who has the authority to
put the offensive student off the
bus.

Putros added that both he and
the staff are always available at
any “mutually agreeable' time
to discuss any problems  with
the paréent, even o the extent
of coming  back fo  school
evenings.

Patros  also  remarked that
most of the behavior problems
originite in the home and “‘the
tenchers  really  shouldn't huye
o ke some of the behavior

| Water Rate Hike Expected About Town' Colonial to Modern Styles

Show Full Circle in Taste

Those attending last night's
meeting of the Manchester Him-
tarical Soclety were treated lo
a rapid fire, {llustrated talk on

“Changing Patterns in Amerl-
can Tastes” by Edgar de-
Noallles Mayhew, assoclate pro-
fesmor of art history at Con-
necticut College and director of
the Lyman Allyn Museum, New
London.

His lecture and tolor slides
swept ncross interfors and ex-
terfors of American history
from early colonial <days to the
19608, from wooden chimneyed,
thatched roofed, tiny windowed,
primitive homes to the un-
cluttered, naked designs of
Philip Johnson.

The 17th century, Mayhew
sald, was one in which people
created from memories of their
English herjtage. The steeply
pitched roof and medieval over-
hang were typicat of dwellings,

Tables, stools, chairs — the
Brewster chair made Iits - ap-
pearance In this period — were
important articles of the house-
hold, but not beds. Sguareness
was a prominent [feature of
furniture, markedly noticeable
in the table chalr. If there was
any elegance In this .century,
he said, it appeared in silver-
ware,

The 18th cenlury was more
leisurely, providing an oppor-
tunity for growth, as population
on the east coast leaped from
a few hundred thousand to six
million in 1800,

A center hall was added to
homes, with a large room on
each side, there was usually a
chimney uat both ends of the
house instead of a single one,
the front door was -n double
one, pediments were ndded over
windows and the entire interior
was more decoratiye.

Furniture in this era leaned
more toward Chippendale, tum.
ings became larger, and walnut
wasy the usual wood. The kitchen
revealed little change, however,
from that of the preceding cen-
tury.

Queen Anne fumiture appear-
ed In America sbout 1715, May-
hew sald, and it had u long
period of popularity because the
style wns more sophisticated.
The claw and ball foot was
introduced, and mahogany was
almost entirely used becuuse of
trade with the West Indies, and
the good grain, Tiles around fire-
places were Introduced, and the
popularity of curves in furniture
carried over to silver designs,

Between 175075 classicism
emerged under the infiuence of
the Itallan architect Palladio.
The hip roof, balustrades, and
keystones were hallmarks of this
style and period. Chippendale
grew in popularity and use,
blended with Queen Anne, roco-
¢o, Gothle, and Chiness.

Although the best American
Chippendale was made In Phila-
delphin at this time, Mayhew
sald, Newport was important
because of furniture makers
Townsend and Goddard, The one
style Indigenous to the Rhode
Island community is block front

In the 1775-85 decade, he sald,
it was evident Americn was try-
ing to negate the English influ-
ence, but this didn't last. In
came the Federal Period with
Thomas Jefferson the tuste-
maker. Mayhew's slides showed
that the Jefferson designed Mon-

ticello 'is really & mintature
Pantheon, Balem, Mass. s a
good example, he commentad, of
a town that has preserved Fed.
ernd archiftecture,

In this period archiectures
became simpler, but interiors
wave more elegant, with tastes
running to Inlald wood, and Hep-
plewhite and 8heraton furn|.
tury, When the eagle won out
over Ben Franklin's turkey as
the American bird, he sald, it
began to appear ak part of the
decor of almost everything
Imaginable,

As a result of American In.
terest In Greece's war with
Turkey, a lttle country being
“'‘hicked around," the Greek and
Roman influenoce  appeared
about 1820, "Greece was the
Israel of its time,” Mayhew
sald. The influence was evident
in both Empire furniture and
dress, and stlll can be seen in
the portico of many bulldings.
He pointed out the Congregn-
tional Church in Madison, Conn,,
n8 64 good example.

“The really fashlonable lady
of that time would choose n
handkerchieflike dress materinl,
Then she would sonk her body
with water so the dress would
cling to her body contours as
she swept into a soclal event,'

About 1830 the Empire in.
fluence began to fade, and the
Gothie revival, popularly called
Victorian, became dominant,
mingled with Oriental, Roman,
and Greek. The Hudson Valley
is replete with Gothle houses,
Mayhew said, and a striking
Connecticul example Is the Pink
House in Woodstock.

“The Victorinn world liked o
lot of everything,” he quipped.
“Why use ane when you cBuld
use scven? The whatnot was
very popular. On {t you put
everything  you wished you
didn’t have In the first place."

Mayhew labeled the years
1872-1913 the “‘age of elegance,
the laxless years, the period of
robber barons and private par-
lor cars."” George Eastlake and
Richard Morris Hunt, & revival-
Ist architect, were important in-
fluences of the period.

From 1870-1003, Oriental in-
teriors were in vogue in Ameri-
can homes because of the open-
ing of Japun to the Westem
world. Tiffanys, he said, sold
shiploavs of Jupanese fumiture
and other articles at the 1878
Philadelphin World Fair,

Mayhew covered the 19008
quickly. In 1013, he said, Rlsie
DeWolfe came upon the scene
with her fetish for chintz on
everything, and muted colors.
The 10205 were full of revivals,
# perlod in which sultes of fur-
niture were ‘“the thing." He
called the 19308 **Auntie Mame"
slyle—angular, cold,

In  concluding, Mayhew
switched slides from a modern
lo & colonia! Interior o show
we have come almost full eycle.
Spaciousness, simple furniture,
the mammoth fireplnce ure
prominent in both, The great
difference, he said, is that glasy
has repluced the thick wal be-
tween us nnd the weather.

“Modern industry Is the main
facet of our lastes,” Mayhew
observed. “Man s dependent
upon the machine. There s
much less opportunity for inde-
pendence of tiaste today than
there was in the 19th century."'

NEW ORLEANS (AP) — The
judge took under advisement to-
day a defense request for an or
der directing that Clay Shaw be
found innocent of conspiring to
assassinale President John F.

Judge Edward A. Haggerty
Jr. of Criminal District Court
sald he would give his decision
Friday morning. Court was re-

"I already had agreed to ex-
cuse the jurors for the rest of
the day to enable the defense to

, summon s witnesses," Hagger-

ty said. "'This period will enabie
me to read the full transcript of
Perry Russo’s testimony.''

Russo, 27, a New Orleans
book salesman, was the state's
key witness on the conspiracy
charge, He testified that he ov-
erheard Shmw, Lee Harvey Os-
wald and David W. Ferrie plot-
ting to kill Kennedy,

In the motion for a directed
verdict, attorney ¥. Irvin Dy-
mond argued that Russo's testl-
mony actually damsged the
prosecution when he admitted he

two or more perwons to commit
a crimimal act. -

"Russo’s testimony on that
point strikes at the very heart,
sirikes at the very core of what
is necessary for the state to
start out with," said Dymond,

Aszst, Dist. Atty, James L. Al
cock, who made the state's ar-
gument while Dist.

Both the executive branch and
both parties in the legislatéve branch
are guilty of gaing along with budgetary
and revenue-estimating fakery in order
to avoid meeting the crisis at an earlier
stage, before it could attain Its present
overwhelming size.

Both the executive branch and both
parties in the legislative branch have
played  their complacent part in those
free and easy increases in state spend-
ing which have formed one half of the
pincers between which the people of
the stete are now to be tortured.

But the mutuality of political blame
for the plight we are in does not mean
that the people of the state have to ac-
cept the worst consequences of the past
without protest and action,

Bamewhere — if not from the execu-
tive, if not from the legislative branch
— there has to tome some impetus to
lake a serious emergency look at the
nature and necessity of those expendi-
tures, those expansions of staff, those
investments in bureaucracy, which have
done so much to build the burden on the
state,

Somewhere — i not from the execu-
tive, if not from the legislative branch
— there has o come an sssessment of
the proposed tax increases which dares
try to waed out those proposals which
are most grossly unfair,

There s need and opportunity for a
responsible kind of taxpayers’ revolt in
Connecticut, not a blind and angry
erusade led by political irvesponsibles or
potential demagogues, but by responsible
organizations already close to the state
picture.

Where Flu Is Normaley

The most shameful exampls of hloody
nationalist rot we have ever detected In
otherwise respectable jourmalism wus
provided by the Manchester Guardian
the other day e it commented editorial-

that the British succeeded in defeating

on “the British national habit of pel-
Gisparagemen(,'’ as exampled by ‘‘our
faflure to glory In the defeat of Mao
flu."”

The Guardian then narrated how the
flu, perhaps bred by evil scientists in
Communist China, “‘quickly subdued
Hongkong and then laid waste most of
the United States.' -

In Engiand, the Guardian noted, "'t
attacked Amerioans at a seminar in
this country, Only when it took on the
Ifland race proper did it meet its mas-
ter. Breeding (ells.'

There it s, then, the #nsolent, raw
claim that our British cousina have
sormething in thelr blood and character
which enabled them to ward off and
conquer the germ to which Americans
were so vulnerable. Americans who hap-
pened to be In Britain fell prostrate to
the disease. The British assoclating with
them were Immume.

We don't belleve it. We think the
Guanrdian is putting us on. This is the
same bland brand of guff which we
Americans accepted for 30 many cen-
turfes until wé had bullt ourselves the
biggest Inferiority complex in history,
and really bellieved the British could do
everything better than we ocould.

How, in a land where everyone quivers
and trembles and shakes from Novem-
ber to March, where every gulp of air
Is in HseM a spasm of pneumonia, and
where some diseare - induced body fever
Is the only efficient heating system any-
one has for the winter months, can any-
one pretend to diagnose whether the flu
is present or absent? How did the Guard-
ian tell?

Beware Of Nuclear Booby-Traps

We hope the SBenate will give the nu.
clear nonproliferation treaty a good go-
ing-over before deciding whether or not
to ratify it; the Foreign Relations Com-
mittee resumes hearings on it today.
On several scores, the proposed pact
sirikes us as a pretty dublous plece
of business,

As with a lot of things in this world,
surface—to prevent mations not now Pos-
seaming nuclear weapons from obtaln-
ing them. If that condition were to pre-
vail, ‘it is argued, smaller powers would
be unable to wage nuclear war oa each
other, and the great powers would be
less lkely to be drawn into nuclear
confrontations,

But can it be made to prevall? One
of the very first questions abowt the
treaty is its workability. Future, and
perhaps even present, technology could
permit the development of a nuclear
arsenal with scant risk of detection, Nor
ls It Inconcelvable that at some point
the Soviet Union might elect to ship
such arms clandestinely to a non-nuclear
nation, despite its signature on the
treaty. The inspection procedures do 'not
appear adequate to the challenges.

The workabllity problem is aggravat-
ed by the fact that two of the five nu-
clear powers, France and Red China,
will not accept the treaty. At the least
this means that they would feel free,
if it seemed to euit their purpose, to
supply nuclear weapons to nations not
now having them.

All in all, preventing nuclear spread
looks like en almost .impossible task,
given u desire on the part of a na-
tion to become a nuclear power., And
the difficulties with the treaty don't-end
there.

Friendly nations choosing to ablde by
the treaty, as signatories or otherwise,
would presumably count more than ever
on the U.B. to provide - protection for
them. The possibility has le@ some ob-
servers to conclude that the opportuni-
ties for the U.S. to get Imto interna-
tional trouble would be increased rath-
er than decreased.

Just the talk about the treaty has long
been a divistive Influence;  particularly
with regard to our European allies, who
show little or no enthusiasm for It, We
are inclined to agree with William F.
Buckley Jr. when he calls it an affront
to them.

In our view, anyway, it is more than
a little patronizing, if not insulting, for
the U.8., Britain and the Soviet Union
to tell other nations they can’t be trust-
ed with atomic bombs, whereas of course
the U.8., Bnitain and the Soviet Union
can be trusted, It doesn't sound like an
especially effective diplomacy for mak-
ing or keeping friends.

Apart from the somewhat lllusory ex-
pectation that the treaty actually would
stop nuclear proliferation, one big argu-
ment for it in Washington is that it would
be a significant step toward improving
relations with the Soviet Undon. Yet we
fear that too may be an unsupported
assumption,

The Kremlin has a most transparent
Interest In the scheme, namely to keep
auclear wenpons out of the hands of
West Germany. For It the U.8. does
algn, the Soviets figure it will stick to
thé treaty, making sure that West Ger-
many, among other American allies,
stays out of the nuclear club, Knowing
the way the Soviet mind is working,
the Germans are unhsppy about the
treaty and unhappy with the U.8. for
pushing It,

It s far from clear that it is {n the
American interest to straitjascket West
Germany indefinitely in this fashion —
particularly a Germany newly threat.
ened by the Soviet Invasion of Czecho-
slovakia and by freah Communist trou-
ble-making in connection with Berlin.

On the contrary, It seems more a
case of sacrificing u certain amount of
West German good will for the ques-
tionable purpose of making a conces-
glon to the Soviets, There are ways of
improving relations with the Soviets, and
It Is an Important undertaking for the
sake of world peace, but we don't think
this treaty is apt to be a useful one.

Admitledly, objections such as these
may exaggerate the © consequences of
ratification. It is possible that a pact
appearing so Inherently unenforceable
and containing s0 much deluslon aend
hypocrisy simply won't ‘make any great
difference to the future of International
relations.

All the same, the booby-traps ure
there, and It Is up to the Senate to bring
them out In the open, —WALL STREET

Moreover, the top party lead-
ers from the old Confederacy
also agreed unanimously that
Mr. Nixon could not win & ma-

-Béach; Gov.-Ronsld Reagan of

California would carry them all.

What makes this a transcen-
dent political event is the fact
that Mr, Nixon could have been
neither nominated nor elected
without the vigorous support of
the Southemers who gathered
here Sunday in a state of such
unhappiness,

That secre! meeting was call-
ed to discuss rising Southern
anger over Administration pol-
icies, mostly over school deseg-
regation bul also regarding pa-
tronage and forelgn policy.

Attending were Bryce Harlow,
Mr. Nixon's chief Congressional
lobbyist, Harry Demt, former
South Carolina State Chairman
and now deputy White House
ocounsel, and John Sears, White
House political adviser,

During more than two hours
al the Statler-Hilton, Hotel, the
Southern chairmen were re-
strained and cautious in critiz.
ing Mr. Nixon's school-integra-
tlon policies. But, one by one,
they agreed that the lack of any
fundamental change in those
policles contradicted the over-
whelming pconviction, throughout

As one State Chairman told
us!

So deep-seated is their frus.
tration that the Southerncers de-
clined an invitation by Harlow
to visit the President at the
White House. One confided
later that they would have had
lo make a statement to report-
€rs on leaving the White House
and did not want to be forced
into criticizing their host and
their President. Throughout the
tense session, the three White
House addes listened respect-
fully, appealed for patience, but
made no pretense that the
school situation would change.

In fact, they could not have
done otherwise. For example,
some angry Southern Republl-
cans complain that last week's
Justice Department sult against
the school saystem of Harris
County (Houston), Tex., was
filed without the knowledge of
Atty. Gen. John Mitchell, im-
plying Mitchell would have stop-
ped It, The facts, however, are
quite different,

Mitchell was well Informed on
the Houston case, He has also
been In continuous communica.
tion with Robert Finch, Becre-
tary of Health, Education and
Welfare (HEW), whose cut-off
of Federal funds from Southern
school districts made him the
chief target of Southern Repub-
lican anger.

Mitchell and Finch conferred
at length just this past Tuesday
on the achool desegregation
question and came to one prin.
cipal conclugsion: HEW uand the
Justice Department, far [from
aurrendering to the South,

ahould move against de facto
school segregation in the North
with the same gusto they are
showing against Southern dual
school systems. Two specific
Northern areas eyed for Fed-
eral action are Pasadena, Calif.
and South Holland, Tl This
would relieve the South as the
sole Federal target.

Moreover, the Sunday protest
meeting contributed to Pres.
ident Nixon's reversing one past
decision. He now intends to
nominate Texas businessman
Hillary Sandoval to head the
Small Business Administration
(SBA). After we reported last
Mondny that the President was
passing over Sandoval, a Mexi-
can-American, in favor of Chi-
cagoan Robert Podesta, Sen.
John Tower of Texas pleaded
for Sandoval on grounds that
his personal prestige was at
atake. It worked.

But neither & Texan at SBA
nor desegregation suits in the
North mollifies Southern Repub-
lHeans who had counted on a
new era of friendlinesa from
Washington. With the Nixon ad-
ministration only one month old,
Southern Republican profes-
slons are saying hoped-for party
growth under Mr. Nixon "“has
stopped cold.”

So far, they are saying that
only privately. But with local
political  pressures mounting
fast, they may soon be saying
it publicly to open an anti-Nixon
Southern revolt of forbidding
dimensions.

One week the 19680 General
Assembly Judiciary Committee
makes news by not wanting to

The next week & makes news

The hearings it should hold,
but Gidn't want to, it is now go-
fng to hold—on the issues of
abortion and capital pundsh-
ment. This is consonant with
Connecticut tradition and prac-
tice. If, by #s whimsical dect-
sion that # had already heard
mmough testimony, in other
years, the Committee had been
mble to eliminate hearings on
two such important and contro-
vemsial topdcs, there might have
been fewer and fewer toplcs, in
future years, considered worth
the trouble and time of a pub-
lic hearing.

The hearings it probably
shouldn’t hold, but may, would
be on the bench performance
qualifications of incumbent
Jjudges up for reappointment,
and on the qualifications of
Judges being newly appointed.

We are not even sure the Judi-
clary Committee should be pur-
suing its present policy of pri-
vate interviews with prospective
Judges and incumbent judges
being reappointed. Each such
Interview, inevitably and in-
escapably, brings into one room,
for deliberation of the judge's
future, the judge and a group of
lawyers who are almost certain,
i the judge's career continues
and climbs, to be appearing in
that judge's court. In such in-
terviews, each lawyer present
has an opportunity to establish,
by the tone of his questioning,
the nature of his own attitude
toward the judge in gquestion.
The lawyers are not without
reckless courage in such en-
counters. One remembers, for
instance, the story of the com-
mittee member who dared ask
one prospective judge whether
the hair he was wearing was
his own.

The current proposal to have
such interviews be conducted in
public, and thus become a kind

In England, the Guardian noted, “it
attacked Amerioans at a seminar In
this country, Only when it took on the
island race proper did it meet its mas-
ter, Breeding (ells."

There it is, then, the insolent, reaw
claim that our British ocousins have
something in their blood and character
which enabled them to ward off and
conquer the germ to which Amerioans
were 8o vulnerable. Amertcans who hap-
pened (o be in Britain fell prostrate to
the disease. The British assoclating with
them were Immune.

We don't belleve . We think the
Guardian is putting us on. This ia the
same bland brand of guff which we
Americans accepted for so many cen-
turfes until we had bullt ourselves the
biggest inferjority complex in history,
and really believed the British could do
everything better than we could,

How, In a land where everyone quivers
and trembles and shakes from Novem-
ber to March, where every gulp of alr
s in fseM a sgpasm of pneumonia, and
where some disease - induced body fever
Is the only efficlent heating system any-
one has for the winter months, can any-
one pretend to diagnose whether the flu
Is present or absent? How did the Guard-
fan tell?

Beware Of Nuclear Booby-Traps

We hope the Senate will give the nu-
clear nonproliferation treaty a good go-
Ing-over before deciding whether or not
to ratify it; the Foreign Relations Com-

mittee resumes hearings on it today. "

On several scores, the proposed paot
strikes us as a pretty dublous plece
of busimeas,

Az with a lot of things in this world,
surface—to prevent mations not now pos-
sessing nuclear wespons from obtain-
ing them. If that condition were to pre-
vail, it Is argued, smaller powers would
be unable to wage nuclear war o each
other, and the great powers would be
less Hkely to be drawn into nucléar
confrontations,

But can It be made to prevail? One
of the very first questions about the
treaty is its workability. Future, and
perhaps even present, technology could
permit the development of a nuclear
arsenal with scant risk of detection. Nor
Is it Inconceivable that at some point
the Soviet Union might elect to ahip
such arms clandestinely to_a non-nuclear
nation, despite it signature on the
treaty. The inspection procedures do not
appear adequate to the challenges.

The workability problem is aggravat-
ed by the fact that two of the five nu-
clear powers, France und Red China,
will not accept the treaty. At the least
this means that they would feel free,
It It seemed to sult their purpose, to
supply nuclear weapons to nations not
now having them.

All in all, preventing nuclear spread
looks like an almost.impousible task,
given a desire on the part of a na-
tion to become & nuclear power. And
the difficulties with the treaty don't end
there.

Friendly nations choosing to ablde by
the treaty, as signatories or otherwise,
would presumably count more than ever
on the US, to provide protection for
them, The possikdlity hiis led some ob-
servers to conclude that the opportuni-
ties for the U.8. to get into interna-
tional trouble would be increased rath-
er than decreased.

Just the talk about the treaty has long
been a divisive iInfluence, particularly
with regard to our European allles, who
show little or no enthusiaam for {t. We
are inclined to agree with Willam F.
Buckley Jr. when he calls it an affront
to them.

In our view, anyway, it Is more than
o little patronizing, If not imsulting, for
the U.8., Britain and the Soviet Union
to tell other nations they can't be trust-
ed with atomic bomba, whereas of course
the U.8,, Britain and the Boviet Union
can be trusted. It doesn't sound like an
especially effective diplomacy for mak-
ing or keeping friends.

Apart from the somewhat {llusory ex-
pectation that the treaty actually would
stop nuclear proliferation, one big argu-
ment for it in Washington is that it would
be a significant step toward improving
relations with the Soviet Union. Yet we
fear that too may be an unsupported
assumption.

The Kremlin has a most transparent
interest in the scheme, namely to keep
auclear weapons out of the hands of
West Germany. For it the U.8. does
algn, the Soviets figure It will stick to
the treaty, making sure that West Ger-
many, among other American allies,
stays out of the nuclear club, Knowing
the way the Soviet mind is working,
the Germans are unhappy about the
treaty and unhappy with the U.S. for
pushing It,

It is far from clear that it is in the
American interest to straitjnoket West
Germany indefinitely in this fashion —
particularly & Germany newly threat-
ened by the Soviet Invasion of Czecho-
slovakia and by freah Communist trou-
ble-making in connection with Berlin.

On the contrary, It seems more a
case of sacrificing a certaln amount of
West German good will for the ques-
tionable purpose of making a conces-
sion to the Soviets, There are ways of
Improving relations with the SBoviets, and
It s an Important undertaking for the
sake of world peace, but we don't think
this treaty s apt to be a useful one.

Admittedly, objections such as these
miy exaggerale the consequences of
ratification. It Is possible that a pact
appearing %o Inherently unenforeeable
and containing so much delusion and
hypoerisy simply won't make any great
difference to the future of international
relations,

there, and It Is up to the Senate to bring

achool systems. Two #specific
Northern areas eyed for Fed-
eral action are Pasadena, Calif.
and South Holland, Il This
would relieve the South as the
sole Federnl target,

Moreover, the Sunday protest
meeting  contributed to Pres-
ident Nixon's reversing one past
decision. He now Intends to
nominate Texas businessman
Hillary Sandoval to head the
Small Businesa Administration
(8BA). After we reported last
Monduny that the President was
passing over Sandoval, a Mexi-
can-American, in favor of Chi-
cagoan Robert Podesta, Sen.
John Tower of Texas pleaded
for Sandoval on grounds that
his personal prestige was at
stake. It worked.

But neither a Texan at SBA
nor desegregation suits in the
North mollifies Southern Repub-
licana who had counted on &
new era of friendliness from
Washington. With the Nixon ad-
ministration only one month old,
Southern Republican profes-
sions are saying hoped-for party
growth under Mr, Nixon “has
stopped cold.”

So far, they dare saying that
only privately.
