Why Neglect Corn Silk?

Catnip is not the last, as, most ob-
viously, it was not the first.

We submit the proposition that any-
thing smoked to excess, be it banann
peel or catnip, will, sooner or later, re-
sult in some kind of exotic expenence
for the smoker,

Perhaps, as those youthful faddists
who like to upset their elders are now
claiming, there is some specinl result
o be gained from smoking catnip, There
6 a touch of plausdbility for the claim,
because nearly everybody has witnessed
the wiy in which cainip can turn on o
cal,

But our guess would be that any ef-
fect gained from smoling catnip can be
traced to the fact that young people mow
have time to smoke a lot of it, whereas
the addictions of other years were fur-
tive and flitting behind-the-bam affairs,

Ever since the modern fad for smok-
ing things other than tobacco has been
on the rise, we have wondered what
would have happened to previous gen.
erations If they had ever leamed how
to amoke corn slk In quantity,

The trouble, with the com silk genera-
tions, was thot somebody was always
coming around the side of the barn
Just as the corn silk cigaret had been
lighted. The smokers were young and
nervous, and surprisingly tender-throat-
ed and tender-stomiched, and we doubt
that they had ever even heard of msuch
n smoking technique as that of Inhaling,

What we would e to ses undertaken,
purely as a muatter of sclentific research,
by mome stout-lunged youngater who de-
cides he or she has nothing better to do
with an afternoon, is a really pensistent
inhalation of ocomn sllk smoke. There
ought to be, by the third or fourth
olguret, the beginning of a sensation of
belng on soms kind of trip.

Thanks to the good work of thoes who
actively promote the brotherhood of
man, most Americans today are aware
of the indecency and danger of religious
and racial prejudice,

What these campaigners call to our
attention i{s that generalisation about
groups of people usually subvertas the
truth, Badly, their pleas are often laced
with platitudes and, beyond that, they
don't go far enough. The worst weak-
ness of brotherhood propagnnda is that
#t almost always stops at the perimeter
of this or that minority group.

Whether the pleas for brotherhood
have made much of a deat is hard to
say. Bthnle jokes still abound in the Unit.
ed States, and there s no better guide
to a man's deepest feelings than hls
humor. Some non-Christiana are still In-
furinted by Christmas postage stamps,
many schools and companrdes maintain
thalr unwritten quota systems in the hir.
ing and advancement of nonwhites and
Jews, and country clubs have & reputa-
tion for holding fast to ethnic criteria.

None of this {s particularly disillusion-
ing because none of this is new. What is
dislllusioning is the prospect —and 1
think it's & real oné —that we may ex-
pect such deliberate intolerance to pro-
ceed Into the future, if perhaps on a
somewhnt reduced scale.

Most middle-aged Americans possess
an assortment of prejudices that run
deep indeed. These stem partly from
early training and partly from the hu-
man bent to recognize and give weight
to group differences,

Because this is so, it becomes incum-
bent upgn parents to create an attitude
in the home that fostera tolerance. The
sooner a young child learns that an eth-
nde slur heard on the gtreet {s regarded
as out of order in the home, the soconer
that child will begin to bulld up his own
resistance to the Mttle pressures of
prejudice.

But as for soclety as a whole, especial-
ly a3 motley a one as America's, a
broader attack Is necessary. The virtue
of tolerance should be propagated in a
basic, & purer form. Let the brotherhood
people widen their campaigns and pro-
mole tolerance for all manner of dif-
ferences among peaple, The Intention
here Is not to chart a coburse to Utopla,
but only to wvastly widen our fraternal
coroepts.

Permit a peraonal observation. The
current fashion for beards, mutton chops,
and long hair on men strikes me as un-
attractive — although not necessarlly
esthetically so. In trying to account for
my negatlve reaction to this [fashion,
I've spent a little time reviewing my
own notions of propriety and taste, My
conclusion &s thia: I don't think beards,
mutton chops, and long hair are appro-
priate because they suggest a vanity
that is unbecoming In men. \

Here Is a prejudice, plain and simple.
It 15 a particularly awkward prejudice
because a number of friends sport these
modish hair styles. To make matters
worse, these friends are among the most
Interesting people I know, and I don't
plan to suffer the losa of their company
just because they take their hair more
seriously than I take mine,

S0 there you have it, Some of my best
friends wear beards. There s the preju-
dice, the rationale for it, and the deci-
dion to overlook their manner of belng
different,

If humankind were more mature, there
would be no need for such a step-by-step
decision. We would ignore, even without
thinking about it, human differences that
don't determine behavior, because such
differences don't count, We would still
be free to dislike anybody we chose, but
we would take on such judgments one
at a time, which Is quite enough respon-
sibility.

It's not ehough for the brotherhood
campiigners to plead for racial and re-
ligious tolerance. They are equipped to
lead the way to a more tolerant attitude
toward all kinds of human differences
—agaln 80 long ne those differences don't
produce antisocial behavior,

We do not, of course, have to be tol-
erant of people who are Intolerant of us.
There ure groups in our soclety today,
for Instance, who are notoriously bigoted
against all conventional, moderate citi-
zens. It would be a disservice to
ourselves 1o Ignore thelr aggressive
prejudices,

And, because It 15 a human instinct
and human Instinets cannot be put down
but only harnessed, we can falrly keep
our own good In mind when we hold up
4 stern hand to declared adversaries.

Nor need “‘our own good'' be construed
only in a selfish or negative sense, Our
salisfactions In life are us wide as our
interests and our degree of contentment
can be mensured by the good feeling we
have for the people around us.

WASHINGTON—The suddenly
sprouting Congressional urge for
tax reform will get an early test
when the industry,
which usually wins what it wants
in Washington, attempta to pry
open a recently closed tax loop-
hole.

The cloaing came last fall in a
quiet, clever maneuver by Stan-
ley Surrey, winding up eight
frustrating years as Assistant
Secretary of the Treasury for
Tax Policy, With a stroke of the
pen Surrey boosted by an esti-
mafed §100 million a year taxes
pald by commenrcial banlcs.

As - Surrey was well aware,
both the outgoing Johnson team
and the incoming Nixon team at
the Treasury had tes to the
banking industry which made it
all but Impossible to overrule
his regulation. Thus, only Con-
greas can restore the bankers'

tax reform sentiment and lobby-
ing pressure in the coming tax
reform struggle.

Like most blg industries, the
bankers enjoy a special tax
privilege: A tax formula permit-
ling them to take an automatic
deduction equal to 2.4 per cent
of their outstanding loans as a
so-called bad debt reserve.

8ince actual bad debts are well
under 1 per cent of loans, this
formula amounts to a bountiful
gift from Uncle Sam. This was
precisely the view of Stan Swr-
ray.

Surrey, an ardent tax reform-
er, had tasted more failure than
suocess at the Treasury and last
fall was chagrined when Preai-
dent Johnson suppressed his tax
reform proposals. As a valedic-
tory, therefore, Surrey began
rewriting tax regulations in his
closing days — including the one
on bank taxation,

Instead of reducing the 2.4 per
oont, Surrey ruled that the bad
debt percentage could not be
applied to absolutely safe loans
— most notably loans to the U.S.
government, Nobody knows ex-
actly how much that will cost
the bankers in 1969, but $100
million s the educated guess.
Accordingly, Surrey’'s stroke of
the pen was an instant tax
reform of major proportions,

Nelther of SBurrey's two super-
fors in the Johnson —_
Secretary Henry H. (Joe) Fow-
ler or Under Secretary Joseph
Barr — cared for the change.
One report circulating among
lobbylists is that Fowler was re-
Strained from killing Surrey's
tule change only when Surrey
threatened to resign with a blast
ngainst the Johnson tax policy —
A report confirnfed by some and
denied by others.

Adept at bureaucratic maneu
vering, Surrey issued the change
in regulations last October while
Fowler was in Geneva | for a
monetary conference., Surrey's
action could have “been over-
ruled in the Johnson administra.
tion's closing days. But when
Fowler resigned as Secretary in
December, all hope expired for
the bankers,

The reason: Barr, Fowiler's
Successor as Secretary in those
closing weéks, had accepted a
post-government job with a lead-
ing Washington bank—the Amer-
lcan Becurity & Trust Co. Barr
rightly felt constrained from
Interfering with Surrey’s handi.
work and so informed the bank-
Ing industry,

That was particulaxly glum
news for the bankers, because
Barr's successor ns Secretary in
the Nixon administration, David
Kennedy, was coming to Wash-,
Ington from the Continental TN-
nois Bank In Chicago and was
Just as unwilling as Barr to bail
out the banking industry at the
riak of creating a conflict of
interest.

The bankers' position became
even bleaker when President-
elect Nixon named as Under
Secretary, No, 2 man In the
Department, the chief lobtbyist
of the banking industry: Charls
Walker of the American Bankers

Assn, Walker, taking a surpris.
ingly strong position for tax
reform In non- areas,
must slso avoid any seeming
conflict-of-interest as an advo-
cate of bankers' tax privileges.
Thus, bankers know their only
hope s Congress. Legialation to
overrule Surrey would take too
long, but the Joint Cdmmittee
on Internal Revenue could pass
& resolution instructing that
Surrey's regulation be revised.
However, leading House tax-
writers are unsympathetic to
the bankers' position. Indeed,
there Is some foeling in Congress
that Surrey did not go far
enough and should have limited
the bad debt deduction to the
actual amount of losses — run-
ning st less than 1 per cent —
for an industry enjoying unpre-
cedented profits. Whether that
